John 5:28 — But I say unto you. 
That whosoever looketti on a wo­
man to lust after her hath com­
mitted adultry with her already 
In his heart.

Recently the newspaper ca­
rted an article dealing with the 
action - or inaction - of the Oon- i 
stitution Revision Committee fori 
the State of Texas as it studied 
legislation affecting houses of 
ill-repute. Some, such as "The 
Chicken Ranch” in south Texas, 
already exist and the number 
may grow; depending upon the 
Committee’s final decision wheth­
er to term prostitution as a mor­

al Issue or a legal question; the 
Committee IS considering label­
ing prostitution as "a sin’ and 
not a legal question a t all.

This poses a couple of prob­
lems for me. (1) Sin is a reli­
gious — basically a Christian — 
definition of an immoral act that 
profanes God’s Crown of Crea­
tion, e.g., man. God has him­
self declared already prostitu­
tion as a sin; making such re­
lationships an act which pro­
fanes the name of God and de­
manding abstinence from such 
Involvements by including it In 
the Ten Commandments (Deut- 
teronomy 5:18): Neither Shalt 
thou commit adultry.’* Accord­
ing to the 10th chapter of Levi­
ticus such relationships are to 
be punishable by death a — phy­
sical death which also implies 
that they shall thereby die spir- 
itally also. Paul reminds us in 
I Corinthians 5 that such In­
volvements lead to the exclusion 
of persons from the Christian 
fellowship and. further, in the 
6th chapter of 1 Corinthians he 
points out that it also excludes 
one from the Kingdom of God; 
notice especially I Corinthians 
6:13b — Now the body Is not for 
fornication, bat for the Lord.
Therefore, the Constitution Re­

vision Committee has no need 
to make such a decision — it 
was made in behalf of mankind 
many, many years ago!

(2) Since sin is a Christian de­
finition, for the Committee to 
have the right, power or author­
ity to determine morality, it 
thereby denies the philosophy of 
the separation of Church and 
state, giving the state the su­
premacy over she Church, thus 
over-riding the power and au­
thority of God in declaring what 
is evil and what is not evil in 
this life. But, God has already 
declared prostitution a sin and 
the only right the Committee 
has Is to determine not the mor­
ality of (he act but the legality 
of it. And, for the committee to 
attempt to do otherwise is So 
defy God!

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The biggest oil and gas lease 
sale on Teixas public lands in a 
quarter century is rcheduled Oct­
ober 2.

Land Commissioner Robert L. 
Armstrong said 1,348,610 acres 
in 1,712 tracts will be offered 
for lease consideration.

Most of the state tracts are 
submerged acreage in the Gulf 
of Mexico. Nine hundred and 
40 Gulf tracts totalling 998.610 
acres have been nominated, plus 
563 tracts in Texas bays and 
inlets including 267,678 acres 

Oil and gas firms and Indivi­
dual bidders offer bonus pay 
ments via sealed bids on leasing 
of the state-owned tracts tor a 
period of five years to explore 
and develop minerals. Armstrong 
said a record high interest is in­
dicated in potential oil and gas 
production on state lands.

“This will be the largest sale 
in more than 25 years,” said 
Armstrong.

A sale involving nearly one 
million acres of land In 1965 
brought more than $39 million 
in bonus payments to the per­
manent school fund.

Armstrong said the current 
sale is doubly significant be­
cause leases will enable the state 
to take its one-sixth royalty pay­
ment In gas or oil instead of 
cash.

A court case is now pending 
to determine If this can be done 
on existing leases. The “ In kind" 
provision, specially allowing the 
state to take oil and gas as well 
as cash, will be written Into the 
October bid propositions.

Armstrong said this will per­
mit the state to offer cities the 
option of buying some of their 
natural gas directly from the 
state at fair market value.

POLLUTION S T A N D A R D S  
WEIGHED — Differing state 
and federal penalties for water 
pollution control violations have 
stalled designation of Texas Wa­
ter Quality Board as the agency 
to issue waste discharge permits 
in the state.

The federal government will stu­
dy further authorizing the Board 
to issue "national pollution dis­
charge elimination system” 
waste discharge permits under 
1972 water quality amendments.

State penalties which apply to 
both municipalities and indus­
tries set a maximum of $1,000 
per violation daily. Federal pen­
alities call for a maximum of 
$25,000 a .day per violation. TW- 
QB Executive Director Hugh 
Yantis said the requirement that 
states have authority to impose 
$25,000 daily fines was receiv­
ed after the 63rd Legislation 
adjourned, and he did not feel 
a special nekton was In order 
on the question.

Yantis argued that the Texas 
penalities do represent a sub­
stantial deterrent. He said it is 
"inconceivable that approval 
will not be given eventually to 
our state program." Yantis noted 
a $125,000 fine levied against 
Armco Steel was “possibly the 
largest ever collected under any 
state water pollution law.” 

SINGLE - MEMBER LEGIS­
LATIVE DISTRICTS PUSHED- 
First legal move In an effort to 
have eight more counties divid­

ed into single-member legisla­
tive districts was launched last 
week.

David Richards, Austin attor­
ney retained by the State AFL- 
CIO, seeks authority to 10 in­
dividuals to intervene in a Tar­
rant County House redistricting 
case.

If the motion is approved by 
the three-judge federal court, 
judges will be asked to split Tra­
vis, Lubbock McLennan, Jeffer- 
so.n Nueces, El Paso, Hidalgo 
and Galveston into single-mem­
ber House districts. Eaah of the 
counties now has two or more 
representatives elected county­
wide. Richards claims this “un­
constitutionally dilutes voting 
strength of racial and political 
elements.

AG OPINIONS -  A county 
commissioners court may em­
ploy experts to re-evaluate pro­
perty in the county for tax pur­
poses, but a tax assessor has no 
such power, Atty. Gen. John 
Hill held.

In other recent opinions. Hill 
concluded:

Salary checks cannot be with­
held from a state employee to 
repay an overpayment which 
was not his fault under an im­
proper order.

A person cannot serve simul-' 
taneously on the State Board of 
Mental Health and Mental Re­
tardation and the State Board 
of Education.

Parks and Wildlife Depart­
ment personnel need no special 
permits to take, transport, re­
lease or otherwise handle fish 
and wildlife species for inves­
tigation and scientific purposes.

The State Textbook Commit­
tee may not recommend tor pub­
lic school adoption textbooks on 
which the slate Is to realize roy­
alties from private publishers. 
Where there is no such arrange­
ment, textbooks can be adopted 
containing materials coopera­
tively developed with Independ­
ent laboratories financed in part 
from state General Education
