The bank has been 
repaid the $9,604 with a bonding 
company holding an $8,000 note 
from Cherry, which he is paying 
off at $50 a month. He is now 
operating his own business in 
Hedley.

emment. At the present times the 
budget requests of each depart­
ment must first go through t h e  
Bureau of the Budget, which is 
a part of the Executive Office of 
the President of the United 
States. There is no question but 
that a thorough and searching 
examination is made of these ap­
propriation requests by the Bu­
reau of the Budget. There is no 
question but that the requests 
of the departments are usually 
trimmed by the Bureau of the 
Budget. These appropriation re­
quests are made up in the first 
instance by the particular agency 
or department involved, broken 
down as to the several divisions 
of that department. In creating 
the budget it is necessary f o r  
these people in these divisions of 
a department to project their 
thinking into the future and rely 
on estimates as to how much 
will be needed. It is generally 
conceded that very seldom are 
any estimates less than the ac­
tual needs of the department. 
Usually they are more than the 
actual requirements, which ex 
plains why the Bureau of the 
Budget is able to trim these re 
quests be either cutting down or 
deleting items.

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number of experts in financial 
matters working on these budg­
ets, the items requested, a n d  
justification for those items.

The Bureau of the Budget, in 
going over these items, necessar­
ily reflects the thinking of the 
Presidency as to what should or 
should not be included in th e  
budget and the extent of it. 
Hence, the Bureau of the Budget 
will naturally furnish additional 
and further supporting data for 
those items of expenditure par­
ticularly favored by the Presi­
dency. When the budget finally 
reaches the Congress, it has been 
the subject of deep and exhaus­
tive study, both as to the sug­
gested expenditures and as to the 
supporting data and justification 
for those expenditures, represent­
ing of course the thinking of the 
Executive Branch of the govern­
ment. It comes to Congress for 
appropriation of public monies to 
meet the requests and demands. 
Congress is supposed to reflect 
the will of the people as to the 
expenditures to be made. T h e  
requests of the executive depart­
ments can be increased or de­
creased, or completely wiped out. 
Usually the budget requests are 
measurably cut by the Congress.

The budget itself, which is sent 
up by the President, is usually 
the product of many months of 
work. The difficulty which Con­
gress experiences in dealing with 
a budget is the fact that there 
is so little time between t h e  
transmittal of the budget to t h e 
Congress and the beginning of 
the fiscal year to which it is ap­
plicable. For instance, the budget 
presented in the month of Janu­
ary each year must be acted upon 
not later than June 30th of that 
same year. This means that the 
Congress has at most approxi­
mately five and a half months to 
go over the matters therein con­
tained. It must also be remem­
bered that the folks in the Exe­
cutive Branch of the government 
preparing these budgets and jus­
tifying them have this as a pri­
mary duty. The Members of Con­
gress have thousands of duties, 
among which is the necessity to 
study and act on the appropria­
tions bills. The Appropriations 
Committee of the Congress has 
50 members. These are divided 

into Subcommittees, to which

are assigned different phases of 
the budget requests. There is a 
very limited number of employ­
ees assigned to each Subcommit­
tee to work with it on the subject. 
The problem resolves itself to 
this: we in the Congress are 
charged with completely evalu­
ating in five and a half months 
with a very minute number of 
employees, comparatively speak­
ing, the appropriations requests 
that have been studied and just­
ified over a period of approxi­
mately 18 months by thousands 
of employees. You can readily 
see the proportion of the diffi­
culties which we encounter in 
trying to do this.

I have long advocated the solu­
tion of this problem by the cre­
ation of a Committee on the 
Budget to constantly and continu­
ously work in complete coordina­
tion with the several executive 
departments and agencies in the 
preparation of the budget in the 
first instance. This will enable 
the representatvies of the people 
to have full and accurate infor­
mation on all subjects at a mo 
ment’s notice and would, in my 
opinion, provide the mechanics 
by which Federal expenditures 
could be measurably c u t  quickly. 
I would dare say that savings the 
first year would mean the differ­
ence between a surplus and a 
deficit. Certainly with the exper­
iences we have had in the past, 
I do not see how anyone could 
object to giving such a method 
a trial.

GAMS WARDEN SCHOOL

fected plants and is often discov 
ered when dead trees or shrubs 
are being replanted.

The bacterial disease should 
not be confused with root knot 
nematode galls. The crown galls 
are as large or larger than wal­
nuts while nematode galls are 
seldom larger than marbles. A f­
fected plants may die slowly for 
over a period of months or even 
years and young plants are more 
seriously affected than older 
ones.

The disease occurs frequently 
on begonia, blackberry, camellia, 
carnation, cape jasmine, catalpa, 
chrysanthemum, cottonwood, eu- 
onymous, dewberry, forsythia, 
gardenia, grape, hibiscus, hick­
ory, honeysuckle, lugustrum, ma­
ple, peach, pear, pecan, phlox, 
poplar, rose and willow.

In gardens or lawns, infected 
plants that are unproductive may 
be removed and destroyed. As 
many as possible of the infected 
roots should be removed and it 
is also worthwhile to remove the 
infected soil and replace with 
clean soil. Infected soil may also 
be fumigated but this should be 
done several weeks prior to trans­
planting. Use D-DT, Garden Dow- 
fume, Vapam or other soil fumi­
gants as the maker directs.

All transplants should be pur­
chased from a reliable nursery 
and roots should not be pruned 
or injured just prior to trans­
planting. Roots may be treated 
before being set with bichloride 
of mercury solution or with 
streptomycin. The latter should 
be used according to the manu­
facturer’s suggestions.

Local county agents can supply 
detailed information on the dis­
ease and control measures. Ask 
for a copy of MP-283, “ Peach

As the first year of the Ken­
nedy Administration ended, news­
papers all over the country pre­
sented candid views of what, in 
their opinion, it had accomplish­
ed or failed to accomplish. The 
Associated Press gathered a size­
able group of these together, and 
quoted key paragraphs. T h e y  
make interesting reading.

Almost all of the papers were 
critical of the Administration 
policy, (or lack of) that led or at 
least substantially contributed to 
the Cuban fiasco. Policy on Laos 
also came in for heavy criticism.

number felt that the Admini­
stration, and the President, had 
pursued a wavering and indeci­
sive line in foreign policy in gen­
eral.

At the same time, there were 
those who felt that Mr. Kennedy 
had grown in office, and Ins 
learned many hard facts of life
that he didn’t know before. And, 
of course, there was a universal 
hope that in the long pull he 
would be successful.

On domestic issues, the press 
divided more widely, as is al­
ways the case, and kept closer 
to party ties. For instance, The 
Dallas Morning News said: "On 
the domestic front, we feel his 
administration has pushed the 
New Frontier too far. Spending 
has been grossly excessive. No 
effort is being made to balance 
the budget or cut down the debt " 
On the other side of the fence, 
Editor and Publisher Choate, of 
the Boston Herald-Traveler 
wrote: “In a world changing so 
fast that today’s success may be 
tomorrow’s disaster, I am con­
vinced the Kennedy administra­
tion has done — on the whole— 
an outstanding job in 1961. Ex­
cept for the Castro disaster the 
President has shown great cour­
age, firmness and resolution.” 
And a yes-and-no view was voic­
ed by the New York Daily News: 
“We’d say he hasn t done as well 
as his political and press fawn­
ers and flaterers say he has, or 
as badly as is supposed by his 
out and out political and press 
enemies.”

Now Mr. Kennedy has entered 
his second year in office, and he 
must go again to Congress with

proving the Administration meas­
ure seems remote. The cost would 
be great and there is doubt as to 
the end.

A matter of extreme controver­
sy is his anti-recession program. 
This involves several factors. One, 
an eight per cent investment 
credit for industry, designed to 
encourage spending for new 
plants and equipment, has t h e  
odds on its side. Extension of the 
unemployment insurance pro­
gram — which includes lengthen­
ing the time benefits would be 
paid, and bringing in 3 million 
more workers — is in the highly 
problematical category. And his 
request that Congress authorize 
him to order income tax reduc­
tions up to 5 per cent in each 
bracket, as a spur to purchasing 
power when he might feel that 
was needed, would seem to have 
little future. Congress always re­
sists attempts to limit its control 
of the national purse strings.

A question of absolutely top 
importance lies in his request for 
power to lower tariff duties on 
foreign imports, to a much great­
er extent than the present law 
allows the Executive, and to ne­
gotiate with the European Com­
mon Market. This will be oppos­
ed by some industries and some 
unions. Yet, due to world condi­
tions, the chances are that he 
will get what he asks, though, 
perhaps, in modified form.

It should be added that, clearly, 
the President will back some of 
his proposals much more strong­
ly than others. In some cases he 
will, probably, just go through 
the motions of suggesting and 
let it go at that. The tariff and 
anti-recesion programs will be 
given the heaviest White House 
pressure. Finally, it is w o r t h  
noting that many qualified ob 
servers think that the President 
has been quietly but steadily 
moving toward a more conserva­
tive position. And it is a fact that 
some of his severest critics are, 
currently, the extreme liberals.

THOSE WHO COME AFTER US
The story is told of the great 

Roman Emperor Hadrian finding 
an aged man planting olive trees, 
and since they grow so very 
slowly, saying to him: “Old man, 
these trees will not bear fruit 
for many years. Do you expect 
to be alive to eat of the fruit of 
your labor?”

The old man replied: “If God 
wills, I shall eat—and if not, my 
son will eat.

Here is illustrated a basic prin­
ciple of human progress.

HUNTING AND FISHING 
BIG BUSINESS

There must be something to 
these outdoor sports of hunting 
and fishing, says Ed Cooper, ex­
tension wildlife specialist. Ac­
cording to a survey conducted 
recently by the U. S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service, he says some 
30 million people in the United 
States hunt and fish, and that 
fishermen outnumber the hunt­
ers by about 2 to I.

About $4 billion are poured 
into the American economy each 
year by these outdoorsmen, says 
Cooper. This money is spent 
mainly for equipment, transpor­
tation, food and lodging, lease 
fees and licenses. American fish­
ermen spent about $3 billion in 
1960, w h i l e  hunters spent 
lion in 1960, while hunters spent 
$1 billion. Combined, they trav­
eled 13.2 billion automobile miles.

The number of women hunters 
increased from 418,000 in 1955 to 
860,000 in 1960, Cooper continues.

Considering these impressive 
increases in the amount of time, 
money and effort spent on hunt­
ing and fishing, Americans 
should look to the future and 
give seiious thought to the con­
servation of our wildlife and fish­
eries resources.

COTTON

A change in the method of de­
termining the acreage of cotton 
planted in a skip-row pattern 
has been made beginning with 
the 1962 cotton crop.
