Rockets end playoff 
hopes for Bronchos

With delivery of the new 
ambulance recently, the As­
sociated Ambulance Author­
ity Board of Directors decid­
ed to take the necessary stips 
to bring both local ambu­
lances up to new licensing 
standards soon to be adopted 
by the Texas Department of 
Health. The board opted for 
equipping one ambulance as 
a Mobile Intensive Care Unit 
and the other as an Ad 
vanced Life Support Unit or 
perhaps as a M1CU provided 
a cardiac monitor/defibr,l 
lator can be acquired.

It should he noted that 
both ambulances are pre­
sently among the best equip­
ped and staffed in this area 
and are licensed by the State 
Health Dept , meeting not 
only the requirements for 
licensing but also the sug 
gested equipment to he certi­
fied by the State Registry of 
EMS vehicles. The present 
licensing standards are many 
years old and do need im 
provement. The new re­
quirements should be insti­
tuted within the very near 
future and the Authority is 
attempting to meet these 
improved standards now, be­
fore they become mandatory.

The community has always 
been very supportive of EMS 
locally and this has kept it 
going strong. In a commun­

ity without a hospital, a good 
EMS system is very impor­
tant. being the only link to 24 
hour emergency medical care 
for its citizens, many times 
making the difference be 
tween life and death for the 
patient who is ill or injured. 
The excellent reputation of 
our local EMS is known area 
wide. Bv having only one full 
time employee and the use of 
volunteers who do as many 
things as they possibly can. 
costs are kept as low as 
possible for the provision of 
EMS and as much equipment 
as is financially feasible is 
purchased.

However, emergency med- 
cal equipment is very expen­
sive and one of the best 
solutions to the problem of 
securing necessary lifesaving 
equipment is small com­
munities such as ours is 
through donations. The local 
EMS is badly in need of some 
non budgeted items to meet 
the new equipment require­
ments and to continue to 
have a top notch system. 
Since the appearance of an 
article two weeks ago in the 
Press, several contributions 
have already been received. 
Donations are tax deductible 
and may be in the form of 
cash donations of any a- 
mount to be used collectively 
as needed or for purchase of

a specific piece of equip­
ment. A list of donors will be 
published as specified bv the 
donor and a more permanent 
record w ill be made also. All 
donations will he acknow­
ledged as the donor sped 
ftes.

Donations may be in mem 
ory of a friend or relative, in 
honor of someone special on 
a birthday, anniversary, etc. 
or for no special reason. 
Donations might he the re­
sult of individual contribu­
tion. civic group, school 
group, church group, frater­
nal organization, as a collec­
tive effort of employees and 
owners of a business, or 
many other ways.

Last Friday night the Wei 
lington Skyrockets, 6-1-1 on 
the season and undefeated in 
district play, invaded Bron 
cho Stadium to meet the 
Clarendon Bronchos. 5-3 for 
the season and 1 -2 in district. 
At stake was a playoff berth 
for the winner.

The game was one of the 
best of the season, as far as 
good hitting, execution, en 
thusiasm, and effort are con­
cerned. An Amarillo sports- 
writer, who has seen num 
erous contests this season at 
all levels, said it was the best 
game he had witnessed all 
year

Both teams played ex 
tremely well. When the dust 
cleared, however, it was 
Wellington that won the 
playoff entry and the game 
The 21 17 score indicated 
how closely the teams were 
matched.

After stopping the Sky­
rockets on their possession 
and forcing them to punt, the 
Bronchos took the hall at

"Go ye into all the world and 
preach the gospel.” Mk. 
16:15

We have not been into ALL 
the world, but we have just 
returned from half way 
across the world. It was to 
preach the gospel too. and to 
share with the Brazilian 
people of Recife our faith. It 
seemed to be an impossible 
task for the one hundred and 
thirty-eight Texans from the 
Amarillo and Lubbock areas. 
For Recife has more than two 
million people. However, 
these Brazilians are very 
open to a personal commit­
ment of their faith. Practical 
and personal Christianity is 
very attractive to them.

We were welcomed by the 
Baptist leaders of Pernam­
buco state- Brazil has 
twenty-two states. Also the 
pastors and people of the 
thirty-two churches where 
we would work received us 
warmly. Some of the congre­
gations are very small and 
extremely poor. Our assign­
ment this year was in one of 
the smallest and poorest 
congregations. We were to 
visit as many homes as 
possible during the day in 
personal evangelism. My 
husband spoke nightly in the 
tiny church. The people came 
in large numbers. Ma.iy of 
them had to stand outside 
the packed building and 
listen to the loud speaker 
which was broadcasting the 
service to the whole neigh­
borhood. The loud speaker 
would have been illegal in 
our country, but not in 
Brazil.

The whole country is 
struggling with inflation, but 
the poor are hardest hit of 
course. The American dollar 
was very strong and the 
people were eager to 
exchange their cruzeiras for 
American dollars. Fortunate­
ly for all the people there is 
an abundance of fruits and 
vegetables available. Recife 
is near enough to the Equa­
tor that most plants and trees 
grow luxuriantly. Every fruit 

‘ le and some we 
r  seen were In the

open street markets, but the 
pineapples and coconuts 
were the finest 1 have ever 
seen.

Drinking milk from the 
green coconuts refreshes one 
more Coca Cola does in 
the oppressive heat. The 
most famous soft drink of 
Brazil, though, is the guar- 
ana. Everybody drinks it. 
The guarana fruit grows 
along the Amazon river to 
the north and is sent all over 
Brazil. It is bottled and tops 
Coca Cola in sales which is 
second in the country.

The time was short and 
the work most tiring. The 
days too. seemed longer 
there as the sun rises at 5:30 
in the morning. However 
from sunrise on, we followed 
the clock'and were lucky to 
get to bed by midnight each 
day. Nobody sleeps much in 
Recife if you are on a mission 
trip. But the people repaid us 
for our fatigue and lack of 
sleep. They responded in 
great numbers to our mes­
sage and we formed deep 
friendships with them. Our 
concern now goes beyond 
their spiritual needs to their 
social and economic needs. 
There is a national election 
coming up in November 
which will affect millions of 
lives. The Baptists are cele­
brating their centennial year 
in Brazil, also in October. 
The poor are everywhere and 
the cities are crowded. Their 
schools run three shifts daily 
to accomodate the exploding 
population. There are slums 
which make our city slums in 
America almost look good. 
But there is wealth and big 
business also. The percent-' 
age is much smaller, how­
ever. It is a land of contrasts 
and Recife seems to mirror 
the entire country. Ninety- 
five percent of the population 
is centered in ten cities near 
the coastline of the country.

We left a part of ourselves 
there away across the world, 
and while we have not gone 
personally into all the world 
yet, we are grateful to have 
gone into part of the world as 
the Bible commands.
