The telephone company
and its customers will under-
g0 a major change in the way
they do business with each
other beginning Jan. 1 as a
result of the Federal Com-
munications Commission's
deregulation of terminal
equipment or customer pre-
mise equipment (CPE), the
industry’s terms for tele-
phones and other equipment
on the customer’s end of the

line. 3

James H. Davis, opera-
tions manager for General
Telephone in Memphis, out-
lined the upcoming changes.

lease telephones or other
terminal equipment from the
telephone company and who
do not change their service
can continue to do so under
rates approved by the state
regulatory commission.
They also will continue to
have the option of purchas-
ing their own phones or other
terminal equipment from
General Telephone or other
suppliers, but under a de-
regulated enviroment.

The change will affect new
customers, and existing cus-
tomers who add or change
their service beginning Jan.
1

"For single-line telephone

instruments, similar to those
used by most residential
customers, new customers
and existing customers who
change their service or e-
quipment will have the op-
tion of leasing instruments
and other equipment at the
regulated rate as long as the
existing regulated supplies
of single-line phones last.
However, the company has
geared its supply of regu-
lated single-line instruments
and equipment to deplete as
near as possible to Jan. 1 in
order to begin operating
under the deregulation man-

date.
As a result of the limited

regulated supply, most new
single-line business or resi-
dential telephone customers
will only have the options
after Jan. 1 of (1) renting
from the telephone company
at competitive rates, as dic-
tated by the market place, or
(2) purchasing their phones

suppliers at competitive
prices set by the market
place. General Telephone
will offer a full range of
basic, decorator and special-
ty telephone products for
sale in addition to offering
miscellaneous accessories

such as cords, wiring kits and
automatic dialers. It will also
place special orders for
Unique telephone related
products such as devices for
the handicapped.

For multi-line telephones
and systems, used mostly by
businesses, including those
existing customers who
change their service, cus-
tomers will have the options
of either leasing or purchas-
ing their equipment from a
third party through the tele-
phone company, or leasing or
purchasing their equipment
from other suppliers.

Maintenance of telephones
and telephone systems will
not change to any major
degree. Existing company-
owned telephones and tele-
phone systems leased under
regulated rates will continue
to be maintained without

the customer must obtain the
replacement under the de-
regulated procedures.

TDCA Job Training

The Texas Department of
Community Affairs (TDCA)
announced today that pro-
grams are still in operation
for job training to meet the
needs of private business
and industry.

Under the authority of new
federal legislation entitled
the Job Training Partnership
Act and the sponsorship of
TDCA, local employment
and training contractors
serve 122 counties in Texas.
These counties are in such
regions as the Panhandle,
South Plains, Texoma, North
Central Texas, North East
Texas, Brazos Valley, Deep
East Texas, Concho Valley,
Upper and Middle Rio
Grande Valley and the Gold-
en Crescent area of Victoria,

The Job Training Partner-
ship Act provides a one-year
transition period to put the
new program into effect by
October 1, 1983. Funding for
job training and employment
will continue at the present
level until final appropria-
tions for the new program
are made by Congress prior
to that date.

The Job Training Partner-
ship Act was signed by
President Reagan In October
of this year. Job training will
continue to be provided un-
der existing CETA regula-
tions through September 30,
1983.

The new act relies heavily
on business and industry--
which represent the majority
of available jobs--and educa-
tion to help meet unemploy-
ment and underemployment
needs. Programs under the
new act will be developed by
business leaders, educators
and government officials to
meet state and local job
training needs. Emphasis is
placed on developing pro-
grams and plans at the local
level.

For the past year, the
current job training and em-
ployment program (CETA)
has emphasized involvement

by the private sector. Using

the theme of ‘‘Texas Work-
ing Partnership,”” the Texas
Department of Community
Affairs and local job training
contractors have encouraged
business and industry to hire
and train eligible workers in
fifteen geographic areas
throughout the state.

Researcher says
solar power
not cost efficient

COLLEGE STATION —
Home and apartment dwellers
can take several steps to trim
their utility bills, but solar wa-
ter heaters are not yet cost ef-
fective, say Texas A&kM Uni-
versity energy experts.

Public acceptance of costly
devices to save fossil fuels is not
enough. The devices must also
pay for themselves in a moder-
ate length of time, they say.

“My figures showed that for
about $1,800 I could get a solar
water heater that will save
about half of my $65 annual
cost of gas-heated water,” said
Dr. Dale Webb, a civil engi-
neering professor and mate-
rials specialist. “It doesn’t add
up.

An architecture professor
suggests less costly measures
and practices that can be ap-
plied to existing or new homes.
Adding or installing attic insula-
tion, cutting down on air infil-
tration or leaks, keeping air
conditioning and heating sys*
tems properly adjusted and
choosing appliances with the
best energy efficiency ratios
are some of the best steps for
trimming utility bills.

Tax changes on

unemployment
compensation

Taxpayers receiving un-
employment compensation
must add it to adjusted gross
income when figuring their
income tax returns, says Dr.
Ashley Lovell of Stephen-
ville. If the total exceeds the
appropriate base amounts,
taxable income is calculated
by including the smaller of
one-half of the amount above
the base or 100 percent of the
enemployment compensa-
tion.

More couples will likely be
paying higher taxes on un-
employment compensation
this year than before, notes
Lovell. He advises families
with several sources of in-
come or liquid assets--such
as part-time farmers--who
are receiving unemployment
compensation to counsel with
their tax advisors before
yearend.

Based on prospects for a
scheduled tax cut in 1983,
these families may benefit by
deferring some income until
next year or by stepping up
payment of such expenses as
medical bills in 1982, says
the economist.

Lovell adds that families
who suffered unemployment
in 1981 as well as this year
should not be surprised to
learn that similar amounts of
income and unemployment
compensation in the two
years may result in different
taxable incomes and income
tax liabilities.

So he advises some careful
yearend planning that might
save tax dollars at a timeé
when many families are suf-
fering financial hardships.

He
advises taxpayers with 1982
casualty losses to consult
their -tax advisors regarding
such things as the .ew
alternative minumum tax,
unsettled casualty claims
that fall into 1983, and carry
back of casualty losses to the
previous year. ;
With the change in casual-
ty loss deductions as well as
inflation, the economist ad-
vises taxpayers to evaluate
the adequacy of casualty
insurance coverage on
homes, autos and other as-
sets. Since the federal
government will be assuming
a much smaller share of the
insurance deductible, it may
be necessary for many to
choose smaller deductibles in
insurance policies unless
they are financially able to
assume greater losses.

Tax changes affect

medical expenses

Taxpayers who itemize
deductions on their income
tax returns need to give
careful consideration to med-
ical expenses and - casualty
losses as they look at their
1982 income tax situation.

‘“This year's tax law (the
Tax Equity and Fiscal Re-
sporisibility Act of 1982)
brings about some changes
in filing tax returns that
taxpayers need to be aware
of,”” says Dr. Ashley Lovell
of Stephenville, and econo-
mist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service,
Texas A&M University Sys-
tem.

Effective Jan. 1, 1983, the
new tax law increases the
exclusion on medical ex-
pence Jeductions to S per-
cent of adjusted gross in-
come from the present 3
percent.

Also, all health insurance
premiums paid by the tax-
payer are treated as just
another medical expense
item and are subject to the S
percent exclusion. This com-
pares to 1982 and earlier
years when taxpayers could
deduct one-half of their
health insurance premiums,
up to $150, with the balance
subject to the 3 percent
limitation.

The current 1 percent ex-
clusion for drugs and medi-
cines will remain the same in
1983, notes Lovell.

‘““All this means that in
1983 many individuals will
not exceed the exclusion
requirements and will not
have deductible medical ex-
penses except in extreme
situations,”’ the economist
points out.

Thus Lovell adivises cash
basis calendar year taxpay-
ers to consider paying out-
standing drug, doctor and
hospital bills by Dec. 31 if
they intend to itemize medi-
cal expenses on Schedule A
of their 1982 tax return.

Another consideration
would be to move surgery
and dental work scheduled
for early 1983 into this year.

US Savings
Bond interest

to increase

As of November 1, all
Savings Bonds purchased
and held for S years will earn
85 percent of the average
yield on Treasury Market-
able Securities. The rate will
be adjusted every six months
to reflect the average' yield.
The rate for the current six
month period has not yet
been published, but it is
expected to by 11 percent.
There is no upper limit on
how much bonds will be able
to earn, but there is the
protection of a minimum
guaranteed rate of 7.5 per-
cent. In other words, should
interest rates drop to six or
seven percent, Saving Bonds
will continue to earn 7.5
percent. Older Bonds auto-
matically will benefit from
the new market rate if held 5
years.

Moving up surgery and den-
tal work also might be advan-
tageous from an insurance
standpoint, since insurance
deductibles may already be
met for this year.

Besides realizing a larger
benefit from medical deduc-
tions this year, taxpayers
also get the deductions a
year earlier and before tax
rates are reduced in 1983,
says Lovell.

As far as casualty losses
are concerned, each casualty
or theft loss is currently
deductible to the extent that
it exceeds the $100 exclu-
sion. Beginning in 1983, the
total of unreimbursed per-
sonal casualty and theft
losses is deductible to the
extént that it exceeds 10
percent of adjusted gross
income. In addition, each
incidence is reduced by the
$100 exclusion.

BURNING SENSATION

For many people, overindulgence in food
is followed by a burning feeling within the
chest. For some, even eating a light_snack
may end with what has been called
HEARTBURN. -

Heartburn is a vague term often used to
describe what experts call ESOPHAGEAL
REFLUX. The heart is not .involved at all.
There is simply a backup [reflux] of stomach
acid into the tube [esophagus]| that connects
the mouth to the stomach. Normally, there is
a zone.of high pressure between the
esophagus and the stomach to prevent such
backup. :

Lying down seems to initiate heartburn for
many. Gravity allows stomach contents to
flow into the esophagus. Elevation of the
head of one’s bed by six inches may provide
some relief. Heartburn is more common in
cigarette smokers and, therefore, quitting is
often of value. .Some .people find that
avoiding certain foods such as chocolate,
coffee, alcohol and spicy or greasy foods
prevents heartburn. And finally, the many
antacid preparations often provide rapid
relief by neutralizing stomach acids. Certain
antacids contain ‘‘foaming agents’’ which
are believed to provide additional relief from
that burning sensation.

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MAKE YOUR CHRISTMAS

TREE THIS YEAR

... FROM TRIMMINGS!

Perhaps you don’t want to kill a tree for
Christmas this holiday season. And may-
be you don't want to purchase one of
those plastic or tinsel replicas, either. _
Well, don't despair, because here's a way
to have a ‘‘real’’ indoor holiday evergreen
without cutting one down. Simply make

your Christmas tree. . . from prunings!

Almost anyone should be able to find
the raw material for a prunings tree. Just
about any type of evergreen will do.
We've used pyracantha, holly, juniper,
and arborvitae as well as the more famil-
iar (in this application, at least) spruce, -
pine, and fir. Rural homesteaders will 4
probably be able to simply prune trees in the back forty . . . improving their woodlots
while they do so. Folks in urban or suburban areas can trim branches from evergreen
shrubs . . . or even pick up—often free of charge—trimmings from Christmas tree lots.

In order to construct a do-it-yourself tannenbaum, you'll first need to gather (1] a
supply of evergreen branches from two to six feet long, [2] a big waterproof “planter”
suchras a plastic wastebasket or trash can, glazed ceramic pot, or large stoneware
crock (don't use an ungalvanized steel container, because it might rust through after
weeks of contact with water), [3] wire for fastening branches in place, and [4) enough
sand or pea gravel to fill your container three-quarters full.

There are probably any number of ways to assemble a batch of limbs into an
attractive tree. However, we've found it easiest to first center the tallest branch in the
empty container, and then wire the smaller limbs to it—one by one—making sure the
cut end of each branch extends down to the bottom of the container (where it ¢an pick

up moisture and stay fresh).

It’s best to start with the limbs that will form the upper branches of your tree. Bé-
gin wiring them to the “‘trunk’ at a point high enough to cause their tips to splay out
prettily around the central branch (you might also want to wire these upper limbs to
the trunk at regular intervals below the top tie). Then just work your way downward,
attaching each consecutive whorl of branches at a point a bit lower on the trunk than
the previous— higher—limbs, and allowing their ends to drape out farther to give the

festive fir its taper.

Keep adding greenery, trimming it to size and shape as necessary, until your ever-
green is full and symmetrical . . . then pour the sand or pea gravel into the container
around the base of the newly created tree
branches. Finally, pour in enough water to saturate the sand or gravel thoroughly.
More liquid should be added whenever the sand appears to be drying out on top.

Your homemade holiday spruce won't be quite as sturdy as would a whole tree, so
it's best to deck it out with lightweight ornaments and tiny, energy-saving Christmas
lights. Popcorn strings, paper snowflakes, silvered cellophane icicles, and decorations
made of straw, cornhusks, or yarn are just about perfect.

Texas roadsides
may not be trimmed

Texas highway roadsides
may not be trimmed as
closely next year but a new
system should trim a $30
million annual mowing bill.

The vegetation manage-
ment system being studied
by the State Department of
highways and public Trans-
portation (DHT), will still
provide for motorists’ safety,
protect the road surface--and
save money.

“The department spent
$30 million last year in
mowing costs,”” DHT chief
landscape architect Craig
Steffens said, ‘‘but we still
got some irate calls when we
let our rights of way get a
little shaggy."’

He added that savings
from that $30 million will g0
to safeguard the state’s mul-
tibullion investment in its
highways.

Steftens said the goal of
the vegetation management
system is to develop the most
cost effegtive, practical
methods and concepts for
managing roadside vegeta-
tion. *‘The discontinuance of
mowing isn’t our objective.”’
he said, ‘“However, the idea
that a properly maintained
highway needs to be mowed
from right-of-way line to
right-of-way line isn’t neces-
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sarily correct.”’

The new system, to be
initially institated in one
maintenance section in each
of DHT's districts, will be
studied through 1983 for a
comparison of costs and
labor, Steffens said.

With over a million acres
of right of way along the
state’s 72,000 miles of high-
ways, DHT has a lot of
neighbors -- and most of
them like to see the road-
sides as well kept as their
property.

Steffens said, ‘‘We do plan
to continue mowing to the
right-of-way line adjacent to
cultivated, developed and
urban areas. But along
rangeland and untended
property, we don't intent to
mow except along the shoul-
der.

Motion was made by Ald-
erman Gene White, second-
ed by Alderman James
Kuhn, for an ordinance ap-
proving the rate schedules to
be charged by West Texas
Utilities Company in the City
of Clarendon, Texas, provi-
ding for an effective date for
such rate schedules, and
providing conditions under
which such rate schedules
may be changed, modified,
amended or withdrawn.

.. Ordinance

Whereas, on September
13, 1982, West Texas Util-
ities Company filed with the
City of Clarendon a request
for an increase of approxi-
mately 9.38% in rates to be
charged within the City
(approximately $20,404,166
per annum of the Company’s
system-wide retail basis);
and

Whereas, the City, having
suspended the effective date
of such proposed rate in-
creased from October 19,
1982, and having considered
the same at a public hearing,
is of the opinion and finds
that an increase in rates
should be approved.

Be it Ordained by the City
Councll of the City of Claren-
don, Texas:

SECTION 1: That an in-.
crease in the rates, tariffs
and charges of West Texas
Utilities Company for electric
power and energy sold within
the City be approved in an
amount such that the adjust-
ed total system-wide retail
operating revenues for the
Company be increased
$10,198,154 per annum bas-
ed on the adjused test year
ending June 30, 1982,
(514,996,139 on a system-
wide basis) which constitutes
an increase of approximately
4.68%. Such Schedule of
Rates and Tariffs, as are
approved in accordance here-
with, are those under which
said Company shall be
authorized to render electric
service and to collect charges
from its customers for the

sale of electric power and
energy within the corporate
limits of the City until such
time as said Rate Schedules
may be changed, modified,
amended or withdrawn, with
the approval of the City
Council.

SECTION 2: The at-
tached Schedule of Rates and
Tariffs, being the same
Schedule of Rates and Tariffs
filed with the Public utility
Commission of Texas, in its
Docket No. 4716, are based
upon the increase in total

operating revenues pre-
scribed herein and are here-
by approved as filed. Such
Schedule of Rates and Tariffs
shall apply to all power and
energy used by each cus-
tomer as of the effective date
of the rates fixed by the
Public Utility Commission of
Texas, but no earlier than
January 7, 1983.

SECTION 3: That the
action of the City Council of
the City of Clarendon enact-
ing this Ordinance consti-
tutes, on the date of its final
passage, a final determina-
tion of rates for West Texas
Utilities Company within the
City of Clarendon in accor-
dance with Section 43 (e) of
the Public Utility Regulatory
Act.

SECTION 4: Nothing in
this Ordinance contained
shall be construed now or
hereafter as limiting or modi-
fying, in any manner, the
right and power of the City
under the law to regulate the
rates and charges of West
Texas Utilities Company.

SECTION 5: If for any
reason any section, para-
graph, subdivision, clause,
phrase, word or provision of
this Ordinance shall be held
invalid or inconstitutional by
final judgment of a court of
competent jurisdiction, it
shall not affect any other
section, paragraph, subdivi-
sion, clause, phrase, word or
provision of the Ordinance
for it is the definite intent of
this City that each of such be
given full force and intent for
its purpose. |

SECTION 6:  That all
Ordinances, Resolutions or
parts of Ordinances or Reso-
lutions in conflict herewith
are repealed to the extent of
such conflict.

Hightower urges House
to stop potential pay

raise

Congressman Jack High-
tower took to the House floor
this week to urge his col-
leagues to clearly reject a
potential congressional pay
increase which could go into
effect later this month.
Hightower explained that
when the current Continuing

. Resolution expires on De-
cember 17th, members could
see an unexpected rise in
their salaries of between
$2,400 and $16,600 if Con-
gress does not restore certain
statutory restrictions prev-
iously holding pay at $60,000
a year.

Congress had previously
denied itself annual cost-of-
living adjustments granted
other federal employees un-
der the law but the expiration
of that legislation is the
reason for the potential in-
crease in pay. Depending on
how certain iegislative lan-
guage is interpreted, expira-
tion of the Resolution could
result in a large, lump-sum
increase or merely a 4 per-
cent rise for 1982 only.
Hightower has called for
prompt action during the
present lame-duck session of
Congress and before Christ-
mas adjournment to reaffirm
the cap on pay and deny any
pay raise for Senators and
Congressmen.

““There are 11.6 million
Americans out of work, the
highest unemployment rate
since the Great Depression,”’
Hightower told the House.
"‘So far this year, over 22,000
American businesses have
failed...to choose a time in

our country’s history with
statistics as appalling as
these to allow ourselves a
raise in pay is completely
unconscionable, I do not
understand it, nor do |
condone it; and I know
millions of Americans stand-
ing in unemployment lines
and dipping into the last of
their bank accounts will not
understand it, nor will they
condone it."”’

Hightower has been a
consistent opponent of con-
gressional pay raises and
helped kill a 1981 effort to
raise the House - Outside
Earnings Limit from its cur-
rent $9,100 to $25,000. He
also opposed the 1982 busi-
ness tax deduction measure
and sponsored a bill to repeal
it. Hightower has opposed
congressional pay hikes
every time they have been
proposed, and voted agaist
pay and benefit proposals in
1977, 1978, 1979, 1980, 1981
and 1982.
