OFFICAL MINUTES

An amendment to the reso-
lution regarding the establish-
ment of trailer houses was passed
as follows on motion made by
John Jones and seconded by Fred
Russell:

Be it resolved that the follow-
ing set of rules are set forth as
temporary measures regulating
the establishment of Sewer con-
nections for Trailer Houses in the
City of Clarendon for the period
until April 1, 1968, or until other-
wise terminated by action of the
City Council.

Two House Trailers will be
permitted on private existing four
inch Sewer mains. When tapping
into city mains, ten (10) connec-
tions are permitted on a four inch
main and there shall be no max-
imum number extended from a
six inch main.

No lines shall be smaller than
four inches and all pipes be-
neath traveled areas shall be clay
pipe. Other synthetic pipe ma-
terial may be used only under
non-traveled areas. All pipe shall
be covered by eighteen inches or

by the city engineer.

There shall be a P-Trap with
cap at each trailer connection and
a Y-Connection at the main. The
Sewer System shall be properly
vented as determined by the city
engineer,

Sewer and plumbing inspection
fee for house trailers shall be in
the amount of $2.00 for the first
and $1.50 for each additional trail-
er, This fee shall be the responsi-
bility of the property owner. Ex-

complied with.

NEW PORK CHOP
COOKERY RESEARCH

cookery research supported by
the pork committee of the Na-
tional Live Stock and Meat Board
yields some interesting results,
says Mrs. Glen Clyatt, Texas
A&M University Extension con-
sumer marketing speciaist.
