Hunting seasons 
begin

Morning dove season 
will open Wednesday morn 
ing, September 1 and will 
continue until October 30. 
Get your shotgun shells in 
good supply because the 
dove have really begun to 
move into the area. There are 
tender dove brekati winging 
up and down roads, around 
fields and ponds and on 
wires. Remember the hunt­
ing regulations, however. 
You must have a hunting 
license to begin with, if you 
hunt out of the county of 
residence or if you hunt deer 
or turkey. If you arc under 17 
or over 65, you still need a 
license if you hunt out of the 
county, but it is a special 
license. A resident is a 
person with American 
citizenship who has resided 
in Texas for more than 6 
months immediately preced­
ing application for a license.

Taking of game animals 
and game birds is limited to 
rifles, shotguns and other
legal firearms and longbows 
and arrows. It is ILLEGAL to 
use a jet gun or rocket gun or 
any firearm using rimfire 
ammunition in taking deer, 
antelope and aoudad.

It is ILLEGAL to shoot 
prairie chickens with a rifle 
or migratory game birds 
(including doves) with any 
firearm other than a shotgun 
that is permanently plugged

Friday night's varsity 
scrimmage was a real horse- 
f i g h t . The
Broncos met the Wheeler 
Mustangs, and the game 
proved one thing: Coach Ted 
Allen has more than one 
thoroughbred in this year's 
stable.

In the Phillips scrimmage 
the previous week it looked 
like fullback David Weath­
erton was the Bronco back 
who bucked tacklers the 
best, but this week some 
other runners stook up to be 
counted, too. as Clarendon 
defeated Wheeler here, 3 
touchdowns to one.

Sophomore tailback Rod 
nedy Smith, for one. showing 
impressive speed and great 
second-effort, he ran around 
or through the black and- 
gold defenders for 95 yards 
on only 5 carries (a 19 
vard-er-carry average) and 
one touchdown.

But "Sm itty" was not the 
only runner to put smile on 
the face of varsity backfield 
coach Dudley Kelm. Glenn 
Weatherton, starting junior 
tailback, displayed some fine 
quickness and excellent foot­
work on his way to 56 yards 
on 9 carries (for a 6.2 yards 
average gain). "Curly" left a 
number of Mustang tacklers 
grasping nothing but air as 
they tried to match his agility 
in the open field.

Stanley Gardner, sopho­
more fullback, also raised 
cheers from Bronco fans as 
he rushed for 44 yards on 
only 4 carries and scored one 
touchdown. "Boonie" show­
ed that he knows what to do 
with the ball when he takes a 
handoff or a pitch.

Not to be forgotten, of 
course, is senior David 
Weatherton, who gained 82 
yards on 10 carries and 
scored one touchdown. Com­
bined. these four Bronco 
backs gained 277 yards on 28

from Texas Tech and a MED 
from Tarlton State and is the 
new director for the Pampa 
Campus center.

On the first four playes of 
their offensive series, the 
home team lost 5 yards on 
two runs, had an offside 
penalty called against them, 
and threw an incomplete 
pass But the next six plays 
were runs of 15, one, 12, 8, 
and 3 yards, sandwiched 
around an 8-yard pass from 
junior quarterback Dyron 
Howell to senior strong end 
Ray Crump. This drive 
ended however, when Ho­
well was stopped for no gain 
on an option play on fourth 
down at the Mustang 27 yard 
line.

The last half of Claren­
don’s opening 20-plav of­
fensive series was less pro­
ductive. These were two 
fumbles, one lost to Wheeler 
and one resulting in an 
8-yard loss, and two other 
plays that resulted in big los­
ses: Howell was dropped 10 
yards deep on a pass and a 
pitchplay ended in a7 yard 
loss. So the kinks are not out 
of the Bronco offense yet.

This last phase was brigh­
tened, however, by a 23-yard 
Howell-to-Crump pass play.

The second 20-yard series 
produced two touchdowns 
scored by the second offense 
against the second Wheeler 
defense. Junior quarterback 
Doug Walker, elevated just 
last week from the JV, has 
not had much time to work on 
handoffs and pitches with the 
varsity backs. Result: three 
more fumbles, two lost to 
Wheeler, during this series.

But Walker showed fine 
form on a 12-yard pass to 
Crump, an II-yard aerial to 
Rodney Smith, and a beauti­
ful 25-yard strike to sopho­
more strong end Brett

F.ven if vou don t have a garden of your own. you can make some 
extra cash thi* summer by selling fruits and vegetables to campers 

in your area In fact two of '-ur readers from Tenness«., (iail I’almer and her friend 
Carol Leu recenth netted nearly S3-S a da\ by loading up their mini pit kup with prod 
uce from a local farmers market and ha»king it at nearhv campgrounds

The two entrepreneurs discovered that variety and quality are crucial to a success­
ful fresh produce business And a warm, welcoming attitude, which includes taking 
enough time to jabber a btl with buyers, will bring folks back to your food wagon for 
repeat orders Timing is important, too The partners found that late afternoon-from 
3 00 p m until dark-was the best time to catch people at their homes awav from 
home

Because they already had an m-town business of their own. the two women were a 
jump ahead of most people who might want to try a venture of this sort All the 
legalities and technicalities - such as securing city and county licenses, and learning 
about liability insurance and sales lax requirements in the state-had already been 
dealt with So. unless you rg in a similar situation you'll need to check with your city 
or county officials about the necessary- paperwork

Besides obtaining permission from the owners and managers to sell in their camp­
grounds. you'll have to gather some basic equipment before starting your business A 
set of scales is a necessity, as are paper bags especially if you sell by the pound 
Gail and Carol found that the two most useful bag sues were No 6 (which holds about 
six pounds) and No 16 ifor the larger produce, such as cantaloupes or cornl. You'll 
need to have change on hand, of course, and it can be carried in an inexpensive doth 
carpenter s nail bag that s tied around the waist tour enterprising readers started 
each day with enough paper money to convert a $20 bill plus $10 worth of coins) 
Bushel baskets, used for display can usually be purchased at the farmers market. 
The women found that a cover for the hack of their pickup helped keep the produce 
fresh in the hot summer sun and some homemade outwardly tilted shelv es helped 
to show off their wares

Items that need little or no preparation sold best for the two peddlers IVaches. 
grapes, bananas, apples, plums, cantaloupes watermelons (in smaller sixes and al­
ready chilled), tomatoes, com. and onions were popular Also, regional foods, such as a 
local variety of honey, enticed vacationers 

When pricing your merchandise, first find out the costs for similar goods at local 
grocery stores and then try to sell for a little less Gail and Carol s general policy was 
to double their money on items sold by the pound and to add a $1 00 markup on per- 
unit items such as watermelon or honey

The offensive starters 
came back for a 10-play 
series and a 5-play goal line 
series at the end of the 
scrimmage. It was then that 
the Bronco starting line 
went to work, springing 
David Weatherton for runs of 
22, 7,17,5,5. 7, and 4 yards, 
the last resulting in the final 
Bronco touchdown.

Defensively, there were a 
number of standouts for 
Garendon. Two players who 
were not especially notice­
able in the Phillips scrim­
mage last week but who were 
impossible to overlook 
against Wheeler were senior 
linebacker John Smith and 
senior tackle Brad McGuire.

Smith led the team with 
seven tackles and had many 
assists all over the field. 
McGuire dominated his side 
of the defensive line and 
made five tackles. His best

play came when wneeler, 
threatening to score at the 
Clarendon 4-yard line, tried 
to drive the ball over on his 
side. “ Big Brad”  destroyed 
the blockers near him and 
met the Mustang runner at 
the line of scrimmage with a 
crack probably heard by the 
truckers on 287.

Arlis Thomas, junior tac­
kle, controlled his side of the 
line also, making three unas­
sisted tackles, twice turning 
sweeps inside, and once 
recovering in a fumble. In 
another big play, senior end 
Todd Muse tackled the 
Wheller quarterback for a 
14-yard loss.

Junior linebacker Creed 
Wright also had three tack­
les, and he knocked down an 
enemy pass. Cornerback 
David Weatherton made four 
open-field tackles, and senior 
safety Kelly Hill made three. 
Junior sfety Richard Gaines 
intercepted one Mustang

pass and made three tackles, 
one saving a touchdown 
when he was the only defen­
der not fooled by a Mustang 
reverse play.

Rod Keown led the second 
defense with five tackles, one 
with a "b ig hit”  that resulted 
in a 3-yard loss on a sweep 
play. And Rodney Smith 
showed that he can play 
defense as well as offense by 
making four tackles from his 
linebacker position.

One of the biggest plays on 
defense was made by senior 
end Ray Crump when he 
swooped in to sack the Mus­
tang quarterback for a 12- 
yard loss on a sprint-out 
pass.

Despite such heroics, 
however, the Bronco defense 
did give up one touchdown 
when the Wheeler starters 
drove the ball down the field 
in their third series and 
finally got it over the goalline 
on a dump pass to the tight

end from 4 yards out (after 
having been held to no gain 
on the two previous run at­
tempts).

The scoring thus ended 
with Clarendon "winning”  
this unofficial contest, three 
touchdowns to one.

Coach Allen was pleased. 
“ ‘We played better this 
week, and against a better 
team than we faced last 
week. I saw some sparks of 
last year on defense.”

Bronco fans hope to see 
more sparks — maybe even 
some ire -• when the varsity 
faces Canadian this friday 
evening at Canadian. This 
time it is no scrimmage. The 
regular season is!

In a 6:30 game preceding 
the varsity scrimmage last 
Friday night the Clarendon 
High School junior varsity 
football team played the 
Wheeler JV team The out­
come was a "w in " for 
Wheeler, two touchdowns to 
none.

Wheeler started the scrim­
mage with a 20-play offen­
sive series. Freshman safety 
Leland Howell introduced 
himself promptly to the 
Mustangs on the first play by 
coming up to fill a hole in the 
Bronco line.

Viral hepatitis 

Hr H L (Hiker, M I) A HFP
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the patient.

VIRAL HEPATITIS is the 
current medical term for both 
infectious hepatitis or serum 
hepatitis, because both types 
are both infectious or trans­
mitted via serum (or injec­
tions). There is a Hepatitis 
Type A and Type B. Thus we 
are dealing with essentially 4 
types of Hepatitis, but the 
treatment is the same for all 
4 types. Clinically all types 
appear the same.

Other than that by injec­
tion or blood transfusion, 
hepatitis is transmitted by 
Intimate contact. You cannot 
contract hepatitis from being 
in the room with a hepatitis 
patient, nor by shaking 
hands with them. To contract 
the disease, you must kiss 
the infected patient or have 
intimate transmission of 
body fluids. Drinking out of 
the same glass immediately 
could also cause the infec­
tion.

From the above you can 
tell that the viruses do not 
live out of the body except for 
a few minutes. Simple

measures as soap and water, 
co* king foods, and chlorina­
ted water, will kill the 
viruses.

Standard gamma globulin 
docs modifv the disease if 
given within 7 to 14 days of 
exposure. This means that if 
you did contract hepatitis it 
would be much less severe.

My recommendations have 
been to give standard gam­
ma globulin to the members 
of the household of the 
hepatitis patient. Other per­
sons do not need the G.G. 
unless there is Intimate con­
tact. such as sleeping with

We do not have an epi­
demic. only the normal 
amount of hepatitis cases at 
this time. Without intimate 
contact with an infected per­
son. gamma globulin is not 
necessary.

Hunter sa fety 
course required 

for Colorado 
hunt

Hunter safety education 
officials of the Texas Parks 
& Wildlife Dept, remind

N u ll
Texans planning to nunt in 
Colorado this fall that 
Colorado officials no longer 
offer pre-season weekend 
hunter safety training 
courses.

Colorado law requires ALL 
persons bora on January 1. 
1949 or AFTER to complete a 
certified hunter safety course 
before being eligible for a 
hunting license.

In previous years, many 
Texas hunters were certified 
by taking weekend courses 
there

"This year. I’m afraid 
some Texas hunters will go 
to Colorado a few days or a 
week before the hunting 
season opens and not be able 
to find a course to take," said 
Hunter Safety Education 
Coordinator Darrell Holt. 
"The best thing for them to 
do is enroll in a Texas course 
before leaving for Colorado 
or any other state which has 
a mandatory hunter safety 
training."

Hunter safety training is 
not mandatory in Texas, but 
the course, which is taught 
by hundreds of volunteer 
instructors across the state, 
is recognized and accredited 
in all other states.

Ronnie McAnear in 
Clarendon has offered this 
course in the past.

Skelton serves on 
new court o f Appeals

Senior Federal Judge 
Bryon Skelton of Temple, 
who served 11 years on the 
U. S. Claims Court, has been 
assigned to the newly creat­
ed U.S. Court of Appeals for 
the Federal Circuit.

The new court, which will 
assemble Oct. 1. will serve 
primarily as an appeals court 
for patent and claims cases. 
Skelton said. The court also 
will hear appeals on cases 
involving international trade, 
tariffs, civil service com­
plaints and government con­
tract disputes.

Skelton said the court 
should create more efficiency 
in the appeals process • 
primarily in the patent area • 
and should cut down on the 
number of patent cases ap­
peal to the U.S. Supreme 
Court.

Patent cases currently are 
appealed from district courts 
to the U.S. Grcoit Court of 
Appeals serving its area. The 
12 circuits courts frequently 
issue conflicting opinions in 
patent law, Skelton said.

By appealing all patent 
cases to a single court, he 
u S T  ike court will issue 
more consistent opinions and 
eliminate the need for an 
appeal to the nation's high­
est court.

The U.S. Court of Appeals 
for the Federal Circuit con­
sists of 12 circuit judges re­
assigned from the claims and 
potent courts and three sen­
ior judges.

The new court will meet 
for one week each month 
from October through June. 
Skelton said he will continue 
to live in Temple and com­

mute to Washington each
month.

Skelton. 76. practiced law 
in Temple for 35 years begin­
ning in 1935. He was ap­
pointed to the U.S. Gaims 
Court in 1966 and served in 
Washington until 1977, when 
he was designated a senior 
judge.

For the last five years he 
has substituted mostly for 
judges sitting on the U.S. 
Circuit Courts of Appeals.

Judge Skelton is a 1923 
graduate of Garendon High 
School, where he served as 
basketball captain that year. 
He is the uncle of Willard 
and Bob Skelton, both G ar­
endon residents.

Back to school time for 
meal planning. A soggy 
bologna sandwich, stale 
chips, a broken cookie, a 
bruised banana and luke­
warm milk or koolaid always 
remind me of the sack 
lunches I used to get when 1 
was "brown bagging!”  It. Jt 
doesn't have to be that way.

*Keep hot foods hot, cold 
foods cold by using thermos 
bottles. If sandwiches are 
frozen when packed, they 
will keep other foods in the 
lunch box cool. Try using an 
empty margarine tub filled 
with frozen water and tightly 
closed to help keep lunch 
cooled off.

•Pack lunches in lunch- 
boxes rather than paper 
bags. They help keep food 
insulated and safe from 
crushing. »

•Make sandwiches ahead 
and freeze for up to two 
weeks, ack them into lunch- 
boxes straight from freezer. 
They shouldn't be unwrap­
ped until ready to eat 
because frozen bread dries 
out quickly after thawing.

•Prepare most foods the 
night before and refrigerate 
until ready to pack the 
lunches.

•Remind school children 
not to leave lunchboxes in 
extremely warm places such 
as a window or near the 
heater.

•At the end of the day, 
wash each lunchbox and all 
containers in warm soap 
water. Occasionally, soak all 
of the pieces in a mixture of 
warm water and baking sodp

Melt oleo and shortening 
in saucepan over low heat, 
stir in cocoa. Remove and 
add sugar, eggs and vanilla 
mixing thoroughly. Combine 
flour, baking powder and 
salt, stir into chocolate mix. 
Add nuts and mix well.

Spread in well-greased 13 
x 9 x2 pan. Bake at 350° for 
30-35 min. Spread while 
warm with frosting. Cool, cut 
into 2”  squares.

Vi C margarine or butter
5 TB cocoa 
Vi C milk
2 C Imperial Powdered Sugar 
1 Up vanilla

Melt margarine in small 
saucepan over low heat. Stir 
in cocoa, milk and sugar; mix 
well.

Spread over 
warm brownies.
