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In testimony filed this 
week with the State Public 
Utility Commission, Texas 
Municipal League rate 
experts challenged the 
request of General Tele­
phone Co. of the Southwest 
for a SI 10 million rate hike.

The League's testimony 
was filed in advance of utility 
commission hearings, that 
began April IS, on GTE's 
application for rate increases 
that would raise the monthly 
charges for some customers 
by as much as 71%.

Tl.e Municipal League's 
analysis concluded that 
G TE ’ s request for $110 
million was far in excess of 
the amount justified to keep 
the company financially 
sound. The cities’ study of 
the compkny's books indicat­
ed that GTE was legitimately 
entitled to a rate hike of just 
S23.J million-about 21% of 
the amount asked.

The increase recommend­
ed by TML would give GTE a 
rate of return of about 16‘/i, 
compared to the 18% that 
the full amount requested by 
the company would provide.

TML also was critical of 
the company's proposal to

charge far higher rates to 
some of its customers than 
those in neighboring ex­
changes. Under the 
company’s plan, a given 
telephone customer could be 
charged nearly double what 
hit neighbor pays, simply 
because of a slight difference 
in location.

GTE's recent rate increase 
request, which was filed 
January 29, is its third in 
three years. In 1980, the 
company asked for a SS8 
million increase and received 
S31 million. In 1981, the 
company asked for a $45.3 
million, but the utility 
commission approved just $2 
million.

The Texas Municipal 
League is representing 90 
cities that are intervenors in 
the GTE rate esse now before 
the state utility commission. 
Utility experts hired by the 
TML cities have scrutinized 
GTE's books to determine 
the proper balance between 
the company's justifiable 
revenue needs versus the 
needs of telephone custom­
ers for quality service at 
equitable rates.

A New Marine Power System

Brucellosis
Commissioners o f -the 

Texas Animal Health 
Commission are launching a 
statewide program aimed at 
encouraging livestock pro­
ducers to vaccinate their 
animals for brucellosis 
control.

"Vaccination is a key 
element of the Texas brucel­
losis control program. We 
can build up immunity in the 
Texas cattle population by 
vaccination of all eligible 
heifers,”  John Armstrong, 
chairman o f the Texas 
Animal Health commission 
said.

Other advantages are that 
the cattle can be moved in 
accordance with brucellosis 
regulations, they have more 
value and, of course, will be 
healthier.

Vaccination ages for 
heifers as official vaccinates 
are 4 to 12 months of age. A 
one-time vaccination is 
normally sufficient for the 
life of the animal. Bulls are 
not vaccinated.

The Phi Beta Lambda Gub 

of Garendon College attend­
ed the State Leadership Con­
ference in Marshall, April 
1,2 and 3.

The group loaded up and 
left Garendon at 7:30 Thurs­
day morning. We arrived at 
Marshall around 5:30 that 
afternoon.

Until about a year ago 
there were only three ways 
you could power a boat, not 
counting rowing, paddling, 
and sailing.

1) You could have an 
inboard motor. That's an 
automobile-type motor with 
a drive shaft that extends 
through the bull Into the 
water.

2) You could have an out­
board motor, a lightweight 
two-cycle marvel that is 
bolted or clamped onto a 
cut-down transom. Or.

3) You could have a mar­
riage of the inboard and the 
outboard-a stem drive. 
That's a four-cycle motor 
that sends its power through 
the transom to an outboard- 
style lower unit.

It's obvious entirely new 
kinds of power units don't 
appear on the market every 
year. So. it's significant that 
a fourth marine propulsion 
system has now been intro­
duced. This one is called the 
OMC Sea Drive" power 
system, and if boating's 
prognosticators are right, 
this invention by Outboard 
Marine Corporation will be 
one of the most significant 
developments in powerboat-
i i in zasuaa

The OMC Sea Drive has a 
two-cycle powerhead, like 
the outboard motor. And it 
is expected to deliver the 
same kind of performance 
and fuel economy that boats 
get from the powerful, 
modem outboards.

But the OMC Sea Drive, 
unlike the outboard, will not 
require a tilting well. That's 
because it is attached to a 
special bracket that is 
mounted to the transom of 
an inboard-type boat This 
creates more room in the 
boat and the high transom 
provides more stem security 
in big seas than the cut-out 
outboard transom.

OMC Drive Systems, part 
of the OMC family, already 
has been selling a V-6, 2.6- 
litre version of the new 
power system, and will soon 
have a 2.5-liter model as well. 
These V-6 models are ap­
propriate for boats from ap­
proximately 22 to 33 feet or 
so.

Controls and electrical 
connections are through a 
flexible, watertight conduit 
which also carries air to the 
engine from intakes on the 
gunwales. The powerhead is 
enclosed to protect the en­
gine for continuous oDera­

tion in following seas and 
when backing down on a
fish.

Performance figures for 
the OMC Sea Drive are 
impressive.

A 28-foot Bertram sport 
fisherman with two proto­
type 2.6-liter units went 47 
miles per hour. That was 12 
miles an hour faster than an 
identical boat with twin 5- 
liter inboards. At cruising 
speed, about 32 mph, it had 
34 percent more range than 
the five-liter inboards.

At last count more than 
30 boat manufacturers had 
placed orders for this fourth 
power system.

Avid boating people will 
be watching to see if the 
OMC Sea Drive lives up to 
expectations. If it even
comes close, it will be a 
winner.

Some of the more alert 
folks in town may have 
realized that the spring 
turkey gobbler hunt has 
started already. It began 
April 17 and will continue 
until May 2. There is one 
gobbler only per hunter for 
this spring season. Make 
certain that you tag your 
gobbler on the foot or leg 
with the "spring season 
only”  tag. There are three 
turkey tags on your hunting 
license, one says ‘ ‘spring 
season only”  and the other 
two are for the fall hunt. If 
you tag with a fall tag, it will 
be an illegally tagged turkey, 
so be careful.

Biologist Dave Dvorak 
says that you may hunt with 
“ bow and arrow, a spear, a 
wire noose, a .22, a shot gun, 
a rifle of any caliber, as long 
as it is a legal weapon, you 
can hunt turkeys with it.”  
Make certain, however, that 
you have land-owner permis­
sion to be on the property to 
hunt this gobbler-only 
season.

Many turkey hunters are 
- - finding eat that using a call 

to trick ¥ " tyring turkey'
gobbler is not nearly as 
difficult as much of the 
traditional woods lore would 
suggest.

For beginners, a simple, 
inexpensive slate call might 
be more effective with a little 
practice. There are a variety 
of hand-held and mouth- 
operated calls that are all 
equally effective. A simple 
hen cluck or yelp is all that 
should be needed. Hit three 
to four yelps, allow two to 
three minutes between series 
of yelps and watch out for 
turkeys!

The hunter should remain 
motionless while calling and 
utilize blinds and/or camo- 
flaged clothing whenever 
.possible, including covering 
of the hands and face. Don’t 
smoke while hunting since 
that could expose your posi­
tion by the movement and 
sight of smoke.

Harness

wind for 

electricity
There are an increasing 

number o f small wind- 
turbine generators installed 
by private Individuals and 
hooked up inparallel to utility 
or Co-op electriciy in many 
areas.

On May__8 in FL Smith, 
Arkansas, Oklahoma State 
University will offer a one- 
day workshop on small wind 
electric systems. Persons 
interested in the possibility 
of installing a wind-turbine 
generator at their home will 
find this workshop very 
beneficial in answering such 
questions as how to select a 
machine, evaluation costs, 
benefits, how to anticipate 
and avert potential problems 
among other points of 
interest.

The content of this work­
shop is a condensation of 
Peter M. Moretti, phD. P.E., 
professor of mechanical and 
aerospace engineering at 
OSU’s experience as a pro­
gram manager in the US 
Dept of Energy, as a consul­
tant to the Solar Energy 
Research Institute and to 
Rockwell International and 
as a researcher in alternative 
energy economics work.

Dr. Moretti says, however, 
that wind-generators won’t 
make you energy indepen­
dent because wind is inter­
mittent, but it is more prac­
tical to use the energy to 
provide an increase to power, 
as a back-up and to provide 
some of your needs.

It would save on utility 
bills, but the initial cost to set 
up the aparatus may out-way 
the savings unless you cah 
afford it. The government 
will help defray some of the 
expenses. Detail* can be 
obtained from the Energy 
Information Center of the 
Texas Dept, of Energy.

Federal law rules that you 
may hook-up with the utility 
company or rural electric.

As the year 2000 approaches, the capsules 
and tablets with which we are now familiar 
may be replaced by sophistacated and 
more reliable dosage forms.

much force against the 
artery walla. He said if  left 
u n trea ted , h igh gb lood  
pressure increases the risk 
of heart attack, stroke, or 
kidney failure. High blood 
pressure cannot be cured, 
but it can be controlled by a 
treatment regimen pre­
scribed by a physician.

“ Doctors may tell patients 
to cut down on the use of 
salt, to stop smoking, to exer­
cise more, or to lose weight,”  
he said. " I f  vour doctor 
prescribes medication, take 
it as directed, not just when 
you remember to or feel like 
it. If there are uncomfor­
table side effects, notify 
your doctor, and in most 
cases these side effects can 
be eliminated."

Dr. Price said that unlike 
many other health problems, 
high blood pressure often 
doesn't cause symptoms. 
Because patients feel good, 
they frequently stop taking 
their medicine or fail to 
follow their doctor’s in­
structions.

High blood pressure is 
usually detected in a physi­
cian's office. For those per­
sons using public health 
clin ics, blood pressure 
measurements are provided 
by nurses. In 1981. 110.000 
people were screened by 
TDH nurses for hyperten­
sion.

When it has been deter­
mined that a person has an 
elevated Mood pressure, a 
referral is made to a local 
physician so that a diagnosis 
and proper treatment can be 
begun.

Upon the recommenda­
tions o f the private physi­
cian, a public health nurse 
follows up on the patient to 
see if he or she is following 
the doctor's prescribed 
treatment.

I asked if 
he was swamped with vari­
ous people asking him to 
receive the blood samples at 
the air terminal to take to the 
doctor. He said to call him 
when to expect the sample to 
be here-the flight number 
and for a slight remunera­
tion, he would see it is done. 
The time he misses sleeping 
and the cab fare is but a 
small price to pay for such an 
important favor. We are to 
get his telephone number 
tomorrow. Neva Denny from 
Lubbock asked to borrow the 
heating pad again and for the 
life of us, we can’t find it nor 
the copy of the claim we filed 
for our missing baggage- 
Murphy’s Law still has us in 
it’ s grip, but good!!

Tena brought back the hot 
plate so 1 can have coffee in 
the morning. W e have had a 
good time sharing.
Jan. 30, 1982-Saturday

At 7 o'clock, four of us, 
M ildred Quinn, M ilicent 
Heath and her mom, Bessie 
Robbins and I left the hotel 
for the Hilton Hotel by taxi to 
meet with the rest o f the tour 
group. Johnny Kalfer told 
the taxi driver where to take 
us, at least that was what we 
felt he was telling him that 
we were to go to the Hilton, 
(H was all "g reek " to us). 
We had been riding for some 
time and Bessie said, 
“ W e’ve gone past the Hil­
ton” . We tried to explain to 
the driver and thought he 
understood-he made a few 
turns and the streets got 
narrower and narrower. 
Finally he turned to a street 
which was pretty dark as it 
was early in the morning and 
doudy-the buildings tall and 
daylight was short-he stop­
ped the taxi. Then h i 
motioned us to get out and 
we were no where near a 
hotel. 1 ran to the rear of the 
cab and took his tag number 
while Mildred paid the fare 
to here. Then we noticed a 
shop open across the street-  
I ran over and asked the man 
inside if he spoke English- 
he did, so I told him what had 
happened and where we 
needed to go. He said were a 
mile from the Hilton and to 
take a cab which would be 50 
drachmas each. Fortunately 
there was a cab just down on 
the corner and we were 
running lat:. The new driver 
spoke English also, and after 
our tale of “ w oe" he was 
kind enough to hurry-we 
just caught the tour bus at 
the hotel. Each of us were 
glad we were all together. 
Any one of us would have 
been scared stiff had this 
happened to just one woman 
by herself. There is safety in 
numbers, no matter where 
you are.

The driver of the Key Tour 
Bus was Demetrius and the 
Tour Guide was a beautiful 
young lady named Caralee. 
Corinth was 80 kilometers, 
an hour and 20 minutes from 
Athens. We took a toll road. 
Highway N2. We passed 
Daphni where there is a 
monastery built during the 
11th century A.D., during 
the Byzantine Era. It is 
dedicated to the Virgin Mary 
and is one of the most well 
preserved buildings from 
that era. We then passed 
along the seacoast of the Gulf 
of the Aegean Sea. There are 
chemical, steel. ..cement 
plants and paper mills, quite 
an industrial area. Many

and the Mooring stayed In

freighters were anchored in 
the harbor.

Then we began to see olive 
trees--the longest living tree 
in Greece, most over a 
century old. Next, we passed 
by some ruins of a temple to 
the Goddess of Nature-built 
during the 50th century B.C. 
There isn't much information 
concerning this temple as the 
rites are secretive-similar to 
those of the Free Mason 
organization. There are still 
celebrations every three 
years.

About 45 minutes out of 
Athens, we passed oil 
refineries and the ship yards. 
The mountains we came 
toward surround the city of 
Salamis. We did not go 
there, but Caralee told us 
that in 50 B.C. there was a 
war between the Greeks and 
Persians in this area which 
lasted several years.

The olive tree is the Na­
tional Tree of Greece. Har­
vest begins in November and 
sometimes lasts until Febru­
ary, depending on the loca­
tion and the soil. The trunks 
are large around at the 
bottom and many have been 
twisted by the winds, how­
ever, the limbs have the look 
of younger trees, sort of a 
mixture of the new and the 
old. They must prune them 
rather well each year. The 
leaves are silvery like some 
of the trees in the states, 
small leaves. The oldest olive 
tree is dated to about 50 B.C. 
and grows in Athens.

In August, they harvest 
pistacchio's which are 
smaller trees.

At 9 a.m. we arrived at the
village called Megara which
was build in 7 B.C. This is an • *
agricultural village with 
many gardens and orchards. 
It was built as part of the 
Byzantine Era and flourished 
until 4 A.D. During this time, 
it was a city much larger than 
now. The highway goes 
along the sea coast and has 
rocked sides-very much on 
the indine-a mountain pass.
It began to sprinkle and got 
colder as we went higher. 
There were Sycamore trees 
at this elevation. On the 
sides of the mountains there 
were limestone quarries, one 
of the exports of Greece.

Along the way we saw 
little shrines-Caralee
explained these were built by 
families in honor of the 
Virgin Mary as a tribute-the 
family had some one to have 
had an accident but were not 
killed-in appreciation for the 
lives that were spared. There 
were many of. these shrines 
and no two alike. This por­
tion of the highway is rather 
hazardous and it is easy to 
see how someone could have 
an accident if they are 
speeding or not watching 
where they are driving.

At 9:20, we passed by 
more oil re fineries-none 
very large-and passed over 
the Corinth Canal. This canal 
connects the Aegean and 
Ionian Seas. It was built 
during the 18th century A.D. 
—6.5 kilometers long—24 
meters wide and the walls at 
this point are 80 m .iters high. 
The water is but 40-50 
meters deep—not deep 
enough for tankers. (All this 
information would be worth 
more if I knew a little about 
the metric system.)

There was a coffee break 
at a restaurant and gift shop 
where I bought some slides.
It was a good time to let us 
stretch a little.

By 10 a.m., we could see 
the Ionian Sea ahead, then 
we came to Modern Corinth 

. at the base of a rocky hill. It _

is one of the most prosperous 
cities and had a commanding 
position of two great seas- 
two commercial harbors. 
Corinth controls the Canal 
and has good relations with 
all countries. Exports are 
fruit, ceramics (of very good 
quality), porcelain and high 
quality perfumes.

During the 7th century 
B.C., Syracuse was founded.
It was destroyed during the 
2nd century by the Romans, 
who rebuilt it as Corinth. A 
castle was built on a rocky 
hill called the Acrocorinth- 
highest place around. Cara­
lee explained the meaning of 
the term as Aero meanings 
highest spot and Corinth 
meaning the name o f the 
city. The ruins of the market 
place called the Agora, has 
been excavated and archeo­
logists are still digging from 
this lower level upwards 
toward the Acrocorinth, the 
castle ruins. An estimated 
500,000 people lived in 
Ancient Corinth-almost all 
the city was built by the 
Romans. The land around is 
very fertile-olives, lemons, 
oranges, vineyards are plen­
tiful. The raisins are very 
good quality, (the best in the 
world) and are grown for 
export.

Almost all the foundations 
in Ancient Corinth are still in 
original condition. One was 
the platform used for politic­
al speeches right toward the 
center of the Agora. The 
shops were built on the four 
sides leaving a large open 
area in tjie center. One shop 
has been reconstructed to 
show how they were built, 
narrow and not too deep with 
roofs like an arch over each 
building reflecting Roman 
Architecture. From the plat­
form mentioned above, the 
Apostle Paul addressed the 
Corinthians. According to 
history, they * were quite 
wicked people. There is a 
museum housing some arti­
facts from this area, how­
ever, most o f the statuary are 
reproductions of that period. 
Outside the museum are 
several pedestal type archi­
tectures of the various per­
iods which are original-de­
picting the Doric Era (plain 
in design), the Ionic Era 
(somewhat more ornate) and 
the Corinthian Era (very 
ornate with leaves and flow­
ers).

Opposite the political plat­
form, on a higher level, are 
pillars left from the Temple 
of Apollos. Some foundations 
and stones have Roman writ­
ings commemorating Caesar. 
Far up on the hill is the 
Acrocorinth but we could not 
go there as they have fenced 
the area and are still work­
ing.

As we left Corinth, we 
passed by a mountain, which 
is to the right of us, upon 
which a temple and other 
buildings had been built in 
ages past. The Temple to the 
Goddess of Love, Venus. As I * 
said, this was a wicked type 
people and the town was full 
of prostitutes. The main rea­
son for this being Corinth 
and this town was very close 
to the seas and many sailors 
spent a great deal of time 
there.

The next stop was at 
Mycenea which was com­
pletely different. It is a Greek 
pre-historic Acropolis of the 
11th Century, built before 
the Acropolis in Athens. 
Myceanea was the center of 
many tragedies.

It was discovered during 
the last century by Heinrich 
Schliemann, a German 
Archeologist, and all the 
treasurers are in the museum 
of Mycenea.

Just before we reached 
Mycenea, we stopped at a 
roadside souvenior shop 
where they had all kinds of 
potteries and ceramics-some 
were copies o f the museum 
pieces-blue Greek porcelain 
-marble from the island of 
Poros, which is famous and 
the best quality is the white 
marble. Blouses were 
$14.00, dresses and shirts 
were $18.00, caftans were 
SI8.00-S20.00--all very pretty 
work on the bodesses. Daddy 
would have been proud as I 
didn't buy one single thing.

As we begun our trip 
again, Caralee told us the 
legend. "According to Hom­
er”  of Helen of Troy and of 
the war that lasted more than 
10 years. The Greeks defea­
ted Troy. I was unable to get 
all the legend down in mi 
notes.

STRAWBERRIES
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FISH TALES
By KATIE DVORAK

Many o f you have had 
some fellow in a boat stop 
you and ask to see your 
catch. He was a member of 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Dept. o f Inland Fisheries or a 
local Game Warden. There is 
a reason for the apparent 
“ snooping” .

Joe Kraai, Inland Fisher­
ies project leader, has re­
leased the statistics taken" 
from April through October, 
1981 on Greenbelt Lake. It 
will be interesting to notice 
that Greenbelt has far more 
white bass than any other 
species of fish.

The total number o f fish­
ermen interviewed during 
this time was 24,386. That’ s 
slot of men out in boats! The 
total man-hours of fishing 
done by these fishermen was 
116,142.40. That is 5.06 
average hours fished per 
fisherman and .39 fish 
caught an hour by that 
“ average”  fisherman, and

.32 pounds o f fish caught per 
hour. Flip breedlove must 
have averaged half of those 
hours of fishing time and 
twice as many pounds per 
hour alone!

Terry Harris of Amarillo 
caught a 10 pound on the 
nose black bass, a lake 
record as far as records for 
rod and reel show for Green­
belt. Congratulations to 
Terry Harris!

The Inland fisheries fellow 
will be stocking 200,000 
small mouth bass into the 
lake later this nonth. They 
have already put 200,000 into 
the lake last week.

Walleye have been caught 
lately, Harper Muse caught 
five of them Saturday troll­
ing. Last weekend Buz Bos- 
tich of Amarillo caught an 
8.13 oz. black bass, a real 
keeper! Jeff Scifers also of 
Amarillo caught a nice 6,8 
oz. black bass. The fish are 
biting!
