cent of parity; in the case of 
cotton, there w o u l d  be  a 
m a r k e t i n g  quota program 
with price supports from 65 
to 90 percent of parity.

So it seems to me that the 
dire p r e d i c t i o n  of “catas­
trophe and ruin” to farmers 
if the 1965 Act is not extend­
ed this year is on the outer 
fringe of the credibility gap.

I don’t believe that the ma­
jor commodity programs are 
doing all they can for farmers 
and I don’t think farmers are 
satisfied with them.

Better farm prices are cer­
tainly needed and as Com­
mittee hearings proceed, I 
plan to do what I can, either 
in PL 480 Legislation, a grain 
reserve bill, or more com­
modity programs to prevent 
government manipulations 
which depress farm p r i c e s  
and are responsible, a l o n g  
with continually rising farm 
operating costs, for the pre­
sent low level of farm in­
come.
