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REA Line Construction
In Donley Now Ready

Work On Both Lines Into Donley County To Be Completed by Early
Summer, Centractors Have Announced

All contracts have been made for;

the construction of two rural elec-
trification lines in Donley county.
Both are federal projects.

The Hall county project of one
hundred and eighteen miles has 236
signed up in Hall and Donley coun-
thes. The allotment is #5000, The
successful bid is $59,616 and includes
materials and labor. The total cost
with meters and overhead added, will
be 876,270, or an average of $629 per
mile.

Engineer Carl C. Cox of Amarillo
has been instructed to have work
start at once. J. O. Fitzjarrald of
Memphis is attorney for the Hall
County Electric Cooperative, Inc.
The labor on this project is expected
to provide approximately 19,000 man
hours of employment.

The Greenbelt Electric Coopeéra-
tive, Inc. of Wellington will enter
Donley county in the vicinity of
Quail with a mileage of 161 and a
patronage of 354 signed up.

The allotment on this project ex-
tending from Harmon county Okla-
homa across Collingsworth into
Donley county, is $131,000. The bid
for materials and labor was $79,465.
The total cost with meters and over-
head added will be $101,507. This is
an average of $630 per mile. The con-
tract calls for the lines to be com-
pleted ready for service by mid-
summer.

On the Hall county project will be
used 23 carloads of poles, 296 miles
of wire and 174 transformers rang-
ing from 1% to 10 kvas.

The Greenbelt project will use 32
:l"londs of poles, 402 miles of 4

transformers ranging from 1'%
to 5 kvas.

The county commissioners of Don-
ley county have granted a privilege
of setting poles on the county roads
without cost to the local consumer.

The start of the wholesale shift in
the production of newsprint will fol-
low the opening of the newsprint
mill in Lufkin the first week of De-
cember, Mr. Dealey, a director in the
mill, said.

“Paper can be produced for $10 a
ton cheaper in Lufkin than it can be
in Canada,” he said. *“The entire
world consumption of paper of all
kinds is 18,000,000 tons a year. East
Texas could, if necessary, produce
60 per cent of this,

“The Canadian mills use wood that
takes Trom seventy to eighty years to
grow. The Texas mills will use slash
pine that is ready in from twelve to
fifteen years. This means that the
Texas mills will not have to cut tim-
ber so far away, that new crops will
be coming on every few years, while
Canadian mills must seek virgin for-
ests sometimes 200 miles away.

Texas Forests Near By.

“The forests within a fifty-mile
radius of Lufkin will support for-
ever four or five milis the size of the
one now under construction. This
mill will have a capacity of 50,000
tons of newsprint a year. The entire
output has been bought for the next
five years by Texas, Oklahoma and
Arkansas newspaper publishers,
