SWIMMER’S EAR

Otitis externa is the medical name for
what is often referred to as swimmer’s ear.
In this condition, the ear canal becomes
infected and inflammed. The ear canal may
itch and a yellow fluid may drain from the
ear...this may be visible on pillows upon
awakening. Pain is usually experienced
when the ear is gently pulled upward and

outward.

Is swimming the sole cause of this
problem? No. Both swimmers and nonswim-
mers may be afflicted. Allergy has been
implicated in helping to produce infection.

Prevention of otitis externa would be
preferable to treatment. The use of ear plugs
while swimming has been suggested; others
agrue that this compounds the problem.

Treatment is as simple as placing a drop of
mineral oil in the ears to ease inflammation.
Burrow’s solution on a cotton wick placed in
the ear overnight has provided some relief.
May physicians recommend that 3%
hydrogen peroxide be used to irrigate the

ears.

Severe infections may require a physican’s
