Clarendon sales 
tax rebate drops

A U S T IN  -  Texas Com p­
troller Carole Keeton Rylander 
last week allocated $275.5 mil­
lion in sales tax revenue to 
1.107 Texas cities and 119 
counties. •

Locally, Clarendon saw its 
rebate slip by nearly five per­
cent from the same period last 
year for a total of $25,315.18. 
Medley’s rebate was up 2.62 
percent to $695.18, and How - 
ardwick was down more than 
43 percent to $916 40.

For the year to date, C lar­
endon's rebates are up slightly 
while Hedley and Howardwick 
are running behind

August sales tax rebates 
represent sales taxes collected 
in April, May and June and 
reported to the Comptroller in 
July.

Cotton producers 
advised on aphids

A B IL E N E  -  Cotton grow­
ers are asked to notify the Texas 
Boll Weevil Eradication Foun­
dation if they use Furadan to 
treat cotton fields for aphids.

By law, fields that have 
been treated with Furadan must 
have warning signs posted, cau­
tioning people not to enter the 
field for 15 days. Fields can 
be entered after 48 hours if per­
sonal protective equipment is 
worn, but it is important that 
growers post signs to advise 
that a field has been treated.

In the interest of protect­
ing employees, the Foundation 
asks that all growers notify their 
nearest boll weevil office to 
advise of fields that have been 
or will be treated.

Cooperation by growers 
will ensure that proper precau­
tions are taken to protect the 
health and well being of all 
individuals who need access to 
affected cotton fields.

C o u n t y  i s s u e s  t a x  

n o t e s  f o r  $ 5 5 0 , 0 0 0
Funds to be used fo r  restoration o f  courthouse

The Donley County Com mis­
sioners’ Court approved the issuance 
of $550,000 in tax notes this week to 
provide matching funds for the resto­
ration of the 1890 courthouse

The notes issued during M on­
day’s regular session of the court will 
be paid off in 2007 and will be funded 
through ad valorem taxes. The first 
payment will be August I, 2001.

A ll three local banks are par­
ticipating in the county’s financing. 
The Donley County State Bank and 
the Community Bank will each hold 
$ 175.000 of the debt, and the Herring 
National Bank will carry $200,000.

The interest rate on the notes 
is 6Vi percent, and the notes can be 
called at any time. In other words, the 
county can pay the notes off ahead of 
time if it has the money.

Ken Smith of Southwest Securi­
ties set up the tax note offering for the 
county.

“J think you’ve got an excellent 
deal from the local banks.” Smith 
said. "Th e y ’ve been real good to you.

especially Jerry Woodard [at Her­
ring].”

County Judge Jack Hall said the 
court appreciates the help from the 
local banks.

“The  commissioners and I are 
grateful for their support,” he said. 
“We think it’s a good reflection of the 
local support for this project.”

Smith said that 6lA percent was 
a very good interest rate and that it 
would have been more difficult to 
make the notes callable if the county 
had gone through a public offering.

The money can be placed in an 
interest bearing account while the 
county waits for bills to come in on 
the restoration project. Smith said. 
Interest earned on the money must be 
used on the project itself or to pay on 
the notes

Earlier this year Donley County 
was awarded $2.9 million from the 
Texas Historical Committee to com­
pletely restore and refurbish the 
county courthouse. Money from the 
tax notes issued this week will be used

for the county's 15 percent match and 
for other expenses related to the proj­
ect.

Built in 1890, the Donley County 
Courthouse is the oldest functioning 
courthouse in the Texas Panhandle 
and is one of the most unique struc­
tures of its kind ip the State of Texas.

Also in M onday’s session of the 
court, the commissioners considered 
a contract with Sun City Analytical. 
Inc., of El Paso for the abatement of 
asbestos, lead paint, and bat guano 
from the courthouse.

Sun C ity ’s proposal would have 
cost the county $23,656. Following a 
telephone conversation with the court 
however. Sun City lowered their price 
by more than $2,300. The commis­
sioners agreed to a contract in the 
amount of $21,521.

Broncos to play 
baseball in 2001

Clarendon High School will field 
a baseball (earn next spring following 
a vote by the school board last week.

The decision came in a unani­
mous vote of Clarendon C IS D  Trust­
ees in their regular meeting Thursday, 
August 10.

School officials had been study­
ing the possibility of adding baseball 
for sometime, according to C IS D  
Superintendent Monty Hysinger. The 
enthusiasm of the Athletic Director 
Roger Hoeltzel and the coaching staff 
helped finalize the deal, he said.

“The athletic director said we 
could do it with our existing staff 
and on a shoestring budget,” H ys­
inger said. “And we have a group of 
students who really want to play.”

One of Clarendon’s newest 
coaches, Danny Brittain, will lead the 
Broncos onto the baseball diamond 
with the assistance of Coach Hoelt­
zel. Brittain was the head baseball 
coach for three years in Aspermont 
and was named coach of the year 
there. Hoeltzel played baseball in col­
lege, Hysinger said.

“ I took this job with the hope 
that Clarendon would start baseball,”  
Coach Brittain said, noting he was 
glad it happened in his first year 
here.

“We have a lot of enthusiastic

kids,” he said. “A t least 18 kids may 
come out for the team ”

School officials say they plan to 
play their games at McClellan Field 
near City Park.

The Broncos will have a very 
small district this year, facing only 
Wellington and West Texas High at 
Stinnett, and should be a shoe-in 
for the playoffs since three teams 
advance from the district level.

Hysinger said the school plans to 
talk with female athletes to determine 
if there is any interest in forming a 
Lady Bronco softball team.

Meanwhile, the Broncos will 
start working out the first of February 
and will likely play their first game 
toward the end of that month. Brittain 
said.

School officials say they do not 
know when the last time was that 
C H S  fielded a baseball team. Year­
books in the school library don't show 
baseball teams during the 1950s or 
1940s. and no yearbooks are on file 
for the 1930s.

Clarendon High did however 
have a baseball team in the 1910s 
and mid 1920s. (Oddly, in 1926, the 
baseball team was called the Roosters 
while other teams were known by the 
more common nickname, the Bron­
chos.)

Canyon museum to observe 100th annversary of Bugbee’s birth
The work of one of Clarendon's 

most acclaimed talents will be cele­
brated next month in Canyon.

The Panhandle-Plains Historical 
Museum will open a retrospective of 
the Southwestern artist H .D . Bugbee 
on September 9, 2000.

T o  observe the 100th anniversary 
of Bugbee’s birth, the museum will 
bring together 100 of Bugbee’s finest 
works in oil, watercolor. pen-and-ink. 
and sculpture.

Bugbee, who lived much of 
his life in Clarendon, portrayed his­
toric and then-contemporary South­
ern Plains life, including cowboys. 
American Indians, and flora and fauna 
of the region.

A t the suggestion of his cousin, 
cattleman T.S . Bugbee, Harold Dow 
Bugbee came to the Texas Panhan­
dle from Lexington. Massachusetts, 
in 1914 with his parents. He studied 
at Texas A & M  College in 1917 and 
the Cumm ing School of Art in Des

Moines, Iowa, in 1920.
Advised by cattlemen Frank 

Collinson and Charles Goodnight, 
Bugbee rendered the landscape and 
wildlife of the Texas Panhandle, as 
well as nostalgic paintings of Indians 
and cowboys. Each fall, until the late 
1930s, the artist traveled to Taos to 
paint with his fellow artists “Buck” 
Dunton, Frank Hoffman, Leon Gas- 
pard. and Ralph Meyers, often pack­
ing into the mountains to paint with 
either Meyers or Dunton.

By the mid-1920s, galleries in 
Denver, Chicago, Kansas City, and 
New York handled Bugbee’s work. 
With the Depression and decreasing 
picture sales, in 1933 Bugbee turned 
to magazine illustration, a practice he 
maintained for some eighteen years. 
He did pen-and-ink illustrations for 
Ranch Romances. Western Stories. 
Country Gentleman, and Field and 
Stream, among others. Additionally, 
Bugbee also illustrated a number of

significant books on Western history 
including J. Evetts Haley’s Charles 
Goodnight: Cowman and Plainsman, 
W illie N . Lewis’s Between Sun and 
Sod, and S. Omar Barker's Songs o f  
the Saddleman and others. He also 
continued to make easel paintings.

Under Franklin Roosevelt's 
“New Deal,” Bugbee painted the first 
of five murals for the Panhandle- 
Plains Historical Museum’s Pioneer 
Hall in 1934. He later painted addi­
tional murals for the Amarillo Arm y 
A ir Field and a set of murals on Native 
American life for the museum.

Bugbee exhibited at the Tri-State 
Fair at Amarillo, Fort Worth Frontier 
Centennial Exposition in 1936, the 
Greater Texas and Pan-American 
Exposition at Dallas in 1937, and in 
the annual West Texas art exhibitions 
at Fort Worth. He also had numerous 
solo exhibitions in Texas and exhib­
ited at Taos.

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Clinesmith offers views on the race for 13th congressional seat
Democratic congressional candi­

date Curtis Clinesmith came through 
Clarendon on the campaign trail last 
week.

Clinesmith. an attorney from 
Denton, will face incumbent Rep. 
Mac ThornbeiTy (R-Clarendon) in the 
general election this November for 
the 13th congressional seat.

The challenger is a former middle 
school and high school history teacher 
who grew up at Post. He attended 
Texas Tech University and graduated 
with a bachelor’s degree and a mas­
ter’s degree from the University of 
North Texas. He earned his law degree 
at St. M ary’s in San Antonio.

Clinesmith and his wife Penny 
just had their first child. Jackson, 
three months ago.

During a stop at T he C larendon 
Enterprise on August 9. Clinesmith 
outlined his reasons for running for 
Congress.

“I ’m a former school teacher; 
education is very close to me. 1 
think the public schools need to be 
protected. I think too many people 
are trying to put into place various 
voucher schemes that wouldn’t be 
good for public schools, wouldn’t be 
good for schools here in Clarendon.”

Clinesmith said Rep. Thom berry 
has voted for school vouchers.

“Basically, the reason I'm  run­
ning is I don't think the incumbent has 
represented the needs of the people 
here. He’s trying too hard to move

In 1951. Bugbee became the first 
Curator of Art of Panhandle-Plains, a 
position he held until his death. Over 
two hundred thirty Bugbee works are 
pan of the Museum’s art.

On another issue Clinesmith had 
harsh words for the incumbent for 
recently voting for a congressional 
pay raise.

“ In the last six years in Congress, 
he’s never once voted for an increase 
in the minimum wage. H e’ ll line his 
own pockets, but he won’t help out 
his constituents.’’

Clinesmith also said he supports 
“targeted” tax cuts “for the people 
who need them the most.”

people, he says, are the ones making 
under $50,000 a year.

On agriculture policy, Clinesmith 
said the Freedom to Farm policy 
enacted by congressional Republi­
cans has been a “Freedom to Fail” 
policy.

“ If you’re going to have any type 
of relevant farm policy, you have 
to have subsidies included,” he said. 
“The  farmers of the 13th [district] 
can't compete with other nations in a 
global economy without subsidies.”

Clinesmith called the C R P  pro­
gram useful but said it needs to be 
revamped.

Social Security, along with Medi­
care and Medicaid, are extremely 
important issues to the 13th district, 
Clinesmith said.

“ I think we need to do everything 
we can to make sure [Social Security 
and Medicare) are fully funded for 
generations to come," he said.

“I ’m against privatization [of

Social Security) with every bone 
in my body. Individual retirement 
accounts -  of course; you can do that 
on your own. But there has to be 
some sort of safety net.”

Clinesmith said the nation should 
use some of its budget surplus to 
finance Social Security.

These social programs that 
everyone in the Republican Party 
wants to cut are part of the reason that 
our elderly are living better lives.” 

Clinesmith said he would prob­
ably not be in favor of raising pay­
roll taxes to fund Social Security and 
Medicare, and he also does not favor 
raising the minimum retirement age.

On environmental issues, the 
challenger says the government 
should protect clean air and clean 
water but that people have to be taken 
care of as well. “We need to take 
care of people more than animals,” he 
said.

In looking ahead to November.

Clinesmith says the race between 
himself and the incumbent will be 
one about the issues.

“ M ac’s a good guy, and that’s 
one thing about this campaign -  it’s 
not going to be a personal attack cam­
paign. There are enough clear distinc­
tions between what I believe in and 
what he believes in that we can have 
an old fashioned campaign where we 
talk about the issues.”

The Swisher County Democratic 
Party will host a public reception 
in honor of Clinesmith on Saturday, 
August 19, at 7 p.m. in Tulia

The event is casual and will fea­
ture standard Texas-style cuisine such 
as pinto beans and combread.

The reception is also open to res­
idents of Donley County. It will be 
at the Swisher Memorial Building, 
located at 127 SW  Second St.

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Candidates offer 
clear differences in 
congressional race

Last week I had the pleasure of visiting with a politi­
cian -  Curtis Clinesmith.

Mr. Clinesmith is an attorney from Denton who 
hopes to unseat Clarendon’s favorite son. Mac Thorn- 
berry. from the 13th congressional seat in this Novem­
ber's general election.

The Democrat from Denton seems like a genuinely 
nice fellow, and the people on his staff also struck me as 
being very nice and professional. Mr. Clinesmith grew up 
in a small town, and he went to Texas Tech for a couple 
of years, so he can’t be all bad.

With those niceties in place. I can now say that I 
disagree with Mr. Clinesmith on 99 percent of the topics 
we covered during his interview last Wednesday.

(Before I go further, I would remind some of you 
yellow dog Democrats out there, who may have slipped 
by the warning label, that this is the ‘Opinion Page”)

Curtis Clinesmith appears to tx? an old-fashioned 
liberal who believes there is a government solution to 
every problem. This is really refreshing in a way because 
many liberals today tend to couch their beliefs and cloak 
themselves with the mantle of the “New Democrat." This 
is most readily apparent at the D N C  dog and donkey 
show currently underway in Los Angeles.

Liberals are nice to have around. In fact, some of 
my best friends are liberals. They keep the mind of the 
conservative sharp, and they’re fun to debate. Some of 
the best times we had as the College Republicans at 
Texas Tech were when we would square off against the 
Young Democrats. O f course, liberals' rolls in govern­
ment service should be kept to a minimum.

Let’s look at some of Mr. Clinesmith views, just for 
kicks.

Mr. Clinesmith said last week he supports tax cuts 
as long as they are “targeted" and only go to “the people 
who need them,” the people who need them being those 
who make less than $50,000 per year.

The impeached president and his heir apparent have 
long touted the “targeted" tax cut as being the way to go. 
Unfortunately, they usually aim their tax cut only at those 
whose votes they are seeking to buy -  lower middle class 
families, particularly soccer moms.

The figure of $50,000 put forth by Mr. Clinesmith 
seems like a lot, but if you have a man and wife that both 
work and they each earn $25,000, that is a household 
income of $50,000. This couple may not be poor, but 
they certainly aren’t well off. Throw  a couple of kids in 
the mix, and suddenly they’re just getting by.

Then there is the single, no-kids, self-employed 
person (me, for example). This person puts in 60 to 70 
hours a week and is making absolutely no where near 
50 grand annually. And yet, tax cuts put forth by the 
Democrats typically leave folks like me out in the cold. 
Frankly, I ’m pretty dang sick and tired of it being insinu­
ated that I don't "deserve” a tax cut.

Also, I don’t think the government should be “tar­
geting" anyone. That phrase calls to mind scenes of 
people being targeted in Waco, Ruby Ridge, and Little 
Havana. But I digress....

On education. Mr. Clinesmith says the government 
should have a role in protecting public education. He 
says there should be no unfunded federal mandates and 
insists that local control should stay with local people.

That sounds good, but if you think the federal gov­
ernment is going to pass a mandate and fund it and not 
want to have control over how that money is spent, then 
you are a moron. I'm  sorry, but there are always federal 
strings attached to federal money.

I agree with Mr. Clinesmith that public schools need 
to be maintained. However, public education is a func­
tion of the states. Federal involvement with public educa­
tion is, in my opinion, a clear violation of the Tenth 
Amendment of the United States Constitution.

On Social Security, Mr. Clinesmith would not really 
change much. He would divert general revenue from the 
federal surplus to prop up the system and says he would 
“probably not" support an increase in the payroll tax.

It is true that most seniors in this area depend on 
Social Security. But it is also true that the system in gen­
eral is flawed in its basic design, that it is a generational 
boondoggle, that it is an utter failure as a “retirement” 
program, and that it will eventually go bankrupt.

As near as 1 can see, opposing any form of privatiza­
tion of the Social Security scheme will insure one of two 
results: I ) the program will become insolvent, or 2) the 
feds will have to increase the amount it confiscates from 
our nation's workforce in the form of payroll taxes.

If the government wants to divert general revenues 
to the SS. that’s fine. But let’s do so under a plan of 
phasing out the program. Use general revenues to support 
current retirees and future retirees over the age of 40. 
Then give the rest of us two options. First, stay with the 
system but use the payroll tax funds to create individual 
accounts that belong to the individual taxpayer. Or, opt 
out of the system altogether, invest your own money and 
fend for yourself. ( I ’ ll take the second choice.)

Space limits me from getting into a lengthy discus­
sion about the minimum wage, which Mr. Clinesmith 
thinks should be increased. Suffice it to say that I think 
the minimum wage law should be repealed entirely.

Mr. Clinesmith is correct in saying there are clear 
differences in this congressional race. It is the difference 
between a bigger role for the federal government and a 
smaller role for the federal government. It is the differ­
ence between a tax cut for the few and a tax cut for the 
many. And it is a difference between less freedom from 
Washington and more freedom from Washington.

In each case, Mr. Clinesmith represents the former, 
and Mr. Thomberry stands for the latter.

EPA overstepping with new water rules
The future of our water supply is a 

subject on the minds of many people in our 
area.

Some of our cities are rationing water 
due to drought, and others are dealing with 
the possibility that their growing popula­
tions won't have an adequate supply in the 
future. We know that an abundant and 
clean water supply is essential.

Unfortunately, the Environmental Pro­
tection Agency, under the guise of cleaning 
up our water, recently passed new rules 
that would force states, municipalities, 
businesses, and landowners to implement 
costly and burdensome water regulations.

The EPA was given the authority to

regulate pollution that comes from a pipe, 
called point-source pollution, in The Clean 
Water Act of 1972 Regulation of non­
point pollution (runoff from farms, forests 
and urban areas from heavy rains) was 
given expressly to the states.

Now the EPA wants to regulate both 
sources and have authority over farming, 
ranching, and forestry operations to meet

its own limits on water runofT from the 
soil. This rule, a one-size-fits-all regula­
tory nightmare that is not based on sound 
science, has drawn more than 30,000 com­
ments and has been the subject of 12 con­
gressional hearings, but the EPA moved 
forward to implement the rule. That’s why 
I ’ve co-sponsored a bill to keep this regula­
tion from taking effect until the cost-effec­
tiveness of the rule is studied.

Here in the Panhandle, we understand 
the importance of water. We also under­
stand that the states -  not Washington or 
the EP A  -  are in the best position to form 
voluntary partnerships with cities and land- 
owners to keep our water clean as possible.

Ross’ column on pork rinds a work of genius
It is said that a measure of a person's 

intelligence is the degree to which he or 
she agrees with you. It can only be stated, 
therefore, that Christi Ross is a genius.
Mrs. Ross' Pork Rinds column last week 
[August 10, 2000) was of course correct. I 
am a dilettante in the field of the dietary 
practices of our evolutionary ancestors, and 
Mrs. Ross' column hits upon a favorite sub­
ject of mine, i.e. the Food Nazis. Allow me 
to elucidate the connection.

Mike told me that most of his 
fishing was at night. He fished off 
the bank until about 11:00 p.m. then 
he was in the boat until 3:00 or 4:00 
a.m. Mike said he caught a variety 
of fish at night, but most were small. 
He caught several sand bass, a few 
small walleye, and two largemouth 
bass, with one weighing about 4 lbs. 
Most of the fish Mike caught at 
night were landed on rattletraps that 
were shad colored with neon green. 
He used slow-moving topwater baits, 
Poprs, and hula poppers to catch his 
bass at night. He also caught three 
channel cat with the rod and reels at 
his camp.
