Economy Sags in Panhandle

x  sales). While the state’s top six recipients showed a 5.2 per cent 
improvement over last year’s figures, the average for the state was just .74 
per cent. And the Panhandle (as well as most of the western half of Texas) 
appeared to fair poorly.

Donley County’s receipts were off 12.65 per cent for the month of 
August (June sales), and off 1.99 per cent for the year-to-date period. 
Clarendon was off 14.73 per cent and 2.47 per cent. Hedley decreased 19.82 
per cent and 16.54 per cent. Howardwick had a perky increase of2031 per 
cent and 11.57 per cent.

Other regional counties were generally about the same. Armstrong 
(Claude) was off 14.06 per cent for the month, but up39 per cent for th 
YTD. Briscoe (Quitaque-Silverton) declined by 15.99 per cent and 3.34 per 
cent Carson County (Groom, Panhandle, etc.) was off 15.02 and 13.19 per 
cent. Childress-which is generally regarded as recovering—slid by 4.57 per 
cent for the month, but still managed a 3.14 per cent gain for the YTD.

After a disastrous year last year, Collingsworth County (Wellington) 
inched up by 231 per cent and 6.08 per cent

Gray County (Pampa, McLean) held its own, off only 35 per cent on 
June sales, but up 1.70 per cent YTD. Hall skidded down 1383 per cent for 
the month, but eased up 2.48 per cent for the longer period, (Estelline was 
up 6.68 per cent and 2135 per cent while Memphis showed -1433 per cent 
and +1.44. Turkey plummeted by 1936 and 286).

Hall county performed well compared to Hansford County (Gruvsr 
and Spearman) where the economy nose-dived by -20.72 per cent and -838 
per cent. Hartley (Planning) made an even more spectacular belly-buster, 
however, reporting figures of -2885 and -2832 per cent. By contrast, 
Hemphill (Canadian) improved on both periods, 7.48 per cent and 1731 
per cent. Jayton died during June, with a report of -4730 per cent, but still 
managed a positive 4.18 YTD.

Even Lubbock-the largest burg in the area-declined 5.43 per cent for 
June, but still had a positive 335 per cent so far this year. Motley County 
was up 732 for the month, but down 3.93 YTD. Ochiitree (Perrytoo) made 
a negative 17.99 and a positive 426 per cent.

O p i n i o n

The Scriptures offer a common, universally-ac­
knowledged standard. Most people who claim to be 
Christians agree on 95% of what the Bible teaches— 
perhaps more.

But Christians have always had differences in un­
derstanding as to w hat the Sciptures mean on certain 
specifics. Most such differences of opinion have been 
(and are now) tolerated by most groups in most 
places. But occasionally, a person or a group insists 
that his (or her) interpretation is the only valid read­
ing of a given passage. Such a position-w hen mixed 
w ith a little bit of p ride-can  become the occasion for 
schisjp. Two factions may bang each other over the 
head w ith their Bibles, each insisting that the other 
does not respect the book.

Does that mean that the Scriptures are not an effec­
tive guide? Not at all! After all, they have already 
brought consensus on the vast majority of Christian 
teaching.

But w hat about those places w here Christians dis­
agree? Will they not always bring division? Not neces­
sarily.

All who are truly Christians are brothers and sisters 
They are related to  one another because they have a 
common father. Even in earthly families, disagreement 
should not bring division and quarreling. If each of us 
had to become doctrinally perfect before we could 
become a child of God, we would each—and all—still 
be lost. “But while we were yet sinners, Christ died for 
the ungodly *

Our beliefs are important. But they are not the 
reason for our one-ness. We are one because Jesus and 
the Father are one.

Perhaps no issue was so important to the people of 
the New Testament than than w hat to do w ith meat 
offered to idols. Much of the meat offered in the 
market was “surplus’ left over from pagan temples. To 
Christians w ith a Jewish background such meat was 
impure. Eating it was equivalent to idolatry. To other 
Christians, the idols were nothing but silly statues. 
They could not see why the meat was tainted Ob­
viously, the issue was deadly serious to the disciples in 
the apostles’ day.

The apostles did not give th e  right answer’ to this 
question, however. Paul w rote simply, ‘Let each per­
son be fully convinced in his own m ind’ But he went 
on to  command early believers not to judge those who 
held the opposite opinion, (I Corinthians 8).

Today, if each Christian would resolve to follow 
the Scriptures as closely as possible and resolve to 
refrain from trying to force his beliefs on his brothers, 
believers could again be one.

that the dty landfill must be closed. 
A definite date has not yet set by the 
State. Hediey will keep its landfill 
open until such a date has been 
established. The City of Hediey will 
then haul its trash to a state 
qualified landfill The landfill at 
Memphis, if it is kept open, is the 
first choice. If it is dosed, the trash 
will probably be hauled to Pampa. 
If that one is dosed, all the trash in 
this part of Texas should be sent to 
Austin.

This recent election sure had 
everyone confused. I still don’t

know what has happened. I 
think the exemptions passed state 
wide, but I don’t know if that just 
means that each district can allow 
those exemptions, or if they are set 
across the state. It appears to me 
that personal property can not be 
taxed, even if a local district wants 
to.

I figured the exemptions 
would pass easily but they didn’t.

npexas farmers and ranchers 
*  are alarmed by what they un­

derstand are alternatives being 
considered in the Texas House of 
Representatives regarding taxes, 
according to S.M. True, president 
of the Texas Farm Bureau.

“Proposals to increase the 
state fuel tax by 13 cents to a total 
of 28 cents a gallon is bad enough 
for all Texans,0 True said. “But, 
changing the off-road exemption 
for tractor and other production 
equipm ent to  a once-a-year 
refund—as proposes—substantially 
increases producers’ up-front 
production costs.”

The president of the state’s 
largest general farm organization 
said the damage becomes even 
more severs with the concept of 
allowing the refund to equate to 
only 75 percent of the charge.

“That would result in a new 
7-cents-per-gallon tax on fuel used 
for food and fiver production,” 
True said. “That is unacceptable 
and intolerable. We strongly urge 
th a t th is en tire  concept be 
dropped.”

The farm leader said another 
proposal floating in the Texas 
House of extending the state 
franchise tax to farm and ranch 
enterprises is no more than an “in­
come tax in disguise.”

Texas Farm Bureau has ex­
pressed support for streamlining 
government^ increasing the state 
sales tax by one percent, and a 
voter-approved state lottery, True 
said. All of these actions would af­
fect farmers and ranchers the same 
way as all citizens of the state, he 
explained.

“The fuel tax proposal and 
the franchise tax extension are 
grossly unfair, as agriculture is the 
only industry that cannot pass 
along taxes to consumers,” True 
said. “The proposals are not the 
proper means to address the 
budget dilemma.”

Listen Here
wise person once said that God gave us two ears and one mouth for
a good reason. He intended for us to listen twice as much as we talk.
While this conclusion makes good sense, listening is not a »till that I 

have worked hard to develop. Recently, I took a short self-test to rate my 
own listening skills. I scored in the poor listener category.

I know listening is important. So, I decided to do a little research to 
see if I could learn to be a better listener. Maybe what I discovered will 
help you, too.
The Value of Listening

Many top executives rank communication as the most important 
factor of their success. Since listening is a principal element of communica­
tion, we can be more successful if we become better listeners.

At this point, we need to make certain that we understand the 
difference between hearing and listening. Hearing is physical; listening is 
mental. Assuming that we have no physical impairments, we hear 100 
percent of the time. Unfortunately, we may listen only a small percentage 
of the time.

The value of listening is that we not only hear but also ran remember 
and process the information. This understanding allows us to become more 
effective with customers, co-workers and our supervisors.
Three Key Elements

The first key to becoming a better listener is to concentrate on what 
others are saying. We must focus on the message to ensure that we not only 
hear but also understand.

It is not possible for most of us to concentrate on two things at once. 
To listen effectively, stop talking, stop writing and stop reading. Devote 
your full attention to the speaker. Make eye contact and send signals to 
let the speaker know you’re listening

Barbara Walters is one of the highest-paid interviewer on national 
television. She once described her interviewing technique to a reporter. 
She asks a question, then shuts her mouth and listens with her whole face! 
She concentrates all of her attention on the other person’s answer.

The second key to effective listening is to listen selectively. Every day, 
hundreds of message bombard our senses, some of this information is not 
useful to us. Learn to tune out some of the messages and, on occasion, some 
of the messengers.

I once worked in an office where one of the employees obviously 
didn’t have enough to do. This person carried on trivial conversations with 
anyone who would listen. Since I could not afford to waste that much tim<». 
I had to listen selectively. Sometimes I didn’t listen at all.]

I’m not implying that we shouldn’t be sociable, 
socializing as socializing, and don’t confuse it with work.

The third key to becoming a better listener is to listen objectively. 
Everyone with whom we communicate has a bias or reason to influence us. 
therefore, we need to consider the speakers’ reasons for expressing their 
viewpoints.

We should weigh our conversations mentally to determine the 
speakers’point of reference. What is in it for them? What axe do they have 
togrind? •. •

rphe Texas Water Commission is encouraging the use of alternative 
*  methods in the treatment of soil contaminated by hydrocarbons, a 

type of contamination often resulting from leaking petroleum storage tanks. 
The traditional method used consists of excavating the contaminated soil 
and disposing of it at a municipal landfill.

“Due to the large volumes of soil involved and the relatively low 
contaminant levels in the soil in many instances of leaking petroleum 
storage tanks, options aside from excavation and landfill disposal may be 
more economically and environmentally preferable,” said Allen Beinke, 
Executive Director of the Texas Water Commission.

Though disposal at a municipal landfill is a legal and viable disposal 
alternative for soil contaminated with hydrocarbons, other methods of soil 
treatment may be utilized for excavated soil or even soil remaining in the 
ground at the containment site. By using an alternate treatment method, 
owners and operators of leaking petroleum storage tanks may benefit from 
more reasonable treatment costs and from possible reduced liability as­
sociated with landfill disposal. Additionally, in most cases, tank owners and 
operators who use alternative treatment methods are eligible for reimbur­
sement from the state’s petroleum storage tank reimbursement fund.

The Texas Water Commission ha developed guidance for the use of 
some alternative technologies and is currently developing policies govern­
ing the disposal options for petroleum storage tank wastes. For further

Sting Targets Food 
Stamp Buyers

Buyers beware. Unlawful buyers of food stamps, that is. 
The Texas Department of Human Services (DHS) is cracking 
down on people suspected of trafficking in food stamps, 
targeting those who offer to buy the stamps from clients as 
they leave issuance offices.

Twenty-five suspects were arrested in Dallas on Feb. 13, 
following their indictments by a grand jury on charges of 
buying food stamps.

Posing as food stamp recipients, two female investigators 
with the DHS Office of Inspector General in Dallas sold 
stamps to the suspects over several months, starting in 
September 1990. Most suspects paid 50 cents on the dollar, 
according to investigators.

The total amount of food stamps allegedly purchased was 
about $5,700. Half of the alleged sales took place on parking 
lots outside food stamp issuance offices.

“The Food Stamp program is one of the most successful 
programs ever developed,* said DHS Comsnissioner Ron 
Lindsey. “But when food stamps are not used for their 
intended purpose, everyone loses—the program, the clients, 
and the taxpayers. Here in Tfexas, we have a strong state law 
on food stamp abuse, and we fully intend to use it,” he said.

An offense involving less than $200 in food stamps is a 
Class A misdemeanor, punishable by a maximum fine of 
$2,000 and a year in jail. An offense involving $200 or more is 
a third-degree felony, carrying a maximum fine of $10,000 and 

‘ 10 years in prison.
Inspector General Gordon Hardy said the Dallas sting 

operation was prompted by reports from several sources of 
food stamp sales, including allegations that stamps were 
being used to buy illegal drugs. In past years, similar covert 
investigations have been conducted in Houston, Austin, San 
Antonio, and Beaumont, Hardy said.

At press time, disposition of the Dallas cases was pending.
