A rea  law enforcement personnel have issued warrants for the arrest of a suspect in a $30,000 theft. They 
^ e x p e c te d  to have the suspect in custody by midweek, bringing him back to Donley County from Albuquerque.

The situation began when Bois M. Smith, a local landowner, picked up a man calling himself Glen Tywater. 
Smith gave the man a job, reportedly paying him about $240 per week, plus food. Smith is said to have sold a vehicle 
to the new employee for $250 down and the remainder on credit. Soon after he was employed by Smith, Tywater 
brought his wife, Francis, to Donley County from Irving.

About December 1, the Smiths took Mrs. Tywater back to Irving to get some belongings. According to the 
complaint filed with the Sheriff’s office, Tywater went to a local garage while his employer was gone and offered 
to sell a gun and a welder. Both were apparently the property of Smith. The mechanic declined the purchase.

The documents allege that Tywater then stole some $21,480 worth of Kugerands (South African gold 
currency), two $100 bills, two $20 bills, $4,125 in silver coins, a welder, generator, and assorted tools, as well as 
“other items too numerous to mention.”

Investigators say that Tywater then left, going first to Amarillo, then to Albuquerque, selling stolen merchan­
dise along the way. When he was apprehended in Albuquerque, he was reportedly living in a luxury motel, but had 
spent most of the money from his theft.

Officials believe that “Tywater” is actually Claude W. Wallace, 53, who was out on parole. He appears to 
have a long criminal record.

The name “Glen Tywater” apparently belonged to Wallace’s brother-in-law, who had been dead about eight 
years. It was one of at least 11 aliases that officers think the suspect used.

Inves t ig a tin g  officers in the case were Donley County Sheriff Jimmy Thompson, Constable Blackie Johnston, 
Deputy Joe Neal Shaddle, and Texas Ranger Gary Henderson.

HPexas ranked second as a state

Recycling— What You Can Do
Today, many communities 

throughout the United States have 
curbside recycling programs. It's like­
ly that your community is recycling, 
or that it is considering doing so.

Why is that important? The aver­
age American generates more than 
four pounds of garbage each day. or 
nearly three-quarters of a ton per per­
son per year.

One part of the solution is recy­
cling. Over the past several years, 
there have been great strides in the 
area of recycling. Even many plastics 
are recyclable.

I t’s important to remember that 
recycling is not a cure-all. It is not 
the only solution to our solid waste 
problem. We probably could recycle 
everything, but the costs would be 
prohibitive, raising the price of 
everything from packaging to com­
puters. Any waste management pro­
gram must be based on a balanced, 
economically sensible, integrated 
strategy. It must include source 
reduction (making less in the first 
place), the conversion of waste to 
energy through incineration and land­
filling as well as recycling.

Still, recycling is something each 
of us can do. For example, last year 
alone, 651 million pounds of plastics 
packaging were recycled in the 
United States, an increase of 44 per­
cent from 1990. In all, 14 percent of 
all plastic bottles were recycled in 
1991, up from 9.3 percent the previ­
ous year.

Another example: last year, 327 
million pounds—36 percent of total 
production—of plastic soft drink bot­
tles were recycled. That represented 
an increase of 19 percent over 1990.

Polystyrene—the material used to 
make coffee cups and other food con­
tainers—was also recycled in record 
amounts last year: 24.5 million 
pounds. Today’s coffee cup might 
become tomorrow’s building insula­
tion or video cassette case.

There are many exciting efforts 
underway in recycling. Many 
companies—Union Carbide Corp., 
Occidental Chemical Corp., Quantum 
C hem ical C orp . and P h illip s  
Petroleum Co. among them—are 
operating major facilities for recy-

solid waste management solu­
tion— many can be recycled.

cling plastics. Bottles and other pack­
aging made from these plastics are 
now being marketed by Procter & 
Gamble. Clorox and others. 
Packaging makers are being encour­
aged to “design for recycling.”

What can you do? If your commu­
nity has a recycling program—partic­
ipate. If it doesn’t, contact your city 
council and help start one. And more 
important, help create a market for 
recycled products by buying them 
whenever you can.

What are some tips for recycling?
Many communities now recycle 

newspapers and other white paper; 
just be sure the paper doesn’t have 
wax or other coatings. To recycle 
cardboard, flatten boxes, remove lin­
ers. For aluminum or steel cans, 
empty and rinse—you don’t need to 
remove labels. Carefully crush alu­
minum cans so they take up less 
room. Glass bottles and jars often can 
be recycled—remove and discard lids 
and rinse clean.

Many plastic bottles that have a 
neck smaller than the base now can 
be recycled. Check with your com­
munity first; probably they will 
accept soda and milk bottles. They 
also may accept other plastic bottles, 
including those used for laundry 
detergent, bleach, shampoo, salad 
dressing and ketchup, to name a few. 
For plastic bottles, remove and throw 
away caps and pumps; rinse; no need 
to remove labels or neck rings; crush 
by carefully stepping on them.

And then, to complete the “cycle,” 
it’s important to look for and buy 
recycled products.

The average stay in Texas, ac­
cording to the report, was 1.5 days. 
T exas re s id e n ts  le isu re  travel 
averaged 5.5 days, and Texas resi­
dent business travel averaged just 
over 5 days. Non-Texan leisure 
travel to  Texas averaged 45  days, 
and non-Texan business travel to 
the state averaged 3.6 days, with an 
overall average of 4.2 days. For 
Texas residents, there were 66.6 
trillion single-day trips.

The report estimates that an 
average of $70.70 is spent per per­
son per day. Texans spend slightly 
less, $58.70 per person per day. 
Non-Texans average spending is 
$86.5 per person per day.

Texas’ top feeder (household 
origin) states are California, Ok­
lahoma, (with a strong business 
pull) and Louisiana. During the 
colder seasons of the year, leading 
n o r th e r n  fe e d e r  s ta te s  a re  
Michigan, minnesota and Ohio.

Another interesting statistic 
in the report is that of all Texas 
travel, 44 percent comes from non-
T ex an s  an d  56 p e rc e n t  from  
Texans. Texas and California are 
the only two states in the nation 
w h ere  m ore  th a n  h a lf  o f the  
travelers to that state are their own 
residents.

Destinations to Texas also 
are ranked in the report, along with 
the percentage of the total that des­
tination represents. The top 10 des­
tinations for 1991 were Dallas at 16 
percent, Houston at 14 percent, 
San Antonio at 11 percent, Austin 
at 7 percent, Fort Worth/Arlington 
at 5 percent, Waco at 4 percent, 
C o rp u s  C h ris ti  a t 4 p e rc e n t,  
Brownsville/Harlingen at 3 per­
cent, Amarillo at 2 percent and 
R u ra l at 16 p e rcen t. R u ra l is 
defined as counties not part of a 
Metropolitan Statistical Area.

The travel survey includes 
data for both business as well as 
leisure travel, and the research in­
cludes both Texas residents and 
non residents. Travel is defined as 
any trip of 50 or more miles one 
way, or an overnight trip for either 
business or leisure purposes.

The report, compiled for the 
Tourism Division by D.K. Shifflet 
& Associates, analyzes the travel 
behaviors of 30,000 families each 
month. The report is part of an on­
going survey to  census-balanced 
households in the continental U.S. 
Slightly more than two-thirds of 
those surveys were returned each 
month.

roof over the side door on the north 
side. Jack decided he would like to 
have those tin shingles on that roof.

J a c k  F o rb e ss  a n d  P a tty  
Miller attended a Beauty Show in 
Amarillo, on Monday, March 30, 
and left for Lawton, Oklahoma. It 
w as a b o u t 7 p .m . w hen th ey  
stopped at the Dairy Q ueen in 
Clarendon, Texas to get a bite to 
eat. As they ate, they noticed a nice 
looking lady in a booth across from 
them. Jack asked her if she knew 
who owned the old hotel downtown 
or who he should see about getting 
the roof. H e told her of his parents 
ge tting  m arried  th ere  and the 
whole story. She said that the owner 
had sold the building to the city for

$1.00 and that the Mayor would 
know everything.

After getting permission to 
get the shingles off the roof of the 
hotel, Patty and Jack left the Dairy 
Queen, and went to the police sta­
tion to  tell them that they were 
going to dismantle the roof, and 
that he had permission from the 
Mayor’s secretary. At the sheriffs 
office he talked to  D eputy Joe 
Shadle and was asked if he had a 
ladder. At that point, Jack was in­
formed that James Owens would 
meet him at the hotel in ten minutes 
with a ladder.

In about ten minutes a pick­
up pulled up in front of the hotel 
and out steps James Owens who 
pulled a ladder out of the back and 
set it up under the roof. Jack For­
bess started to  carefully pull out the 
nails and hand the shingles to Patty. 
Patty num bered each shingle in 
order to rebuild the roof exactly as 
it was originally.

As Jack climbed higher on 
the ladder, James Owens decided 
the ladder was not safe enough. He 
disappeared and soon retu rned  
w ith a ta lle r , s tro n g er ladder. 
James hopped up on it and started 
pulling out the nails. Jack’s car and 
James’ pickup were parked with 
their lights on in order to see, soon 
a third set of lights came upon the 
scene, belonging to  deputy Joe 
Shadle. H e had come to see and 
o ffe r  h is  a s s is ta n c e . H e  h a d  
brought leather gloves, because he

knew the tin shingles would be 
sha rp  on the  co rners . As they 
worked, another pick-up came by 
to see what was going on. The last 
piece to come down was the dome 
at the top.

There were 18 shingles, 2 cap 
pieces, and 2 other pieces.

Patty Miller and Jack For­
bess loaded the items carefully in 
their car and headed for Lawton, 
where Ruby was staying. The next 
morning they laid out the shingles 
on Ruby’s front porch and showed 
her their treasure. She was so ex­
cited. She couldn’t believe it. She

cried a little, as women do.
Since that night, Jack had 

tried to figure out the best way to 
display the roof. It was too large to 
put inside the house, and he didn’t 
have a pointed roof. Jack  con­
s tru c te d  a second  ro o f on  his 
storage barn in his backyard and 
placed the shingles on it. Above are 
pictures of his completed project. 
A  little bit of Clarendon is dis­
played in Plano, and has made a 
mother truly happy. The Forbess’s 
would like to thank everyone that 
helped to make this dream  come 
true.
