Afghan Pines Grow Well
rton ley  County residents who like pine trees should love Afghan pines.

The species is drought tolerant, fast growing and relatively pesl free. 
They have proven very well adapted to the High Plains and to the Rolling 
Plains. They may possibly be the best adapted pine to the area.

Most pines have only one period of rapid growth per year. Afghan 
pines grow rapidly during two seasons each calendar year.

The pines have a pleasing green color and long slender needles. They 
grow to a height of 40 feel or more, with a traditional conical shape. Afghan 
pines are often recommended for windbreak planting.

Some of the Afghan pines planted last spring have already doubled 
their height. Like any pine, they need adequate water to become estab­
lished.

Donley County residents who want to order Afghan pines from the 
Soil Conservation Service should go by the office as soon as possible. There 
will be a limited number available, and the trees will be sold on a first-come 
basis. _________________________ * ~

Local’s  Son Shares Stage With 
Bees

Tn his fifth year at the fair, 
■“■Bobby Cain will have a captive 

audience when he talks about 
beekeeping at the Flemington Fair.

He will be shut inside a 
screened cage with 60,000 bees.

Mr. Cain, who works as a pur­
chasing agent for the Monmouth 
County Park System, has been 
keeping bees as a hobby for 16 
years and now has at least 100 hives 
of between 75,000 and 100,000 bees 
each.

“I’ve always been fascinated 
with bees, even as a small child,” 
says Mr. Cain. He was taken with 
the complexity of their lifestyle and 
with their ability to produce honey.

“Raising bees is a family ac­
tivity for us,” Mr. Can says. His 
wife, Dianne, and two children, 

t Kristin and David, all participate. 
“Bee-keeping has become an im­
portant part of our life. It’s great for 
the whole family.”

The Cain family sells the 
honey that its bees produce, but 
also “we use a lot of it - probably 
150 pounds a year,” Mr. Cain says. 
“You can use honey anywhere you 
can use sugar, and honey is a lot 
better for you because it’s a simple 
sugar and is absorbed very quickly 
by youir body.”

In addition to spreading the 
gospel about hone, “we really 
preach about the importance of 
honeybees and what they do for 
us,” Mr. Cain says. “Honeybees are 
not the aggressive insect that 
people say they are. We walk right 
into this cage without any protec­
tion at all.”

Still, he has been stung count­
less times. Normally he wears 
protective clothing and moves 
“very slowly,” Mr. Cain says, to 
minimize the risk.

“If you play with fire, you’re 
gonna get burned. If you play with 
bees, you’re  gonna get stung.” 
notes Mr. Cain. “It always hurts, 
but after a while a beekeeper builds 
up an immunity to the sting.”

There are only three or four 
commercial beekeepers in New 
Jersey and about 5,000 hobbyists

according to Mr. Cain. Among 
them they have 50,000 hives and 
about four and a half billion bees.

“ In  ad d itio n , th e re  arc 
probably more wild colonies out 
th e re  than there are kept by 
beekeepers.” Mr. Cain says, but no 
one knows for sure exactly how 
many there are because no one has 
ever counted them.

Unlike yellow jackets - which 
are not bees at all but members of 
the wasp family - honeybees are not 
scavengers  and a re  rare ly  a 
nuisance to man, Mr. Cain says. 
They gather nectar and pollen from 
flowers and drink water.

From those ingredients each 
hive of bees can produce 100 
pounds of honey a year, but the 
bees need 60 pounds-or five gal­
lons- for themselves to survive 
through the winter. In addition, the 
bees produce beeswax, which is 
used for candles and cosmetics.

Bees are used commercially 
to pollinate 100 different food 
crops, including cranberries, 
blueberries, apples, pumpkins, 
cucumbers and peaches. Releasing 
tow or three bee colonies an acre 
can increase blueberry yields by 
600 percent, Mr. Cain says.

Bees have been kept by man 
since prehistoric times, but until 
the 1850s when a Philadelphia 
p re a c h e r  nam ed L orenzo  
Langstroph invented the movable 
frame hive, extracting the honey 
entailed killing many of the bees.

The honeybee is not native to 
the Americas but was imported to 
E u ro p e a n  s e tt le rs . N ative 
Americans, according to Mr. Cain, 
called it “the white man’s fly.”

But American bees are be­
coming more aggressive and more 
likely to  sting as the strain of 
African bees introduced in an at­
tempt to increase honey yields 
spreads.

Increased  A fricanization 
may lead to higher food prices as 
fewer hobbyists remain willing to 
work with the more aggressive bees 
and fewer colonies are available to 
pollinate crops, Mr. Cain says.

Afghan Pines Grow Well
rhonley County residents who like pine trees should love Afghan pines.
*^The species is drought tolerant, fast growing and relatively pest free. 

They have proven very well adapted to the High Plains and to the Rolling 
Plains. They may possibly be the best adapted pine to the area.

Most pines have only one period of rapid growth per year. Afghan 
pines grow rapidly during two seasons each calendar year.

The pines have a pleasing green color and long slender needles. They 
grow to a height of 40 feet or more, with a traditional conical shape. Afghan 
pines are often recommended for windbreak planting.

Some of the Afghan pines planted last spring have already doubled 
their height. Like any pine, they need adequate water to become estab­
lished.

Donley County residents who want to order Afghan pines from the 
Soil Conservation Service should go by the office as soon as possible. There 
will be a limited number available, and the trees will be sold on a first-come

Local’s  Son Shares Stage With 
Bees

Tn his fifth year at the fair,
Bobby Cain will have a captive 

audience when he talks about 
beekeeping at the Flemington Fair.

He will be shut inside a 
screened cage with 60,000 bees.

Mr. Cain, who works as a pur­
chasing agent for the Monmouth 
County Park System, has been 
keeping bees as a hobby for 16 
years and now has at least 100 hives 
of between 75,000 and 100,000 bees 
each.

“I’ve always been fascinated 
with bees, even as a small child,” 
says Mr. Cain. He was taken with 
the complexity of their lifestyle and 
with their ability to produce honey.

“Raising bees is a family ac­
tivity for us,” Mr. Can says. His 
wife, Dianne, and two children,
Kristin and David, all participate.
“Bee-keeping has become an im­
portant part of our life. It’s great for 
the whole family.”

The Cain family sells the 
honey that its bees produce, but 
also “we use a lot of it - probably 
150 pounds a year,” Mr. Cain says.
“You can use honey anywhere you 
can use sugar, and honey is a lot 
better for you because it’s a simple 
sugar and is absorbed very quickly 
by your body.”

In addition to spreading the 
gospel about hone, “we really 
preach about the importance of 
honeybees and what they do for 
us,” Mr. Cain says. “Honeybees are 
not the  aggressive insect that 
people say they are. We walk right 
into this cage without any protec­
tion at all.”

Still, he has been stung count­
less times. Normally he wears 
protective clothing and moves 
“very slowly,” Mr. Cain says, to 
minimize the risk.

“If you play with fire, you’re 
gonna get burned. If you play with 
bees, you’re gonna get stung.” 
notes Mr. Cain. “It always hurts, 
but after a while a beekeeper builds 
up an immunity to the sting.”

There are only three or four 
commercial beekeepers in New 
Jersey and about 5,000 hobbyists

according to Mr. Cain. Among 
them they have 50,000 hives and 
about four and a half billion bees.

“ In  a d d itio n , th e re  a re  
probably more wild colonies out 
th e re  than  th e re  are  kept by 
beekeepers.” Mr. Cain says, but no 
one knows for sure exactly how 
many there are because no one has 
ever counted them.

Unlike yellow jackets - which 
are not bees at all but members of 
the wasp family - honeybees are not 
scav en g ers  and  a re  ra re ly  a 
nuisance to man, Mr. Cain says. 
They gather nectar and pollen from 
flowers and drink water.

From those ingredients each 
hive of bees can produce 100 
pounds of honey a year, but the 
bees need 60 pounds-or five gal­
lons- for themselves to  survive 
through the winter. In addition, the 
bees produce beeswax, which is 
used for candles and cosmetics.

Bees are used commercially 
to pollinate 100 different food 
crops, including  c ran b e rrie s , 
blueberries, apples, pumpkins, 
cucumbers and peaches. Releasing 
tow or three bee colonies an acre 
can increase blueberry yields by 
600 percent, Mr. Cain says.

Bees have been kept by man 
since prehistoric times, but until 
the 1850s when a Philadelphia 
p re a c h e r  nam ed  L o ren zo  
Langstroph invented the movable 
frame hive, extracting the honey 
entailed killing many of the bees.

The honeybee is not native to 
the Americas but was imported to
E u ro p e a n  s e tt le rs . N ative 
Americans, according to Mr. Cain, 
called it “the white man’s fly.”

But American bees are be­
coming more aggressive and more 
likely to  sting as the strain of 
African bees introduced in an at­
tempt to increase honey yields 
spreads.

Increased  A fricanization 
may lead to higher food prices as 
fewer hobbyists remain willing to 
work with the more aggressive bees 
and fewer colonies are available to 
pollinate crops, Mr. Cain says.

In fact, 
people in Asia and Europe will pay 
big bucks to get their hands on the 
Levi’s clothing Americans want to 
throw away.

Wiley Cope of Amarillo, 
Texas, travels to different states 
and sets up shop. His business is to 
buy vintage Levi’s apparel.

“I buy Levi’s 501 Blues, one 
pocket jean jackets and other 
Levi’s apparel that was made in the 
1950s and 1960s,” he said.

Cope buys the used clothing 
so he can ship it overseas and sell it.

“Levi’s products are very dif­
ficult to get in Asia and Europe and 
they love it. They like the jeans with 
the smooth finish, and some like the 
ones with holes in them,” he said. 
“Basically, they just want stuff 
that’s made in the U.S.”

Cope said that in Japan a 
good pair of used jeans could sell 
for $100 to $200, and in Europe the 
going rate is around $50 or $60. A 
jean jacket in good condition could 
net anywhere from $500 to $600. 
Even though the goods sell at a high 
price, Cope said this is not a get rich 
quick business.

“We pay people (for the 
clothing) more than they probably 
get from selling it in a garage sale 
and then we try to get double for it. 
We really don’t make that much

money at it because we have travel­
ing expenses, tariffs and staff like 
that to pay for,” he said.

Cope, a former fanner and 
rancher, got into the business about 
two years ago. He said he loves 
what he does because he gets to 
travel with his wife and meets a lot 
of people.

“It’s a small business but it’s 
interesting and my wife goes with 
me wherever I go,” he said. “We’ve 
met a lot of different people, and 
made a lot of friends.”

Cope said his first trip into 
Oklahoma has been a success thus 
far. “It might just be a fad, but the 
business has been growing since 
we’ve been in it. But like all good 
things, eventually it might come to 
an end,” he said.

Until then Cope will keep 
buying old jeans and jean jackets so 
those overseas can buy denium 
products made in the U.S.A.

BURLINGTON NORTHERN’S schedule calls for putting up crossing 
signals on Ayers street in December.

Signals Coming in December
According to Mr. Ernie Wilson of the Burlington Northern Railroad,

j\yers Street is scheduled to get crossing signals in December. The 
necessary hardware has arrived and will be installed as soon as possible.

The crossing will be protected by flashing lights and dinging bells. 
Such signals are actuated automatically by approaching trains.

The Ayers street crossing has been the scene of several tragic col­
lisions from the 1930’s to the present. There have been two tragic incidents 
there in the past few years.

Signals will undoubtedly make the crossing safer. At some times of 
day it is hard for motorists to see oncoming trains.

Drivers need to exercise caution at all crossings, however. On a 
nationwide basis, about 70 per cent of all accidents happen at crossings with 
signals, perhaps because they are more heavily traveled. Locally, many 
accidents occur on dirt roads and private crossings.

It is far too easy for people who live near a crossing or who cross the 
tracks frequently to become complacent. Most of the time there will be no 
trains in sight. Yet up to 30 trains may go through a crossing in a single day.

It does not matter that 29 trains went through the crossing unevent­
fully. One obstructed view or one moment’s inattention can lead to tragedy.

Editor’s note: Burlington Northern has not yet implemented an 
Absolute Block System in Donley County as reported earlier. ABS is 
expected early next year, and Centralized Traffic Control (CTC) in 1994. 
The railroad has already upgraded to power assisted switches and has 
improved the tracks. They have also completed a project to make sure that 
every crossing is protected by whistle posts. The old adage, “Stop, look, 
listen and live!” is still sound advice.
