Q v e r  the past few weeks, several people say they have seen mysterious 
lights in the area at night. Then a pilot in an ultra- light aircraft 

spotted circles on the ground. Suddenly every T V  crew in the area had to 
rush to Clarendon. And the man in charge o f the land put up “ no trespass­
ing” signs-with good reason.

A fter all the dust settled, local residents had an explanation for the 
rings. But apparently no one knows what the lights were.

G regg Collins, a bright high school student from Clarendon, may have 
been the first to call the news media with the hypothesis that the circles 
might be “ fairy rings".

Collins had done some study o f the phenomenon and thought that 
fungi might be what caused the discolored grass. His suspicion was shared 
by W eldon Scars, Range Specialist for the Soil Conservation Service.

When television crews from Am arillo arrived in Clarendon, they 
checked with the SCS, and took Sears out to the site. Sears told the crew—in 
the presence o f Billy Jack Land, the landowner—that the rings might be

______________________________________ caused by a fungus. Sears wanted to do some further research, however,
before stating flatly that fungi caused the rings.

Mushrooms are part o f nature’s dean-up squad, helping 
decompose dead material. I f  the spore lands in an area where there is a thick layer o f dead grass, and if  the humidity

mycelium, a structure that looks like a strand o f cotton weaving through the soil. After a considerable period, the
mycelium fruita, giving rise to a mushroom orm dlball, rtrpsnrtiugon the species o f ftmgns involved. |

The little strands move out into fresh soil, breaking down organic m «t »«  as they go. But as the nutrients in 
the center are exhausted, the fungus in that area dies. Thus over a period o f time, the a id e  “grows” around the 
perimeter, but fades away in the center. A  ring 150 feet in diameter may well have started more than 100 years 
The active ring may be from a couple o f fect wide to several feet. .

The rings are invisible for much o f the year. But when the fungi fhm , the mushrooms or pufibalk appear to 
be in a mysterious circle. And late in the summer, when temperatures go up, the rings also show up. If there is 
abundant moisture, the decomposition may stimulate the grass as though someone had run a fertilizer «pr»ta«W  in 
a circle. O r if moisture is scarce, the grass may be more stressed than the surrounding prairie.

The rings near Clarendon fit the pattern. They have the rharartrrkrir blue-green color o f fertilized but 
under-watered grass. A  spade quickly reveals the “cottony” mycelium beneath the surface. And the dried-up 
mushrooms from the fruiting season are abundant in the discolored band, but absent inside and the rh^.

Vital Role

Faster Test May Save Lives
(NAPS)—In the life and death 

environment of a hospital emer­
gency room, time is one of the 
most important factors. However, 
treatment can be delayed, often 
for one to two hours, waiting for 
results of laboratory blood tests. 
Now, thanks to a new technology, 
those blood tests can be performed 
in only 90 seconds right at the 
patient’s bedside.

A  hand-held device, called the 
i-STAT System ,, from i-STAT 
Corporation of Princeton, NJ, needs 
just two drops of blood to perform a 
range of blood tests. Physicians can 
then make a more rapid diagnosis 
leading to faster treatment and 
ultimately quicker recovery. The 
patient may leave the hospital 
sooner and with a lower bill.

Because this point-of-care test­
ing eliminates many of the manu­
al steps involved in traditional 
testing procedures, it reduces the 
risk of error. What’s more, testing 
laboratories are freed to concen­
trate on more complex teWta

The i-STAT System is hot just 
for emergency rooms. Real time 
monitoring o f kidney dialysis 
patients can reduce the time spent 
undergoing dialysis thus reducing

the cost and freeing the expensive 
equipment for other patients. 
With only two drops required a 
baby’s blood can be preserved dur­
ing neonatal and pediatric proce­
dures. Intensive care patients can 
be monitored and treated without 
having to wait critical minutes for 
test results.

With all the attention being 
paid to our healthcare system, a 
new technology that improves 
patient care, saves time for busy 
medical professionals and relieves 
pressure on emergency room space, 
not to mention saving money for 
both patient and hospital— is 
certainly welcome news.

This legislation, called the "Strike 
B ill" (or H.R. 5/S. 55) would ban 
employers from continuing to oper­
ate their businesses during labor 
strikes over economic issues by hir­
ing permanent replacement workers.

Banning permanent replacements 
can create a situation where busi­
nesses would have to choose 
between giving in to strikers' eco­
nomic demands — no matter how 
unreasonable, or closing their doors 
because they cannot continue to 
operate.

Such a policy- would encourage 
confrontation and strikes, risking 
thousands o f  jobs that keep 
Am erican communities and our 
national economy strong.

Today, U.S. businesses face stiff 
competition that is increasing both at 
home and abroad. Even a temporary 
shut-down during a strike is a loss in 
business that echoes up and down 
Main Street. If the business fails, the 
jobs are lost permanently and a vital 
part o f the community is lost.

One doesn't need to look far to see 
this situation in action. In Canada, 
passage o f a similar law banning per­
manent replacements resulted in 
more and longer strikes, according to 
a study published in the Journal o f 
Labor Economics.

(N A P S )—When the weather 
heats up, staying cool can become 
a serious challenge. Nearly 1,300 
people died of heat-related illness­
es during the heat wave of 1981, 
demonstrating that more people 
need to be aware of the warning 
signs and how to prevent heat 
illness.

“The elderly and the very 
young are most nt risk," explains 
Dr. Helene Connolly, MD, FACEP, 
an emergency physician and 
Medical Director o f Mercy 
Hospital and Medical Center in 
Chicago. “Heat stroke is most 
often seen in elderly people follow­
ing a heat wave. Also, athletes 
participating in events in extreme 
heat are at risk."

Protect Yourself 
Dr. Connolly suggests the fol­

lowing steps to protect yourself 
from heat illness:

•Wear light colored, absorbent,
. loose fitting clothing and a hat. 

•Drink plenty o f water. 
“Everyone should increase fluid 
intake in the hot weather," she 
says. “Begin drinking before you 
go outside, and if you're exercis­
ing, drink about n quart of liquids 
an hour to replace fluids.”

•Avoid caffeinated beverages, 
as well as alcohol. “Alcohol and 
certain drugs can make you more 
likely to have a bad reaction to 
heat," says Dr. Connolly. “Alcohol

and caffeine dehydrate rather 
than replenish fluids.”

•Stay in cool, shaded areas 
when possible, and if you must be 
in the sun, protect your skin wkh 
a sun block.

•Cancel or postpone athletic 
activities during periods of high 
heat and humidity. Also, “salt 
tablets have never been shown to 
help in athletic events, and their use 
should be discouraged,” says Dr. 
Connolly. “Keeping up with water 
loss is much more important.” 

When Heat Illness Strikes 
You may be suffering from heat 

illness if when you’re in the sun, 
you suddenly feel weak, sweat 
excessively, have leg cramps, or 
experience nausea or vomiting.

Drink plenty of fluids and stay 
in cool, shaded areas.

“Minor symptoms""" 
treated appropriately to avoid the 
more serious heat stroke," says Dr 
Connolly. She suggests you stop 
what you’re doing and rest, and 
try to sit in the shade. “Drinking 
fluids is very important. If'the 
heat illness is so severe that you 
are unable to drink, you must be 
seen by your physician or in the 
emergency department for fluid 
administration.”

“Summer is a fun season and 
it’s healthy for people to get out of 
doors and enjoy themselves,” she 
notes. “For most of us, being aware 
of when we might be overdoing it is 
the most important step in pre­
venting illness or injury.”
