Next Generation Will See U. S. Become

Greatest World Power, Thomsen Says

The next generation will see
the United States become the
power, military, financial, and!
economic, of the entire world,
regardless of which way the pre-
gent European conflict turns. This,
prophecy, backed by a carefully |
organized summary of the world
position this nation is working
toward, was advanced as the
principal conclusion of a talk giv-|
en before Clarendon Lions 'l‘uos-‘l
day by Dr. R. Thomsen, pastor
of Central Presbyterian Church
in Amarillo. .

“In a world where the biggest
liars occupy the highest positions|
of authority,” Dr. Thomsen said
“No man can predict the turn of
day-tq-day events.” Looking
head in a broader sense, howev-
er, certain facts seem to be be-
coming more and more evident,
the speaker said, and these add
up to the forecast of the United
States as the coming world pow-
er.

In the first place, Dr, Thomsen

a~

said, the present defense pro-
gram is a permanent fixture of
American life, and will be such

for an indefinite period of time,
possibly forever, regardless of
which conclusion is reached in|
the European conflict. The peo-
ple have spoken, he said, and
they are prepared now to set up
and maintain the world’s most
powerful fighting force. In the
American spirit, they are not in
a mind to worry about the cost,
and the national debt probably
will go to 100 billions, but the
people want armament, and that
is what they will have. Manu-
facture of this armament is a|
destructive rather than a crea-
tive industry, and its only sav-
ing factor will be that it will
give this country the greatest pro-
ductive power, for peacetime, of
any nation.

Productive power, to be kept
from collapsing of its own weight,
must be kept busy, Dr. Thom-
sen noted, and the coming years
will see the United States ex-
tend its trade all over the world,
to provide markets for what is
produced here. Here again, our
defense program will prove
worthwhile as a peacetime asset,

Will the
United States administer its pow-
er with justice and humanity, or
will it destory its power and it-
gelf by heavy-handed tyranny? It

is to be hoped, Dr. Thomsen

Problems Inseparable

In future years, historians will
record the swift changes that

took place in the temper and
attitude of the American people
and their leaders during 1940
and 1941, Looking back now on
the months that followed the
outbreak of World War II, it
gseems as if we lived then in an-
other world, The majority of the
people wanted neutrality — and
they wanted no part of Europe's
newest mess. They wanted to
avoid the risk of war at all costs,
And the statesmen who repre-
sented them felt the same way.

Today the polls show that we
still want to keep out of war—
but that a considerable majori-
ty, despite that, favor helping
England ot the fullest extent ev-
en if it involves the risk of our
being drawn into war. No one
talks of neutrality — it is as
dead as Moses, The cash-and-car-
ry policy has been virtually for-
gotten — it is perfectly clear
that every financial resource will
be used to help arm Britain no
less than ourselves. The Ameri-
can people, in short, are violent-
ly partisan, and the American
nation i3 Adefinite!y and irecivie
vably invoived fn the war,

What has caused this change?
It took us almost three years to
become really anti-German in the
last war — it took us less than
a year this time. Better commu-
nication, both verbal and visual
has been a factor. So has the a-
mazing courage of the British
people — the Americans like and
respond to any display of brav-
ery against odds. Most important
in all probability, has been the
fast-growing feeling that our des-
tiny and Britain's are inter-mixed
and inseparable, and that if Brit-
ain falls we will be in grave
danger,

There are those who stoutly be-
lie this doctrine, but they are
much in the minority. The Presi-
dent obviously thinks that Brit-
ain is fighting for us as well as
for herself. So do most members
of Congress. So do the bulk of
the leading commentators. « So
does a long list of principal dai-
ly newspapers. That is why op-
position to the lend-lease bill has
made so little progress. There
just isn’t enough support behind
it.

Last chance of defeating or se-
riously modifying the bill—and,
at best, it was an extremely frail
chance -— died when Wendell
Willkie took the stand. Mr. Will-
kie received 22,000,000 Ameri-
can votes last November, only
4,000,000 less than the President.
His trip to England, in which he
crammed months of visiting, tal-
king and investigating, into a
few days and nights. was a dra-
matic pilgrimage. He made a fine

impression abroad. While he has
lost some of his past supporters,
he has gained new friends and
followers. So when Willkie said
he was 100 per cent in favor of
the Dbill, with certain modifica-
tions, and went even farther than
the President in some respects
(by suggesting that we give Brit-
ain outright destroyers and Army
bombers) the die was cast,

The two men who were given
the votes of close to 50,000,000
Americans in their race for the
presidency, and who stand out
head and shoulders above any
other national figures of this day,
believe that England's fate and
our fate cannot be seperated.
There is no doubt of their sincer-
ity — even as there is no doubt
of the sincerity of those who still
hold to a different and opposed
point of view. And there i8 no
doubt that this country is com-
mitted to the hilt to the policy
for which Roosevelt and Willkie
stand.

Today millions of Americans
hate Hitler and what he repre-
sents with an almost personal
hatred. For Mussolini they have
contempt and laughter, These
millions of Americans feel that
the dictators are their enemies,
just as they are England's ene-
| mies. The old crimes and mis-
takes of imperial England have
been forgotten. And in the opin-
fon of many a thoughtful stu-
dent, we ourselves are about to
embark, from necessity, on an
unprecedented imperial policy of
our own,

It is forecast that the Treasury
will not offer any new tax pro-
posals until late Spring.

COLLEGE STATION — Dr. C
H. Kitselman of Kansas State
College reported recently to the
American Association of Econom-
ic Entomologists that a blood-
sucking insect that feeds on
horses, mules and other animals
in the west carries equine en-
cephalomyelitis, or horse sleep-
ing sickness. The office of in-
formation to the United States
Department of Agriculture quotes
Dr. Kitselman that this consti-
tutes the first case in which neu-
rotropic virus had been isolated
from an insect in nature,

In experiments, Dr. Kitselman
said, numbers of the insect which

had been captured in pastures
where horses had died of the
sleeping sickness were ground up
and a filtered, germ-free extract
from their bodies was injected
into guinea pigs. The guinea pigs
developed symptoms of encep-
halomyelitis and died. The virus
able to cause the disease in oth-
er guinea pigs was isolated from
their bodies. The insect is known
in Kansas as the ‘“Mexican bed-
bug.”

Inching up prices, not by
leaps and bounds but just a
gradual raise of a cent here and
a cent there, is what will hap-
pen in Texas if the “Fair Trade
Act,” is introduced in the Texas
Legislature by the Representative
from this distriet, Richard Craig
of Miami, and Representative
Arthur Cato of Weatherford.

This is not new legislation for
Texas. Such a bill, only not near
so sweeping in powers of manu-
facturers to raise and control
prices, was passed by the last
legislature and vetoed by Gov,
O’Daniel when the Attorney-Gen-
eral advised him that it was un-
constitutional,

uct of one of the most power-
ful lobbies at Austin manned by
a lobbyist that knows all the
tricks of his trade with the fi-
nancial backlog of the big, rich
manufacturers of the east at his
beck and call and use.

The Fair Trades Act as intro-
duced by Craig and Cato does
not limit the retailer to a mini-
mum price for resale of commo-
dities. It says that ‘“The buyer
will not resell except at the price
set by the vender. This means
that not only the producer can
set retail prices, but it also gives
this power to wholesalers and
jobbers.
