desiring to become a Christian,
was told what to do at onte. The
protracted seeking, and the num-
erous failures to find, of our time,
are wholly unknown to the Scrip-
tures.

In contrast with this, how
stands the matter in modern
times?

In the prayers
the Lord is intreated to ‘“Co.ne
now, to come with converting
power,” etc. The honest seeker to
the best of his ability, unites in
these prayers, and is expecting an
immediate power from God to
perform a miraculous change in
him, and make him a Christian.

All the preaching, praying, and
singing lead him to expect this.
It may be that some persons less
sedate, thoughtful, and consider-
ate, but more frivolous, wild, and
thoughtless, rise and speak of
having “experienced a change,”
and “received a hope.”

High Type of Citizens
Needed On New State
Board of Education

Says TSTA President

AUSTIN—Election of substant-
ial, high caliber lay citizens to the
new twenty-one member State
Board of Education was urged
here today by Joe C. Humphrey
of Abilene, President of the Texas
State Teachers Association.

The association took an ex-
tremely active part in the suc-
cessful campaign to enact new
laws which drastically revise the
state-wide school system.

Humphrey urged selection in
the twenty-one districts of high
type citizens in an announcement
of details of filing procedure to
be followed by persons interested
in running for the board.

Qualified citizens must file for
places on the ballot with the sec-
retary of state here between Sep-
tember 9 and 19. Applications will
not be accepted prior to Septem-
ber 9, it was said today at the of-
fice =of the secretary of state.
Those reaching his office after
5:00 P. M. September 19 cannot
be accepted. There is no filing fee
under the new laws.

No person shall be elected a
member of the State Board of
Education who has not attained
the age of 30 years with five
years continuous residence in the
district prior to his election. One
Hundred resident voters may by
petition place the name of any
qualified person on the ballot as a
candidate.

The election will be held No-
vember 8. Persons elected will
serve until January 1, 1951,

This is the first time Texans
have had a chance to elect mem-
bers of the board. A nine-man
board has formerly been appoint-
ed by the governor.

The guidance of the public
schools of the state must be in
very competent hands, especially
during the next several crucial
years, Humphrey asserted.

“We need substantial high
caliber citizens on the board, men
who have been successful in their
own communities,” the JTeachers
Association president said.

“The important functions of the
new board are numerous.

“First, the board must carefully
select a commissioner of educa-
tion of top-ranking ability, who
fill administer the far-flung
school system,

“The board must promote the
broad general policies under
which the schools will function.

“The selection of proper text-
books upon a fair basis is of para-
mount importance.”

Tremendous advances in edu-
cation were made possible by en-
actment of the Gilmer-Aikin
laws, but they must be properly
administered or the state will slip
back, Humphrey, a former leader
in the state legislature, asserted.

“Members of the State Teachers
Association, as school people, are
confidently looking forward to
the citizens of Texas becoming in-
terested in the right candidate in
their respective congressional
district.”
