This includes 
the Finch, Molesworth, Lazy RG 
and part of the JA ranches.

If project progresses as 
proposed, a large number of re­
tention dams, and other conser­
vation practices will be put into 
effect to hold flood waters back 
to avoid untold thousands of dol­
lars of damage to rich farm land 
in the Brice, Lesley, Lakeview 
areas as well as the ranch land 
that lies in Donley County. The 
project, which if approved by 
the Federal Government, will 
cost in excess of two million dol­
lars. The Federal government will 
bear the greater portion of the 
expense.

The project is considered one 
of the foremost and wisest moves 
to be made by landowners in this 
area. Water and conservation is, 
and will be one of the most im­
portant factors in the future de­
velopment and preservation of 
this entire area. The floods of 
1995 were evidence of what can 
happen to thousands of fertile 
acres of land. Many acres of land 
were lost completely along with 
thousands of dollars in crops. The 
men behind this project and the 
voters who confirmed this district 
last Saturday want to see this 
type of protection, for their 
future, become a reality.

Sounds wonderful. But Texas 
leaders, in both governm ent and 
industry, have taken the position 
that favorable circumstances a- 
lone will ncH convert frontier to 
empire. O ther states are angling, 
too, for energetic men w ith capi­
tal and know-how to start new 
factories humming.

And most states are not ham ­
pered, as Texas is, by a con­
stitutional provision prohibiting 
use of tax money to advertise the 
sta te’s advantages.

Despite this hindrance, the last 
Legislature, at Gov. Price Daniel’s 
request, reactivated the Texas 
Industrial Commission to start 
the ball rolling. E. B. Germany of 
Dallas is Commission chairman.

In operation only four months, 
w ith a piggy bank budget of vol­
untary  donations, the Commiss­
ion is, nevertheless, m aking i t ­
self felt.

Its showpiece is a 68-page, two- 
color brochure called "A Plan of 
Action to Win New Industry for 
Your Community.” This do-it 
yourself m anual was mailed to 
every Cham ber of Commerce, 
mayor, county, judge, industrial 
foundation and legislator in Tex­
as.

Letters of commendation and 
requests for extra copies have 
“poured in,” according to Bob 
Bray, m em ber of the governor’s 
staff assigned to the Commission. 
Said a le tter from the Huntsville 
and W alker County C of C, 
“Never have 1 seen any publica­
tion so full of excellent guidance 
m aterial for communities - - ”

With the letter came a contri­
bution to carry on the  Commiss­
ion’s work.

Next big goal is passage in 
November of a constitutional a- 
m endm ent to remove the legal 
shackles on financing. “Failure of 
the am endm ent,” said Bray, “will 
handcuff the Commission. Our 
big job now is selling Texans on 
the need to sell Texas, both in­
dustry-w ise and tourist-w ise.”

With funds and staff, the Com-
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mission will be ready to go ahead 
on an extensive effort—already 
mapped out—for research, infor­
mation, advertisem ents, films, aid 
to local organizations, etc.

Says Germany, “Disastrous 
droughts, the a lanning  loss of 
ru ral population and the stark  
realization tha t the state no long­
er can depend on its oil revenue, 
all emphasize the need for de­
veloping our industrial resourc­
es."
SCHOOLS "BUST OUT"

Some seam -splitting from Tex­
as’ expanding population was re­
flected in the reports of Texas 
Education Agency survey teams 
on conditions in the state's pub­
lic schools.

As a result of the reports to 
the S tate Commission on Accredi­
tation, nine schools were removed 
from the accredited list, and ac­
creditation was w ithheld from 
six others. Fifty-one w ere wearn- 
ed they face loss of accreditation 
unless they improve standards.

Most of the schools’ troubles 
seemed to stem from pupil popu­
lations and needs that outran 
com m unity leadership and financ­
ing. Samples from the unfavor­
able reports: not enough te x t­
books, few or no library books, 
no laboratory facilities for science 
courses, unsanitary or outmoded 
facilities, use of condemned or 
“m iserably overcroweded” build­
ings, teachers instructing courses 
in w hich they had had no college 
study.

Actually, the num ber of schools 
having trouble meeting standards 
was only about 3.5 per cent of the 
total—or 66 out of Texas’ approxi­
m ately 1,800 school districts. 
NEW ROADS AHEAD

B etter driving days are seen 
ahead as the S tate Highway De­
partm ent unveiled its plans for 
1959-60 in terstate highway build­
ing.

A $260,000,000 program has 
been authorized to add 567 miles 
of controlled-access highways tc 
Texas’ portion of the national 
network.

Of this, $210,495,300 is earm ark­
ed for construction, $16,272,100 
for right-of-w ay buying and an 
additional $33,322,500 for ad ­
vance right-of-w ay buying.

Eventually, Texas is to have 
3,033 miles of the in terstate sys­
tem w ith in  its borders.

EERL Trying To 
Discover The Truth 
About “Angels”

AUSTIN—University of Texas 
engineers a t the Electrical Engi­
neering Research Laboratory are 
trying to discover the tru th  about 
“angels.”

To EERL engineers, an “angel” 
is any unidentifiable radar signal. 
W hat they discover may explain 
the m ysterious objects and “fly ­
ing saucer” reports which peri­
odically excite citizens, Dr. 
Archie W. Straiton, EERL direc­
tor, said.

The “angels” research team is 
gaining new data on these strange 
occurrences by m easuring returns 
w ith u ltra  short radars employ­
ing m illim eter w avelength rad i­
ations created by EERL engi­
neers.

W ithin a few seconds after one 
of the newly-developed radars is 
pointed at the sky, an unidenti­
fied target is picked up, Dr. 
Straiton said. “These returns last 
for a few seconds, w ithout much 
movement, and then disappear.”

Ju s t w hat causes “angels” or 
phantom  signals on the radar 
screen?

Charles W. Tolbert. EERL engi­
neer supervising the project, said 
tw o possible explanations are 
given.

F irst, the  unidentifiable radar 
signals may come from birds or 
insects, blown grass or spider 
webs circulating in the atm o­
sphere up to about 3,000 feet.

Second, the v phantom  signals 
;nay come from "atmospheric tu r­
bulence, in air layers producing 
very sharp changes in tem pera­
ture and moisture content.”

“On the basis of tests conduct­
ed up to now, the best possible 
explanation for ‘angel’ returns is 
that isolated drops of w ater which 
sometimes form in the atm o­
sphere serve as targets for a brief

SUMMIT TALKS
The Russian Bear has his pro­

paganda machine going a t full 
speed producing advertising de­
signed to convince other countries 
that Russia is leading the m arch 
for world peace. Most W ashing­
tonians in public life recognize 
tha t this propaganda barrage has 
been effective, even though some 
will not adm it it. Our efforts to 
counteract it by exposing it for 
w hat it really is have not been so 
successful, because the S tate De­
partm ent seems to lack the neces­
sary im agination to offset it. Our 
knowledge if the purpose which 
Russia is pursuing should enable 
anticipatory moves on the part 
of this country to neutralize 90 
percent of the propaganda, inso­
far as o ther countries are con­
cerned.

The recent exchange of notes 
between the several countries in ­
volved concerning sum m it m eet­
ings opened the door for Russia to 
profit m easurably, propaganda 
wise. I am sure tha t there m ust 
have been excellent reasons for 
the m anner in which the S tate 
D epartm ent conducted itself w ith 
relation to this exchange. How- 

1 ever, the people from other coun- 
| tries w ith whom I have talked felt 
that the ir people m ight think that 
the United States was reluctant 

| to en ter into sum m it conferences. 
The proposal of the President 

j w ith relation to using the United 
Nations as an agency for handling 
this m atter, no doubt made sense 
to m any who are fam iliar w ith 
the complexities and intricacies 
of the procedures of tha t Body 
and international law. But to 
m any peoples in o ther countries 
who are not blessed w ith a great 
knowledge concerning the opera­
tions of the U. N., it could be 
m ade to  appear as a stalling tac­
tic. And, Russia would not be 
averse to placing that appearance 
on it. I t has been known for some 
tim e th a t Russia was using pro­
posals for a sum m it meeting in its 
propaganda machine. It appears 
to me tha t this knowledge, stand­
ing alone, should have alerted us 
tha t it was our responsibility to 
m ount a peace offensive in term s 
that could be clearly understood 
by peoples all over the world. 
Many of us realize that a summit 
m eeting could be misused as a 
stage upon which to present a 
propaganda show. Such a misuse 
would, of course, do more to harm 
the peace movem ent than to help 
it. Many here feel th a t it is tim e 
for this country to take the in itia ­
tive and to form ulate a policy and 
an agenda for a sum m it meeting 
that w ill insure participation by 
those countries who are acting in 
good faith  and expose those who 
are acting in bad faith for w hat 
they are.

THE NATIONAL DEBT
By the tim e this le tte r reaches 

you, the A dm inistration wifi 
probably have asked for au thor­
ity to increase the national debt 
to 288 billions of dollars. The 
perm anent debt ceiling is $275 
billion. The Adm inistration here­
tofore asked this session of Cong­
ress for approval to raise the debt 
ceiling to $280 billion on a tem ­
porary basis. This was done. It 
presently  appears tha t the new 
request of the Adm inistration will 
be that the perm anent ceiling be 
raised from $275 billion to $285 
billion and th a t the tem porary 
ceiling be lifted from $280 billion 
to $288 billion. The tem porary 
ceiling of $288 billion would prob­
ably run  until June  30, 1959.

INDIANS
Last week the Committee on 

In terior and Insular Affairs was 
considering a bill concerning a 
num ber of Indians who w ere list­
ed by name—such as Edith Apple 
Bear, Thomas Hollow Horn, 
George M ountain She^p, Stephen 
Retl Elk, Emma Old Horse, and 
Josephine Thunder Bull. About 
the center of the list appeared 
the name, PATRICK O’­
ROURKE?” W hereupon the Gen­
tlem an from  Nebraska, Phil 
Weaver, volunteered, "A Cleve­
land Indian.”

" (b )  Each county shall have the 
rig h t to  provide fo r and adm in ister a 
R etirem ent, D isability and Death Com­
pensation Fund fo r the appoin tive  of­
ficer* and employee* of the  county or

by being published in a t  least on* 
new spaper of general e lrcu lation  in 
said county once each week fo r four 
consecutive week*; provided th a t  the 
am ount contributed by Hie county to 
aucb F und shall a t  least equal the  
am ount paid fo r tha  same purpose 
from  the  income of each such person 
and shaft not exceed a t  any tim e seven 
and one-half p e r centum  (7 t£% ) of the 
com pensation paid to each such person 
by the  county.

"A ll funds provided from  th e  com­
pensation of each aucb person, o r by 
the  county, fo r such R etirem ent, Dis­
ability  and  D eath Com pensation Fund, 
as a re  received by the  county, shell be 
invested in bonds of the U nited S tates, 
the  S ta te  of Texas, or countie* o r 
cltie* of th is  *tat*. o r In bonds issued 
by any agency o f th e  U nited  S tates 
governm ent, th e  paym ent o f th e  p rin ­
cipal of and  Internet on w hich I*

guaranteed  by the U nited States, p ro ­
vided th a t a  suffic ient am ount of said 
funds shall be kept on hand to meet 
the  im m ediate paym ent of the am ount 
likely to become due each year ou t of 
said Fund, such am ount of funds to be 
kept on hand to  be determ ined by the  
agency w hich may be provided by law  
to  adm iniater said F u n d ; and provided 
th a t the recipients of benefits from  said 
Fund shall not be eligible fo r any o ther 
pension re tirem en t funds o r direct aid 
from  th e  S ta te  o f Texas, unless the  
Fund, the erestion  o f which is pro­
vided fo r herein, contributed by th e  
county, is released to  the S ta te  of Tex** 
a* a  condition to  receiving euch o ther 
pension a id ."

8*c. 2j The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendm ent shall b e  subm itted to  a 
vote of th*  qualified elector* of th is  
s ta te  * t the  General Election in No­
vember, 1958, a t  which election each 
ballot shall have prin ted  thereon tho 
following w ords;

"FO R  th e  am endm ent of subsection 
<b) o f Section 62 of A rticle XVI o f 
th e  Constitution, to  au thorise  each  
county to  establish, a f te r  approval by 
Us voters, a  retirem ent, disability an d  
death compensation fund  covering th e  
elective officers of the  county o r pre­
cinct, as well s s  the appointive officers 
and  employee* of the  county o r  p re­
cinct."

"AGAINST th e  am endm ent o f  sub­
section (b) of Section 62 of A rtlel#  
XVI o f the  Constitution, to  au tho rise  
each county to  establish, a f te r  ap ­
proval by it* voters, a  re tirem ent, dis­
ability  and death compensation fund  
covering the  elective officers of th e  
county o r precinct, as well aa the  ap­
pointive officers and employees o f th e  
county o r precinct."

"E ach voter shall m ark out on* of 
said  clauses on the  ballot, leaving th e  
one expressing his vote on the  p ro ­
posed am endm ent. In  counties or o ther 
subdivisions using voting machines, thu  
above provision fo r voting  for and  
against th is  Constitutional Amendment 
shall be placed on said m achine in such 
a  m anner th a t each voter m ay vote on 
•u«h m achine fo r or ag a in st tho Con­
stitu tiona l A m endm ent."

See. 8. The Governor shall issue tb s  
necessary proclam ation for said election 
and  have notice of said prop osed  
am endm ent and o f said  election pub­
lished s s  required by th e  C onstitution 
o f Texas and  laws o f th is statu.
