Van Kennedy, leasing the Adair 
Hospital facility to Dr. Smith 
until 1986 or time as stated in 
the provisions listed below.

A copy of the contract in its 
full text is on file at the Leader 
Office.

NOW THEREFORE, in con 
sideration of the faithful perform­
ance by Dr. Geo. W. Smith under 
the original agreement with this 
Board of Directors, and in the 
further consideration of the sum 
of One and no/100 Dollars (1.00) 
per year to be paid as hereinafter 
specified. The Adair Hospital, 
acting by and through its under­
signed duly authorized officers, 
does hereby lease, let, and de­
mise all real property, buildings, 
equipment, and facilities of the 
Adair Hospital located at Claren­
don, Texas, to Dr. Geo. W. Smith 
from July 1. 1971 (or such ear­
lier date that the property and 
premises may revert to The 
Adair Hospital), and shall con­
tinue for so long as lie or his 
medical associates shall operate 
a medical clinic available to the 
residents of the community: pro­
vided however, in the event that 
such medical clinic is not operat­
ed for twelve consecutive mon­
ths, then the Board of Directors 
of The Aduir Hospital shall have 
the right to terminate this lease 
agreement. The consideration Of 
One and no/100 Dollars ($1.00) 
per year shall be paid on or be­
fore July 1 of each year com­
mencing on July 1, 1971, but in 
the event that such monetary 
consideration is not paid by such 
respective dates, then ttiis lease 
agreement shall still not termin­
ate until such lessee shall have 
been notified thirty days in ad­
vance of any termination of this 
lease agreement for failure to 
pay the annual lease by such due 
date.

Why are there so many tax 
tables in the 1040 instruction 
book?

A—More tax tables were need­
ed this year because they were 
extended to cover taxpayers 
with incomes up to $10,000. Pre­
viously, tables were only provid­
ed for incomes up to $5,000.

This change will make it pos­
sible for millions of additional 
taxpayers to figure their tax 
due just by looking at a tax table 
rather than having to make a 
percentage calculation. Besides 
being convenient, the tables 
should also help reduce the num­
ber of errors in arithmetic.

Q—If I move before my re­
fund comes, will it be forward­
ed to me?

A—Yes, if you have notified 
your postmaster of your new 
address. Failure to provide a 
forwarding address delayed the 
delivery of many refunds last 
year.

Q—When you reach 65, can’t 
you deduct all of your medical 
expenses?

A—No, only those expenses 
that exceed 3 per cent of ad­
justed gross income can be de­
ducted if you itemize. This ap­
plies to all taxpayers, regard­
less of age.

Note that one-half, up to $150, 
ul iiitr premiums paid tor medi­
cal insurance may be deducted 
without regard to the 3 per cent 
rule. Medicare premiums may be 
included.

Q—I will pay some tax on my
1970 return because my tax with­
holding was not enough. If I 
increase my withholding for 1971 
can I avoid filing a declaration 
of estimated tax?

A—Yes, if your withholding 
will leave you with a balance 
of tax due of less than $40 when 
you file your 1971 return then 
you will not be required to file 
a declaration of estimated tax. 
The purpose of the estimated 
tax system is to enable all tax­
payers to pay their taxes on a 
pay-as-you-go basis.

Q—How long should I keep the 
records I used for my 1970 re­
turn?

A—Tax records must be re­
tained as long as they are need­
ed to administer any Federal 
tax law. In general they should 
be kept at least three years af­
ter the due date of the return. 
Some records, however, such as 
those relating to the purchase of 
stock or a residence should be 
kept longer because they will be 
needed for your tax return when 
the asset is sold or exchanged.

Q—Last year, I had income 
from some free lance work I 
did, as well as from my regular 
job. Do I have to pay both so­
cial security and self-employ­
ment tax?

A—The maximum eamings 
subject to these taxes in 1970 is 
$7,800. If the wages from your 
regular job amounted to that 
much you won’t have to pay 
any self-employment tax. Use 
Schedule SE to compute your lia­
bility, if any, for self-employ­
ment tax.

Q—Do I have to pay tax on 
the wedding gifts I received?

A—No, recipients of gifts are 
not liable for federal income or 
gift taxes on the gifts. However, 
generally speaking, income de­
rived from the gifts is taxable to 
you.

Q—How does the dividend ex­
clusion work?

A—The law provides that you 
do not have to pay tax on the 
first $100 in ordinary dividends. 
Any dividend is an ordinary di­
vidend unless the paying corpora­
tion indicates olherwise. If the 
stock is owned jointly by hus­
band and wife, then $200 in or­
dinary dividends may be receiv­
ed tax free on a joint return.

Textile Laws To 
Aid Consumer

Five laws h ve been passed 
by the national legislature to 
help the consumer do a better 
job buying textile products, re­
ports Miss Joanne Thurber, Ex­
tension clothing consumer educa­
tion specialist at Texas A&M 
University.

The laws affect wool, fur, flam­
mable fabrics and all other tex­
tile fibers used for apparel and 
household accessories, Miss Thur­
ber explains.

The Wool Products Labeling 
Act requires that all wool pro­
ducts be labeled by percentage, 
with a tag. The act exclades 
rugs, carpets and upholstery fa­
brics.

The Fur Products Labeling Act 
requires that fur products be lab­
eled with the authentic English 
name of the animal plus the 
country the animal is from. If 
the color of the fur has been 
changed by bleaching or dyeing, 
the tag mast indicate It

The Inflammable Fabrics Act 
includes all wearing apparel and 
hcusehold textiles. The act 
makes it unlawful to manufacture 
and sell products which are dan­
gerously inflammable.

The Textile Fiber Product 
Identification Act covers all tex­
tile products used for clothing 
and household furnishings not 
previously covered. If as much 
as five percent of a fiber is used 
in a fabric, it must be labeled. 
If there is less than five percent 
but the fiber has functional sign­
ificance in the fabric, that fib­
er must also be named on the 
label.

Remnants do not have to be

labeled if there is a sign indi­
cating that they are remnants of 
undetermined fiber content.

Miss Thurber suggest that you 
check the textile products you 
b u y  for accurate labeling. Read 
and follow instructions on these 
hang tags and labels.

Self-Employed Must 
File Tax Returns

Persons with net earnings of 
$400 or piore from self-employ­
ment must file Federal income 
tax returns and pay a self-em­
ployment tax, Ellis Campbell, Jr., 
IRS District Director for North 
em Texas, said today.

The Tax Reform Act of 196!) 
liberalized filing, requirements for 
many taxpayers so that, for ex­
ample, a single person without 
self-employment income is not 
required to flie n tax return un­
less he had income of $1,700 or 
more in 1970. However, an indivi­
dual must file a relum if his self- 
employment income was $400 or 
more, even if a return would not 
have been required based on his 
total income.

By filing a return and paying 
a self-employment tax on part 
or all of his income, each self- 
employed person helps finance .So­
cial Security benefits that are 
payable to self-employed persons 
as well as wage earners.

Besides filing an individual in­
come tax return, a self-employed 
individual must compVte Sche­
dule SE (Form 1040), Computa­
tion of Social Security Self-Em- 
pioyment Tax. Copies of Schedule 
SE (Form 10401 are available 
at IRS offices, Mr. Campbell 
said.

AUSTIN. Tex. — Welfare bene­
ficiaries late last week got the 
bad news they had been expect­
ing — there will ix* substantial 
cuts in their assistance pay­
ments on May 1.

Level of aid will be reduced 
to Aid to Families with De­
pendent Children by about one- 
third, according to Welfure Com­
mission Burton G. Hackney. 
Board of Public Welfare sched­
uled a meeting Monday (March 
22) to place its inevitable ap­
proval on the reduction.

“ Tlie hard fact", said Hackney, 
"is that no more state money is 
available under the present con­
stitutional ceiling on welfare ex­
penditures. The Legislature has 
appropriated all that it can ap­
propriate.”

Average AFDC grant last 
month, based on PWD’s formula 
of 75 per cent of "budgeted 
needs,”  was $118.

Hackney estimated the aver­
age level will drop on May 1 to 
about $80 a month.

In addition to steep cuts, about 
4,500 families will be dropped 
from the rolls altogether, since 
at the newly-contemplated 50 
percent level of “ budgeted 
ix*eds,”  they will no longer be eli­
gible lor aid. Their income will 
meet the “ standard of need” 
PWD must recognize with the 
limited funds available.

As of last month, there were 
87,616 Texas families with 263,- 
809 children rate of almost 11,- 
500 a month, according to Hack­
ney.

A pro past'd constitutional 
amendment to increase the $85 
million a year ceiling on aid to 
aged, blind, disabled and AFDC 
will be voted on May 18.

Almost simultaneous with 
PWD’s announcement of the cut 
(actually first predicted by Hack­
ney last November 12), Texas 
Citizens for Welfare Reform an­
nounced start of Us active cam­

paign to win approval of the 
amendment (Proposition 31 on 
the May 18 ballot.

SENATE PASSES LIQUOR 
BIIX — Senate voted 22-7 appro­
val of the local option liquor- 
by-the-drink bill and sent it to 
tlx* House.

Biggest batle in the Senate was 
whether retail package stores or 
wholesalers would sell to bar 
operators.

Measure now calls for $2,500 li­
cense fees for mixed beverage li­
censes, with $2,500 first renewal 
fees after one year, $500 there­
after.

Bars would be able to serve 
drinks in oncounce mini-bottles 
or standard dispensers liable for 
damages of their intoxicated cust­
omers.

Rep. L. DeWitt Hale of Corpus 
Christi said he will ask for a 
hearing next week and expects 
an early floor debate.

“ I don’t think there is any 
question but that we will pass a 
bill of some kind,”  said Hale. 
"The fight is not over final pas­
sage but what’s in the bill.”

TAX HEARINGS BEGIN — 
Hearings on the tax bill were 
due to begin in the Senate late 
this week and continue probably 
through most of next week.

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes called on 
all interests to present their case 
and on all senators to ready their 
amendments or substitutes for 
the House - passed $492.5 million 
sales tax-franchise tax-tuition in­
creases.

Barnes expressed hope for 
more orderly floor consideration 
of amendments with revenue est­
imates and amendments prepar­
ed in advance rather than at the 
last minute as usual.

OIL ALLOWABLE SAME — 
For the third month in a row, 
Texas Railroad Commission set 
the oil production allowable at 
82.1 per cent of potential. That 
will allow maximum production 
of 3,763,658 barrels a day in 
April. Actually, about 3,411,000 
barrels probably will bo the out­
put.

Oil company executives said 
all evidence points to the need 
for a big effort to locate "m as­
sive new supplies of crude.”
