Hay ins and Grazing
Notice has been received that 

producers in Donley County shall 
be permitted to graze irrigated 
and nonirrigated set-aside and 
CAP acreages without a charge 
through September 30, 1971. K 
is no longer necessary to make 
application for this permission 
except where the producer plans 
to relet grazing or standing hny 
to a third party.
Proving Wheat Yields

It will not be too long before 
wheat notices will be mailed. 
Producers will have 15 days from 
the date of the notice to prove 
yields. To prove yields, produc­
ers must have had a final allot­
ment other than zero for the 
years 1968, 1969, and 1970, must 
have harvested acreage in each 
of these three years, and must 
have actual production evidence 
for all the acreage harvested. 
Prevented Planting • Feed Grain

If you did not get your feed 
grain planted because of natural 
causes and wish to apply for 
acreage credit, you must make 
your application by July 1. 
Livestock Feed Program

Authorization has been receiv­
ed which permits discontinuance 
of the use of the financial state­
ment which has been required 
with each application filed.

Co. Social Security 
Benefit Statistics

Social security benefits were 
being paid to residents of Don­
ley county at a rate of $77,000 a 
month at the close of 1970, Tra­
vis Briggs, social security district 
manager in Amarillo, said today.

A benefit increase signed into 
law by President Nixon on 
March 17 raises the monthly 
rate of payment by 10 percent 
for most of the 911 social secur­
ity beneficiaries in Donley coun­
ty, Briggs added. A small num­
ber of beneficiaries over age 72 
who are not receiving regular so­
cial security cash benefits will 
get a 5 percent increase.

The increased benefit amounts 
were made effective back to 
January 1, 1971. First checks in 
(he new monthly rate probnbly 
reached beneficiaries on about 
June 3, Briggs said. Separate 
checks representing the amount 
of the increase for the months 
of January through April will he 
mailed later in June.

Of Iho social security benefi­
ciaries living in Donley county, 
638 are retired workers and their 
dependents. Another 19-1 are re­
ceiving benefits as the survivors 
of workers who have died, and 65 
are getting benefits as disabled 
workers on their dependents.

Briggs pointed out that al­
though most social security bene­
ficiaries are older people, about 
one out of every four is under 
age 60. In Donley County, 117 
people under age 60 are collect­
ing aocial security payments each 
month. Nearly 50 are under age 
18. receiving payments because 
a working father or mother has 

I died o r  Is g e ttin g  so c ia l secu rity  
I disability or retirement bene- 
[ fit*. Most of (he 15 beneficiaries 
in Donley County between 18 
and 22 years of age, are getting 
students’ benefits under a pro­
vision in the social security law 
permitting the continuation of a 
child’s benefits beyond his 18th 
birthday, and up to age 22, if the 
child is attending school full 
time.

Also in this 18-22 age group, 
Briggs said, are some other types 
of beneficiaries, illustrating the 
broad family protection that the 
social security program provides 
workers of all ages. A number are 
children of retired, disabled, or 
deceased workers who became 
disabled before they reached 18 
and who will probably never be 
able to work and become self- 
supporting. The monthly bene­
fits of these young people, se­
verely handicapped by physical 
or mental disabilities, will con­
tinue indefinitely. Benefits are 
also payable to their mothers 
if the disabled son or daughter 
is in the mother’s care.

Briggs said that another re­
latively small but significant 
group of youthful social secur­
ity beneficiaries are those who 
are receiving benefits as disabled 
workers. Social security disabil­
ity payments can be paid to a 
person who becomes disabled for 
work even if he has loss than 
5 years of work under social 
security. As little as l 1* years of 
work is required in the case of 
a worker who becomes disabled 
before age 24.

Forage Testing 
Important Anytime

Knowing the nutritive value of 
forage being fed is important 
anytime, but under the prevail­
ing conditions it is doubly so. ad­
vises A. C. Novosad, Extension 
pasture specialist.

Feeding of livestock, because 
of the lack of moisture and graz­
ing, is heavy over most of the 
state. The forage portion of a 
dairy or beef cattle feeding pro­
gram is a significant part of the 
ration, and the wide differences 
in forage nutritive values makes 
the balancing of rations a very 
difficult task, exp.ains Novasad. 
Tlie feeding of unbalanced ra­
tions can result in lower mlik 
and beef production, and lower 
profits, warns the specialist.

Last summer the Texas A&M 
University Forage Testing Serv­
ice put into use new analyti­
cal techniques which give more 
reliable and accurate informa­
tion. Novosad says the analysis 
now being made includes per­
centage values for crude protein, 
cell walls and moisture. Calcu­
lated values are given for digest­
ible energy, net energy TDN (to­
tal digestible nutrients) and di­
gestible protein.

Results of the analysis are sent 
to the producer and his county 
agent so they can consult with 
each other if problems arise. Ex­
tension beef and dairy specialists 
will also make recommendations 
when requested to do so.

Analysis can be made by the 
testing service on samples of 
four basic types of forage; bal­
ed hay, loose or chopped hay, 
pasture forage and pelleted for­
age and pelleted forage. Tests 
are also made on silage.

Under conditions which exist 
today, Novosad says livestock 
producers must do the best pos­
sible job of feeding and there­
fore, must know the nutritive 
value of the forage part of all 
rations Forage testing will pro­
vide this information.

Social Security
How to beat the high coat of 

getting an education presents a 
real problem for most students. 
Yet without a high school diplo­
ma or college degree, few can 
successfully compete for employ­
ment.

As recently as five years ago, 
a student social security bene­
ficiary could no longer receive 
monthly cash benefits after age 
18, unless he was disabled. For 
many, this meant there was no 
hope for entering a college-or 
vocational school to prepare for 
a career.

Today, however, well over a 
half million students in the Unit­
ed States are attending school 
with the help of social security 
checks. In the state of Texas 
alone there were 30,272 students, 
age 18 to 21, still getting cash 
benefits at the end of 1969.

This was made possible by leg­
islation enabling children to re­
main on the benefit rolls until 
age 22 if they stay in school full 
time and are not married. Cer­
tain other requirements have to 
be met, however.

For example, the child must be 
in full-time attendance at an 
"educational institution.” He 
m e e ts the requirements for 
full - time attendance if the 
school considers him to be in 
full-time attendance according to 
its standards and practices. High 
school and vocational students 
must also be enrolled in a course 
of study lasting at least 13 weeks 
and must be enrolled for at least 
20 hours a week.

The greater majority of schools 
in the United States meet the 
definition of "educational insti­
tution.” Included are high schools 
and vocational or other type 
schools operated by state, local, 
or federal governments; state 
colleges; and colleges accredited 
by a state or nationally - recogn­
ized accrediting agency or ap­

proved by a state.
Under certain condition schools 

outside the U. S. may also be 
included. Any social security of­
fice can furnish information 
about a particular school.

Students who are paid by their 
employers for attending school 
and are requested or required by 
their employer to uttend school, 
are not eligible for social secur­
ity benefits.

Basic Rules Given 
For Safe Boating

Outlined are these basic rules 
for safer boating activities.

1. Always provide required life­
saving equipment for boats. Un­
der state law there must be an 
approved flotation device for 
every person aboard. A new law 
requires passengers under twelve 
years of age to wear approved 
life perservers while in motor- 
boats.

2. Be prepared to fight fires. 
State law also requires each pow­
ered boat to be equipped with a 
fire extinguisher.

3. Take no chances with rough 
weather. Respect wind and 
storm warnings. The best policy 
is to stay ashore If bad weather 
threatens. If caught out in rough 
weather, don life-saving devices, 
head for the nearest sheltered 
shore, and above all keep calm.

4. Always observe the capa­
city rating of the boat. Overload­
ing creates a greater danger of 
capsizing.

5. When waterskiing, consider­
ation for others is a must. Don't 
speed past, anchored or docked 
boats. While towing a skier there 
must be at least two responsible 
people in die boat, a pilot and 
an ooserver who can watch the 
skier. Never ski at dusk or after 
dark.

6: If your boat capsizes or Is 
swamped, stay with the craft. 
Help is usually not long in com­
ing.

7. Keep boats clean at all 
times. Oil soaked rags and waste 
should not be kept on board, as 
they increase the dangers of 
fire. •

8. Always stay seated in small 
boats. Persons standing in small 
boats change the center of gra­
vity and reduce the stability of 
the craft.

9. Know the signals for dis­
tress. By day, in a small boat, 
signal distress by slowly raising 
and lowering outstreatched arms. 
On larger craft, give four blasts 
on the horn, fly the National 
Ensign upside down, or use 
smoke. By night, flashlights, 
flares, rockets, or controlled fire 
should be used to signal prob­
lems.

10. It you are involved In a col­
lision, or are nearby when a col­
lision occurs, standby and rend­
er assistance.

These stations are 
connected by teletype and rut 
Any station is able to instar 
appraise all other stations ol 
tornado traveling in their dir 
tion. All communities in the v 
inity of the twister can be wa 
ed of the tornado’s approt 
through normal channels of ca 
municatfons, or through spec 
warning devices.

If worse comes to worse, 
a tornado does strike a comm 
ity, the Texas Health Departm 
stands ready to provide vacc 
and public health engineering a 
emergency nursing know-how 
stem the threat of disease or 
ther complications while disa 
relief is underway.

The National Weather Servi 
has developed a new system 
terminology to more accurate 
inform you of the severe weath 
conditions around you.

AUSTIN, Tex. — July 1 turned 
tiUl to be a costly date for Tex­
ans. Not only did the nearly $1 
inillion-a-day (JWM million bi­
ennially) lax bill take effect, 
but pro|»erty owners got notice 
of hikes of lip to 25 per cent in 
their insurance rates. And just 
the day before (see below) the 
State Insurance Board staff re­
commended an average 2.8 per 
cent increase in private auto in­
surance coverage effective Sep­
tember 1.

Tax bill raises the general 
sales tax from 3.25 per cent to 
four per cent statewide (five 
per rent in many cities which 
also levy a local sales tax) 
adds three cents a pack to cig 
arette taxes: increases liquor tax 
uhout seven cents a fifth; raises 
beer tax a fraction of a cent a 
bottle; jumps sales tax on new 
ears to four per cent (bringing 
in car rentals) and jacks tip cor­
porate franchise levy $1.25 per 
$1,000 of capital.

Plans To Control 
Salt Flow Into 
Red River
Congressman Bob Price has been 

advised by the Army Corp of 
Engineers that they have begun 
plans to control salt flows into the 
Red River.

Donley, Hall, Childress, Cot­
tle, and Foard counties in Texas 
will be the site of one or more 
of the Red River Basis projects 
which will cover five areas of 
brine concentration in Texas and 
Oklahoma.

A brine lake will be construct­
ed on the Little Red River to 
impound salt brine in the upper 
reaches of the river. The pro­
posed dam will be constructed in 
Hail County northeast of Tur­
key. The lake will form along 
the Little Red and Oxhow and 
Turkey Creeks.

Subsurface collection systems 
with a pipeline and brine lake 
will be built on Jonah Creek and 
Salt Creek arm s of the Prairie 
Dog Town Fork of the Red Riv­
er in Donley, Hall, and Child­
ress counties. The brine dam 
will be constructed just north of 
Highway 256 on the Hall-Child- 
ress County line. Subsurface col­
lection stations will be construct­
ed in two areas of salt concen­
tration where Jonah Creek and 
Suit Crock enter the Prairie Dog 
Town Fork. Salt water gathered 
at these two areas will be 
pumped to the brine lake which 
will extend into Hall, Childress, 
and Donley counties.

Subsurface collection systems 
with a pipeline and brine lake

will be built on the North Pease 
River and Middle Pease River 
in Cottle and Foard counties.

Additional systems will be 
constructed in Beckham and 
Harmon counties in Oklahoma.

Funds for initiation of detailed 
project planning have not been 
appropriated by Congress. After 
initial planning funds are made 
available and plans completed, 
about five years will be required 
to build the projects.

Approximately 23,000 acres of 
land will be needed for the four 
projects. Purchase of land will 
start upon receipt of construc­
tion funds from Congress.
