. stressed how important it is for

motorists to exercise extreme cau-
tion at railroad crossings. Vehicle-
train collisions arc exceedingly
dangerous to the occupants of the
car or pickup. “Hilting a car with a
freight train is about like hitting a
coffee can with automobile” said
the engineer. He was visibly upset
by the accident, but could do little
to stop the train in time.

Three locomotives and 56 cars
weigh 5,396 tons or 10,792,000
pounds. And that was a relatively
light train. Coal trains may have
almost twice as many cars and
locomotives. And coal trains
would weigh more than twice as
much. The legal speed limit on
some stretches of track may be as
high as the legal speed on a high-
way. Even at 49 mile per hour, a
vehicle is traveling at almost 72 feet
per second.

Thirty million pounds traveling
at 72 feet per second is as close to
an irresistable force as anyone is
likely to find in West Texas. Yet in
the 225 miles between Amarillo
and Wichita Falls, trainmen es-
timate that they see an average of
three close calls per trip. Some
driver are preoccupied. Some are
crazy enough to race a train to the
intersection. Fortunately few of
these incidents actually result in
collisions. But most collisions
cause serious injuries or deaths.

Highway Patrolmen, EMS tech-
nicians, and railroad employees all
told the Press “Tell people to be
careful!” That may look trite in
print. But their faces were serious.
Car-train accidents are not trivial.

This is not the first such accident.
There have been several in recent
years. According to City Secretary
Donna Edwards, Clarendon is still
trying to get a crossing signal at the
intersection near the Community
Center where a fatal accident oc-
cured last year. If approved, it
would cost the city and the railroad
cach 5% and the federal govern-
ment would pay the balance.

But ultimately each driver must
exercise caution. Ask any of the
people who have to respond to the
emergency calls.

“Footprints In The Sand”

Ann then handed them one of
her cards she passes out which
reads “If you meet me and forget
me, you've lost nothing. But if you
meet Jesus Christ and forget Him,
you’ve lost everything”. One of the
men in turn handed her his card
with the same inscription. He then
told us he knew the man who wrote
“Footprints in the Sand”.

The man’s name is Carl Austin.
He told us he lived in a small town
in North Texas called Wolf City.

Ann took a chance and wrote
Mr. Austin after returning home.
The only thing she had was his
name and the name of the city in
Texas. She asked him should he
receive her letter to please reply. In
about a week she received a letter
from Mr. Austin. He said he indeed
wrote “Footprints in the Sand”. He
explained that he had this same
identical dream two nights in a row,
and on the second night he wrote
the dream down. This was the 16th
and 17th of September 1976. He
later sent it to Guideposts with his
name on it, and they in turn, printed
it, but left off his name.

That is another long story. If you
would like to know all of it, I will
write him and ask him to write it out
and we will put it in our Clarendon
Press.

Guideposts also changed a few of
the words in the poem. Mr. Austin
was good enough to give Ann and I
a copy of the original poem written
in 1976. We hope it blesses you
reading it as much as it has blessed
us. :

After receiving two letters from
Mr. Austin and getting to know
each other, he paid us a surprise
visit September 5th. How exciting it
was, he is a very special man! We
enjoyed having him in our home,
and we learned so much about him
in the two days he was here.

If anyone would like to write Mr.

Carry Nation
On Campus

Carry Nation, the famous Kan-
sas anti-alcghpl
prohibitionist, came to Austin in
mid-October 1902, bringing with
her the hatchet with which she had
smashed saloons throughout the
country. Her trip to Austin was at
the behest of a group of University
of Texas students. They lured the

reformer to the Texas capital with

and walked onto the unive

campus on the morning of Oct. 16,
1902. Two of the Lo i
dents who had invited her to the
campus led her into the office of

_ engineering dean T.U. Taylor, who

was affectionately known at the
imc as “the grand old man of the
University.”

Entering Taylor’s drab office,
Nation took a seat in a straight-
backed chair and glared across a
desk at the dean. Attempting to
make polite conversation and not
knowing what else to say, Taylor
innocently inquired, “Where’s your
hatchet?”

“This is my hatchet--the sword of
the spirit,” Nation responded,
withdrawing the implement and
waving it above her head. “Are you
a prohibitionist?” she demanded,

to which Taylor replied that he and

his whole family were supporters of
the reform movement.

Feeling satisfied that the college
of engineering was not going down
the drain, Nation next walked to the
Old Main Building, where a crowd
of students was awaiting her arrival
for an unauthorized speech. The
expected public address was giving
the students an excuse not to go to
class, so they were encouraging her

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 102 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would increase the salary of
meémbers of the legislature to one-
fourth of the Governor’s salary and
increase the salary of the Lieutenant
Governor and the Speaker of the
House of Representatives to one-half
of the Governor’s salary. The annual
salary of members of the legislature,
the Lieutenant Governor, and the
Speaker of the House of Representa-
tives is currently $7,200. Under this
provision, the annual salary of the
Lieutenant Governor and the Speak-
er would be $46,716, and the annual
salary of members of the legislature
would be $23,3568, based on the Gov-
ernor’s current annual salary of
$93,432, The increase for the Speak-
er and the members of the legislature
would take effect when the legisla-
ture convenes for its regular session
in January 1991. The increase for
the Lieutenant Governor would take
effect when the term of that office
begins in 1991. The salary increase
for the Lieutenant Governor would
not make members of the legislature
ineligible to run for the office of
Lieutenant Governor.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: ‘

“The constitutional amendment to

limit the salary of the lieutenant

governor and the speaker of the
house of representatives to not
more than one-half of the gover-
. nor's salary and to limit the salary
of a member of the legislature to
not more than one-fourth of the
governor’s salary.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 6 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would authorize the Texas Water
Development Board to issue an addi-
tional $500 million of Texas water
development bonds. The additional
bonds are to be used as follows:
$260 million of the bonds are to be
used for 'water supply loans and
facilities acquisition; $200 million of
the bonds are to be used for water
quality enhancement projects; and
$50 million of the bonds are to be
used for flood control. The legisla-
ture may provide that $100 million
be used for subsidized loans and
grants to economically distressed
areas of the state for water and
wastewater facilities.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to
. authorize the issuance of an addi-

tional $5600 million of Texas water

development bonds for water sup-

ply, water quality, and flood con-

trol purposes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 51 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature
to provide for the issuance of gen-
eral obligation bonds to provide
money to establish a Texas agri-
cultural fund, a rural microenter-
prise development fund, a Texas
product development fund, and a
Texas small business incubator fund
in the state treasury. The Texas
agricultural fund would be used to
provide financial assistance to de-
velop, increase, improve, or expand
the production, processing, market-
ing, or export of crops or products
grown or produced in 'Texas by
Texas agricultural businesses. The
rural microenterprise development
fund would be used to stimulate the
creation and expansion of small busi-
nesses in rural areas. The Texas
product development fund would be
used to aid in the development and
production of new or improved prod-
ucts in this state. The Texas small
business incubator fund would be
used to stimulate the development of
small businesses in the State.

The. principal amount of bonds
outstanding at one time could not
exceed $26 million for the Texas
agricultural fund and $56 million for
the rural microenterprise develop-
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ment fund. The financial assistance
offered by both funds could include
loan guarantees, insurance, coinsur-
ance, loans, and indirect loans or
purchases or acceptances of arsign-
ments of loans or other obligations.
To carry out the Texas product de-
velopment fund, the legislature
could authorize loans, loan guaran-
tees, and equity investments, and the
issuance of up to $25 million of gen-
eral obligation bonds for initial
funding. To carry out the Texas
small business incubator fund, the
legislature could authorize loans and
grants of money, and the igsuance of
up to $20 million of general obliga-
tion bonds for initial funding.

Bonds authorized wunder this
amendment would be paid out of the
first money coming into the treasury
in each fiscal year that is not other-
wise appropriated by the constitu-
tion, less any amount in any interest
and sinking account at the end of the
preceding fiscal year that is pledged
to payment of the bonds or interest.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional ‘amendment
authorizing the legislature to pro-
vide for the recovery and further
development of the state’s econ-
omy, with goals of increasing job
opportunities and other benefits
for Texas residents, through state
financing of the development and
production of Texas products and
businesses.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4
ON THE BALLOT
House Joint Resolution 13 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature,
by -general law, to exempt from ad
valorem taxes property owned by
nonprofit veterans organizations
that are chartered or incorporated

by the United States Congress.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to
authorize the legislature to ex-
empt property of nonprofit vet-
erans Organizations from ad
valorem taxation.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 11 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that wduld provide an exemption
from ad valorem taxation for goods,
wares, merchandise, other tangible
personal property (including air-
craft), and ores (other than oil, gas,
and petroleum products) if the prop-
erty is acquired in or imgorted into

the state and is destined"to be for- -

warded out of the state, regardless
of whether the intention to forward
the property existed when the prop-
erty was acquired or imported into
the state, if it remains in Texas for
175 days or less for assembly, stor-
age, manufacture, processing, or
fabrication. The proposed amend-
ment would authorize the governing
body of a county, municipality,
school district, or junior college dis-
trict to prevent the exemption of this
tangible personal property from tax-
ation by taking official action before
April 1, 1990. A county, municipali-
ty, school district, or junior college
district could rescind a decision to
tax the property, in which case the
exemption would become effective
in the year of the rescission and the
property could not thereafter be
taxed.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
promoting economic growth, job
creation, and fair tax treatment
for Texans who export goods to
other states and nations by restor-
ing and allowing, on a local option
basis, an ad valorem tax exemp-
tion for certain personal property
that is in Texas only temporarily
for the purpose of assembling,
storing, manufacturing, process-
ing or fabricating.”

All elected and appointed
officers would be required to take
an oath or affirmation swearing to
faithfully execute the duties of
office and to preserve, protect, and
defend the constitution and laws of
the State and the United States. In
addition, each elected and appointed
officer would be required to sign a
sworn statement that he or she had
not paid, offered, or promised any-
thing of value for a vote or to secure
appointment to an office, as appli-
cable. The written, sworn statement
would be filed with the secretary of
state. The information in the state-
ment is currently contained in the
oaths of office taken by elected and
appointed cofficials.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

require that a member of the legis-

lature, the secretary of state, and
an elected or appointed officer,

before assuming office, sign a

written oath stating that the mem-

ber, the secretary of state, or the
officer did not engage in bribery
to obtain the office.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 24 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would allow the legislature to
authborize the issuance of up to $400
million in general obligation bonds.
The proceeds of the bonds could be
used to acquire, construct, or equip
new corrections institutions, mental
health and mental retardation in-
stitutions, youth corrections institu-
tions, and statewide law enforcement
facilities and to repair and renovate
existing facilities of those institu-
tions. The bonds would constitute a
general obligation of the state. The

The legislature
could combine into one or more agen-
cies all agencies that have authority
over the confinement and supervi-
sion of convicted eriminals, that set
standards for or distribute state
funds to political subdivisions with
authority over the confinement and
supervision of convicted criminals,
and that gather information about
criminal justice administration.
Agencies that could be combined
would include the Texas Department
of Corrections, the Board of Pardons
and Paroles, and the Texas Adult
Probation Commission. The amend-
ment would also authorize the legis-
lature to pass laws authorizing the
appointment of members of more
than one department of government
to serve on the governing body.

The
amount cf per diem allowed during
a calendar year would be equal to
the maximum amount allowed for
federal income tax purposes as of
January 1 of that same year as a
deduction for living expenses in-
curred by a state legislator. The per
diem of $30 would increase to $81,
which is the current maximum living
expense deduction.

“The constitutional amendment to
set the amount of per diem re-
ceived by a member of the legis-
lature at the amount allowed for
federal income tax purposes as a
deduction for living expenses in-
curred by a state legislator in
connection with official business.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 53 pro-
poses a eonstitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature
to provide for the use of the perma-
nent school fund and the income
from the permanent school fund to
guarantee bonds issued by the state
for the purpose of providing loans
or purchasing the bonds of school
districts to acquire, construect, reno-
vate, or improve instructional faeili-
ties. If the permanent school fund
were required to make payment as
a result of its guarantee of bonds
issued by the state, the fund would
have to be reimbursed immediately
from the state treasury. The amount
of bonds guaranteed by the perma-
nent school fund could not exceed
$750 million unless a higher amount
was authorized by a two-thirds vote
of both houses of the legislature, If
a school -district were to become de-
linquent on a loan, the amount of
the - delinqueney would be. offget
against other aid to which the dis-
trict was entitled.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

provide for using the permanent

school fund and its income to guar-

antee bonds issued by the state for

the purpose of aiding school dis-

tricts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 19 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would provide a bill of rights
for crime victims. This constitutional
amendment would give erime victims
the right to be treated with fairness
and respect and to be reasonably
protected from the defendant. On his
request, the erime victim would have
the right to notification of court
proceedings, the right to be present
at all public court proceedings unless
a court determines that the victim’s
testimony would be affected by hear-
ing other testimony, the right to
confer with a representative of the
prosecutor’s office, the right to resti-
tution, and the right to information
about the conviction, sentence, im-
prisonment, and release of the de-
fendant. The legislature would be
authorized to enact laws to define
the term “victim,” to enforce the
rights of crime victims, and to pro-
vide that certain public officers and
agencies are not liable for a failure
to protect a victim’s rights.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
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Senate Joint Resolation 71 pro-

in the state, Currently, criminal dis-
trict attorneys are elected in guber-
natorial election years and district
attorneys are elected in presidential
election years.
The amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
" “The constitutional amendment re-
uiring a district attorney serving
1 Fort Bend County to be elected
and serve a term in the manner
provided by general law for crim-
inal district attorneys.”

PROPOSITION NO. 15
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 32 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature,
by general law, to permit charitable
raffles conducted by qualified non-
profit crganizations. The amend-
ment would require that the raffles
be conducted, promoted, and admin-
istered only by members of the quali-
fied nonprofit organizations and
that the proceeds from the sale of
raffle tickets must be spent for the
charitable purpcses of the organiza-
tions.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

authorizing the legislature to per-

mit and regulate raffles conducted

by certain nenprofit organizations

for charitable purposes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 16
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 34 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
allowing the legislature to pass gen-
eral laws authorizing the creation of
hospital districts upon approval of a
majority of the qualified voters of
the district. The améndment would
also permit the legislature to autho-
rize the creation of hospital districts
by general or special law in counties
with populations of 75,000 or less
and to authorize the commissioners
courts of such counties to levy ad
valorem taxes and issue general obli-
gation bonds for the support and
maintenance of such districts.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
granting to the people the right to
decide whether to create and main-
tain hospital districts to protect
the public well-being in a manner
independent of the legislature.”

PROPOSITION NO. 17
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 33 pro-
poses «a »constitutional . amendment
that would allow the legislature, by
general law, to authorize the use of
public money to provide local fire
departments and other public fire-
fighting organizations loans or other
financial assistance to purchase fire-
fighting equipment and to aid in
complying with federal and state
law. The legislature would also be
allowed to authorize the use of public
money for scholarships and grants
to educate and train members of
these organizations. Part of the
money could be used for administra-
tive costs of this program. The legis-
lature would provide for the terms
and conditions of all such scholar-
ships, grants, loans, and other finan-
cial assistance.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
duthorizing the state to provide
scholarships, grants, loans, and
other financial assistance to local
fire departments and other public
fire-fighting organizations to pur-
chase fire-fighting equipment, to
aid in providing necessary equip-
ment and facilities to comply with
federal and state law, and to edu-
cate and train their members.”

Senate Joint Resolution 44 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would repeal subsection (e) of
Article III, Section 50-d of the con-
stitution.

PROPOSITION NO. 19
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Reselution 59 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would allow local governments
to invest their funds as authorized
by the legislature. Currently, the
constitutional prohibition against a
grant of public money to an individ-
ual, association, or corporation ‘or
against becoming a stockholder in a
corporation, association, or company
prevents local governments from
making some kinds of investments.
This proposed amendment would al-
low local governments to make any
investments authorized by the, legis-
lature. .

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to

authorize local governments to in-

vest their funds as provided by

law.”

PROPOSITION NO. 20
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 16 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
which, if passed,. would abolish the
office of county surveyor in Cass,
Ector. Garza, Smith, Bexar, Harris,
and Webb Counties. A majority of
the voters in an affected county
must vote in favor of this proposed
amendment before the office is
abolished in that county. If the office
of county surveyor is abolished in
any of these counties, the powers,
duties, and functions of the office
are transferred to a county officer
or employee designated by the com-
missioners court of the county in
which the office is abolished.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to
abolish the office of county sur-
veyor in Cass. Ector, Garza,
Smith, Bexar, Harris, and Webb
Counties.” \

PROPOSITION NO. 21
ON THE BALLOT -

Senate Joint Resolution 74 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the legislature
to enact laws authorizing the Texas
Higher Education Coordinating
Board or its successor to provide for,
issue, and sell an additional $76
million in general obligation bonds
as college savings bonds, The form,
terms, and denominations of the
bonds would be prescribed by law.
The interest rate and installments
would be prescribed by the Texas
Higher Education Coordinating
Board or its successor. The maxi-
mum net effective interest rate
would be set by law. Proceeds from
the sale of the bonds would be cred-
ited to the Texas opportunity plan
fund, which is used to make loans to
students to attend institutions of
higher education in Texas. The
bonds and interest on the bonds
would be payable from the first
money coming into the treasury in
each fiscal year that is not already
appropriated by the constitution,
less the amount remaining in the
sinking fund at the close of the prior
fiscal year.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

providing for the issuance of gen-

eral obligation bonds as college

savings bonds to provide educa-

tional loans to students and to

encourage the public to save for

a college education.”

Generally all crops that were
eligible for 1988 disaster payments
will be eligible for 1989 disaster
payments. These include cotton,
milo, corn, wheat, watermelons,
vegetables, sweet sorghums,
peanuts, etc.

Producers who did not plant a
ghost, invisible, replacement crop,
etc. behind failed crop should
come in and file their applications
as soon as possible.

Peanuts are not considered a re-
placement crop. Therefore,
producers who planted peanuts
following destroyed cotton may
come in and file disaster applica-
tions at any time.

Producers who planted another
crop behind the failed crop will be
required to bring in the production
records from the ghost, invisible, or
replacement crop in order for usto
calculate and make disaster pay-
ments.

Production from ghost or re-
placement acres need to be kept
separate. :

The Disaster Program is very
complex and is still changing daily.

Dcdication of a new 320-acre
research facility which will
help solve problems of North
Plains farmers and ranchers will be
held at Etter September 22, 1989.
