Panama, the new Republic which 
has just lieen admitted to the sister­
hood of American republics, forms 
the link which unites North America 
to South [America. It lias a coast 
line of miles on the Pacific and 
miles on the Atlantic. Its principal 
ports are Panama City and Colon. 
£ lt s  commerce amounts to about 
$3,000,000 per annum, its popula­
tion about 300,000, and its area 31,- 
571 square miles, or nearly equal 
to that of the State of Indiana. 
The [principal ports are Panama 
City on the Pacific coast, and 
Colon on the Atlantic side. The 
Panama Railway, 47 miles in 
length, connects the Pacific port, 
Panama, with the Alantic port, 
Colon.

Colon, or Aspinwall, as it is 
sometimes called, has a population 
of about 3000 persons. The city 
of Panama with a population of 
about 25,000 was founded in 1519, 
while Colon is of much more recent 
date, having been founded in 1855.

The population is composed of 
Spanish, Indian, Negro, and a 
limited number of persons from the 
European countries and the United 
States. The English language is 
much in use, especially on the A t­
lantic side.

Of the commerce of Panama, the 
United States supplies a larger 
share than any other country. The 
importations durings the year end­
ing June 30, 1903, amounted to 
$952,684, of which $614,179 was 
from the United States, comjiosed 
chiefly of dry goods, provisions, 
coal, lumlier, kerosene, liquors and 
hardware. The exports to the 
United States in 1903 amounted to 
$173,370, and comprised principally 
bananas, cocoanuts, turtle shells, 
ivory nuts, hides and coffee.

Panama is connected with San 
Francisco by a weekly line of 
steamers operated by the Pacific 
Mail Steamship Company, and with 
Valparaiso by weekly steamers 
operated by the Pacific Steam Navi­
gation Company. Two passenger 
and two freight trains leave Panama 
daily for Colon and Colon daily for 
Panama. The time for passenger 
trains over the 47 miles of railway 
is three hours.

From Panama there is one cable 
line north to American ports, and 
one to the south. The actual time 
consumed in communicatin with 
the United States and receiving an 
answer is stated by the consul to 
be usually about four hours. There 
are also cable lines from Colon to 
the United States and Europe.

The money of the country is 
silver the rate of exchange having 
averaged during the past year about 
150 per cent.

Already the walls of Manilla are 
assuming such form as to give token 
of what they will be when finished. 
This "walled city”  will be the main 
gateway to the Philippine exhibit. 
Walls will be covered with staff in 
imitation of stone, and will present 
repliaca of the beautiful and most 
romantic entrances to the historic 
city. The bastions, gun-ports and 
turrets are being reproduced with 
fidelity. The wall is twenty feet 
high and about 16 feet thick. It 
is not solid and rooms in the wall 
will be used for exhibiting war relics 
and other objects of interest.

F^xcavations have lieen completed 
for a deep lake, which is named 
Laguna de Bay. and which is span­
ned by several bridges. The most 
imposing in appearance is the 
Bridge of Spain, which as its name 
sugges, is of Spanish design. This 
is a copy of the famous bridge of 
tbe same name in Manila. It ts 
being constructed of heavy timbers 
and when it receives its staff finish 
will embrace all of the striking 
features of the stone bridges in the 
Philippine capital. Other bridges, 
built by the natives are being con­
structed of bamboo.

Work has also begun on the 
main square in the Philippine reser­
vation. There will be a towering 
monument in t'he center of the 
square and on the four sides are 
being erected four large buildings 
copied after the most important 
public buildings in Manilla.

The Agriculture and Forestry 
building in tbe Philippine section 
are being erected by the American 
and Filipino workmen together. 
Americans build the frame work 
and the Filipino will cover it with 
bamboo and uipa.

Tbe entire 40 acres.are being laid 
out with spacious driveways con­
necting all poines of interest. 
There will be market places, 
churches, theatres and a full ex­
position of Filipino life, with more 
than 1000 native Filipinos partici­
pating.

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Improved methods in machinery 
and the great change in the char­
acter of materials used has had an 
important bearing upon the print­
ing art. In the earliest mills es­
tablished in this country, the raw 
fiber, after being prepared in the 
beating machine, was formed into a 
sheet in a mold or wire sieve which 
was dipped from the pulp vat by 
hand, the water drained off and the 
pulp left in a wet sheet in the mold. 
The sheets so made were turned 
out upon a felt press and then 
dried by exposing to tlieair in single 
sheets. Such mills were small and 
the output was limited. Strictly 
hand in' de paper to-day is a rarity, 
although if exists. By the aid of 
the Fou i.riuier machine the trans­
formation of the fluid to stock or 
finished paper is made an automatic 
operation. The pulp is screened 
from the vat over an apron to a 
moving endless wire cloth made of
closely woven fine brass wire, and•
supported by a series of small metal 
rolls set close together, yet without 
touching eacn other, In this way 
an even surface of the wire cloth is 
maintained and preserving an un­
varying flow of the pulp and a con­
stant forward motion of the viie 
cloth, the thickness of the luvei of 
pulp deposited was kept uniform. 
By lateral motion of the support.ug 
rolls the fibres are caused to inter-

250 tons of finished paper a day.
The most modern machinery turns 
out a continuous web of finished 
paper at the rate of 500 feet a 
minute. The raw material of wood 
pulp is spruce, poplar, and in small­
er quantities various other woods 
arc employed. Wood pulp has to a 
great extent superseded the use of 
rags, and entirely so in the manu­
facture of newspaper. The blocks 
of wood are pressed hydraulically 
against the edge of a rapidly re­
volving grindstone and, by attrition 
reduced to a mushy consistency.
