One person in every 1,200 was
blind and one in every 850 persons
was deaf in the United States in
1900, according tn a special report
just issued by the census bureau.

United states in 1goo was 67,763, |

of whom 35,305 were totally blind
| and 29,118 p.irtl_\ blind

These figures, however, the re-

port says, can be considered only
as the minimum, as an unknown
proportion of the bli
cated by the enumerators of the to-
tal blind. Of the total number
37,054 were men and 27,709 wo-
men. The blindness is chiefly a
defect of adult life, about 65 per
cent of the blind becoming so after
20 years old.
