Oldest Apple Orchard,

The oldest apple orchard in America
if not in the world Is In the center of
the ancient town of Manzano, eighteen
miles southwest of Estancia, Torrance
county, N. M. Many of the trees are
more than six feet in circumference,
but all are still fruitful and vigorous,
although neglected for generations.
Little is known of the history of this
orchard, but the oldest inhabitants of
the valley of the Rio Grande remember
the orchard from childhood and clalm
that the trees have not changed in ap-
pearance since then. Venerable Mexi-
cans and Pueblo Indians tell of visiting
the orchard as far back as they can re-
member and finding apples on the
ground in all stages of decomposition
at least two feet deep. The Estancla
valley has been peopled for ages, prob-
ably by the kinsmen of the nati.es
found by the Spanish explorers at Gran
Quivira, Abo and other ancient citles.
Probably in the early days of the Span-
ish occupation seme Franciscan monk
found his way to Manzano and there
planted the seeds that have developed
Into these venerable trees. They are
no doubt fully 300 years old. Close by
the orchard is a little lake, fed by a
large spring, A short distance away
is a grove of pines and cedars, making
an ideal place for picnic and camping
parties.—Kansas City Star,

In Germany and France the
practice of self-destruction has been
especially prevalent, and from the
concurrent increase of divorce cases,
juvenile crime and offence against
public morality, it is deduced that
the problem has a religous bearing,
various tables of statistics being
cited to show that there is lacking
the salutary influence of religion.
Itis pointed out that a certsin
school of France thinkers openly
recognize suicide as something de-
manded by necessity or duty, and
that the influence ofart, letters and
journalism tends to the same direc-
tion. A scientific authority is
quoted as follows: ‘‘The mod-
ern tendecny to suicide has its true
cause in the religous decadence of
our times. From this fact we may
judge of the importance of religion
as an element in the life of human-
ity. A conception of the world
which is based on religion renders
every condition of life supportable,
even the lot of Job.
