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Grover C leveland Dead.
Grover Cleveland, former presi­

dent of the United States, died 
suddenly at his home at Princeton, 
N. J., at 8:40 Wednesday morning. 
Death was due lu heart failure 
complicated with other diseases. 
His passing away was not immedi­
ately announced but was delayed 
until an official statement had been 
prepared by the physicians in at­
tendance. The statement read as 
follows:

‘ Cleveland has for many years 
suffered from repeated attacks of 
gastro-intestinal origin. He also 
had a long standing disease of the 
heart and the kidneys and heart 
failure, complicated with pulmo­
nary thrombesis and oedema, were 
the immediate cause of his death.”

While Cleveland has been seri­
ously ill from time to time, the an­
nouncement of his death came like 
a thunderbolt to those watching 
his illness. Tuesday night there 
was a slight flury among bis friends, 
occasioned by the visit of Dr. Bry 
ant of New York, Cleveland’s phy­
sician for many years. Mrs. Cleve­
land, later in the evening discus 
sing Bryant’s visit, said there was 
no occasion for alarm and that her 
husband was getting along uicely. 
This reassurance totally unpre­
pared their friends for any an­
nouncement of death. Those who 
were at the bedside of the former 
president when the end came, were 
Mrs. Cleveland and three physi­
cians. The only other persons in 
the house at the time were serv­
ants.

A  strictly private funeral was 
announced for yesterday (Friday) 
at the Cleveland residence in Prince 
ton.

Grover Cleveland was 71 years 
old on March 18, last. During the 
past winter he has kept close to his 
home in Princeton until the ap 
poach of his birthday, when he 
went to Lakewood with his fami­
ly. He was trustee of the Equit 
able Life assurance company of New 
York, and up to the time of going 
to Lakewood he attended to corre­
spondence in connection with his 
duties for that society. After he 
went to Lakewood he discontinued 
work and it soon developed that 
he was suffering from an attack of 
digestive trouble, which he had ex­
perienced many times before.

A. & M. President Completely
Exhonerated—Stands High 

and Students Criticised.
Marlin, Texas, June 23.— Presi 

dent Harrington will remain at the 
head of the Agricultural aud Me­
chanical college.

Shortly before 11 o’clock tonight 
the board of directors made public 
Its findings, completely exonerat­
ing the college president.

“ If we were challenged to ex­
press an opinion as to whether this 
school can be successfully conduct­
ed the incomiug year, with l)r. 
Harrington at its head, we meet 
the issue squarely by replying we 
think it can. But if it cannot we 
would close the school before we 
would set the precedent of permit­
ting a student body to rise in open 
rebellion and in open aud bold de­
fiance of constituted authority and 
for frivolous and unjust causes, 
force the governing body to yield to 
a peremptory — This board
will never establish such a prece­
dent.”

The final meeting of the directors 
was held in the parlors of the Ar­
lington hotel. Morning and after 
noon sessions had been held in the 
Eagles’ ball, kindly placed at their 
disposal, and it was here that the 
various questions involved were dis­
cussed and the judgment of the 
board agreed upon.

A  committee consisting of Judge 
Legett aud Judge Green was ap­
pointed to draft a statement ex­
pressing this judgment aud it was

for the purpose of receiving the re­
port of this committee that the 
night session was held. No change 
beyond slight alterations in the 
wording of the statement were 
made and it was signed by every 
member of the board present, this 
being every member of the body, 
witli the exception of Senator Se­
bastian, who has not been in at­
tendance on any part of the investi­
gation, being detained at his home 
by illness.

Dr. Harrington and the members 
of the press were called into the 
meeting place when the signatures 
had been attached, and a copy of 
the statement that means so much 
to his future career was handed to 
the president. He read it through, 
carefully and deliberately, and then 
addressed the directors in a brief 
expression of thanks.

“ Gentlemen,’ ’ said Dr. Harrlng 
ton, “ I wish to thank this board 
for what i( seems to me has been 
the greatest appreciation of the 
greatest opportunity that has ever 
come to this body to serve faithful­
ly and courageously the best inter­
ests of Texas. I am profoundly 
grateful to you for this expression, 
for the patience with which you 
have borne this ideal of the long in­
quiry, and I pledge to you my best 
and truest efforts to bring the in­
stitution to its fullest development 
in the service of this state and the 
people of Texas.”

Dr. Harrington was visibly af­
fected by this complete vindication 
at the hands of the body to which 
he is accountable. He passed 
around the room, grasping the 
hands of each director and letting 
that act express in its silent lan­
guage a feeling too deep for words. 
Many friends in the hotel lobby 
learned immediately of his exoner­
ation at the hands of the board and 
openly congratulated him.

In their findings, the board says:
“ The suggested charges are 12 

in number. When this trouble first 
arose the board investigated prac­
tically all of the matters and then 
reached the conclusion that there 
was not just cause for complaint 
against the president. Such is its 
conclusion now. This investigation 
has revealed no condition with 
which the board was not perfectly 
familiar.

“ It is suggested that gross ir­
regularities are to be found in the 
expenditure of public funds. The 
college accounts are audited by an 
expert accountant at the close of 
each fiscal year and this will be 
done at the close of this fiscal year. 
Since the suggestion of irregular! 
ties have been made we have di 
rected the finance committee to 
take up this matter at once and if 
anything of the kind is found, the 
board will take proper steps to cor 
rect the evil without delay. It is 
expected that the finance commit­
tee will be able to reach the matter 
in a short time.

“ As to the other charges sug 
gested, we find that they have not 
only not been proven, but they 
have been in the main affirmatively 
disproven.”

Barber Law K nocked Out.
In Austin Wednesday the law of 

the Thirtieth legislature regulat­
ing barbers in Texas was declared 
unconstitutional by the court of 
criminal appeals in reversing and 
dismissing the case of W. P. Jack- 
son, a barber of Dallas. Jackson 
was fined $10 for failure to take out 
a license, and appealed the case. 
The court of criminal appeals held 
that the law is discriminating and 
not uniform in its application.

Stop Race Betting In Louis- 
ana.

Baton Rogue, La., June 23. i P :  
ter a campaign lasting several 
months, the close of which was 
marked by a bitter fight, the so- 
called Locke anti-racing bill was 
this afternoon passed by the Louis- 
ana state senate. The bill passed 
the house several weeks ago and 
now only requires the signa­
ture of the governor to become a 
law. There appears no doubt that 
Governor Sanders will sign the 
bill immediately.

The bill passed by a vote of 21 
to 19. It required 21 votes to get 
through the seuate and the last 24 
hours before its passage were 
marked by a desperate and final­
ly successful effort to muster the 
uecessary strength. One senator 
was found suffering from some form 
of poisoning aud another who had 
committed himself in favor of the 
bill did not show up. Several phy­
sicians were put to work on the 
ailing member and two New Or­
leans reporters were sent scurrying 
in a high power automobile 
through the Louisana marshes on a 
90-mile trip after the one who was 
absent. Both of the senators were 
finally gotten on the floor and ad 
ded to the 19 already present made 
the 21 votes necessary to carry the 
bill.

A  minute or so previous to the 
final passage of the bill a lively and 
somewhat bitter debate was in 
dulged in by the members of that 
body. Senator Labbe charged that 
the racing force had used “ knock­
out drops”  to keep senators from 
their sworn duty and then charges 
and countercharges followed.

The Locke bill read as follows:
“ Be it enacted by the general as­

sembly of the state of Louisana 
that any person who, either as 
agent, owner, representative or 
employee, shall in any room, hall, 
house or any inclosure or upon any 
track, path, road or course, wheth 
er within or without an inclosure 
in this state, engage in encourag 
ing, promoting, aiding or assisting 
in the operation of a betting book 
or a French mutulle pooling device 
upon any kind of horse race or 
races, or in selling auction pools 
upon any horse race, or shall by 
any other device encourage, pro­
mote, aid or assist any person or 
persons to bet or wager upon a 
horse race or races, run or trotted 
or paced within this state or else 
where, shall be guilty of a mis 
demeanor and upon conviction shall 
be fiued not less than $100 nor 
more than $500 and imprisonment 
for a period of not less than six 
months nor more than twelve 
months.”

Most of the Locke bill supporters 
contend this measure will stop all 
races except those at the county 
fairs.

The Locke bill will become a 
law thirty days after formal an 
nouncement of the governor’s sig 
nature.

Can’t Nab Pierce Yet.
The sheriff at Austin has been 

advised by the state’s attorneys in 
St. Louis that H. Clay Pierce had 
filed a motion for rehearing in the 
United States supreme court in his 
habeas corpus, thereby suspending 
the court’s decree against him. 
Sheriff Msttbews was preparing to 
go to St. Louis to return Pierce to 
Texas when this information came. 
This action stays the execution ol 
the court’s decision until next Oc­
tober, when the motion can be con­
sidered and passed on.

John Mitchell, formerj president 
of the United Mine Workers of 
America, has given out a letter de­
clining to become a candidate for 
political office and Indicating that 
he will become, instead, head of 
the trade agreement department of 
.the national civic federation.

Appeal to Prohibition News­
papers of T exas.

Henry Camp Harris, of Green­
ville, Texas, chairman of the Pro­
hibition Publicity Bureau, has made 
the following appeal to the demo­
cratic press of Texas:

If it is a fundamental principle 
of democracy to let the majority 
rule, how can any democrat or 
democratic newspaper be against 
the submission of any question to 
the direct vote of the people?

Thousands of democrats of the 
152 dry counties aud the 66 par 
tially dry counties are asking for 
the privilege of voting whether or 
not the saloon shall do business in 
Texas.

It was expected that the liquor 
interests would lay aside all demo­
cratic principles and fight prohibi­
tion from the beginning but it was 
totally unexpected when they lined 
up solid for local option, casting 
all their “ personal liberty”  litera­
ture into the rubbish pile, and now 
argue for the whiskey straight and 
that it should be sold in the larger 
cities and distributed therefrom in­
to the counties that desire local op­
tion.

The democratic press of Texas, 
the backbone of this imperial state 
and the moulder of public opinion 
for the good, can always be relied 
on to do the right thing at the 
right time.

When the question of whether or 
not a constitutional amendment 
providing for state wide probibi 
tion should be submitted to the 
vote of the people was first sug­
gested under the James amend­
ment of the Terrell election law the 
Dallas News led the press declaring 
that if 10 per cent of the voters de­
sired the vote to be taken they 
should be allowed this privilege. 
Hundreds of other democratic pa- 
peis of Texas declared the same.

A census has been taken of the 
press of Texas and it has been 
found that out of 800 papers only 
a few state that they are against 
the submission, and over 400 state 
that they are not only in favor of 
the submission of the amendment, 
but are against the liquor business 
aud agreed each week to use matter 
in favor of prohibition.

Herein is one of the strongest 
hopes of the prohibitionists of T ex­
as. With this many newspapers 
with us we are certain of ultimate 
success. Where the orator reaches 
the hundreds the press reaches the 
thousands.

Now, fellow members of the 
press of Texas that have promised 
me your assistance, I ask that in 
this last month of the campaign 
you will make an extra effort and 
give us a little more of your time 
and space.

Don’ t use exclusively the matter 
I send you but speak direct to 
your readers in your editorial col­
umns.

Give us the slogan, “ Scratch Ev­
erything but for Submission.”

Awaken the prohibitionists of 
our counties. If the counties are 
not active they will be Sampson 
asleep and the “ local optiouists”  
who are wolves in sheep’s clothing, 
as the Goliath, will takeaway their 
strength.

Amarillo Federal Court Com ­
plete.

R. H. Scales, deputy county and 
district clerk, has received confir­
mation of his appointment by Judge 
E. R. Meek as commissioner for 
the Amarillo branch ol the federal 
court for the northern district of 
Texas. This completes the work­
ing staff of the branch of the feder­
al court here, and all federal busi­
ness which properly comes before 
the federal courts can be transacted 
in Amarillo. The commissioner 
constitutes the court of first appear­
ance, corresponding to the justice 
of the peace in the state courts and 
hereafter all criminal business 
which does not originate with the 
federal grand jury will come before 
Commissioner Scales for the pre­
liminary hearing. The amount of 
bail will be set by this court and 
the arrests in such cases will be 
confined in the jail here till their 
bonds have been made or their 
cases settled.— Amarillo Panhandle.

In the Stratford country the 
wheat crop is short half, while the 
oats will only make a fourth of a 
crop.

Leon Goodman had both legs 
cut off by a train at Sau Antonio 
Wednesday and will die. He was 
from Louisville, Ky.

Claude Huddleston, aged 19, 
whose home is in Eastland county, 
lost both legs Wednesday at Wich­
ita Falls by being tun over by a 
freight car.

Three trains of cattle were re­
ceived at McLean this week for the 
Rowe ranch front New Mexico. 
Grazing is getting pretty short in 
New Mexico.

The warehouse of Hinnon & 
Sons at Texico burned Tuesday. 
The loss is about $2,000, with no 
insurance. The origin of the fire 
is unknown.

Martin Boatwright, about 80 
years of age, and Miss Bessie Ideus, 
19 years of age, drowned in the 
Llano river three miles below Llano 
Tuesday in an effort to rescue a 
little girl who had fallen into the 
deep water. Boatwright was a 
Confederate veteran.

The nude dead body of a white 
woman about 35 years old was 
pulled from the bayou in a trunk at 
Houston Wednesday. A man was 
arrested who partially confessed to 
the deed by saying she was known 
by several different names and had 
followed him there from Ft. Worth, 
but died a natural death in a home 
he had rented for her. He gave 
his name as C. B. Meadows.

The three-year old daughter of 
L. B. Stains was cremated in a fire 
which destroyed the Stains home 
at Alpine Tuesday. The fire was 
caused by the explosion of a gaso­
line stove, which was left burning 
by Mrs. Stains while she stepped 
into a neighbors yard. The build­
ing was completely wrapped In 
flames before the fire was dis­
covered and the little child was 
dead before assistance could arrive.

Cotton Crop Report.
Reports from 600 correspondents 

of the Dallas News, all written on 
June 18, show that the acreage of 
cotton in Texas is 2.78 per cent, 
greater than the acreage in 1907, 
and that the acreage in Oklahoma 
is 2.06 per cent, less than in 1907. 
The condition of the Texas crop is 
7.90 per cent, better than upon the 
corresponding day in 1907. The 
condition of the Oklahoma crop is 
24.97 Per cent, worse than upon 
the corresponding day in 1907.

With the exception that there is 
much late cotton, due to replanting 
occasioned by cold weather and 
freezes in the spring, and that the 
extreme southern portion of the 
state has and is suffering from a 
protracted drouth, conditions seem 
to have been more favorable for 
the crop in the southern half of the 
state of Texas than in the northern 
districts. The appearance of boll 
weevils is noted in a major portion 
of the territory previously infested, 
but only iu a few counties is serious 
damage thus far reported. Iu the 
southern half of the state, as a rule, 
hot weather has checked the op­
erations of the insect, whereas in 
the northern portion of the state the 
season and the crop are not far 
enough advauced to encourage ac­
tivity upon the part of the pest.

The reports show that there Is 
more or less damage from lice, web 
worms and the like in spots 
throughout the northern portion of 
the state, and in some of the west­
ern counties insects, which are de­
scribed as very large, wingless 
grasshoppers have inflicted some 
damage. The principal damage to 
the crop in the northern districts, 
however, has been occasioned by 
excessive rains, cloudy weather and 
floods. The damage has been par­
ticularly severe in the country 
tributary to the Red river, but has 
not by any means been coufiued to 
it. Iu the river bottoms, which 
were repeatedly inundated, and for 
a great length of time, the loss has 
been almost complete, as but a 
small portion of these flooded lands 
have been replanted to cotton.

Back from the rivers, too, there 
has been much damage, by reason 
of the washing of hill lands and the 
continued wet condition of low, flat 
lands. Grass aud weeds have takeu 
many fields. Upon the whole, how­
ever, weather conditions have been 
more favorable for cultivation dur­
ing the past two weeks, and a ma­
jority of the Texas reports show 
an improving condition and an op­
timistic feeling, except in some of 
the Red river counties. Labor as 
a rule is in abundant supply. In 
considering the Texas reports, it 
would be well to remember, since 
the comparison is with 1907. that 
conditions at this time last year 
were quite unpromising and that 
the crop of 1907 was the smallest 
gathered iu many years.

The Oklahoma reports as a rule 
are very pessimistic, showing that 
the cotton crop in a majority of the 
counties iu that state has sustained 
very great damage by reason of ex­
cessive rains and floods, and that 
the conditions are still unfavorable.

In his speech at Bowie Monday 
Gov.

sary. The court rendered an opin 
ion in favor of the railroad com­
pany, and no station will be main­
tained within this state at Texho­
ma.

The Houston Post, one ot Bai 
ley’s chief supporters, is all out of 
humor because the democratic ex­
ecutive committee arranged for the 
submission of prohibition. A c­
cording to Home and State it 
charges the committee with failiug 
to do its duty by not throwing the 
petition out and keeping the pri 
mary ballot clear of it. It goes so 
far as to ask the committee to re 
convene, tlieu to undo its action 
and refer the whole matter, not to 
the voters of the democratic party 
of the entire state, but to let each 
district settle the question for itself. 
It even goes so far as to say that if 
the matter goes on as now provided 
for, and a majority of the demo 
cratis of the state favor the instruc­
tion and that if the antis have u  
men in the senate they ought to 
turn the whole thing down.

Bryan Writes Tribute to Cleve­
land.

The following tribute to former 
President Cleveland was written by 
W. J. Bryan:

“ The death of ex-President 
Cleveland brings to a sudden end 
phenominal career of one of the 
stiongest characters known to the 
political world during the present 
generation. Like every command­
ing figure, he had zealous support­
ers and earnest opponents, but 
those who differed with him were 
as ready as his warmest friends to 
concede to him the possession of 
elements of leadership to an extra­
ordinary degree.

“ He was deliberate in action, 
firm in conviction and ever ready 
to accept responsibility for what 
he did. Few men have exerted a 
more positive influence on those 
associated with him. We are not 
far enough from the period in which 
his work was done to measure ac­
curately his place in history, but 
the qualities which made him great 
are a part of the Nation’s heritage, 
and universal sorrow is felt at his 
death.”

Philippine T roops Have 
Cholera.

Cholera has broken out among 
the troops at Camp Gregg. Three 
scouts and one civilian have died 
from the disease and the camp has 
been placed under quaiantine regu­
lations. Lieut. Jones of the First 
cavalry and Lieut. Muldoon of the 
Philippine scouts have been strick­
en.

The situation with the cholera 
outbreak in the province of San 
Gasinan, on the island of Luzon, i« 
very serious. Ninety-three cases 
have been reported In the last 24 
hours, 60 of which have proved 
fatal.

First Bale Sales.
The first bale of this year’s cot­

ton crop was sold at the New York 
Cotton exchange Wednesday. It 
was fully strict middling in grade 
and brought 35 cents per pound. 
This hale arrived at Houston, Tex., 
June 20 and was sold at 54 cents 
per pound Following the sale in 
New York, it was hurried on board 
the Muretania, sailing at noon for 
Liverpool, where It will be sold 
again at auction

Paying Poll Tax for Others 
Illegal.

The court of criminal appeals 
Wednesday reversed Itself after a 
a wait of a year and sustained the 
validity of section 170 of the Ter 
rell election law, money to be used 
in the purchase of a poll tax re 
ceipt or in payment of poll tax.

It was in the case of Frank So­
lon from McLennan county, who 
had been convicted of violating 
said section by depositing cer­
tain money and lending It to per­
sons to pay poll taxes with prior to 
some local option election. In the 
the original case he was ordered 
discharged bnt the state made a 
motion for a rehearing, which has 
since beeu pending, is now granted 
and the conviction affirmed.

Gov. Campbell passed through 
here Tuesday night instead of 
Wednesday, as was expected, con­
sequently a few people here were 
disappointed in getting to see him 
and the plans for bis reception at 
Amarillo were somewhat upset.

Kirkpatrick Declines Populist
Nomination for Governor.

Some of the populists ot the state 
have beeu talking of nominating E. 
W. Kirkpatrick, the nurseryman of 
McKinney, for governor. He is 
out in a letter to the Dallas News 
declining to submit his name, the 
party being in a disorganized con­
dition and both the old parties pro­
fessing to contend for the princi­
ples advocated by the populists. 
There is a strong iutimation in his 
letter, however, that he has little 
faith in said pretentions. He says:

‘ ‘Upon my arrival home from 
Wisconsin I learn that my populist 
friends do me the honor of men­
tioning my name in connection with 
nominee for governor. While this 
is a distinction 1 ot to be despised, 
but to he cherished and appreciat­
ed, yet, in order that my friends 
may not he misled, 1 assure them 
it would be impossible for me to ac­
cept a nomination in the event of 
its offer.

“ A few reasons for this hypothet­
ical declination will be pardoned. 
The depleted planks of the populist 
platform having been appropriated 
by democratic party and these same 
planks having been filched from 
the democrats by the republican 
party, it places the unsuspecting 
voter in a precarious position, in 
his search for the paramount issue, 
for the cardinal principles, for the 
prime and salient poiuts; it will he 
‘ lo here’ and ‘lo there’ and small 
progress will be made.

“ The law of limitation seems to 
have run in favor of the democrats 
and should they again confirm their 
populistic faith by a third-time 
nomination of a populist, it would 
appear they deserve recognition.

"Partisan politics of these latter 
days appear to be more of a curse 
than a blessing. Catering to pre­
judice, paudering to greed and the 
abandonment of mauhood to the 
’law and the prophets’ of political 
success.

“ W’hen Sherman was defining 
war, he should have included parti­
san politics.

W a s h in g t o n , D. C., June 22.—  
The president left the White House 
Saturday for probably Ills last visit 
as president of the Uuited States to 
his summer home at Oyster Bay. 
Mrs. Roosevelt and his daughter, 
Miss Kthel, with their younger 
sons, accompanied him. Theodore 
Roosevelt, Jr., has been for a week 
or two at Murray Bay, in Canada, 
with friends of the family. The 
president’s secretary, Mr. Loeb, 
and Mrs. Loeb accompanied the 
presidential party to Oyster Bay as 
did also all their horses and dogs 
aud cats, or rather, these were sent 
ahead. The president’s yacht, the 
Mayflower, left Washington sever­
al days ago for the New York navy 
yard, where it will be surveyed for 
repairs and prohably arrive at Oys­
ter Bay today.

The cabinet is pretty well dis­
pel sed. Secretary Root has gone 
to his home; Attorney General 
Bonaparte to his beautiful villa at 
Buena Vista, Md. Other cabinet 
officers are departing and the gov­
ernment offices are practically con- 
trolleJ by the clerks. These are 
rejoicing in the half holiday every 
Saturday afternoon which is ae 
corded them during the hottest of 
the summer mouths.

ANTI-INJUNCTION PLANK DIS­

TASTEFU L.
Samuel Gompers, head of the 

American Federation of Labor, who 
resides here, is thoroughly dissat 
is lied with the so called anti-injunc­
tion plank in the republican plat­
form and it is reported that he will 
now go to Denver to see if the 
democratic carpenters cannot do 
something better for organized la 
bor than did the carpenters at Chi 
cago. He claims that the plank in 
serted adds neither strength nor re 
spectability to the contention of la­
bor against injunctive process. On 
the other hand, those representa­
tives of the employers’ organiza 
tions who were so active at Chicago 
are quite disgusted that any refer­
ence should have been made direct­
ly or indirectly to anti-injunction. 
They, however, are consoling 
themselves with the reflection that 
platforms are for campaign pu: 
poses and that there is a lonpf cry 
between a nerveless statement in a 
presidential platform and legisla 
tiou on so important a question as 
equity procedure in state and fed 
eral courts. The congress that will 
assemble after the fourth of March 
next to legislate on the tariff ques­
tion will have enough to do with 
that subject alone. •

Hair o f Dead Chinamen For 
Use of American Belles.

New' York, June 22.— A ton of 
Chinese hair for the tats of Ameri­
can women formed part of the car 
go of the big freighter Wray Cas­
tle which has just arrived from the 
Orient. The hair came from the 
heads of Chinese bandits, who had 
been beheaded, and is valued at 
more than $5,000.

Knotigh of the hair is on board 
the W’ray to provide thousands of 
American girls with the necessary 
“ filling”  and great care was taken 
on the freighter to keep it fromjex- 
posure of any sort that might'spoil 
it for the market in the United 
States.

Hardly had the consignment of 
the Chinese hair been brought to 
the American docks on Staten Is­
land before the British steamship 
Senaca arrived at quarantine with 
22 cases of Chinese pigtails which, 
according to Captain King Grimes, 
were collected in Chinese ceme­
teries by cranky Americans who 
collected the grewsome souvenirs 
for profit in three months’ plunder 
of Chinese burial grounds.

“ The gathering of hair in China,”  
Slid Captain Grimes, “ is quite an 
industry over there. When a 
Chinaman is buried, he is placed 
in a hole In an upright position 
with the head sticking out of the 
ground. The Chinese believe that 
their big joss comes around in the 
night and takes the soul of the 
buried oue to heaven by the pig­
tail.

After the visitation of the Amer­
ican with their shears the brothers

and sisters of the buried Chinamen 
reported that the joss had been 
busy with their relatives and were 
conteut in the belief that the joss 
had lifted the souls to heaveu by 
the missing pigtails.”

K eeping Cool.
T.iere are various ideas about 

how best to keep cool in hot weath­
er. If Weary Willie was asked 
for his best recipe, be would prob­
ably answer: “ Sit on a chunk of 
ice in the shade.”  Lazy Lew, if 
interviewed, undoubtedly would 
say; “ Be careful not to heat 
yourself by doing any work. 
Rest.”

But we are forced to state that 
the ideas of both men are sadly in 
error. To check the sweating pro­
cess does not cause coolness. If 
W. W. and L. L. would get up 
and work— moderately and with 
due regard to noon-day heat— their 
temperature would be really low­
ered, for coolness comes with per­
spiration.

Then if they would stop using 
alcohol, tobacco, ice cold drinks, 
spicy and stimulating foods, and 
strong tea and coffee, they would 
feel still cooler.

Yes, and they ought to wear a 
few fresh leaves in the crown of 
their hats, and take frequent drinks 
>f cool, but not icy, water. These 

precautions, together with freedom 
from hurry and worry, will keep 
any man cool in hot weather.—  
Farm Journal.

TALE OF WIDE TIRES.
Practical Plan For H ighway Super­

visors to Follow.
A good and practical suggestion to 

road supervisors and others who have 
charge of road maintenance may be 
found In the following tale of the use 
of the wide Instead of ttie narrow tires, 
says the Good Iloads Magazine. The 
story was told to raul D. Sargent, 
highway commissioner of the state of 
Maine, by a couuty commissioner of 
the same state:

"The heavy teaming in our town ts 
confined imiiniy to the three miles of 
dirt road, over which lime rock is huul- 
ed from the quarries to the kilns. This 
teaming hns been done for years on 
two und five-tenths inch tires, with 
hind wheels fifty-six Inches aud front 
wheels fifty inches In diameter.

"The resulting repairs, made neces­
sary by the continual hauling of heavy 
loads on narrow tires, has cost this 
town thousands of dollars. In order 
that this might be remedied wo mude 
an agreement with the lime rock haul­
ers to furnish them with the wide tired 
wheels fitted to their wagon axles, 
with the understanding that If npon 
fair trial and experiment they should 
prove to be of mutual advantages the 
haulers should buy the wheels of the 
town.

"On consultation with the manufac­
turers we ordered the sizes above 
given (rear wheels, fifty-six inches; 
front fifty Inches). They arrived 
aliout the 1st o f July, 11)05, and 
from that time until about the 21st of 
August I used my best endeavors to 
get them adjusted to the wagons und 
used, but the haulers claimed that the 
forty-four luch wheels were so much 
lower than the old ones that the rocks 
and ruts would ‘trig’ them; also that 
they would lower the body so much 
that the tongue would ‘slaf and break 
the horses’ legs. And who will pay 
the damage! was the question.

“ As u last resort we put the wheels 
on one of their wngons and hauled 
rock for them ono day. Our teamster 
hauled the same loads and followed In 
the old tracks. The road was In a 
very dangerous condition ut this time 
and badly rutted, so that even light 
driving wugons sank to their hubs In 
some places. The wide tires soon tilled 
the ruts so that the wngons with the 
narrow tires actually hauled more rock 
on the last or fourth turn that day 
than they did In the morning.

“After seeing the work of these 
wheels for ono day the owner of the 
wugou wanted tho whole equipment 
Immediately. and applications for the 
other three sets enme so fast that we 
were unable to shift the genring quick­
ly enough. In fact, one teamster drove 
Ids team for a week without brakes In 
order to have tho wide tires sooner. 
Since that timo tho wheels have been 
in constant use summer and winter.

"At the time of this writing the 
same amount o f rock Is hauled in three 
turns that was formerly hauled per 
day I11 four turns by the same teams, 
and the drivers claim that the work Is 
douo easier by the horses. The sand 
stretch which was the hardest place 
for the narrow tires Is now crossed 
easily.”  _________________

CONVICTS FOR ROAD WORK.
Tribute to Their Value as Highway 

Builders.
In nn address by John Craft of Mo­

bile It was stated that the cost to the 
farmers of the south Is 50 cents per 
bale of cotton for nn average linul of 
eight miles, says an exchange. If there 
were good roads, the cost would be 
reduced to 10 cents a halo. Estimat­
ing a crop at a million bales, this 
would menu a saving o f $040,000 an­
nually. It costs under present road 
conditions 25 cents to haul a ton of 
fertilizer a mile. With good roads the 
cost would Ijc 8 cents a ton.

"I have studied for some years the 
problem of working convicts on our 
public roads,”  said Mr. Cruft, "und 
they have proved to be the most eco­
nomical road builders to be hud. The 
convict hns long passed tho experimen­
tal stage for rondmaklug.”  Judge Eve 
of Georgia, who has had twenty years 
of exi»erieuce In working convicts as 
road builders, says: "They uro the best 
and cheapest road builders. While 
working convicts not a slnglo overt uet 
was committed or a single child, wo­
man or uau molested or oue dollar’s 
worth of property depredated on. 
Mecklenburg county, N. C„ has the 
finest macadamized roads, und it Is Do­
ing done with convict labor. It costs 
uu average of 25 cents a day to guard, 
feed and care for convict labor wuen 
It Is managed on business principles.

“ As for the convict himself, statistics 
show that 00 per cent of tlio.tt who are 
worked In the open air, properly fed 
aud guarded, return to their families 
and cease to be n charge or menace to 
the state, while of those who are kept 
In prison or worked in mines, ut saw­
mills or other similar places 85 per 
cent become hardened criminals. Nor 
do 1 think It right to put the honest 
wage earners In competition with con­
vict labor or the manufacturing Indus­
try In competition with the ono that 
hires cheap convict labor.

"Indiana has about 17,000 miles of 
good gravel roads. I remember when 
Indiana was considered one o f the 
Illiterate states of the Union. Today 
she Is prosperous, and her people are 
no longer ignorant, but the state Is 
dotted with the finest schools and col 
leges.

“ Massachusetts spends more money 
thnn any other state on her public 
roads. New York has voted to issue 
$50,000,000 for her roads to be used in 
the next ten years. New Jersey has 
fine roads, which are the best Invest­
ment the state has. Missouri Is agi­
tating n bond Issue of $25,000,000 for 
her public ronds. The province of On­
tario, Canada, has 00,000 miles of good 
ronds, and from that phenomenal Im­
provement bus been prosperity to Its 
farmers.”

Road Surface Repair Plan.
.Tlio road commissioners of Mason 

county, Mich., are planning a real In­
novation la the way of keeping the 
stone roads In that county In repair. 
Material for repairs will be stored at 
convenient places for use along tho 
highways. A man will Is) kept whose 
sole duty It will be to see that no hole 
or brenk Is allowed to grow beyond the 
mere rut stnte. lie  will repair these 
breaks as fast as they occur. Ilun- 
dreds of dollars, It Is believed, will be 
saved the county each year by this 
plan of dealing with tho road surface. 
It Is n plan adopted by toll road man­
agement and has proved to be econom­
ical os well ns excellent for tho road.

W ide Tires Preserve Roads.
Narrow tires carrying a heavy load 

cut the road surface, making ruts, 
thereby letting In tho water, which, 
when frozen, results In ruin to the 
road. T1k> use of wide tires, on tho oth­
er hand, through the constant process 
of rolling, is a benefit to the road. In 
foreign countries, especially Prance, 
which enjoys the proud distinction of 
having (he best roads In tho world, the 
use of wide tires is required by law.

Rural Delivery Notes

-------------------------------------------------------
The readjustment ndopted with the 

lncrense of upward of $0,000,000 made 
in the appropriation by congress will 
Involve an aggregate expenditure for 
rural service during the next fiscal 
your of nearly $33,000,000. The sched­
ule is as follows: Routes of 24 or more 
miles, $000 per annum; 22 to 24 miles, 
$804 ; 20 to 22 miles, $810; 18 to 20 
miles, $120; 1(3 to 18 miles, $030; 14 to 
ltl miles, $340; 12 to 14 miles, $504; 10 
to 12 miles, $408; 8 to 10 miles, $432; 
<3 to 8 miles, $300.

Information has been received at the 
postolllce department that the legisla­
ture of Tennessee recently enacted a 
bill which Is now a law declaring nil 
roods In that stnte traveled by rural 
carriers to be public roads and provid­
ing that all gates on such roads shall 
be taken down at once. As one of the 
requirements in connection with the 
maintenance of rural delivery service 
Is that gates and other obstructions 
must be removed from the ronds, this 
law will doubtless facilitate tho estab­
lishment and continuance of rural de­
livery In Tennessee.

Rural mall deliveries on a route In 
Kenosha county, WIs., have been dis­
continued by the government because 
of the failure of the community to 
keep the ronds In a satisfactory condi­
tion. The community will remain cut 
oft from delivery service until the roads 
are repaired. Other routes In tho state 

j will be deprived of deliveries unless 
I travel Is made smoother for tho car­

riers. For some time the postal de- 
1 pnrtmcnt has been trying to Impress 
1 upon the beneficiaries of rural routes 
1 that they would have to see thnt the 

roads were In good condition. It ts 
said thnt In cases where warnings 
have not been heeded and repairs made 
dru tlc action will now be taken.
