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Navy’s Most Elaborate R ecep ­
tion.

Tokio, Oct. 20.— The reception 
accorded the American fleet by the 
government and people of Japan is [ 
said by the American naval officers 
to be the heartiest and most per­
fectly carried out of the many re-; 
ceptions received by them since the 
fleet sailed from Hampton Roads. 
Rear Admiral Sperry said today 
that the welcome given the fleet 
and its officers and men here had 
been planned and carried out to the 
least detail with remarkable care 
and precision.

The men of the American and 
Japanese fleets are fraternizing 
everywhere in Tokio and Yokoha­
ma. Every w!sh of the American 
sailors is anticipated and each blue 
jacket finds an English speaking 
guide among the Japanese sailors. 
The American uniform is the “ open 
sesame”  everywhere. The cordial­
ity of the Japanese extends even to 
the inhabitants of remote villages. 
It is impossible to doubt the sincer­
ity of the Japanese.

The American officers and sailors 
are beginning to understand the 
fact that the evident desire on the 
part of the Japanese for the friend­
ship of America is not founded 
upon opportunism; but finds its 
source in a sincere desire to show 
that such friendship, at least on the 
part of the Japanese, has existed 
always and that this visit of the 
fleet has merely afforded the Japa­
nese au opportunity for the expres­
sion of that feeling.

Amarillo Booze Sellers  Ar­
rested.

Arrests were made by the Texas 
rangers iu Am arill» Wednesday in 
21 cases in which violations of the 
local option law are charged against 
seven parties. Information upon 
which the arrests aie based was 
filed with the clerk by the county 
attorney, against the following men: 
J. J. McGuire, one case: Tom 
Mitchell, one case; Jesse Miller, 
three cases; Jimmy Haynes, lour 
cases; Jim Gober, one case; Z. Z. 
Savage, one case; John Owens, 
seven cases; Tom Brewer, three 
cases.

All of the accused made boud.

Haskell's Suit Invalid.
Omaha, Neb., Oct. 20.— The 

$600,000 libel suit which Governor 
Haskell of Oklahoma filed in this 
city last week against William R, 
Hearst was today pronounced in­
valid by prominent attorneys who 
have examined the papers.

It is pointed out that the laws of 
. Nebraska allow no punitive dam 
ages in a libel suit and $300,000 of 
the amount asked in the present 
case is punitive. It is also pointed 
out that the petition is not ac 
companied by an affidavit of either 
Governor Haskell or his attorneys, 
as it Is required by the laws of this 
state. Under the Nebraska stat 
utes the suit, it is stated, has no 
standing in court uuless so accom­
panied.

Amarillo had a considerable storm 
Sunday and Monday. The Sells 
Floto show tent was wrecked and 
a Shetland pony killed and other 
stock damaged. Many awnings and 
minor buildings were torn down 
and several windows were broken.

J. H. Huston of Amarillo has 
brought suit against the Sells Floto 
show for a one-third interest in the 
concern. He alleges that the one- 
third interest due him is worth 
$100,000 He was formerly man­
ager for the show company, and as 
such manager alleges that he left 
on deposit a considerable portion of 
his wages, which went into strek 
in the company He also asks for 
back salary in the sum of $7,700 al 
leged to have been due and unpaid 
at the time he was discharged from 
the employment of the company.

Texas Money In State Depos­
itories.

Austin, Tex., Oct. 20.— Accord­
ing to the official figures available 
in the state treasury department, 
the state of Texas has some $1,450,- 
000 of funds scattered around over 
the state in various depositories, of 
which there are 31, or one in each 
senatorial district. This would 
make an average of $46,775 in each 
of the depositories. The law lim­
its them to $50,000 each, hence 
they are nearly filled to the limit 
*ith state funds. This money is 
drawing a small per cent of interest 
on the average daily balance and 
the .total on a year is more than 
enough to run the treasury. When­
ever a state depository accumulates 
$50,000 in state funds it must 
promptly remit all excess to the 
state treasury. Under the law, the 
depositories send a daily balance of 
state fund credits to the state treas 
urer, and he is able to make with 
drawals with that information in 
band so as to keep the general 
average maintained at each bank 
and prevent an excess.

Of the $1,450,000 of state funds 
In the depositories, only about half 
of it belongs to the general revenue 
account. The other half is divided 
between various special funds, with 
a large share to the credit ot the 
school fund. It is found on the 
books of the treasury that the gen­
eral account at this time is carrying 
a balance of approximately $750, 
000, of which only about $50,000 
is in the vaults of the treasury in 
this city to meet warrants issued 
by the comptroller. More than that 
sum is not needed at this time and 
balances in state depositories re 
main undisturbed. They help swell 
the daily balance average and earn 
that much more interest for the 
state.

Quite a little state ad valorem tax 
is credited in December, with more 
in J inuary, while February is the 
banner month, the total always be 
ing in the neighborhood of $1,000, 
000. Before the operation of the 
depository law it was assembled in 
the vaults here or arbitrarily kept 
by the bank doing the tax collec­
tor’s business, but now, if the bank 
keeps it, it is a state depository and 
interest is paid.

Haskell Drew on Him for $50
Oklahoma City, Ok., Oct. 19 —  

Through the Columbia Bank and 
Trust company of Oklahoma City, 
Gov. Haskell drew a sight draft for 
$50 on Omer K Benedict, editor of 
the Oklahoma City Times today. 
Mr. Benedict had offered $50 in 
gold if the governor returned to 
Ohio in the campaign and made a 
speech.

On the back of the draft Benedict 
wrote: “ Couldn’ t possibly think 
of honoring this until you have 
paid the $50 you owe me for prov­
ing you false to campaign pledges, 
also $1.66 in telegrams collected 
when you called me a liar by wire.’’

It is announced that Gov. Has­
kell will file suit against Theodore 
Roosevelt in a court outside of Ok­
lahoma, likely Missouri, to avoid 
the protests that fairness could not 
be secured in Oklahoma. The 
same attorneys who are working 
up the Hearst suit are employed, 
Reed, Conkling &  Lozier, of Kan­
sas City.

Childress parties say that their 
board of trade has closed a contract 
with Ed Kennedy to build the Al- 
tus, Roswell &  El Paso railroad 
into Childress. Work on grading 
to Hollis, Ok., will begin shortly.

Boll weevils now infest thirteen 
counties in Mississippi. Alabama 
is next; then Georgia. That the 
weevil will dampen his feet in the 
Atlantic Ocean within four years 
is not doubted by any one who 
knows him.— Dallas News.

New Mexico Storm.
El Paso, Tex., Oct. 19.— Snow 

fell last night in central and north­
ern New Mexico and some sleet fell 
here. The temperature dropped 
from 80 at noon to 40 at night. A 
gale blew all night and considerable 
damage is reported all over the 
New Mexico plains section.

Storm Kills Four at Clayton, 
New Mexico.

Clayton, N. M., Oct. 20.— Four 
persons were killed in and near 
Clayton as the result of a tornado 
and cloud burst. Twenty other 
persons were more or less injured, 
three of whom it is believed will 
die. The dead are W. H. Paigett 
and J. 8. Goget, wife and daughter.

Among the injured are Mr. and 
Mrs. W. H. 3 rowu and their five 
childreu, Thomas Downs and John 
Byrne.

The county court house, costing 
$40,000, was wrecked and a score 
of houses torn from their founda 
tions.

Telephone and telegraph wires 
are blown away and miles of poles 
leveled. The Colorado and South­
ern railway sustained heavy loss

The water system was also put 
out of commission by the storm and
the town is without water.

D eaths in C olorad o  Snow .
Denver, Oct. 19.— Six accidental 

deaths are traceable to the snow 
storm that prevailed in Colorado 
Saturday night and Sunday. Be 
sides these seven persons suffered 
injuries in railroad collisions by 
coming in contact with live wires. 
The dead: Joseph Henry, killed 
by wire in Denver; J. J. McClos 
key, killed by wire in Louisville; 
Mrs. Lizzie Winslow, killed by wire 
iu her home in Fort Collins; Au­
gust Garson, frozen to death in 
snow near Longmont; Leonard F. 
Banker, scalded to death in wreck 
caused by collision on Rock Island 
railroad near Carlton; Henry John, 
killed by collision between hand 
car and motor car on Union Pacific 
railroad in Denver yards.

Jollies the Editors.
The Dallas News says of the 

newspaper men at Dallas on Press
Day:

The editors came, saw and con­
quered the Fair yesterday. At 
least they came and saw; if they 
d iln ’t conquer it was because they 
had other fish to fry. And speak­
ing of fried fish, did you ever see 
an editor eat? There is Senator 
Editor Perkins, for instance, whose 
habitat is up McKinney way; it is 
a lesson in gastronomies to see 
Perkins toy with a hot weiner- 
wurst. He stabs it daintily with 
his pencil, peels it with his teeth 
and treats it like an “ all-day suck 
er,’ ’ except that it doesn’t last as 
long.

But eating wasn’t all that the 
editors did; not even half. They 
drank. They certainly did drink. 
If anybody says they didn’t drink, 
he didn’t go with them to the 
dairy exhibit and watch them ab­
sorb buttermilk under the personal 
direction of J. H. Lowery of 
Honey Grove, president and chief 
propagandist of the Buttermilk 
Club. Mr. Lowery organized the 
Buttermilk Club when the saloons 
were voted out of his town. That 
was about three years ago, and 
from that day to this he has been 
such an incessant advocate of but 
termiltc as a potation that many of 
his frieuds express wonder that he 
does not own a cow instead of a 
printing office. A cow is much 
less expensive in the long run.

Those who tried to keep in 
sight of the editorial bunch from 
the time they lelt the Commercial 
Club rooms, where they held a 
business session, found it an ex 
tremely difficult undertaking. This 
was partly on account of their di­
versification theories. Some want 
ed to go to the Fair Grounds on 
the street cars, some wanted to 
take passage on the automobile 
buses, a good many suggested 
walking and a few preferred (they 
said) to charter a train. When it 
comes to riding the trains, all of 
them are experts, though some­
what out ot prictice. The street 
cars were finally chosen, President 
Gilmore of Wills Point assuring all 
th. doubtful ones that the law 
against taking a drink on a train 
did not apply to trolly cars. Not 
that anyone expected to take a 
drink on the cars— they merely 
wished to feel unrestrained. Mr. 
Gilmore has considerable influence 
upon the members of the Press As 
sociation. He is a member of the 
Legislature and is said to be so 
heavily insulated with patriotism 
that he is campaign-lie proof. He 
was accompanied on this trip by 
Mrs. Gilmore.

A New Sport for the Greasers.
El Paso, Tex., Oct. 19.— A re­

production of the Roman arena, in 
which animals fought to the death, 
was given in Juarez, across the 
river from here.

A wild Mexican bull fought a 
Bengal tiger, and the tiger was 
killed. The tiger was freed from a 
small cage in the middle of the bnll 
ring and the other combatant was 
released from a shute at the same 
time.

The tiger sprang directly over 
the bull’s horns and tried to make 
a catch on the neck, only to fall to 
the ground. Four times the tiger 
sprang and four times fell back, 
and the fifth the bull reared and 
came down with crunching hoofs 
on his enemy, tramping him re­
peatedly uutil the tiger was dead.

The Rock Island, Frisco, Denver 
and Trinity and Brazos Valley rail­
ways are planning the erection of a 
$200,000 hospital in Ft. Worth, to 
be used jointly Various prospective 
sites have been viewed. One is at 
Riverside, which is considered 
favorably.

Control ing Cotton Prices.
Cotton, at this writing, is about 

4c a pound under the price at 
which it began the previous crop 
year.

Such a difference, applied to an 
average crop, would mean over 
$200,000,000 less money for the 
growers. Last year’s early Sep­
tember price was extraordinarily 
high, and a decline soon followed. 
Nevertheless, the difference is suf­
ficiently impressive to cotton grow­
ers. What appears to be the large 
est association yet formed among 
them, for the purpose of inlluenc 
ing price, was recently announced. 
The association proposes to market 
the product of its m> tubers, deal 
ing directly with domestic and 
foreign spinners, and to restrict 
offerings until a satisfactory price 
is obtained. When every cent a 
pound means $50,000,000 or more 
to producers the motive to strive 
for as many cents as possible is 
obvious and laudable.

The United States still produces, 
and doubtless will continue to pto- 
duce, two-thirds of the world’s cot 
ton. In stimulating competition 
elsewhere much effort has been 
made, but with no large results. 
The nearest competitor is British 
India, with about 15 per cent of 
the world’s total crop. The aver 
age yield per acre in that country 
the last ten yer.rs has been eighty 
pounds, or decidedly less than half 
that of the United States. Egypt, 
on irrigated lands worth $200 to 
$600 an acre, gets 350 to 400 
pounds an acre, but produced last 
year only 7 per cent of the total 
crop.

Perhaps the greatest factor in 
influencing the price of cotton is 
prosperity in the United States. 
The cotton of 1895 was only 7,000, 
000 bales and the average price 
only 7.6c, Next year, with less 
than 9,000,000 bales, it was 6 6c. 
In 1906 .with 13,500,000 bales, it 
was 10.08c. The crops of 1894 
and 1903 were of the same size but 
the latter brought $576,000,000 
against $2io,ooo,ooo for the form­
er— a stake, to say the least, worth 
striving for.

In the total problem there are, 
of course, many and difficult fact­
ors, including, for example, 
China’s ability to buy cloth. That 
the growers themselves should 
study the factors and seek as far as 
possible to influence them in their 
own favor, wiii appear reasonable 
except to those singular economists 
who deem it folly, vergiug to sin, 
for mere producers to attempt con­
trol over the price of their pro­
duct.—  Saturday Evening Post.

Austin, Tex., Oct. 20.— The 

fact that 50 per cent of the 545 
teachers who took the September 
examinations failed and will not 
receive teachers’ certificates has 
attracted some attention in ped­
agogic circles. For a teacher to 
pass the examinations papers must 
have an average grade of 75 per 
cent or better, and the grade shall 
not be below 50 per cent on any one 
subject. If 49 per cent was made 
on one subject and 100 on every 
other the applicant would fail.

Enthusiastic Japs.
Tokio, Oct. 22.— The reception 

of officers and men of the Ameri­
can battleship fleet reached n cli­
max tonight in a spontaneous out­
burst of enthusiasm, in which 50 
000 of the populace participated, 
crowned an unbroken series of 
luncheons, dinner, balls and garden 
parties that have marked the five 
days celebration.

The demonstration eclipsed any 
in the history of the city, not even 
excepting the celebrations that fol­
lowed most of the signal success of 
the Japanese army and navy in the 
war with Russia.

A torchlight procession was the 
concluding feature. For nearly six 
hours the principal streets were 
packed with the paraders, who 
number upwards of 40,000, who 
vound through the city like a 

ctooked river of fire. Every indi­
vidual of the vast multitude carried 
a lantern In addition to Japanese 
and American flags.

The mayor of Tokio said in his 
speech to the officers:

“  We ask you to send your people 
this message: Japan believes that 
war between America and Japan 
would be a crime against the past, 
the present and the future of both 
countries.

“ Your nation has always repre­
sented the best of us and the waters 
of the great Pacific that separate, 
yet at the same time join us, must 
he guarded by our two powers.

“ We sincerely believe that tin 
great navy which you are so prom' 
to possess, and we so proud to wel 
come, stands for those sublime 
principles, which, in supreme mo 
meats, can rise above questious of 
race and color. We are your 
friends forever.”

The address was received with 
the wildest enthusiasm, as was also 
..ccorded the response of Admiral 
Sperry, which was couched in terms 
<>f most feeling appreciation, and 
with the assurance of continued 
friendship of America and with 
'.hanks for the welcome.

W a s h o u ts  an d  W r e c k s .
Wichita Falls, Tex., Oct. 22.—  

As a result of unprecedented rains, 
which have softened the roadbeds 
of all railroads in this region, a 
southbound Penver freight this 
morning struck a washout near Jol­
ly and went in a ditch.

The engine overturned and four 
cars of cattle were piled up.

Remarks on Health Care.
An exchange has this to say on 

sanitation in the home:
“ Handkerchiefs used in cases of 

cold, catarrh, or throat or lung 
troubles should be washed by 
themselves, subjecting them to a 
disinfecting process. They should 
not be washed with other clothing 
until this is done. All white 
clothes should be boiled, if only as 
a sanitary measure, to kill germs 
and and disinfect. A high degree 
heat is necessary, and merely scald­
ing will not do. All clothing worn 
next the skin should be boiled, or 
put through a disinfecting process, 
whether the wearer is diseased or 
not, Many infectious diseases are 
spread through the carelessness of 
those handling s<>ll« <1 clothing. 
There are so many harmless disin­
fectants, which can be u.-.t-d with 
even colored clothing, that this 
should not be neglected. Every 
child should have its own handker 
chief, towel and wash rag, as well 
as tooth brushes, comb and other 
toilet belongings. Soiled clothing 
should not be kept in the sleeping 
rooms of the house, and everything 
worn next the body, whether gar­
ments or bed clothing, should be 
well aired and sunned frequently. 
Water standing lit the bedroom 
pitcher over night should not be 
used for drinking purposes, but if 
water must be kept at the bedside, 
cover it closely. Do not allow bed­
room slops of any kind to stand in 
the bedrooms; empty, scald and 
wash everything used Do not 
make up the beds too early in the 
day. Sun the bedding as often 
as possible, and all coverings 
should be left in the fresh air and 
sunshine, if only between windows 
or doors, for at least au hour or 
two, every morning, if the “ bed­
room smell” is not wanted. Burn 
all sweepings of the bedroom, or 
the living room especially, and it is 
a safe way to dispose of all dust and 
litter gathered about the premises. 
Let in as much fresh air as you 
think you can stand, “ and then 
some,”  for nothing makes for good 
health more than the purity of the 
air we use while we sleep. Do not 
keep the bouse closed too closely in 
the day time, for much of the tired, 
or drowsy feeling comes from the 
breathing of spent, or poisoned air 
in close-shut rooms.

Alpena, Mich., Oct. 2t.— Among 

the most thrilling experience 
of survivors of the Presque

She then directed 
the leaders to head for a plowed 
field nearby and the column started 
on a run, Miss Barber bringing up 
the rear to prevent straggling, 
limbers fell thick, but the teacher 
kept the children crowded close to­
gether and every ember was ex­
tinguished the instant it fell upon 
any child’s clothing. The fire 
burned steadily for some time, as 
the blaze in the tops of the trees 
ate its way down.

Some animals began to appear 
on the edge of the field and, in 
the night, two bears made their 
appearance. A fox came slinking 
in, as did also a wildcat, rabbits 
and partridges. But the animals 
kept away from the children, not 
even the bears offering hostile 
demonstrations. Miss Barber kept 
her charges in the field all Thurs 
day night and in the morning sent 
them home in groups, piloting the 
smaller ones herself.

How H e a rst G o t th e  L e tte rs .
According to a New York dis­

patch the John D. Archbold Stand­
ard Oil letters, involving Senator 
Foraker, Representative Sibley, 
and others, which W. R. Hearst 
has read in the present campaign, 
were stolen from the Atchbold files 
by a negro in Archbold’s office and 
sold by him to the Hearst papers 
through a white man, a confiden­
tial messenger of the Standard Oil 
company, as published in Collier’s 
Weekly for Oct. 24. The negro 
and the white man are said to have 
made $12,000 out of the transac­
tion. The white man hints that 
the best of these letters are yet to 
be used— and that those which 
have been held in reserve have to 
do with Seuator Aldrich and Sena­
tor Penrose.

The article is headed, Mr. 
Hearst’s Thieves,”  and is written 
by Arthur H. Gleason. One of 
the men, who according to Gleason’s 
story, got the letters for Hearst, is 
Wm. W. Winfield, a ue^ro fi e 
clerk, messenger and doorkeeper 
in Archibald's 1 ffice, and stepsou of 
Archbold's negro butler, J. N. W il­
kins, wtio has been in Archlrold’s 
family twenty years. Winfield had 
been in the Standard Oil office ten 
ye-rs when lie was discharged in 
1905 The other man was Charles 
Stamp, white, in tire Standard of­
fice for six years when he, too, was 
discharged iti 1905. Winfield is 
represented as furnishing the brains 
of lite combination, white Stump 
was merely used by nim as a white 
go between to arrange the negotia­
tions with the Hearst people..

The white man aud the negro 
are said to have played the races 
Saturdays. Along in 1904, just af­
ter the presidential election, Win­
field brought to Stump the first 
bunch of Archbold correspondence, 
and soon after Stump began mak­
ing visits to the offices of the Hearst 
publicat ons. These offices were 
tlie natural market for such mer­
chandise at that time, because the 
Hearst Cosmopolitan Magazine was 
running a series known as “ The 
Treason of the Senate.”  But the 
material was a sort which could 
be used with greater effect at an- 
o her time and the letters were put 
away in a safe.

Gleason quotes Charles stump as 
follows; “ Mr. Hearst hasn’t begun 
to read the best letters. He’s be­
ginning easy. Wait till you hear 
him read the Peurose and Aldrich 
letters. Then there’ll be a sensa­
tion. What’s happening now is 
nothing. He hasn’t the originals, 
you know. These were returned 
to the Standard Oil files. Photo­
graphic copies were made and these 
are the ones Hearst is using. He 
hasn’ t originals except a few Han­
na letters, w hich may not come out 
at all. After tlie photographed cop­
ies were sold to the Hearst people 
some of the letters were returned to 
Mr. Archltold by a friend of mine. 
Mr. Archhold had offered us $1,000 
but he didn’t pay it after he got his 
hands on the letters.”

Stump also is quoted as sayiDg 
that since Mr. Hearst began read­
ing the letters, he wrote to him 
suggesting that Mr. Hearst might 
send him a little more money, but 
he adds that nothing came of that 
letter Mr. Archlrold discovered 
the theft early in 1905 and dis- 
ch irged Winfield and Stump
