Special correspondence of the New 
York World.

Marshall, Texas, Sept. 15th.— In 
Tarrant, Parker, Kaufmann, Ellis, 
Johnson, Hood, Denton, Wise, Cook, 
Jack, Clay, Montague and other coun­
ties in this section of the State cctton 
picking has begun pretty generally, 
but the work is yet necessarily slow 
on account of recent rains which have 
retarded the maturing of the crop. 
There is some complaint of boll worm 
but it is confined to a few scattering 
localities. Two weeks of dry warm 
weather such as prevails at present 
will insure as heavy a yield through- 
the State as has long been expected 
in the central and southern cotton 
districts. Planters are industriously 
at worl picking, and complain of a 
scarcity of labor. In the eastern and 
northwestern counties, embracing in 
part Bowie, Red River, Franklin, 
Titus, Morris, Upsher, Marion, Wood, 
Rains, Hopkins, Delta, Harrison, 
Gregg, Smith, Rusk, Paneola and 
southwest along the line of the Inter­
national and Great Northern Railway 
the crop is safe and picking begin­
ning, and marketing is active. The 
lowest estimate in the counties named 
in this portion of Texas places the 
yield twenty-five per cent over last 
year. The country west of Parker 
County on the line of the Texas and 
Pacilic Railway is receiving a heavy 
immigration from all parts of the 
United States and furom Europe. 
Sales of land are brisk, both to far­
mers and to stockmen. The first 
named are giving this section of the 
State considerable attention and 
farms are being opened up all along 
the line. This season’s operations 
haye fully demonstrated the adapt­
ability of western and northwestern 
Texas to agricultural pursuits. Traiu# 
into Dallas, Fort Worth and other 
distributing points bring crowds of 
land seekers, who upon arrival, scat­
ter in various directions to avail 
themselves of the present low price 
of land. Grass is abundant and 
stock of all kinds are in fine order. 
Shipments to Eastern markets are 
large and the several transportation 
companies are taxed to their full 
capacity in consequence.

and let my horses graze for half an 
hour.

Satisfied that I was wrong I re­
solved to retrace my steps down the 
trail. A ride of ten miles brought 
me to a herd of beeves of the Spade 
Ranch, and I learned of the men in 
charge that I ought to have turned 
off from t!he Rath Trail to the east 
about a mile after crossing White 
Fish Creek and about four miles be­
fore grazing my horse at noon.

It was now two o’clock in the af­
ternoon. I changed horses and once 
more proceeded up the trail, to 
the point indicated as the place to 
turn off. I reached there at about 
3:30 P. M. and finding a wagon track 
followed it for a little distance and 
lost it. I was now traveling to the 
south of East when I should have 
held to the North of East. I crossed 
Park’s Creek, and then on for many 
miles over beautiful range, rolling 
prairie and through breaks and gul­
ches until towards sundown, when I 
suddenly found myself at the head 
of one of the most beautiful valleys I 
ever saw. The slopes on either side 
were gentle, with here and there a 
graceful undulation, and an occasion­
al clump of small trees. Tim bottom 
of the valley, was carpeted with the 
richest green and a few cattle were 
feeding in the distance where I could 
see the ledgthenecl shadows lie. At 
the foot of the valley I could distinct­
ly see, what I concluded must be 
White Fish Creek. I passed down 
across this valley and up on the oppo­
site divide. I could see no Head­
quarter Ranch and no trail, but the 
scenery was lovely enough for the 
residence of pr,nces. The shadows 
were now very long as I rode my tired 
beast down into the next valley, 
where I came to a considerable 
stream, which I aferwards learned 
was Skillet Creek. I crossed this 
and struck a wagon trail which soon 
led into a well beaten road. I was 
now satisfied that 1 had again missed 
my couise, having ridden far enough 
to have reached the ranch. The 
road evidently led to the ranch but 
in which direction I could only guess. 
I turggd North and rode slowly a)ong

hie ; sleep. The dim new moon,
bout disappearing behind the western 
hills, shone square m my face. I 
thought of the old whim that, it was 
likely to aevelope fever to sleep in 
the moonlight; and of the old notion 
that, the insane were moon-struck, 
and so were called Lunatics. Thus 
meditating the moon disappeared, 
and it occurred to me how my wife 
who was fifteen hundred miles away, 
would laugh if she knew that 
at that moment, on that night of the 
16th of October, I was lying on the 
ground, by a clump of bushes, under 
the open iky, to spend a frosty nighty 
haying eaten nothing since early 
m orning, and probably many miles 
ftom any human being, or habitation 
of nun.

Just then I heard the bark of some 
animal and listened, it was the bark 
of a prairie wolf, perhaps supperless 
and as hungry as I was. It now 
occurred to me that I had no weapon 
about me, save a pocket knife, and 
that was very dull. Eor a moment I 
wished for my youngest born-little 
girl; but the saddle blanket was not 
wide enough for two, and then, the 
little thing might be afraid under 
such circumstances, in the wilds of 
North west Texas. I must have 
dozed a little, when my horses came 
close to me. Thinking them a little 
too near, as they might step on me 
and crush a limb, and beiug without 
surgical instruments, 1 concluded to 
move them a li tie further off. I got 
up and changed the lariat to another 
bush and turned to go back to bed 
when I saw a light seemingly but a 
short distance up the road. I looked 
again to satisfy myself that it was a 
light and sot a star; and sure enough 
it was alight. I hastily saddled up, 
and my horses taking kindly to the 
road after their little rest, I rode 
on with pretty quick pace, sat­
isfied that the light was too steady 
for a camp fire. I soon came to the 
correll, and then to the house, and 
found the younger of the Rowe 
brothers there, having just returned 
from the beef herd at Wills creek. 
He soon had a rousing fire in the 
lire place, a cup of coffee, canned 
beef, eggs and biscuit, and after a 
liberal repast, we retired to rest, 
thankful for a good hair mattress 
instead of the cold ground.

T h e  B u f fa lo .

This animal, must not be confoun­
ded with its shabby namesake of our 
Western plains( Bos Amerieanu?,) 
which has no valid right to the name, 
being in reality the bison. Of the 
true buffalo there are two species, 
the Bos Caffes of South Africa, and 
the Bos Bubalus of India, Busmah, 
and the islands of the Malay Archi­
pelago. The latter species are again 
subdivided into the tame and the 
wild varieties— the latter known by 
the name of Arna. The wild buffalo 
is found in great herds throughout 
India and the adjacent conuritries, 
frequenting the margins of primeval 
forests and delighting in swampy 
grounds, where it loves above aH 
things to roll in the mire or plunge 
up to the ears in a stream or pool of 
water. This fondness for water is 
also characteristic c f the buffalo, 
which often, when laden with goods, 
yields to its instinct and wallows in 
any stream that may cross its path. 
'Fhe wild buffalo is fully a third lar­
ger than the largest of the tame sort, 
measuring 104 feet from snout to 
vent, and 6 to 6| feet in height at 
the shoulder, and it is of such vigor 
that it will charge often over an Ele­
phant, and the fiercest male tiger 
dare not attack it unless impelled by 
savage hunger. The Indian driver 
of even tame buffaloes does not shrink 
from entering a tiger-frequented 
jungle, h s cattle with their massive 
horns making short work of any tiger 
that may come in their way.

From its original home in the 
East the domestic buffalo has spread 
over the greater part of Southern 
Asia and of North Africa, aad was 
introduced towards the close of the 
sixth century into Greece and lN.lv, 
forming an invaluable beast of bur­
then in marshy districts, where the 
great breadth of its feet, somewhat 
resembling those of the reindeer in 
this respect, give it a decided advan­
tage over the horse or ox. In Italy 
we have seen it grazing in herds in 
the Pontine marshes where for hours 
it will lie submerged almost to ths 
muzzle in the slimy water. The milk 
of the buffalo is plentiful and of an 
excellent quality. The Hindoos 
make ot it a kind of butter called ghee  
The skin of the animal is highly prized 
but the flesh is inferior to that of a
grass fed Texas steer.---- Planters
Journal.

A subscriber in Bandera, Texas, 

asks why it is that cattle chew bon os 
He states that nearly ail cattle in his 
section, even when they have plenty 
o f .salt, chew bones; and loss is fre­
quently incured by their choking to 
death, or starving on account of a 
bone sticking between their testh. 
He says that the country is of a lime­
stone formation, and the Water 
strongly impregnated with lime.

Cattle often get a morbid appetite 
for chewing bones, eating earth, sand 
gravel, rotten wood, leather, etc. 
Chewing bones is often caused by a 
lack of phosphates in the soil. As 
lha surface of Bandera County is hilly 
except the valley of the Medina 
river, it is not improbable that the 
cattle crave bones from the lack of 
phosphate in their food. This may 
be remidied by feeding a little, finely 
ground bone flour with salt

ThisT>one flour is now kept by 
many of the bone fertilerser compa­
nies, prepared especially for this pur­
pose. But the bones may be prepared 
there by burning them in the open 
air until the combustible part is all 
disipated. This burning will free 
the bone from all possible taint of 
disease, and render it so brittle that 
it can be ground in any miil after 
being broker* by a hammer— a large, 
■coffee mill would reduce it fine. Then 
if this finely ground bone is boiled or 
steamed for an hour, it will be ready 
for use. W e have known bone so 
ground and fed with salt, to reliev’d 
cattle of the desire to chew bones. 
The writer, for some years past, how­
ever, adopted the plan of feeding 
food very rich in phosphate of Iimec 
such as linseed or cottonseed meal. 
These foods give the material of the 
bone in a more digestable condition. 
But this latter plan could not be 
adopted in a purely grazing country, 
like most of Texas. W hlh its lands 
are divided into moderate sized farms 
and cattle are mostly fed upon culti­
vated crops, a small portion of cotton 
seed meal wiil supply all necessity 
for dhosphate.

D a n g e r  o f  R e m o v i n g  Cattle to 
H o t  C l im a te s .

It is never safe to send an animal 
of the bovine species which is over 
one year old from a cold to a hot 
climate. It should al ways be in a 
thin condition, and shipped the latter 
part of Autumn, when the weather 
will be the coolest upon its arrival at 
the port of destination, and as the 
following Spring opens, it will get 
gradually accustomed to the heat.

An imported animal should be put 
immediately on arrival, into a roomy 
well ventilated stable, so^dark as to 
be protected from annoying insects. 
It ought never to be exposed to a heet 
by day, or to dews at night, for the 
latter are often as injurious as the 
former. It should be watered from 
a pure source all it will drink five 
times a day, and be only moderately 
fed. It might be taken out for exer­
cise for half an hour or- more just 
before sundown, and again before 
sunrise.

Rock salt should be constantly 
kept in their feed box, for it to lick 
at pleasure, aud a half to a full, 
heaped tablespoonful of sulphur, ac­
cording to size and age, and twice as 
much pure wood ashes given it, once 
or twice a week. If these last two: 
be mixed with a little bran or meal,
the animal will]take them readily.-----
