Worley Keeps 
Faith With 
His People

Washington, D. C.— Carrying 
out a promise made during his 
campaign last year, Congressman 
Eugene Worley, 18th District of 
Texas, December 22, enlisted and 
was sworn in as a voluntary 
member of the United States 
Naval Reserve Corps and was 
ordered immediately into active 
duty. 1

The day Worley voted to  de­
clare w ar on Germany and Italy, 
he sent identical letters to Presi­
dent Roosevelt, as Commander- 
in-Chief, to Henry L. Stimson, 
Secretary of War, and to Frank 
Knox, Secretary of the Navy, in 
which he said: "I respectfully 
urge you to accept my services in 
any capacity at any time and in 
any place in our military or naval 
forces.”

The past two weeks have seen 
Worley turned down by the 
Army, where he attem pted to en­
list as a buck private, and also 
rejection by the Air Corps. In 
making application to the Navy, 
Worley stated his preference for 
active service and, in accordance 
w ith naval regulations, was com­
missioned a Lieutenant Com­
m ander in the Volunteer Branch 
of the Naval Reserve.

Worley’s predecessor in Cong­
ress, Judge Marvin Jones, now 
sitting on the United States Court 
of Claims, volunteered his ser­
vices when he voted to declare 
w ar against Germany in 1917, and 
was elected to a second term  
while still serving in the armed 
forces. Sendtor Tom Cgnnally of 
Texas, then a mem ber of the 
House of Representatives, like­
wise served in the last war. Sev­
eral of Worley's collea^ies in the 
present Congress have • ' en ter­
ed the m ilitary service?.

Worley said his office would be 
kept open and that he would re ­
main in as close touch as possible 
during his service. A fter a brief 
period of intensive training in 
Washington it is anticipated he 
will be ordered to the West Coast 
for active duty.

Paul Greene In 
Air Battles

The first air battle between the 
American and British fliers on the 
one side, and Japs on the other 
over Rangoon, Burma took place 
on December 23. according to a 
report of Lcland Stowe, Foreign 
Service reporter for the Chicago 
Daily News and printed in the 
Oklahoma Times under date of 
December 26, 1941. Paul is a son 
of Mr. and Mrs. W. J. Greene of 
Clarendon.

The report continues:
“The luckiest escape was had by 
a tall, hardjaw ed lad from C lar­
endon, Texas, who parachuted af­
ter his plane had burst into flam ­
es. He was shot a t by tw o Japan ­
ese fighters while drifting to the 
earth  bu t landed with only 
bruises.

The Texan told us his story:
“We met a fighter squadron. I

got two of them. It isn’t confirm ­
ed yet but I was firing pointblank 
at them with all my guns going 
I saw two ships go down. As far 
as I could see, I was by myself in 
that tangle. There were six of
those little yellow b------s that I
was playing with. They're pretty 
poor shots, some of them. But 
others were pretty  good. One of 
them must have hit my controls 
because the ship went into a spin.
1 couldn’t get it out and had to 
leave.

Third of 'Chut* Shot Off
“To top it off, all Japs like to 

strafe you when you're in a para­
chute. One Jap  fighter made a 
few passes a t me as I was coming 
down. I couldn’t do anything but 
scream and cuss. Then a second 
Jap  came tearing around me. He 
circulcd half a dozen times and 
kept pumping at my 'chute. He 
shot about a third of it away and 
the top looked like a watering 
can. The ’chute gave me a beat­
ing. I opened it too soon. It jerked 
me like the devil but that's all 
I got.”

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General Cos Loses 
A Treasure

The actual storming of San An­
tonio early in December, 1835, one 
of the great military successes of 
the Texas Revolution, was under­
taken by tjio Texans as a last re­
sort. It was to be a difficult busi­
ness, they knew, but they had 
played out their hand to the end 
in vain, and there was nothing 
else to be done.

In the beginning there had 
been hope of a better solution. 
S tephen  F. Austin, then com­
m ander of the Texas forces, first 
suggested a peaceful settlement 
to  General Cos, who commanded 
the besieged town, and received 
only insults in return. Then he 
settled down to starve Cos into 
submission, but succeeded only 
well enough to force him to send 
out a company foi prairie grass 
that his horses might stay alive.

Yet another hope, as the story 
goes in the Texas Collection of 
the University of Texas Library, 
was that Cos’s men might rebel. 
The Texans had learned that Gen­
eral Ugartachea was on his way 
to  San Antonio w ith a shipment 
of silver, the Mexican payroll; 
and if only they could intercept 
th a t shipment. Cos might well 
find  himself unable to control his 
men.
M uls Train in Sight

Probably with such a hope in 
the back of his mind. Austin kept 
scouts constantly on the lookout 
around San Antonio; and hope 
glowed bright early in the a fte r­
noon of November 26th when 
suddenly famous old Deaf Smith 
galloped into camp with news 
tha t a guard of 100 Mexican sold­
iers was approaching the town 
escorting 70 heaviiy-laden pack- 
mules.

"Ugartachea!” The cry swept 
through the Texan camp. The 
caravan was still about three 
miles from the town, with a con­
voy of only 100 men. The silver— 
and with it San Antonio, as they 
thought— was in their grasp. Col. 
Jam es Bowie with an equal 
num ber mounted behind him 
quickly dashed out to the fight, 
and practically the entire Texan 
force followed him soon in a 
wave.

A mile from the town and in 
sight of it, Bowie came upon the 
caravan and charged. The Mexi­
cans were surprised and quickly 
alarm ed and, seeing no chance of 
beating the Texans to the town 
w ith their pack-mules, retreated 
into a ravine for the fight.
A ll Loss And No Gain.

Cos’s defending force inside the 
gates, meanwhile, .had observed 
th e  sudden activity in Austin's 
cam p and soon put in their ap 
pearance en masse to save the 
precious cars ' an. Bowie, forced 
thus to turn his attention from 
the ravine, fought them off for a 
tim e; then his reinforcements 
came up from behind, relieved 
him  of his burden on his flank, 
and settled down for a b itter bat 
tie  over the treasure.

But the caravan had been 
creeping steadily toward San An 
tonio all this time, moving un­
obstructed down the ravine. And 
now Cos’s men began to fall back, 
alw ays nan tuvering  the Texans 
out of position to reach it. At last, 
however, a final and determined 
charge by Bowie's men scattered 
this protection and swept upon 
the mule train, in one stroke 
changing the running battle into 
a riot.

In broken order the Mexicans 
fled into the town, leaving some 
fifty  dead and their precious 
pack-mules on the field. The 
Texans, saddened only by the 
toss of one man, naturally de­
scended upon the mules in a 
mass, eagerly and gleefully rip­
ping open the packs. And they 
found Cos's treasure—not silver, 
but the grass he needed for his 
starving hones.

NEW ORLEANS—Launching a 
drive to procure 2,500 aviation 
pilots each month for combat 
fliers in the aviation wing of the 
U. S. Navy, the Navy D epartm ent 
today extended enlistm ents in the 
Naval Reserve Aviation class to 
include sophomores in college and 
announced that all men enlisting 
as volunteers in Class V-5 will be 
eligible for active duty at the end 
of their current school year.

The enrollm ent of sophomores 
in college as potential candidates 
for commissions in the Naval Re­
serve Aviation is the result of an 
effort by the Navy Department to 
build up the pool of able-bodied 
young men to take the place of 
the thousands of young Naval 
pilots now passing through Naval 
Air Training Stations for duty 
with the fleet.

Candidates for appointm ent as 
Aviation Cadets must:

(a) Be a male citizen of the 
United States for a period of at 
least ten years.

(b) Be not less than tw enty 
years of age. and have not reach­
ed his tw enty-seventh birthday 
at the time of enlistm ent as sea­
man. second class.

(c) Agree to remain on active 
duty four years, including period 
undergoing training as aviation 
cadet, unless sooner released by 
the Navy Department.

(d) Be unm arried, must not 
previously have been married, 
and must agree to remain unm ar­
ried until the expiration of two 
years from the date of entering 
upon active duty.

(e) Be educationally, morally, 
physically and psychologically 
qualified

College juniors and seniors, a f­
ter enlistm ent in Class V-5, may 
be deferred from call to active 
duty until completion of their 
current college year, if they re­
quest. Thereafter they will be as­
signed to active training duty in 
the earliest class in which they 
can be accomodated.

10 RULES TO MAKE 
TIRES LAST

inaugurating a nation - w ide 
rubber conservation cam paign, 
the Office of Production M anage­
m ent today called upon the coun­
try ’s 27 million car ow ners to  ob­
serve 10 rules to m ake tires last 
longer.

1. Have worn tires re treaded  in ­
stead of buying new ones.—Cost 
of retreading tires is usually  a- 
bout half tha t of a new tire, and 
will give you about 80 percent as 
much wear.

2. Cut out high speeds.—Y our 
tires will last twice as long a t 40 
miles per hour as at 60 miles per
hour.

3. Inflate tires weekly to recom ­
mended levels.—N ever let p res­
sure fall more than  3 pounds be­
low recommended minimums.

4. Don’t stop short or m ake 
jackrabbit starts.— Every tim e 
you ignore this rule you burn up 
the tread.

5. Avoid striking curbs, road 
holes, rocks, etc.—This can resu lt 
in broken cords or blowouts. 
Drive slowly and carefully  over
paved roads.

6. Check wheel alignm ent twice 
a year. — M isalinement causes 
scuffing and uneven wear. A tire  
a half inch out of line w ill be 
dragged sidewise 87 feet every  
mile.

7. Repair all cuts, leaks, breaks,
promptly.— Delay may cause
damage tha t can’t be repaired. 
Breaks and cuts should be vu l­
canized whenever possible; blow­
out patches should only be tem ­
porary.

8. Change wheel positions every
5,000 miles.

9. Always get the tire  made to 
fit the rim of your car.

10. Don’t speed around curves.

R E T A IL  C O N SU M ERS IN  
G EN ER A L  D O N T  N EED  
P R EFER EN C E  RATINGS

In the confusion incident to a t­
tacks upon the United States by I 
the Axis Powers, many distribu­
tors of consumers’ goods have 
told their customers tha t they 
cannot sell to them  unless their 
orders are accompanied by pref­
erence rating  certificates. This 
seems to have been most preval­
en t among dealers who handle 
m etal products, particularly  in the 
farm m achinery and hand-tools 
fields.

The Priorities Division pointed 
out that retail consumers cannot 
and must not be expected to pro­
duce preference rating certifi­
cates, when placing normal orders 
for finished goods.

In the case of important civilian 
items, as for example, farm m a­
chinery and spare parts for p ri­
vately owned automobiles and 
trucks, the Priorities Division has 
given assistance to m anufacturers 
so that they may continue their 
production. The goods manufac­
tured as a result of this assistance 
are then made available through 
the normal trade channels.

MEMORABLE PASSAGE: It’s 
about tim e to say “Automobile 
Sense" instead of "Horse Sense,” 
because horses will soon be ex­
tinct: and in fact, automobiles dis­
play much "sense” by taking a l­
coholic beverage only once or 
twice a year.—Joachim  Besen.

Q. Are wages paid an employee 
in Texas subject to G arnishm ent 
for a debt owed in Texas or owed 
in another state against a citizen 
of Texas?

A. No, Texas protects her labor 
from G arnishm ent of Hourly, 
Daily, Weekly, m onthly or yearly 
wages. Contract wages are sub­
ject to garnishment. Some states 
in our early history imprisoned a 
person for debt as did the mother 
country, England. But a person 
in prison had no chance to pay 
the d e b t A debtor whose wages 
are protected by Texas laws 
should appreciate this favor of the 
law and try  harder to m eet all his

just obligations. Dead beats have 
at times almost caused the repeal 
of this law by the legislature. 
Good credit rating is almost as 
good for one as good health.

Q. When is election ^ e a r  in 
Texas?

A. During the even years elec­
tions generally are held. 1942 is 
the next election year in Texas 
from the Governor down.

Production lines of the Ameri­
can Car and Foundry Co. at Ber­
wick, Pa., and St. Charles, Mo., 
are turning out “on schedule” the 
fast-moving, hard-hitting light 
tanks that are brothers-under-the 
armor of the ones defending the 
democratic front in Libya.

In five other American plants 
and one in Canada, the larger, 
twice as heavy, medium tank M-3, 
which military observers have 
said surpass any other in mobility 
and mechanical reliability, is be­
ing produced in ever-increasing 
numbers, doubling monthly fig­
ures set early in the fall. By 
spring the production of medium 
tanks will be on a considerably 
larger basis.

Meanwhile a later model is to 
go into production. The new med­
ium tank will have, among other 
improvements, a cast steel hull 
that will replace the majority of 
riveted plates being used in the 
production of the medium M-3. 
Welding will further eliminate 
the use of rivets.
18 months' progress

Although production of this 
latest model is expected to begin 
shortly, its introduction will in no 
way affect the scheduled flow of 
medium M-3’s.

From spring. 1940, when the 
first light tank rolled from the 
production line at the American 
Car and Foundry Co.’s Berwick 
plant, to the 1941 Battle of Libya, 
was only 18 months. But it was 
long enough for American arsen­
als to build tanks enough to fill 
preliminary requirements of the 
United States Army’s five armor­
ed divisions and tank battalions

and have a considerable number
left over for shipment to the
British forces.

The story of American tank 
production is one of long-range 
planning, by the Army’s O rdn­
ance Department, and of speedy, 
efficient operation by the auto­
motive and locomotive industries.

It was not until the fall of 1940 
that large appropriations from 
Congress became available to put 
the tank program into operation. 
Immediately there began a series 
of transformations from confield 
to tank arsenal; from idle fac­
tory to humming production line.

It was to the locomotive indus­
try that the Army first turned for 
production because many prob­
lems of tank construction were 
more closely associated w ith it. 
So it was that with the light tank 
being produced by the American 
Car & Foundry Co., four other 
locomotive plants began turning 
out medium tanks. These were 
the Baldwin Locomotive Works 
at Chester. Pa., the American Lo­
comotive Co., at Schenectady, N. 
Y., the Pullman Standard Co. at 
Hammond, Ind., and the Pressed 
Steel Co. at Chicago. A sixth 
plant—that of the Lima Locomo­
tive Co. at Lima, Ohio—soon will 
start its production of medium 
tanks. In Canada the same m ed­
ium tank is being produced by the 
Montreal subsidiary of the Amer­
ican Locomotive Co.
Auto industry is producing tanks

The automotive industry en ter­
ed tank production last summer 
upon the completion of the De­
troit Tank Arsenal. This huge 
plant, operated by Chrysler Cor­
poration, is turning out a larger 
number of tanks than any other 
single industrial unit. Even this 
capacity will be enlarged greatly 
when existing facilities are ex­
panded. Also scheduled for con­
struction are tank arsenals to be 
operated by Ford and General 
Motors.

Lessons learned from the b a t­
tlefields of Europe and Africa are 
being translated into better arm a­
ment, more protection, and other 
improvements for American 
tanks that already outstrip similar 
sized tanks used by other nations. 
The pressing need for quantities 
of tanks ofr Russia and Britain 
has resulted in higher priorities 
for the steel and equipm ent th a t 
goes into the m anufacture of 
these vehicles.

The light tanks of the kind now 
in action in Libya weigh 13 Vk 
tons.
