WTU files for 12.4% rate hike
West Texas Utilites Com­

pany has filed for an increase 
in its electric rates for retail 
customers.

Local M anager Jerry 
Chambliss said the applica­
tion was filed Friday, June 8, 
a full year since W TU ’s last- 
rate application, and is a 
system wide request for 
higher rates. Simultaneous 
filings were made in all 
incorporated towns and with 
the Public Utility Commis­
sion of Texas at Austin for an 
increase in rural areas, un­
incorporated towns and in 21 
municipalities which have 
ceded jurisdiction over 
electric rates.

The proposal would pro­
duce an annual increase in 
total retail revenue o f 
S30.846.198. This amounts 
to 12.4 percent.

Chambliss said the addi­
tional revenue is necessary to 
carry out W TU ’s current 
heavy construction program, 
which includes a new coal- 
fired power plant at Okla- 
union near Vernon.

"B y  the time these rates 
become effective, we will 
have spent SI67 million on 
the Okiaunion Power station 
and related p ro jects ,”  
Chambliss said. "Our last 
rate increase was not enough 
to carry us through this 
construction program, which 
is essential to continued 
reliable electric service to our 
customers."

WTU had requested an 
increase o f $26.6 million in 
its filing in June, 1983. A 
hearing in that case was held 
at Austin in September, and 
the final PUC order granting 
about half the requested 
amount became e ffec tive  
January 4, 1984.

The Okiaunion plant will 
be completed in late 1986, 
almost 10 years after W TU's 
newest existing generating 
unit was completed at Fort 
Phantom Power Station near 
Abilene.

Citing a "ligh t at the end 
o f the tunnel,”  Chambliss 
said W TU ’s spending should 
taper off as the construction 
program nears completion. 
Also, since coal is much 
cheaper for generating 
electricity than natural gas or 
oil, the fuel cost should be 
more stable after the new 
plant comes on line.

No major changes in rate 
structure are included in 
W TU ’s proposal. The re­
quested rates would mean 
that a residential customer 
using 600 kilowatt-hours a 
month would pay S7.S5 more 
each month for electricity. 
A commercial customer 
using 1.700 kwh would pay a 
S19.37 more. These amounts 
include fuel costs.

WTU serves customers in

161 separate communities, 
82 o f which operate as active 
incorporated towns. The rate 
case filings were made in 61 
towns, while information on 
the rate case was made 
available to the 21 incor­
porated towns which have 
ceded jurisdiction, to two 
inactive municipalities and to 
two unincorporated towns.

Texas households may 
qualify for energy aid

Some low-income Texas 
households may be eligible 
for help in paying their utility 
bills this summer through 
the Home Energy assistance 
Program, according to Texas 
Department of Human Re­
sources Commissioner Mar­
lin Johnston.

Commissioner Johnston 
said the one-time payment is 
available to many low income 
households which this month 
received food stamps, Aid to 
Families with Dependent 
C h ild ren , S u pp lem en ta l 
Security Income, or needs- 
tested Veterans Administra­
tion benefits.

Potentially eligible vet­
erans are those who receive 
payments under Section 415,

521, 541 or 542 of Title 38 of 
the U.S. Code or under 
Section 306 of the Veterans 
and Survivors Pension Im­
provement Act o f 1978.

Eligibility is limited by 
gross income. For instance, 
aid is available for a one- 
person household having less 
than a S355.49 gross income 
per month. The gross limit is 
S581.49 for a two-person 
household, $798.49 for a 
three-person household. 
$985.49 for four persons, 
$1,162.49 for five , and 
$1,359.49 for six.

Eligible households must 
be subject to energy cost 
increases-because of higher 
bills or rent due to rising 
utility costs.

■Mul measured service is 
proposed by Southwestern 
Bell Telephone Company as 
an alternative to standard 
flat rate local service. 
Monthly flat M e  service 
allows an unliisMd number 
of local calls for a act rate per 
month.

Local measured service, 
under the proposal, would 
have a monthly rate which is 
75% of the current local flat 
rate service. No usage is 
included in the monthly rate. 
Each outgoing call would be 
billed by a method similar to 
long distance call billing and 
would be based on the 1) 
time of day; 2) number of 

of the call; and 3) 
call. Dis­

counts would apply to calls 
made during specified times 
in late evenings and or. 
weekends and holidays. 
Distance of calls based on 
minutes of use would fall into 
one of three mileage cate­
gories from 0-31 or more 
miles. Initial minute charges 
and additional minute 
charges would be set for each 
of the mileage categories.

Bell also proposed con­
verting their present 
measured rate, with a few 
changes, to a lifeline rate 
available only to individuals 
65 years and over who have 
incomes at or below poverty 
levels. The lifeline rate 
would be $5.00 per month 
including 25 local calls. 
Each additional call would be 
eight cents. The time of day, 
distance of the call or num­
ber of minutes of the call 
would not be measured for 
lifeline service.

LMS and lifeline service 
would be available only in 
Bell areas served by the 
electronic central o ffice 
equipment capable o f 
measuring the elements of 
each service. The services 
could not be provided in 
areas served by older central 
office equipment.

PUC approved increase in 
charges for intrastate calls

The Public Utility Com­
mission 'o f  Texas has ap­
proved a slight increase in 
charges for intrastate long­

The new charges, effective 
June 1, do not apply to

The new rates apply to 
customers of all local tele­
phone companies, including 
General Telephone, since the 
local companies are joint 
providers of long-distance 
service within each o f the 
regional calling areas.

You and the Law

Qt la a handwritten will 
legal In Texaa? If ao, does It 
have to be notarized?

A: A will written wholly in 
the handwriting of the testa­
tor is valid in the State of 
Texas. It is called a holo­
graphic will, and it does not 
have to be witnessed by two 
or more persons, as would 
be required for a more formal 
will.

This will does not have to 
be signed before a notary. 
However, if the will also 
contains a self-proving affi­
davit • which does not re­
quire a notary - your executor 
will noi have to bring wit­
nesses to the Court to testify 
to the validity o.' the will after 
your death.

Texas farms gained in 
numbers and decreased in 
size between 1978 and 1982, 
according to the Commerce 
D e p a r tm e n t ’ s C en su s  
Bureau.

Preliminary reports just 
released for the 1962 Census 
of Agriculture show 185,026 
farms, compared with 
175,395 in 1978. Land in 
farms totaled 130.8 million 
acres, an average per farm of 
707 acres, compared with 773 
in 1978. Total sales of 
a g r ic u ltu r a l  p ro d u c ts  
amounted to $8.9 billion in 
1982.

The average value of land 
and buildings per farm was 
$388,198, with a per acre 
value of $549.

Land from which crops 
were harvested was reported 
at 20.8 million acres, and 
acres irrigated fell from 6.9 
million to 5.6 million in 1982.

The Bureau defines a farm 
as any place from which 
$1,000 or more of agricultur­
al products were, or normally 
would have been sold in the 
census year.

The preliminary date in­
dicate expenditures for live­
stock and poultry feed were 
$1.5 billion; total costs for 
farm energy, $730 million; 
for fertilizer, $368.1 million; 
and for hired labor, $447.9 
million.

The sales of livestock, 
poultry, and their products 
were $5.9 billion, 66 percent 
o f total agricultural sales. 
Dairy products amounting to 
$472.9 million were sold from 
3,118 farms. The number of 
milk cows was up from 
307,297 in the previous cen­
sus to 322.198 in 1982.

The total cattle and calves 
inventory of 12.5 million 
head on 143,473 farms was 
down from 12.7 million in 
1978. The 10.5 million sold 
were down from 12.1 million 
four years earlier.

Some 8.125 farms reported 
2.3 million head o f sheep 
and lambs, with 2.2 million 
shorn yielding 15.2 million 
pounds of wool; 1.8 million 
head were sold.

Donley County had 365 Farms in 82
Preliminary reports of the 1982 Census of 

Agriculture show that the number of farms in 
the county decreased from 380 to 365 since the 
1978 census. All land in farms totaled 590,369 
acres in 1982, an average of 1,618 acres per 
farm. The Census Bureau defines a farm as 
any place from which $1,000 or more of 
agriculture products were sold or normally 
would have been sold.

Land from which crops were harvested 
decreased to 57,784 acres since 1978.

The county's farmers sold $40.2 million in 
agricultural products according to preliminary 
reports from the 1982 Census of Agriculture. 
The 1982 sales figure represents an average of 
$110,127 for each of the county's farms.

The census reports that $4.4 million or 11 
percent of total sales were for crops, while 
$35.8 million or 89 percent of the total came 
from the sale of livestock, poultry, and their 
products.

Preliminary date indicate that total farm 
energy costs were $1.7 million; fertilizer costs 
were $753,000; and seed costs were $387,000.

Of the total farms in the county, 75 had gross 
sales of $40,000 or more; 177 reported sales of 
lets than $10,000. Farms operated as sole 
proprietorships represented 87 percent o f the 
total. In 1962, the average age of farm 
operators waa 52.7 years. The proportion of 
operators reporting farming as their principal 
occupation remained essentially unchanged at 
58 percent since 1978.

Wind Damage 
effects land

Wind damaged a record 
breaking S.7 million acres of

land in Texas from Novem­
ber through May.

Billy C. Griffin, state con­
servationist for the U.S. De­
partment o f Agriculture’s 
Soil Conservation Service, 
said wind damaged more 
than three times as much 
land this year than during 
the 1982-83 blow season 
when 1.8 million acres were 
damaged.

“ The 5.7 million acres 
damaged breaks the record 
for the 30 years we have been 
keeping wind and erosion 
records,”  G riffin  said. 
“ Previous highs were 2.77 
million acres in 1970-7), 2.72 
million in 19SS-S6, and 2 
million in 1964-65 and 1973- 
74.”

No records are available 
for land damaged during the 
Dust Bowl days of the 1930’s.

Some 4.5 million acres of 
cropland and one million 
acres o f rangeland were 
damaged. About 7 million 
acres are in condition to blow 
and much o f this land could 
be damaged if wind veloci­
ties increase during the next 
few weeks.

Counties reporting the 
most cropland damaged were 
Gaines, 595,000; Dawson, 
415,000; and Terry, 300,000.

The major contributing 
factors to wind erosion were 
lack of moisture and high 
winds, Griffin said. Lack of 
protective cover from last

year’s crop residues was also 
a factor.

G riffin  said, however, 
cropland protected with 
cover from conservation til­
lage farming systems or wind 
strips had little or no damage 
despite the drought and high 
winds.

its productive capacity. A bi­
monthly report is compiled 
from 147 counties in Texas 
from Novem ber through 
May.

You and the Law
Q: What constitutes a tot­

tery and la there a law that 
prohibits a lottery In Texas?

A: A lottery is defined 
under Texas law as any
scheme in which prizes are 
distributed by chance among 
persons who have paid or 
promised something for a 
chance to win anything of 
value, whether the scheme is 
called a pool, a lottery, a 
raffle, or some other name.

Lotteries are illegal under 
Section 47.03 o f the Texas 
Penal Code which makes it a 
third degree felony to pro­
mote a lottery or raffle, or 
even sell or possess a lottery 
ticket if anyone or any or­
ganization stands to gain 
from the event. “ Gambling 
promotion" carried a pos­
sible prison term up to 10 
years. Therefore, it is illegal 
to participate in lotteries or 
raffles, even those conduced 
by a church or charity group 
to raise funds.

Based in San Antonio, 
Texas, National Hay Ex­
change is the first marketing 
service to match buyers with 
sellers via a toll free tele­
phone number (800-428- 
2002), trained operators and 
a central computer. With 
instant access to a broad, 
consistent hay market, 
callers to the Exchange may 
list hay to sell or place 
orders to buy hay.

"Our service provides hay 
producers and users with a 
system that is simple, fast, 
accurate and economical," 
says Bert Morris, president 
of the National Hay Ex­
change. "Our descriptive 
process is thorough, and or 
payment guarantee elimin­
ates any worries a seller 
might have o f receiving a bad 
check.”

Before buyers or sellers 
can use the National Hay 
Exchange, an application for 
membership must be sub­
mitted. There is no charge or 
obligation for membership. 
Applications may be ob­
tained by calling the National 
Hay Exchange toll free num­
ber 800-428-2002.

A typical National Hay 
Exchange transaction begins 
with a seller phoning the toll 
free number to list at least 
one truckload of hay.

A specially trained 
operator will ask the seller 
for an accurage description 
of the hay, ranging from hay 
type, to bale size, how the 
hay is stored, maturity at 
harvest, color, smell, any 
chemical treatments and 
laboratory analysis results, if 
taken.

The seller also sets a price 
for the hay lot. This in­
formation is put into the 
National Hay Exchange 
computer.

Potential buyers call the 
central toll free number, 
listing the type, amount and 
price o f hay they wish to 
purchase. The Exchange’s 
high-speed computer will 
search and confirm a match. 
If a near match is found, the 
Exchange will negotiate a 
trade between the two 
parties, if both wish to 
proceed with the transaction.

Once a sale is confirmed, 
the National Hay Exchange 
will arrange transportation of 
the hay to the buyer's de-

Upon delivery, the buyer 
t^ays the following: total cost 
of hay, the transportation 
charge, and half o f the Ex­
change commission. The 
seller pays the other half 
since the Exchange serves 
both buyer and seller. The 
sales commission is the only 
fee paid for using the Ex­
change. There are no dues 
or initiation fees and there 
are no charges for listing or 
ordering hay. Listings and 
orders can be changed or 
cancelled at no cost.

The National Hay Ex­
change also provides an ar­
bitrator for any dispute in 
which the buyer contests the 
quality o f the hay delivered, 
saying it was not as des­
cribed by the seller.

"W e  offer sellers a better 
chance of finding buyers 
wanting a particular quality 
of hay who are willing to pay 
the asking price,”  Morris 
says. "W e  also offer them a
