Stamp Program 
Means Food

Expenditures for food in C lar­
endon and Donley County were 
increased 92.324.50 during the 
month of December through the 
Government’s food stamp pro­
gram, it was revealed today by L. 
J. Cappleman, Regional Director 
of the Surplus M arketing Admin­
istration for the th irteen South­
ern States.

This sum represented the a- 
mount of'blue stamps 'issued by 
the Clarendon and Donley County 
Stamp Program  office during the 
month. In addition, $3,071 of 
orange stamps were purchased 
from the Government during the 
period, bringing the total am ount 
available for food purchases due 
to the stam p program to $5,395.50 
for December

Participating in the Clarendon 
and Donley County stamp pro­
gram during the m onth were 234 
cases, representing w ith their 
families, 947 persons. Those par- 
tcipating represented 84.1 percent 
of the 1,126 persons in the area 
eligible to receive stamps during 
December.

Since the stam p plan has been 
in operation, $16,849.50 in blue 
stamps have been issued in C lar­
endon and Donley County, aug­
menting regular food expenditure 
for the area by tha t amount.

Amount of blue stam ps issued 
per person during December aver­
aged $2.45.

Synthetic Rubber 
Production Next

Senator W. Lee O'Daniel in 
Texas the past week m et w ith 
Prveral groups of men relative to 
securing a factory in the gas belt 
of the Panhandle for the produc­
tion of inimitation or synthetic 
rubber.

Samples of rubber of this type 
made from residue of oil and gas 
has been tried in auto tires al­
ready. The new product is said to 
not be affected by heat or oil, pro­
vided the heat is no greater than 
th a t under ordinary circum stan­
ces in the use of the product. The 
th ree great enemies of rubber are 
heat, light and oil

The Supply Priorities and Al­
locations Board on December 23 
approved tripling of America's 
present synthetic rubber produc­
tion program, subject to detailed 
exam ination of the program by 
the Division of Priorities to make 
certain that sufficient m aterials 
can be provided for construction 
and operation of the new plants.

This action was taken after 
presentation to SPAB by Jesse 
Jones. Federal Loan Adm inistra­
tor, of a program being worked 
out by him with the industry and 
designed to give the Nation an an­
nual production of 120.000 tons of 
synthetic rubber. Productive fa 
«ilities for synthetic rubber now 
under construction will have 
capacity of 40,000 tons per year.

Mr. ones explained that, if the 
program were approved immed­
iately, construction of the increas­
ed facilities could begin prom pt­
ly. It is expected that all of the 
new  plants can be in production 
early ir. 1943.

SPAB directed the OPM Divis 
ion of Priorities to proceed at 
once to work out with the RFC 
detailed tables of the m aterials 
required  to execute tne program.

Tires-Tubes 
Quotas

The Office of Emergency Man­
agement anent the tire and tube 
problem, has made allotments for 
every county in the state for Jan ­
uary.

Donley county dealers may sell 
16 tires and 13 tubes for passeng-' 
er cars, light trucks or m otor­
cycles; 28 tires and 23 tubes for 
the heavy vehicles of the truck 
class.

Just how many tires can be 
made available for later months 
will depend in part on develop­
ments in military requirements, 
the OPA said.

"There is no need for people to 
get panicky," said OPA Adminis­
trator Henderson. "The fact that a 
rationing plan is going into effect 
doesn't mean that everyone is go­
ing to get a flat tire one minute 
later. All of us should begin at 
once to conserve in the use of 
tires by stopping unnecessary 
driving, by carrying our neigh­
bors, by driving slowly to mini­
mize tire wear, and by following 
the rules of good tire care."

In issuing tire purchase certifi­
cates, local rationing boards are 
limited to 25 per cent of their 
m onthly quota during the first 
seven days of the month and to an 
additional 25 per cent each in the 
next seven-day periods. No local 
board can issue purchase certifi­
cates for more tires than are cov­
ered by its monthly quota. The 
quotas are valid only for the 
m onth for which set, and unused 
portions of any quota do not carry 
over.

To secure a new tire  or tube 
under the quotas, an eligible pu r­
chaser must fill out an application 
which must be certified to by an 
inspector as to the condition of 
the tire or tube being replaced. 
The application then must be 
taken to the local board which 
can issue a certificate for pu r­
chase if the purchaser can show 
that he is eligible. The application 
must then be taken to a tire deal­
er where the tire or tube may be 
purchased.

The eligibility list has been 
supplied by the OPA and it in 
general covers vehicles whose 
continuous operation is required 
to m aintain the public health and 
safety, buses with a capacity of 
10 or more passengers, and neces 
sary truck operations.

FATS, OILS CONSERVATION
Conservation of fats and oils 

has been undertaken by the OPM 
through an order limiting m anu­
facturers and processors to a 90 
days’ operating supply. Some of 
the better known m aterials a- 
mong 1,800 types affected are raw 
m aterial lard, cotton seed oil, 
tung oil, linseed oil, soy bean oil, 
coconut oil, palm oil, olive oil, fish 
and mineral oils, fish liver oil, 
and castor oil.

The order defines fats and oils 
as "all the raw, crude and refin­
ed fats and oils, their by-products 
and derivatives, and greases, ex­
cept ‘essential’ oils, mineral oils 
and butter.” The exempted “es­
sential" oils include lemon, or­
ange, camphor, citronella, clove, 
dill, eucalyptus, lime, mustard, 
pennyroyal, peppermint, pimento, 
and wintergreon. Fats and oils 
products in finished form, such as 
edible products, also are excluded 
from the order.

Supplies of the affected m ater­
ials, which are largely consumed 
in the soap and paint industries, 
are curtailed by war in the P a­
cific. Large quantities of coconut, 
tung and other oils normally are 
imported from the Far East.

The Navy is giving the Schick 
test for diptheria susceptibility to 
1,000 men in each of three Naval 
Training Stations.

When a Navy doctor is com­
missioned he is given intensive 
train ing in tropical diseases, and 
problem s of subm arine and avia 
tion activities.

Junior and Senior medical s tu ­
den ts are eligible for appointm ent 
as Ensign in the Volunteer Proba­
tionary, Class H. of the Naval Re­
serve.

MORE TEXTILES NEEDED
All-out production by the na­

tion’s textile mills is urged by 
Trank L. Walton, chief of the 
OPM Textile and Fibre Section 
Emphasizing the importance of 
speeding up cotton yarn and cot­
ton fabric production, he has ex- 
praesed the hope that plans could 
b t  effected whereby mills could 
operate overtime and on Sundays 
and begin third shift operations. 
W ar requirements for cotton 
Deeds ere rapidly increasing and 
Win continue to increaae, he said.

Chiropractic
The following general con­

clusions as to the direct influence 
of alcohol in the production of 
mental disorders seem permiss­
ible.

The actual role of alcohol has 
been somewhat exaggerated. Al­
cohol is more commonly a symp­
tom than a cause of mental dis­
order of a serious and long stand­
ing kind. Branthwaite remarks, 
“that usually people are not in­
sane as the result of alcohol, but 
that alcoholism was the herald, 
the only obvious sign of incipient 
mental disorder. “Moreover," in­
tolerance of the excition effect of 
small quantities of alcohol acts as 
a poison to all those who inherit 
a lack of highest control.” It is the 
neuropathic tendency which is 
the im portant factor in determ in­
ing whether or not a person will 
become insane, and not especially 
the amount of alcoholism. But 
mind you that does by no means 
minimize the deleterious danger 
accompanying alcoholism, be­
cause many of the neuropathic or 
psychopathic tendencies possess­
ed by a goodly percentage of any 
group of individuals and which 
under normal conditions may be 
kept dormant, can be aggravated 
Into vicious open expression thru 
alcoholic indulgence.

There is a considerable number 
of m inor mental conditions, eith­
er of a transient or permanent na­
ture due to alcohol, which do not 
reach m ental hospitals, but are 
responsible for much of the homi­
cidal and sexual crimes, and for 
a considerable proportion of a t­
tempted suicides.

Texas To Get

Its Highways
Washington—Texas will receive 

more than $8,500,000 in federal 
highway funds under the appoint­
ment of the $100,000,000 for the 
federal-aid highway program, 
$17,500,000 for secondary roads 
and $20,000,000 for elimination of 
grade crossings.

Texas will get $6,313,862 for the 
regular federal-aid highway im­
provement program, $1,104,926 for 
secondary roads and $1,098,295 
for elimination of grade crossings.

These funds are for the fiscal 
year beginning Ju ly  1, 1942. It 
will be the policy of the Federal 
Works Agency to restrict the ap­
proval of projects to those es­
sential to national defense.

Eighteen destroyers and 13 sub­
marines were launched by the 
Navy during 1941.

The Navy’s women nurses are 
not allowed in combat zones but 
are replaced by male nurses tra in­
ed by them.

Navy doctors m ust be graduates 
of accredited medical schools be­
fore being commissioned in the 
service.

Bandit Pair Hides 
In Bank, Hold Up 
Official for $5,489

SUDAN, Texas, Jan. 5.—Two 
armed bandits hiding inside the 
Sudan National Bank confronted 
Assistant Cashier C. M. Fum eaux 
when he opened the doors at 
8:30 a. m. Monday, forced him to 
hand over $5,489.16 in currency, 
locked him in the vault and fled 
by automobile toward New Mex­
ico.

State and local officers gather­
ed quickly to take up the chase 
and radio and telephone instruc­
tions were sent to block roads in 
all directions. Monday night, 
however, no report had been 
made that the bandit trail had 
been found.

The bandits combined both old 
and m odem  tactics. They were 
garbed in overalls, and reminis­
cent of forays by old wild west 
robbers, wore bandanas over their 
faces. A modem touch was the 
rubber gloves they wore, appar­
ently to avoid leaving finger­
prints.

In the recent 1942 cotton m ar­
keting quota referendum, 89.5 
percent of Texas’ cotton farmers 
voted “yes” to continue quotas 
for 1942.

TIN USE CURTAILED
Tin consumption for ordinary 

civilian uses, except in cans and 
containers, will be sharply cur­
tailed during the first quarter of 
1942. After March 31, tin used in 
28 specified products will be cut 
off entirely; until that date, con­
sumption for those purposes will 
be restricted to 50 per cent of the 
amount used during the corres­
ponding period of 1940. A conser­
vation order soon to be issued will 
limit the use of tin in cans and 
containers, but meanwhile those 
commodities are subject only to 
restrictions previously in force. 
The priorities order covers tins, 
tin alloys and scrap, with the ex­
ception of tin in type metal for 
re-use in the printing and pub­
lishing trades. Where substitutes 
are impractical, items produced 
under a rating of A -l-J or higher 
may be excepted from the 50 per 
cent limitation.

Articles affected include foil, 
advertising specialties, a rt objects, 
automobile body solder, band and 
musical instruments, beverage 
dispensing units, britannia m etal 
buckles, building supplies, bu t 
tons, chimes and bells, emblems 
and insignia, eyelets, fasteners, 
galvanizing, household furnish 
ings. Jew elry, novelties and sou­
venirs, ornaments and fittings, 
pewter.' decorative plating, decor­
ative powder refrigerator trays, 
seals and labels, slot, game and 
vending machines, tin-coated pa­
per, tin oxide in cnamelware, and 
white metal.

Ad Lawrence And His 
Rid* For Life

The thrill-a-m inute races which 
appear in ' almost every cowboy 
movie areexciting  affairs, as they 
are m eant to be; but some of the 
real rides for life of American 
history surpass any ever imagin 
ed by a movie writer. Ad Law­
rence, for example, who lived 
near the head waters of the Trin­
ity River a century ago, would 
probably think a modern cowboy 
picture a pretty dull affair; for 
Lawrence experienced the actual 
thing.

It was in the summer of 1832, 
according to his own story of the 
incident, which appears in D.W. 
C. Baker’s “A Texts Scrap-Book” 
in the Texas Collection of the 
University of Texas Library. He 
and three other men were out af­
ter horses.

The four of (hem, some ten 
miles beyond the Trinity, came 
within sight of a herd of about a 
hundred mustangs grazing quiet­

ly in the tall prairie grass. They 
approached cautiously and were 
congratulating themselves on not 
having frightened the horses 
when suddenly a hundred Indians 
leaped up out of the grass, m ount­
ed, and were after • them in a 
screaming pack.
Indian Cunning

‘1 tell you,” Lawrence related, 
“you’ve no idea how much an 
Indian can get out of them mus­
tangs. Instead of being a weight 
to them, they seem to help them 
along.” The Texans realized this 
sadly after three miles or so, 
when the Indians began to pull up 
close behind them.

Lawrence and his friends be­
came even more uneasy about 
thjp time, as the Indians split up 
into two groups, some of them 
disappearing off to one side for no 
apparent reason. But suddenly 
the Texans came to a deep gulley 
which they couldn’t cross, and 
they understood. They could im ­
agine w hat would happen when 
they tried to  circle the gulley and 
found half the Indians at the near 
end waiting for them. But they 
had no choice.

“Just as I came to the head of 
the hollow,” Lawrence went on, 
“the Indians were w ithin about 
one hundred yards, and yelling 
awfully. They thought they had 
us sure. I gave my mare the rein, 
and just touched her w ith my 
spur, and turned the com er with 
about fifty arrows whizzing about 
my ears.” He got around safely, 
and his mare stretched out mag­
nificently for the race to come.
A 15-Foot Plunge.

“Soon as I got headed right 
again." he continued, “I looked 
around to see what had become 
of the others. One look showed 
me. They were all down. About

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Cottonseed Hulls 
Make Good Litter 
For Poultry Houses

Cottonseed hulls make good lit­
te r for brooder and laying houses. 
Brooder house floors should be 
covered 1 to 2 inches in depth 
(one pound of hulls covers one 
square foot one inch deep). Hulls 
can be left on the floor 4 to 6 
weeks, but should be turned daily 
w ith a fork. For laying houses, 
use a layer of hulls 2 to 3 inches 
deep over a thin covering of sand, 
turning the hulls twice weekly. 
Spraying hulls with a solution of 
94 per cent kerosene and 6 per­
cent cresol compound aids sani­
tation, but the hulls should be re­
placed frequently enough to in­
sure proper sanitation. Placed on 
a thin layer of fine sand, cotton­
seed hulls make desirable nesting 
material.

The local F.F.A. youths who 
have hens for egg production for 
projects are using the hulls to aid 
in  sanitation and providing prop­
e r conditions for the hens during 
the w inter months while eggs 
bring the highest prices.

Local FFA Youths 
Find Home Mixed 
Laying Mash Pays

As a result of the sharp in­
crease in the commercial egg pro­
duction mashes, tw enty C laren­
don F.F.A. youths have been feed­
ing home mixed laying mash this 
fall w ith great success from both 
the viewpoint of production and 
economy. The local youths mix 
their feeds in quantity and then 
divide the same among the users.

They feature home grown feeds 
as the chief basis for the fe^d and 
concentrated m ixtures to provide 
the protein supplement. Their 
practical home-mixed laying 
mash consists of 150 pounds of 
either ground corn or wheat and 
150 pounds of ground milo or 
kaffir, a total of 300 pounds of 
home grown grains, mixed w ith 
125 concentrated m ixture made 
up of 20 pounds of finely ground 
alfalfa, 56 pounds of m eat scraps, 
25 pounds of cotton seed meal, 20 
pounds of bone meal or limestone, 
and four pounds of salt. This ra ­
tion contains 5.8 percent cotton­
seed meal. It is recommended 
tha t not over six per cent meal be 
fed if the eggs are to be pu t in 
storage.

The mash is kept before the 
hens at all times in mash feeders. 
In addition, the hens should re­
ceive grain twice daily. The a- 
m ount of grain fed varies from 8 
to 15 pounds per 100 hens per day 
depending on the season. Clean 
water, grit and oyster shell should 
always be available. Alfalfa, Su­
dan grass, rye, or wheat pasture, 
sprouted oats, or other green 
feeds are also desirable at all 
times.

Disease and Parasite Free 
Hens Give Better Returns

Hens tha t were culled, wormed, 
treated  for external parasites, and 
vaccinated for fowl pox this fall 
have produced three times as 
m any eggs as sim ilar flocks not 
treated according to project re­
ports of Clarendon F.F.A. m em ­
bers having hens for egg prcduc 
tion projects. Tire entire treating 
operation cost the m embers ap­
proxim ately three cents per b in t  
and during the months of Octo­
ber, November, and December the 
hens treated  produced an average 
of sixty eggs compared to an av 
erage of tw enty for the hens not 
treated. The hens were fed the 
same home m ixed laying mash 
and grains by chapter members.

The experim ent has m ade be­
lievers out of a ll of the youths 
carrying hen projects and all 
members have recently completed 
vaccinating, worming, culling, 
and treating the ir b ird s for para­
sites.

The Problem of 
The Refugee

(Union Christmas sermon de­
livered by Rev. Frank H. Hutch­
ins, M. A.)

It is said tha t Christmas is par­
ticularly the least of the children. 
In a way, of course, this is true. 
Not only do the children get the 
greatest joy out of the gifts given 
and received at that season, but 
the romance of the Birth of 
Christ, the carols that we sing— 
favorites, all, w ith the children— 
and the festivities, religious and 
secular, are all calculated to 
strike particular joy into their 
hearts.

But the feast particularly dedi­
cated to the children is the Feast 
of the Holy Innocents on Decem­
ber 28, when the infants slain by 
Herod glorified God by their 
deaths. M artyrs in deed, though 
not in will, their feast is com­
memorated usually in violet; but 
when the feast comes on a Sun 
day, or is the patronal festival of 
a parish, it is commemorated in 
red, like the feasts of other 
martyrs. It is in red tha t we com­
memorate it this year.

The massacre of the Innocents 
was the first of the persecutions 
that resulted from the birth of 
Christ, and in this persecution, as 
in the others that followed, the 
blood of the m artyrs was the seed 
of the Church. That children were 
able, even w ithout their knowl­
edge, to testify to the eternal con­

flict between good and evil, on 
the side of the good, has always 
had, for children, a serious relig­
ious appeal, showing them as it 
does that their elders are not the 
only ones whose lives are touched 
by the Christian message. And it 
is true that child as well as adult 
converts in heathen lands have, 
throughout the history of the 
Church, borne witness to the faith 
tha t is in them.

The story of the Holy Inno­
cents has also, however, another 
appeal for children, as well as  to 
us; and that is the appeal of the 
escape of the Holy Fam ily to 
Egypt; the care w ith which St. 
Joseph took the Holy Child and 
His blessed m other away from the 
danger that beset them, and did 
not bring them back until the 
danger had passed. You are all 
fam iliar with the old French pic­
ture of the repose in Egypt, with 
O ur Lord and His m other resting 
between the arm s of the Sphinx, 
and their beast tied at the base 
of that great statue w ith St. 
Joseph keeping watch beside him. 
They were, indeed, refugees, 
leading a refugee life, and giving 
new meaning to the Old Testa­
m ent command: "Love ye there­
fore the stranger, for ye were 
strangers in the land of Egypt."

The Feast of the Holy Inno­
cents is dedicated, not only to the 
children, but also to refugees 
everywhere, the women and 
children and old men who have 
for any reason been forced to 
leave their homes and wander 
about seeking safety. The picture 
of Our Lord and His m other a-

sleep in the protecting arms of 
the Sphinx calls to  mind another 
statue, dear to the hearts of all 
Americans—the statue in New 
York Harbor, inscribed:

“Give me your tired, your poor,
Your huddled masses yearning 

to be free,
The wretched refuse of your 

teeming shore,
Send these, the homeless, tem p­

est-tossed, to me.
I lift my lamp beside the golden 

door.”
America has always been a 

haven for the homeless; a land of 
refuge for the persecuted, the op­
pressed. We have always given 
gladly of our means, and of our 
hospitality, to those who found 
the tyrannies of other lands op­
pressive. The Holy Family, like 
the children of Israel before their 
deliveries by Moses, were refu­
gees in the land of Egypt, and our 
own Nation, in tru ly  Christian 
fashion, has remembered that 
they were, and done all it can, for 
their sake, to m ake the lot of 
other refugees less hard to en­
dure.

In the times that lie ahead of 
us this will be less easy than in 
the days of our neutrality, but it 
will continue in spite of our w ar 
efforts. The Red Cross, in fact, 
will be even more munificently 
supported than before. But our 
main concern as Christians should 
be to have refugees in our minds 
and on our hearts, to pray for 
them, to make them  a real con­
cern of ours, that whereas we are 
now ham pered from doing all that 
we should like to do for them, we 
shall once again, when opportun­
ity offers, be generously disposed 
toward their ca^se.

It should also be our concern to 
spread democracy, and the hos­
pitality that we ourselves have 
shown to the peoples of many 
lands and many creeds, to the 
other parts of the world as well, 
that when this w ar is over, the 
whole world may be a haven to 
the homeless, and refugees shall 
be no more.

While the prim ary objective of 
the Nation is to win the war, the 
Church m ust retain  the ultim ate 
objective of winning the peace. 
The w ar aims of the leaders of the 
two great English-speaking coun­

tries w ill doubtless rem ain as 
they are now; but these aims will 
not be realized unless the people 
continue to wish for their realiza­
tion. It is the Church’s function to 
subdue, in the minds of the men 
and women who comprise it, any 
tendencies tha t may arise to make 
this w ar a w ar of hatred, revenge, 
or self-seeking. It is the ideology 
of the dictatorships tha t we are 
fighting; not the poor unfortun­
ates who have been duped by 
them, and certainly not the men, 
women, and children who have 
been forced from their homes by 
their intolerance.

It must be the function of the 
Church to keep alive in the hearts 
of men the Christmas spirit of 
peace on earth, good will toward 
men; that when the conflict is 
over, the resulting peace shall be 
one in which men may occupy 
their homes in peace, w ithout 
fear of being driven from them by 
racial bigotry, or ideological in­
tolerance. The aim of the Church 
has always been, and m ust con­
tinue to be, the establishm ent of 
the kingdom of God—the creation 
of a world in which the will of 
God for the well-being of all His 
children is the ruling force. And 
while realizing tha t this kingdom 
can never be brought about while 
dictatorships continue to plunge 
the world into war, the Church 
muRt also realize—and do its best 
to carry tha t realization to others 
also—that the m ere vanquishing 
of the present dictatorships will 
not bring it about either, but that 
we must also see to it that the 
democratic ideals expressed in 
the Bill of Rights perm eate the 
world when the w ar is over, that 
no more shall people w ander 
about in droves, driven from their 
homes and not knowing where to 
tu rn  for safety, because some 
government, like Herod of old, 
seeks their lives to destroy them.

The Church has little  to say in 
the present conflict. Islands for 
whose defense the United States 
is responsible have been attack­
ed. and the Nation can only de­
fend them. But when the w ar is 
over, the Church must make its 
voice felt in the establishing of a 
peace that w ill endure.

Melodic Revelry 
On the Way in 
‘Birth of Blues’

If ever a picture showed more 
promise of being hit movie en­
tertainm ent than Param ount’s 
auspiciously-launched saga of in­
digo rhythm, "B irth of the Blues," 
which we’re going to have an op­
portunity to see when it arrives 
Saturday night Prevue at the 
Pastime Theatre, then we don’t 
know of it.

This commentator, for one, is 
floored by the impressive list of 
names in the cast. Each name 
fairly screams its entertainm ent 
power:—Bing Crosby, Mary M ar­
tin, Brian Donlevy, Carolyn Lee, 
Jack Teagarden, the bandleader, 
and Rochester. W hat a lineup for 
laughs and music! Incidentally, 
preview critics and audiences 
don’t mince any words in calling 
the new picture just about the 
best of its kind ever produced. 
Certainly the stuff of which swell 
pictures made is there.

Directed by the m aster director, 
Victor Schertzinger, who was at 
the megaphone on such rousing 
his as “Road to Singapore,’’ “Road 
to Zanzibar” and "Kiss the Boys 
Goodbye,” "Birth of the Blue" is 
a tribute to those trail-blazing 
bandsmen who opened their 
hearts to the blues rhythm s play­
ed by Negroes and worked for 
years to convince the country this 
music ought to be listened to, 
danced to, enjoyed. T hat’s how 
come such songs as “St. Louis 
Blues.” “Memphis Blues,” “St. 
Jam es Infirm ary Blues" and a 
host of others.

That’s not to overlook some 
other old favorites that are jaz­
zed up in “Birth of the Blues,” 
songs the old-timers liked to sing 
in a mellow sort of way. Those 
songs now come out of a blast 
furnace whipped up by saxes, 
trm pets and trombones as Dixie­
land jazz. And don’t forget this 
music is handled in the picture by 
masters.

“Birth of the Blues” is avowed­
ly a celluloid monument to the 
great pioneer bandsmen who 
brought the entire nation’s a tten ­
tion to the new syncopated rhy­
thms loved by the Negroes, but 
looked down upon by marry white 
folks as disreputable. People just 
found it hard to adm it in those 
days they had feet that liked to 
hop a little faster than to a waltz, 
but when they did get around to 
adm itting it, it was awfully fast.

Bing Crosby, in "B irth of the 
Blues,” is one of the venturesome 
bandleaders who assembles the 
best talent he could find to play 
the spirited Dixieland jive. He 
plays the clarinet, Brian Donlevy 
the trum pet, and Jack Teagarden 
of course performs on that m irac­
ulous trombone of his. P retty  
Mary M artin is the boys’ musical 
helpmate, and where a better one 
can be found, we just don’t know.

“Birth of the Blues” sounds 
like a w inner to us, a veritable 
jackpot of entertainm ent.

New Air Mail 
Rates To Boys 
In Armed Forces

In an order dated Dec. 23, 1941, 
Postm aster General Frank C. 
Walker provided a change in the 
postage rates on all mail sent by 
airplane to and from the person­
nel of our armed forces stationed 
outside the continental United 
States. The new rate is six cents 
per half-ounce. Before this change 
went into effect, the rate of post­
age on an air mail letter to the 
Philippine Islands was fifty cents 
per half-ounce; therefore, it is 
readily seen that a great saving 
in postage will be made by p er­
sons corresponding with the arm ­
ed forces on the m ilitary bases lo­
cated outside the continental 
United States. This new rate of 
postage will enable the home 
folks to contact the arm y and 
navy boys in the quickest way 
possible w ith a 'm inim um  of ex ­
pense.

The new rate applies only to 
air mail sent to and by the per­
sonnel of the armed forces. I t 
does not apply to the mail of 
civilians stationed a t these points 
outside the continental United 
States. In order, therefore, tha t 
mail sent to and from the. person­
nel of the armed forces may be 
recognized as entitled to the new 
rate, it m ust show in the address 
or in the return  card, as the case 
may be, the rank of the individual 
mem ber of the arm ed forces re­
ceiving or sending such m atter 
and the m ilitary or naval un it to 
which he is assigned.

CIGARET PRICE CEILING SET
Maximum prices for all cigarets 

have been fixed at the levels 
which prevailed on December 26, 
1941. ’ra e  ceiling was imposed by 
Price A dm inistrator Leon H en­
derson after one m anufacturer 
had refused to w ithdraw  a price 
increase. The action was consider 
ed necessary to forestall a general 
advance in costs to consumers, 
pending a complete study of m an­
ufacturing costs and related fac­
tors.

List of Vehicles W hich May 
Be Equipped W ith New 
Rubber Tires, Casings.
Or Tubes

No certificate shall be issued 
unless the applicant for the cer­
tificate certifies that the tire, cas­
ing, or tube for which application 
is made is to be mounted:

(a) On a vehicle which is oper­
ated by a physician, surgeon, 
visiting nurse, or a veterinary, 
and which is used principally for 
professional services.

(b) On an ambulance.
(c) On a vehicle used exclusive­

ly for one or more of the follow­
ing purposes :

1. To m aintain fire-fighting 
services;

2. To m aintain necessary public 
police services;

3. To enforce such laws as re ­
late specifically to the protection 
of public health and safety;

4. To maintain garbage disposal 
and other sanitation services;

5. To maintain mail services.
(d) On a vehicle, w ith a capac­

ity of 10 or more passengers op­
erated exclusively for one or 
more of the following purposes:

1. Transportation of passengers 
as part of the services rendered to 
the public by a regular transpor­
tation system;

2. Transportation of students 
and teachers to and from school;

3. Transportation of employees 
to or from any industrial or min­
ing establishment or construction 
project, except when public trans­
portation facilities are readily 
available.

(e) On a trufck operated exclu­
sively for one or more of the pur­
poses stated in the preceding sec­
tions or for one or more of the 
following purposes:

1. Transportation of ice, and of 
fuel;

2. Transportation of material 
and equipment for the building 
and maintenance of public roads.

STOVE PRICE CEILING SET
A new schedule setting m axi­

mum m anufacturers’ prices for 
domestic cooking and heating
stoves has been announced by  
OPA authorities in W ashington. 
The ceiling, not to exceed 112 per 
cent of the lowest price quoted by 
the m anufacturer during the p er­
iod from January  15 to June  1, 
1941, is applicable to “regular 
line” and “private brand” stoves 
alike.

According to OPA officials, th a t 
arrangem ent sets the price ceiling 
at about 2 per cent above the 
mid-October price levels on a 
weighted average basis. The ac­
tion directly concerns prices only 
at the m anufacturers’ level, bu t 
the office is prepared to check 
further advances by wholesalers, 
jobbers or retail outlets. Produc­
tion practices will be carefully 
watched to insure an equitable 
supply, of stoves in all price rang* 
cl

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TIRE RATIONING STRESSES 
NEED FOR LISTING ALL 
SERIAL NUMBERS

Luncning on American Bacon

Since tire rationing will be 
more incentive to tire thieves 
than the depression a few years. 
Sheriff Guy Wright issues timely 
suggestions to tire owners this 
week.

It will be recalled that tire theft 
epidemics struck Clarendon and 
Donley county citizens often back 
in the dark financial days, he 
says. Stealing tires is not a new 
thing, the Sheriff states, and that 
we might as well get ready. In 
this connection Wright suggests 
an effective m anner in which to 
cooperate with the law enforce­
ment officers including the two 
highway patrolmen assigned to 
this county last week.

Serial numbers aren’t new, 
either. They’ve been on tires ever 
since the first ones were made.

W hat’s new, then, isn’t the tire 
thieves or serial numbers, but the 
tire rationing system that has 
been put into effect over the na­
tion. And anybody who’s tried to 
buy new tires lately knows that 
Uncle Sam means there aren’t go­
ing to be any—now or in the im­
mediate fu ture—for the ordinary 
run of civilian motorists. It’s re­
treaded or second-hand tires, or 
none.

Reason for Emphasis
T hat’s why Wright and the rest 

of the force are emphasizing those 
serial numbers at the present 
time.

"We aren’t going to be able to 
stop all of the tire thieving that ! 
can bo expected as a result of the i 
tin- rationing system," Wright 
declares.

"The best we can do is to keep 
trying to prevent as much of it as 
possible, and to ask for the co­
operation of car owners in hold­
ing the loss to a minimum,” he 
added.

Here is where that serial num ­
ber enters the picture.

I t’s the only method of positive­
ly identifying a tire. Consequent­
ly, if a tire is stolen, in most 
cases the owner wouldn't have a 
ghost of a chance to get it back 
unless police were supplied with 
the serial number.

Yet W right is convinced, from 
his long experience, that 980 out 
of every 1,000 car owners don’t 
know the serial num ber of any of 
their tires.

The num ber might not be read­
ily available, either, after the tire 
has been stolen. Stores here three 
years ago discontinued the prac­
tice of keeping records of the se­
rial numbers of tires sold each 
customer. Unless the tires were 
bought on extended term  credit, 
in which case mortgage papers 
would hear the numbers of the 
tires, there would be no source to 
check to get the numbers.

Serial numbers of tires ought to 
be perm anently recorded as they 
are of as vital importance as the 
license number, W right said, and 
the file should show by number 
the position of each tire on the 
car.

Can Enlist Aid
Car owners can do the job 

themselves, or have their service 
station attendant help them, he 
suggested.

Because the modern tire thief 
works fast, he usually takes the 
wheel the tire is mounted on, 
Wright pointed out. A wheel can 
be taken off quicker than the tire 
can be stripped off the rim.

For that reason, owners could 
be assured of means of identify­
ing their recovered stolen wheels 
if they would put some peculiar 
identifying mark on each wheel.

Car owners were cautioned to 
put their vehicles in garages over­
night, and to lock them when 
leaving them on the street. Un­
locked cars can be rolled from a 
lighted street to a dark one and 
stripped in a few minutes, he 
warned.

Washington, Jan. 5.—Officials 
estim ated that 1.300,000 men 
would be made immediately a- 
vailable for the arm ed services 
by the Feb. 16 registration of 
those aged 20 to 44. inclusive, 
who are not already on selective 
service rolls.

President Roosevelt’s procla­
mation setting the m id-February 
date for listing of unregistered 
men subject to combat duty un­
der the new selective service law 
will affect about 9.000,000 men.

Officials said it was expected 
that this group would include the 
following Class 1-A men, avail­
able for immediate call to duty:

20-year olds, 600,000; 21-year 
olds (who have reached that age 
since the last registration). 300,- 
000; 36-to-44 year olds, 400.000.

Army expansion plans are mili­
tary secrets since the start of the 
war. However, the last official 
word was that some 915,000 men 
in the presently registered 21-35 
group would be called before the 
army dipped into the new regis­
trants

With over 1.800.000 men a l­
ready in the army, the new regis­
tration will place the nation in 
position to put over 4,000.000 men 
under arm s w ithout calling any 
classes under 1-A and leaving out 
of account any men under 20 who 
may be accepted as volunteers.

The new selective service act 
provides for registration of all 
citizens and most aliens aged 18 
to 64, inclusive, although only 
those aged 20 to 44, inclusive, are 
subject to combat duty.

Mr. Roosevelt’s proclamation 
made no mention of those outside 
the 20-44 group. There were un­
official reports, however, that two 
additional dates would be set— 
one for registration of 18 and 19 
years old, and the other for the 
45-64 group.

In the technical language of the 
proclamation, the Feb. 16 regis­
tration order applies to men born 
on or after Feb. 17, 1897, and on 
or before Dec. 31, 1921. The exist­
ing machinery will be used.

Selective service headquarters

is preparing a new questionnaire 1 
which will develop more inform a­
tion on skills than does that used ; 
hertofore. The purpose is to learn 
what special abilities the regis­
trants have with an eye to use in 
w ar industries or home defense of 
some who are not inducted in to , 
the armed services.

Texas Pension 
Checks Ready

AUSTIN, Jan. 6.—Addition of 
new recipients to the state’s old 
age pension rolls slowed some­
what in December but January  
checks averaging $19.23, an in­
crease of 13 cents over last month, 
will be mailed out shortly, pen­
sion officials said today.

The newly-inaugurated aid to 
dependent children expenditures 
doubled while aid to adult needy 
blind rolls increased but slightly.

Department of public welfare 
officials reported January  pension 
checks, totalling $3,152,002, would 
be sent 163,910, the largest num ­
ber yet and 2,608 higher than 
those of December. Last m onth’s 
gain over November was 3,457.

Twenty-seven hundred and 
twenty-nine families w ith 5,753 
children will receive checks aver­
aging $20.71. S tatutes lim it grants 
to families with one child to $16 
and families with more than one 
to $24. The total January  cost will 
be $56,520 while last month 1,368 
families w ith 2,876 children re­
ceived $28,328.

The aid to the blind program 
showed the least change, increas­
ing 368 recipients to a total of 
2,186 with grants averaging
