Getting food poisoning is a 
sure way of turning a fun 
excursion into a nightmare. 
When planning spring outings, 
the Texas Medical Association 
urges you to observe adequate 
caution in preparing and hand­
ling food.

Bacteria are the prime cul­
prits in food poisoning. Present 
throughout nature, bacteria are 
usually harmless. For growth 
and repoduction. they require a 
food source, moisture, and 
temperatures between 45 and 
115 degrees F.

Salmonella is one bacterial 
organism which can produce 
illness. Most frequently found 
on.raw animal products such as 
meat, poultry and eggs, this 
bacteria can be transmitted 
from one food to another For 
example, if the knife used to cut 
contaminated raw meat or 
poultry is not washed before 
being used to peel potatoes or 
dice onions, all of the foot items 
can be contaminated. The 
bacterial growth is accelerated if 
food is then left at room 
temperature or cooled very 
slowly. The results can be 
diarrhea, abdominal cramps, 
vomiting and fever.

These pointers w ill reduce the 
chances of salmonella poison­
ing: I) Before preparing other 
foods, use hot. soaps water to 
wash hand and utensils which 
have been in contact with raw 
meats, Doultrv and eggs; 2) 
Thaw meats and poultry in the 
refrigerator rather than at room 
temperature. If pressed for 
time, use cool running water: 3) 
Wait to stuff poultry until 
immediately prior to cooking. 

'Use a meat thermometer to 
avoid undercookine 4) Im ­
mediately refrigerate leftovers 
and heat them thorough]; 
before eating.

Another common bacterial 
menace is Staphvlococcus. often 
.ailed "staph." Staph organ­
isms are commonly found on the 
hair and skin, in the nose and 
throast. and in skin infections. 
Staph bacteria produce a toxin 
which cannot be destroyed by 
cooking. Certain foods such as 
gravies, dressing, meat, eggs

and poultry are most prone to 
contamination.

There are ways to prevent 
staph contamination. Avoid 
keeping susceptible foods at 
room temperatures or at warm 
holding temperatures. Never 
use the hands to mix foods Be 
cautions to keep the hands away 
from the mouth, nose and hair, 
and cover all coughs and 
sneezes. Don't prepare food if 
suffering from a skin infection 
or infectious disease.

Botulism, the most serious 
form of food poisoning, is often 
fatal. The majority of cases 
occur from improperly pro­
c e s s e d . ho m e-can n ed  
vegetables. In the absence of 
oxygen and acid, botulism 
spores form a deadly toxin 
Symptoms of poisoning include 
double vision, inability to swal­
low, and speech and breathing 
difficulties.

The likelihood of botulism 
poisoning can be greatly reduc­
ed bv following these rules: 1) 
Only use the pres-sure canner 
method of canning vegetables, 
meats and poultry. The high 
temperature required to kill 
botulism spores is not possible 
b\ other home-canning meth­
ods. Pickled vegetables and 
fruits are often sufficintly acidic 
to prevent bacterial growth and 
mav be canned with boiling 
water. To be certain, obtain 
canning instructions for all 
foods from the United Statev 
Department of^griculturc and 
make sure your equipment is 
working properly: 2l Throw 
away any foods which have an 
" o f f "  odor. But sometimes 
poisoned foods do not smell 
bad; 3) Never taste food that is 
suspect. When in doubt, throw 
it away: 4) Throw away food 
from cans that leak or bulge Be 
sure to dispose of such fix»dv in 
a way which will protect other 
people and pets from its 
accidental use.

Lettuce should be kept in 
an -sc i.lijjlc l pi aUir  bag 
whenever possible to stop 
the oxidation process, which 
turns the vegetable brown.

Tick population incroasos 
with warm woathor
Tick populations increase 

dramatically with warmer weat­
her. causing inconvenience and 
health hazards for homeowners 
and pets.

Ticks are biting bloodsui king 
parasites, and their bites may 
become inflamed and infected 
due to toxic secretions, points 
out Dr. Clitt Hoels,her u l 
Stephens die area entomologist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. Tick paraly­
sis. tularemia and Rinks Moun­
tain Spotted Fever mas be 
transmitted through ink bites.

According to the entomolog­
ist, brown dog ticks and 
American dog ticks are the most 
common in Texas home land­
scapes. Brown dog ticks arc 
reddish-brown while American 
dog ticks are yellowish-brown
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One of the cotton grower's 
worst fears may be coming true. 
Cotton bollworms and tobacco 
budworms. which destroy about 
a billion dollars worth of the 
nation's crop annually, are 
getting tougher to control each 
crop season.

A possible solution is a tiny 
parasitic Kasp A wasp no biggr 
than the period at the end of this 
sentence.

The generic name for these 
tiny wasps is Trichogramma, 
and they arc a natural parasite 
of hollworm and budworm eggs. 
A mass-production facility, ope­
rated at the USDA- SLA Cotton 
Insects Research Lab in College 
Station. Tex., by Richard Mor­
rison, hatches and rears these

of water. Apply one gallon of 
spray per 1.000 square feet, 
Carbarsl gives the best residual 
control. When spraying, pas 
particular attention tor road­
sides. animal trails and paths.

Most species of ticks can't 
survive in cleared areas where 
they are exposed to excessive 
silnlighf and predators, points 
out the entomologist. Keeping 
areas clear of debris is impor­
tant in tick control.

Hikers and campers may want 
to use repellent materials on 
Iheir jacket cuffs or the bottoms 
of iheir trousers. Also. Hoel- 
scher recommends tucking 
trousers into the tops of vx  ks or 
boots. Sleeves buttoned tight 
will also aid in protection.

rhe entomologist advises pet 
owner to examine their animals 
frequently. Light infestations

can he controlled by rubbing 
carbarsl dust into the pet's hair

the skin, remove it with a slow, 
steads pull.

The wav Trirhngramnui works
to combat bollworms and bud- 
worms can be effective, and 
does not tpresent some of the 
problems that are sometimes 
assoicated with broad spectrum 
insecticides The wasps are 
usally flown on a field by 
airplane The Trlrhogramma 
then find ihc fiudworm or 
hollworm eggs on a cotton plant 
and sting the eggs to kill them 
They bore a hole in each egg 
and lay their own egg inside 
When the Trlrhogramma egg

the hudworm or bollworm egg 
and then emerges as an adult, 
ready to find more eggs By 
releasing large number o f

An estimated 80% of the 
spouse abuse cases in Tesas go 
unreported--primarily due to 
fear of reprisal.

This was one of the findings 
of a study conducted by the 
CtMninal Justice Center at Sam 
Houston State University.

Dr. Raymond H .T . Teske Jr., 
Director of the Survey Research 
Program, said his conservative 
estimate is that 483.000 women 
and 88.000 men in Texas have 
been abused at some time by a 
spouse.

His figures indicate that 
208.000 women may have 
experienced abuse within the 
past 18 months, with 97,500 of 
that number being sujected to 
"serious" physical abuse. The 
18 month estimates for men is 
37.000. with 17.000 cases con­
sidered "s e r iou s '1 physical 
abuse.

Tcske s estimates are derived 
from a random survey of 1.500 
Texans conducted by research 
assistant James S. Stachura. 
under Teske's direction. A total 
of 682 persons from 138 counties 
returned completed question­
naires.

The study was unusual in that 
prior studies involved only those 

--who reported the abuse to some 
social service agency. Prior

studies were also limited in their 
concentrationon abuse directed 
against women.

6ome 26.9% ol the victims 
also checked "other." listing 
abuses such as verbal or mental 
harrassment. choking, threats 
with knife or acid, scratching or 
pulling hair, biting, kept from 
sleeping, and extramarital 
affairs.

Teske said that a significant 
indication of the problems *of 
identifying and combatting 
spouse abuse was that only 20% 
of the victims indicated that 
they had called the police for 
help.

"Many of those who did not 
call the police made it clear 
through their written comments 
that they thought that reporting 
the abuse would only have 
caused more violence by upsett­
ing the spouse." said Teske.

While not wanting to involve 
police in most cases, over 
two-thirds of the victims did try 
to fight back or defend them­
selves. Many of those who did 
not also said they thought it 
would have only made matters 
worse.

Another significant area of 
questioning concerned cause of 
abuse with victims allowed to 
list any cause which came to 
mind. Drinking or alcoholism 
was listed by 30.1% of the 
victims. Others included 
depression, lack of self esteem, 
instability, emotional problems 
(10.8%); temper! 10.8%);
jealousy (9.7%); and financial 
problems, stress, and work 
problems (each i.5% ).

Another question asked more

directly about alcohol, and 
bl.3% of the victims said that 
attacks took place either occa­
sionally. usually, or all the time 
when a spouse was drinking. 
One of every four victims said 
"all the time.”

" I t  is clear that victims 
perceive alcohol as a major 
factor in their situations along 
with other variab les." said 
Teske. "Alcohol may then be a 
spark which sets off the abuse."

Another section of the ques-

of the victims did not know 
whether there had been physical 
abuse between their spouse's 
parents, but 31.3% said they 
knew o f such abuse taking 
place.

Almost three of every five 
victims (59.1%) said they had 
been physically disciplined by 
parents, and over two of every 
five (41.9%) said their abusing 
spouse had been ao disciplined.

Most Ttxas 
•zctifl 55mph 
limit
Research conducted for the 

Texas Office of Traffic Safety 
shows thai. despite the fact the 
9 8  9  percent of all surveyed 
drivers know that the speed 
limit is 55 mph. 78 percent of 
the Texas drivers surveyed 
violated that speed limit in the 
course ol their normal driving 
habits.

The study, based on inter­
views with 4,000 Texas drivers, 
w as designed to elicit drivers 
attitudes toward the speed limit.

According to the study, only 
17 percent of the dirvers 
surveved.define "speeding”  as 
'"anything over 55 mph.”  How­
ever. 37 percent defined speed­
ing as anything over 60 mph.

Must of she drivers surveyed 
believe they can drive 57.7 mph 
without getting a ticket. With 
male drivers, the average went 
up to 58.3 mph.

fhe most comfortable speed, 
on the average is considered 
to be 62 mph. However, the 
■■safest”  speed is perceived by 
Texas drivers to average 59.3 
mph What are some ot tnc 
perceptions on which these 
attitudes arc based?

The 55 mph speed limit is 
supported philosophically by 
most drisers. There arc some 
who believe that the la* may 
not be permanent, but more 
than half of the drivers surveyed 
do believe that 55 is "here to 
say.”  The majority believe that 
the 55 mph speed limit: saves 
energy, reduces accidents, is 
safer, and is mandatory to 
receive federal funding. "Ten 
mph can make a big difference 
in a wreck.”  said a truck driver 
The majority (52 percent) also 
do not think the law should be 
changed.

West Texas Utilities Co. 
Thursday announced the pur­
chase of a site eight miles 
southeast of Vernon for con­
struction of a new coal-ftred 
electric generating plant.

The plant will be built on a 
1920-acre tract purchased from 
the W. T. Waggoner Estate. 
Center of the site is about three 
miles southwest of Oklaunion 
and the same distance from the 
Fort Worth and Denver Rail­
way.

The land purchase agreement 
was signed Thursday. April 12 
at the Waggoner Building in 
Vernon by Jerry J. Johnson. 
WTU vice president and direc­
tor of administrative services, 
and by Killcn Moore. trustee*of 
the W. T. Waggoner Estate. 
Other WTU representatives 
present were Walter Meller, 
manager o f Systems Opera­
tions. J. B Jordan, Jr., chief 
right-of-way agent: and 
Shcrwvn McNair, director of 
Information Services, all from 
Abilene; and Sam Russell, the 
Company's local manager in 
Vernon.

Meller whose responsibilities 
include general supervision of 
all WTU power plants, said the 
site near Oklaunion was chosen 
after an exhaustive study of 
possible locations by Tippett 
and. Gee. an Abilene consulting 
engineering firm.

"W e arc extremely pleased 
that our plans appear to meet 
the approval of civic leaders of 
Vernon and Wilbarger County, 
as well as the Waggoner Ranch 
people." Meller said. "Every­
one we have dealt with has been 
most cooperative."

First indication that a power 
plant would be contructed 
somewhere in the Lake Kemp- 
Lakc Diversion area came in 
December. 1976. when it was 
announced that WTU had 
contracted for water rights from 
the lake system. The contract 
with the City of Wichita FAIIs 
and the Wichita County Water 
Improvement District Number 
Two provides for WTU to use up 
to 20.(MX) acre feet of water per 
year for power generation. A 
permit also has been granted by 
the State Water Rights Com-

Vernon is in the Company * 
Panhandle District, which is 
headquarted in Childress, with 
A. D. Green as district 
manager.
the new power plant will be 

operated by W TU. but is 
presently being considered as a 
joint project to be shared by 
other companies in the Central 
and South West System. 
Engineering design and con­
struction of the new plant will be 
managed by CSW.

Central and South West Corp. 
is a utility holding company with 
headquarters in Dallas. Its 
operating companies are Public 
Service Co. of Oklahoma. Tulsa; 
Southwestern Electric Power 
Co.. Shreveport; Central Power 
and Light Co.. Corpus Christi; 
and WTU.

No date has been set for 
actual beginning of construct­
ion. but Meller said prelimin­
ary environmental impact 
studies will start immediately.

Present plans call for an 
ultimate generating capability 
of about 2 million kilowatts. 
This would make it one of the 
largest power plants in the 
state, and by far the largest in 
WTU territory.

The plant will consist of three 
generating units, to be built 
successively, which means that 
construction -work at the site 
possibly will be under way for 
about 15 years. Total cost is 
expected to exceed $1 billion.
_ The first of the generating 

units is expected to be in 
commercial operationbv 1987.

The construction work force is 
expected to include about 300 
persons in the early stages and 
increase to around 1,000 prior to 
completion of the first unit. The 
permanent plant operatingstaff 
will consist of from 100-125 
WTU employees, many of whom 
will begin arriving before the 
first unit is completed.

The decision to turn to coal for 
future generation was made 
after the Railroad Commission 
of Texas ruled, that natural gas 
could not be used as boiler fuel 
in new plants, and that the use 
of gas in existing plants must be 
reduced beginning in 1981.

WTU's plans call for use of 
low sulpher western coal. The
