Fish Pond 
Management at CC 
Sept 13 

Almost everyone enjoys a 
good pond. It will supply 
fishing, recreation, and water 
for livestock. 	If properly 
planned and constructed, a 
pond can provide hours of 
recreation with a minimal 
amount of maintenance. 

When constructing a pond, 
side slopes should be steep 
enough to eliminate weeds that 
grow in shallow water. Once a 
pond is constructed, chemical 
weed control and fertilization 
can be used to keep the pond 
clear of weeds. 

In stocking a pond, care 
should be taken to remove any 
existing fish. Rotenone can be 
used to eliminate unwanted 
fish. Fish should be stocked on 
a per surface acre basis. Catfish 
alone can be stocked at 200 per 

Due to a confirmed case of 
rabies in a domestic animal (a 
pet dog), the City Aldermen of 
Clarendon under the direction of 
the State Health Department 
sees the immediate need of the 
enforcement of our current dog 
ordinance. 

Beginning Tuesday, Septem-
ber 18, an all-out effort will 
begin to keep animals from 
roaming at-large. Dogs or cats 
found at-large that have tags 
(both rabies and city license) 
will be impounded for a period 
of five days. At the end of the 
five day period if the dog is not 
claimed, it will be disposed of. 
An owner who wishes to claim 
his pet may do so by having the 
dog vaccinated and licensed by 
the City, and by paying an 
impound fee of $2.00 and a 
board fee of $1.00 per day. 

Any stray animals found 
at-large in the City of Clarendon 
that do not have tags will be 
picked up and impounded for 
three days. After this period, if 
the dog is not claimed it will be 
disposed of. 

Violation of this ordinance 
will result in a fine of up to 
$200.00. 

Any person who has a pet, 
either dog or cat, that has not 
been vaccinated should have 
this done immediately. To 
facilitate this, the City of 
Clarendon will sponsor a vac-
cination clinic on Monday, 
September 17, from 2 to 5 p.m.

minnows. When Bass are to be 
stocked with Catfish and Sun-
fish, stocking should be done in 
the fall to prevent fingerlings 
from being eaten by the Bass. 

In Donley County most ponds 
are small, making them ideal for 
stocking Catfish. Catfish can be 
stocked in larger quantities with 
supplemental feeding. A 1/2  
acre pond .stocked with 200 
fingerlings can produce 200 lbs. 
of fish in a single growing 
season, with daily feeding. 

Raising fish is like any other 
feedlot, it takes proper manage-
ment to be successful. Gary 
Valentine a state biologist for 
the SCS will be at Clarendon 
College, Thursday, Sept. 13th at 
8:00 p.m. Room 102. to talk 
about fish pond management.

provisions of tax bill #621 and of 
the options open to the tax 
offices. The group met in the 
Clarendon College Cafeteria. 

Jeff Walker, superintendent 
of Clarendon Independent 
School District acted as moder-
ator and briefly went over some 
of the steps needed to begin 
compliance with the new tax 
law. 

Two years have been granted 
Texas taxing agencies for their 
full transfer from the &Millar 
tax system to total compliance 
with tax bill #621. In January 
1980 the new State Property Tax 
Board will replace the board 
which previously had jurisdic-
tion over the school taxes, and 
will regulate all tax entities. 

Under the new system a five' 
man board of local persons 
working with an assessor, who 
will be the only salaried 
member, will serve the taxing 
intities of the county. These 
members will serve f'n two year 
terms. 	 -.41  hr. 

Values for property will be 
calculated by an agriculture 
usage formula divised by the 
state. Dwellings will be valued 
according to guidelines also set 
forth in the new bill. City values 
will be valued on 100% of 
valuation when the transition of 
the new system is complete. 

Values will be the same for all 
taxing offices--that is c. 'Huy, 
school and city--for the taxpay-
er. In the past the valuation for 
the county was probably lower 
than your valuation for the 
school. They will all value the 
same property for the same 
amount. 

Homestead exemptions may 
need explaining. The School 
ONLY may exempt a homestead 
for $5,000 of its valuation IF the 
exemption is applied for. For 
those 65 or older and for those 
who arc disabled (disabled must 
be accepted by social security) 
there is an additional exemption 
of $10,000 for a total of $15,000. 
It MUST be applied for EACH 
YEAR to be received. These 
exemptions are for the school 
only. 

The other taxing intity which 
allows a homestead exemption 
is the county and the exemption 
is on $3,000 of the homestead 
value. 

On January 1, 1981 the 
assessment will go to 100%.

The meaning, regardless 
whether the King James Ver-
sion or another is used depends 
directly upon how the phrase is 
connected to its context. 

Other discussions about the 
same passage have arisen as an 
observation that some part of 
Scripture is to be preferred over 
another, in other words, the 
New Testament over the Old 
Testament. Such opinions arise 
from just exactly what the 
passage was written to counter. 

The meaning of this passage 
begins as Paul in verse 14 
instructs Timothy to "put them 
in remembrance and charge 
them...that they strive not about 
words to no profit." Verse 16 
brackets this with "shun pro-
fane and vain babblings..." 

In the original context of 

i

Paul's language, there seems to 
be a suggestion arising out of 
his trade — that of tentmaker. 
Such language for those who 
knew him this is completely in 
character. Notice in II Timothy 
1:13, "Hold fast the form of 
sound words..." and then the 
"rightly dividing" of 2:15. The 
clearer sentence of our language 
would say in 1:13, "hold to the 
pattern" as if we were using a 
master to trace from, connecting 
it with the language of 2:15 to 
"cut without deviation"

which Paul sent to this young 
evangelist are founded upon a 
background fabric of men's 
doctrines as they tried to make 
inroads into the fellowship of

Another Bible vese which says, 
"For, there is no respect of 
persons with God" clears up 
what is meant by respect of 
persons. God does not show 
favoritism in salvation. He does 
not love one race of people more 
than He does another. 

1 visited a church recently 
where the pastor baptized 
eleven people during the ser-
vice. The unusual thing about it 
was that all the eleven were 
Mexican and Vietnamese, and 
they hardly knew any English at 
all. That Anglo church is no 
respecter of persons in its 
ministry to the city. 

Hostility between races actu-
ally has its roots in prejudice. 
Often this is a matter of 
language and culture barriers. 
Also we have a tendency to 
lump people into groups. But 
once we are better acquainted 
and become friends we lose the 
prejudice toward them. The 
Bible commands us to root out 
of our minds such an attitude. 
There is a good reason for the 
command since to continue this 
is crippling to the one harboring 
it and demeaning to the person 
receiving it. 

Respect of persons also grows 

out of status symbols. A certain 
area of town has more status 
than another. One profession is 
white collar and another is blue 
collar. We judge people by 
these standards, but they are 
unfair. They have nothing to do 
with character. No wonder the 
Bible forbids such attitudes. 
None of us is too much at best. 
Job said, "Naked came I out of 
my mother's womb and naked 
shall I return thither." Some 
friends once inquired at a rich 
man's funeral, "How much did 
He leave?" Came the reply, 
"Everything." The answer is 
sobering, but true for each one 
of us.

With hospital costs soaring, 
administrators are constantly 
looking for new ways to make 
their hospitals more efficient 
and less costly to operate. 

One of the newer tools hospi-
tals are using to cut unneces-
sary costs is a system for 
measuring x-ray equipment 
performance called a pre-
exposure computer. Developed 
by Machlett Laboratories of 
Stamford, Conn., the computer 
measures the precise amount of 
x-ray exposure necessary for a 
given procedure and powers the 
x-ray tube for only that very 
brief amount of time. 

With x-rays, speed is impor-
tant since the tube is often 
operated at extremely high 
power. The resulting heat can 
burn out the tube in a very short 
time costing the hospital 
thousands of dollars for each 
replacement.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT 

(H.J.R. 108) 
House Joint Resolution 

108 proposes an amend-
ment to the Texas Consti-
tution relating to the ap-
pointment and terms of 
notaries public. The pro-
posed amendment would: 

—Require the Secretary 
of State to appoint a 
convenient number of 
Notaries Public for 
the state; and 

—Authorize terms of of-
fice of Notaries Public 
of not less than two 
years nor more than 
four years. 

A temporary provision 
of the proposed constitu-
tional amendment provides 
that the amendment would 
take effect January 1, 
1980; that each person 
who was appointed a

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PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT 

(S.J.R. 13) 

Senate Joint Resolution 
13 proposes an amendment 
to the Texas Constitution 
authorizing the Legisla-
ture to provide for the 
guarantee of loans used to 
purchase farm and ranch 
real estate for qualified 
borrowers. The proposed 
amendment would allow 
the Legislature to provide 
for, issue, and sell general 
obligation bonds called 
"Farm and Ranch Loan 
Security Bonds" of the 
State of Texas not to ex-
ceed 10 million dollars. All 
money received from the 
sale of such bonds would 
be deposited in a separate 
fund with the State Treas-
urer and administered by 
the commissioner of agri-
culture without further 
appropriations. 	These 
funds would be used to 
guarantee loans for the 
purchase of farm and 
ranch real estate. The com-
missioner of agriculture 
would use these funds, un-
der provisions to be pre-
scribed by the Legislature 
for the purpose of guaran-
teeing loans used for the 
purchase of farm and 
ranch real estate, to ac-
quire real estate mort-
gages or deeds of trust on 
lands purchased with 
guaranteed loans. These 
funds would also be used 
to advance to the borrower 
a percentage of the prin-
cipal and interest due. The 
Legislature may also au-
thorize the commissioner 
of agriculture to sell at 
foreclosure any land ac-
quired in the manner au-
thorized by this amend-
ment. The commissioner of 
agriculture would be re-
quired to charge at least 6 
percent interest on such 
loans.

"The Home Eye Test" is a 

simple-do-it yourself way for 
parents to check the vision of 
their preschoolers at home. It 
has proven a reliable indicator 
of vision problems," said 
Wright. "If the child fails the 
test, we advise the parents to 
then take the child for a 
professional eye examination." 

"Similarly, the trained 
screeners also notify parents 
whose children fail their vision 
tests that these children need a 
professional examination. The 
screeners, moreover, follow up 
for at least six months to make 
sure the child gets that examin-
ation."

Strangest of all, one shaft was 
left open which started near the 
Pharoah's tomb and climbed 
upward at an angle of 31 
degrees, pointing directly at the 
star Thuben, the north star at 
that time. 

Long, very narrow temples 
were built enabling Egyptian 
priests to observe the star 
Sirius, which they call Isis. 
From the priests' observations 
they were able to predict to the 
day the annual flooding of the 
Nile valley.

It's all part of VA's careful 
effort to make sure that veterans 
and survivors applying to con-
vert their pensions from the 
"old" plan to the new "im-
proved" program don't lose 
money in the process. 

That may sound like a 
contradiction in terms, but

applications it's received to 
convert to the new plan. 

"We take a careful look at 
each application and if the 
veteran or survivor stands to 
lose money, now or in the near 
future, by switching over, we 
send it back and ask him to 
reconsider the whole thing," 
Cleland said. 

"The point is, we don't want 
anyone to make a change that's 
going to be costly to him." 

For those pensioners who 
would benefit financially by 
converting to the improved 
plan, Cleland urged them to 
make their decision before 
October 1, if they want the new, 
higher pension rates to be 
retroactive to January 1, 1979. 

"They can make the switch at 
any time," he said, "but the 
retroactivity feature ends on 
October 1." 

VA pensions are based on 
income and go to eligible 
wartime veterans who are 
permanently and totally disci-
Wel from causes not traceable 
to their service, and who are in 
financial need. 

Pensions are also paid to 
certain needy survivors of 
wartime veterans. 

Cleland urged veterans or 
survivors who have questions 
about the differences between 
the new and old pension 
programs, and which would be 
best for them, to contact the 
nearest VA regional office. 

Assistance in deciding 
whether to change to the new 
pension plan is also available 
from representatives of local 
veterans service organizations, 
and veterans county service 
officers.
