Progress announced on jail

Donley County residents have
come several steps nearer to
having a county jail with recent
developments.

At the regular session of the
Donley County Commissioners
Court held on Monday, March
10, 1980 a motion was made by
William Chamberlain to author-
ize Donley County Judge W.R.
Christal to sign Phase Il of the
jail contract submitted by Cor-
rection Consultant Associates.
The motion was seconded by
Claude Moore and there were
no dissenting votes.

This contract concerns the
blueprints and specifications for
th new jail to be constructed on
the site of the one now standing.

After more than two months
of almost daily work, correspon-
dance, phone calls and trips,
Judge Christal has gained
approval from the Texas Histo-
rical Commission and the Na-
tional Historical Council in
Denver, Colo. to tear down the
existing jail.
to tear down the existing jail.

Due to the determination of
the County Judge the historical
organizations were convinced
there were extraordinary cir-
cumstances in the Donley Coun-
ty jail situation and they moved
to rescind the historical site
designation after their inquiries.
Prior to the work which he did to
remove the historical site listing
on the old jail, Judge Christal
told there was not the
slightest chance of the approval
for removal of the old building.
He has saved the taxpayers the
expense of purchasing other
property, not nearly as suitable
as the courthouse square for a
new jail building. Most law
enforcement officials agree a jail

For a veteran
without dependents, the annual
income limit is $3,902.

A -- Your claim number or
social security number permits
the VA to identify your records
more quickly and determine
what benefits you are entitled
to.

Working
parents yov
may have a
IRS credit

Working parents whose
earned income and adjusted
gross income for 1979 was less
than $10,000 and had a child
living with them, may now be
eligible to receive up to $500 in
earned income credit. In order
to claim the credit, those
eligible must file a return even if
they owe no tax. The credit is
based both on their earnings
and adjusted gross income. For
incomes over $6,000, the credit
declines on a sliding scale and
phases out completely once a
person’s income reaches
$10,000.

The new change also allows
individuals to receive advance
payments of the credit each
payday. Qualifying persons
should ask their employers for
and fill out Form W-5 “‘Earned
Income Credit Advance Pay-
ment Certificates.”’

Page 2 of the federal tax
instructions has details about
how to claim the earned income
credit. Taxpayers with ques.
tions should call the IRS toll-free
number listed in the local
telephone directory.

Farmers as well as gardeners
get the urge to plant spring
crops just as soon as there are a
few days of warm weather. But
there’s still plenty o time for
freezing temperatures over
much of Texas, according to
data compiled by the National
Weather Service at Texas A&M
University.

When will the Iost’freeze hit?

Keith Hayes, NWS agricul-
tural meteorologist, has com-
piled information on the last
freeze dates for the various
districts of the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service. In the
table below, ‘‘early’’ represents
a 90 percent chance for a freeze
(32 degrees F.) later than the
date indicated. ‘‘Average’’

represents a S50-50 chance of
freeze after the date indicated
while “‘late’’ indicates only a 10
percent chance of a freeze
occurring after the date shown.

In the Panhandle “‘early’’ (9
in 10 years) is April 6; ‘‘average
(S in 10 years) is April 22; and
“late’’ (1 in 10 years) is May 6.

Due to a generally milder
winter season so far, the
‘‘odds’’ are good for an ‘‘early”’
spring, notes Hayes. In other

words, chances of a freeze later
than the ‘‘average’’ date listed
above will likely be slim,

So, farmers and gardeners
will want to keep that date in
mind when planting warm-
season crops that could suffer
freeze damage if planted too
early.

TENRAC

awarded a
grant

A grant of $844,800 has been
awarded to the Texas Energy
and Natural Resources Council
(TENRAC) for continued fund-
ing of the Texas Energy
Extension Service (EES), it was
announced today by G. Dan
Rambo, Dallas, Regional Repre-
sentative for the U.S. Depart-
ment of Energy.

The EES was established by
DOE in 1979 as a federal-state
partnership to offer personal-
ized-information and rtechnical
assistance on energy conserva-
tion to smallscale users, such as
families, owners of small busi-
nesses and local governments.

The approved plan inlcudes
funds for offices in Houston,
San Antonio, El Paso, Arling-
ton, and Lubbock. The Texas
program will focus on the small
business and residential sec-
tors.

Energy conservation informa-
tion also will be disseminated to
local government officials,
architects, and home builders.

A two-year EES demonstra-
tion program proved the pro-
gram cost effective, because the
value of the energy saved
exceeds the participants’ in-
vestments and the federal funds
provided for the program.

The demonstration program
was conducted in 10 states,
including Texas. Each state was
provided $1.5 million. EES
programs are now underway in
57 states and territories.

basic skills
program

All fifth and ninth grade
students from the Hedley Inde-
pendent School District partici-
pated in the first Texas Assess-
ment of Basic Skills test
program. The assessment plan,
first of its kind in this state,
will be schedulted once each
vear under requirements set by
the Texas Legislature during its
1979 regular session.

The Hedley ISD stadents
were among 500,000 expécted to
take the reading, writing com-
position, and_mathematies tésts
during the February 25-March
12 statewide testing period.
Each of the tests required a
maximum of 40 to 60 minutes to
complete.

The Hedley ISD will report its
district and campus aggregate
scores to the public at a May or
June meeting of the board of
trustees, according to Vernon
Scott, district superintendent.
However, individual student
scores will be reported only to
the student, parents or guardi-
an, and the school personnel
directly involved.

““This testing program is
designed to help the student
and the school improve
achievement,”” point out Glyn-
dol Holland, principal. *'For this
reason, results will be reported
in manner that will help

according to plans announced
bv the Texas Education Agency.
T'he three tests will make up an
annual assessment - effort de-
signed to help both state and
local school officials improve
their services with overall
student performance, both by
campus and by district, reported
each year to the public by the
local board of trustees.

Westinghouse DataScore Sys-
tems of lowa City, Ia., will both
help administer the 1980 test
program and develop and field
test new items for the 1980-81
series under contract to the
State Board of Education. The
lowa firm will also operate a
computerized inventory of all
test booklets to assure strict
security at all times.
