How Indemnities of War Are

Assessed and Collected.
ﬁ'ﬁc"mucome to discuss the in-
dhﬂty ‘question with  Spain  the
main factors will be these: The
length of the war, the actual amount
of wilitary and naval expenditures,
the amount of damage to commerce,
the loss of life on our side and the
value of the territory we insist upon
taking.

‘I'he modern rule has been
to count the territory of the defeated
pation, even though occupied by its
enemy's forces, as still part of its
assets, out of which it must ¢ompen-
sate the conqueror.

When Russihn demanded a money
indewnity of about 725 million dol-
lars from Turkey at the close of the
war of 1877, Turkey, being unable
to raise that sum, offered various
portions of her territory in liea there-
of, and they were accepted. In this
way Russia’s cash indemnity was cut
down to about 225 million dollars,
and the principle was recognized that
even a victorious nation cannot, in
these days, take away the territory
of its defeated enemy without paying
for it or giving credit for it in part
payment of its bill of war costs,

The United States itself sct a sim
ilar precedent at the clode of its war
with Mexico. It not only accepted
Mexican terrvitory—California and
New Mexico—in lieu of a war indem-
nity, but valued it as worth 15 mil-
lion dollars more than its bill against
Mexico amounted to, and it paid that
sum over to the Mexican Govern-
ment. It may be said that our gov-
ernment did not, in that case, make
any formal demand for a cash in-
demnity, and that the payment of
15 million dollars in exchange for
the ceded territory was simply a
transaction in real estate, unconnect-
ed in any way with the question of
compensation for our war expendi-
ture,

The practice of collecting war in.
demnities from defeated nations is
frequently spoken of as if it were of
very recent origin, A contemporary
recently alluded to the Franco-Ger

man indemnity; of 1871 as the first|
one ever collected. The truth is that
the practice of making the defeated
nation pay, either in loss of territory
or in money, or in some other form
that touches its wealth and resources,

is at least as old as the century. [I'he
treaties of peace that followed the
final overthrow of Napoleon at Wa-
terloo were drawn on the fundament-
al assumption that all the allied
victors were to be compensated at
the expense of France, as far as that
was practicable, Great Britain de-
manded one war indemmty from
China, 1n 1841, and another in 1860,
On each occasion the bill was paid
partly in territory and partly
money. The money payments
amounted to about 35 million dol-
lars for both wars, and besides this
China ceded Hong Kong to Great
Britain and opened several of her
ports to trade.—Post Dispatch.

In summing up the situation, Col.

Modern Rifles.
Sunday Republie.

The terrible effectiveness of mod-
ern small arms has just begun to be
demonstrated,  When the United
States army adopted the Krag-Jor-
gensen rifle half a dozen years ago
the first stride in securing effective
small arms was made since the Civil
War. Since 1862 the old Spring-
field rifle, long of barrel, large of
caliber, and with a limited range,
was deadly enough, but newer weap-
ons had left the United States far in
the rear as regards armament. The
Springfield possessed mAny disad-
vantages. It was heavy and un-
wieldly, ouly effective at less than a
mile and could not be accurately
targeted at over 700 yards; it fired
only once at each loading, it could
not be carried easily, and its bullets
were of lead and had not the pene-
trating power of medern ritles,

ous power of penctrability are sover-
al. The bullet has a caliber of but
.301 of an inch, the old Springfield
had a caliber of nearly half an inch.
The new projectile is built of alloyed

lead, tipped with steel and incased

w an eavelope of nickel. The cort-!

ridge containing the powder charge
is greatly larger, holds more powder
and of the so- mll( d smokeless vari-
ety, much similar to gun cotton.

The United States Army experts
noted all these points before adopt-
ing an arm, and as the Krag-Jorgen-
sen proved the most powerful, light-
est, less damageable weapon, it was
adopted for the army. The Lee
rifle used in the navy is similar to
the Krag-Jorgeusen and is identical
with the weapon of the Eoglish army
and navy.

The test to seiect the most suita
ble weapon was made with all varie-
ties of modern arms used by the
various Powers.  All of these arms
are similar, all being repeaters and
but the
gauge or caliber of the bullet varies,

using the new projectile,

the tendency being towards a small
caliber. For this reason none are
higher than the .301, some being
.236 and one as smali as 197 inch,

The Krag-Jorgensen has a 30-inch
crucible steel barrel, the outside
being about the size of a man’'s fore-
finger. From seven to eight grooves
constitute the rifling, being three-
four thousanths of an inch deep and
turning once in about every six and
one-half inches of the barrel. This
rifling causes the bullet to turn in
passing through the barrel and gives
it a boring motion, which makes its
penetrating power and velocity great-
er., It is this rifling that gives the
Krag-Jorgensen the power of pene-
trating a balf-inch steel plate at 500
yards. The old leaden bullet of the
Springfield would have flattened
itself harmlessly on so much iron.
The Krag-Jorgensen also carries a
wagazine holding five cartridges.
These can be used if necessary, and,
if not, a simple arrangement makes
the rifle a single-shot and holds in
reserve the cartridges in the maga-
zine, The writer has seen a good
marksman use the repeater, placing
five bullets in the three-inch center
of a target at 100 $fards, and do so
in as quick time as can be done with
a Winchester repeater.

The simple mechanism of the new
rifle makes it extremely valuable for
work where repair shops are not to
be found. By a draw bolt the work
of throwing out the spent cartridge,
inserting another 1n the chamber,
cocking and closing the breech mech-
anism is done. .The entire load in
the magazine may be discharged in
10 seconds.

Spain’s arm, the Mauser rifle,
which has demonstrated its effective
ness, is also used by Argentina, Swe-
den, Belgium and Turkey. The arm
used by Spain has a calibre of 276
or slightly larger than the caliber of
a boy's 22 rifle. The Mauser was
adopted at the same time the United
States adopted the Krag-Jorgensen,
[t operates by a bolt mechanism, has
four grooves rifling and is +.05 feet
long. The cartrndge contains 53
grains of pyrite powder (smokeless)
and the bullet, a nickel steel encasad
projectile, weighs 223 grains,

The speed of the bullet, 1ts initial
velocity, is the number ()t feet per |
second at which it1s traveling when
it leaves the muzzle of the gun, This
rate for our Springtield ritles is ahout
1,360 feet a second, for the Mpanish
Mauser it is 2,286 and for the Krag-
Jorgensen 2,000 feet a second, and
generally speaking, the faster the’
bullet the further it will travel in a
straight line, A man five feet seven
inches tall distant 1,100 yards from
the firing line will be under fire—
that is, he will be liable to be hit so
long as he is within 40 yards of the
range of 1,100 yards of the Spanish |
bullet.  On the other hand, a Span-
iard 1,100 yards from a Sprinfield
rifle will be withun direct line of fire
for only 22 yards, snd same distance
from Krag-Jorgensen he will be with-
in 33 yard of a direct line of fire.

Washington, July 14.—A cable-
gram from Manila dated Jus« °y says
Insurgents reported that the German
gunboat Irene refused to allow them
to attack Spaniards on Grande island,
In Subic bay. Dewey sent the cruisers
Raleigh and Concord to investigate,
They opened fire on the forts, which
with 500 men promptly surrendered.
One Hotchkiss gun and 40,000 rounds
of ammunition were captured.

The Irene slipped her cable and
steamed. Her captain said he inter-
fered “in the cause of humanity”
and tendered some refugees on board,
but the offer was declined.

except perhaps in the very front part,
ineluding the show windows, clothing
on tables crosswise of the house ap-

peared to be considerably burned. The
stock was almost a total loss.

Comptrolier Busy.

Austin, Tex., July 15.—The comptrol.
ler i3 now receiving orders of the com-
missioners’ courts of organized coun-
ties to which unorganized counties are
attached for judicial purposes. The
orders show the amcunt of levies of
county taxes on the land of non-resi-
dents situated in unorganized counties.
The comptroller collects direct the gew-
.eral tax from non-resident lands in un-
organized counties, but in order to col-
lect the taxes an assessment must be
made first, which is done by the coun-
ties to which said unorganized coun-
ties are attached and the result of
these assessments is what the comp-
troller 13 recelving and which is very
prompt so far. Without exception the
ad valorem is being reported at 25
cents on the $100 valuation.

The comptroller collects only the tax
of non-residents and the organized
county collects tax from residents in
unorganized counties. Although a
property owner in an unorganized
county may reside in the county to
which said unorganized county is at-
tached, it is considered a “non-resi-
dent” in the eyes of the law and pays
tax on such property direct to the
comptroller,

Taxation.

We favor a constitutional amendment exemptin
250 of personal property from taxation i{n lien o
the exemption of €250 of household and kitchen fur-
niture, and the exemption of &0 worth of improve-
ments on homesteads.

We are opposed to eounties or cltles contracting
a bonded debt unless the same be ordered by a ma-
Jority vote of the people proposed W be taxed by
sald debt.

We are in favor of a just and oqual rendition of
all property for taxation, and to that end demand
that all notes and other securities shall be rendered
r?r taxation, and wo are opposed o double taxas
tion.

We denounce the Democratic party for its rock-
less extravagance in the administration of the
affalrs of stato, and pledge the 'eople’s party to the
most rigld economy In the adwinistration of said
affalrs.

Schools,

We favor an »ffective system of public free
8chools for six months in the yoar, as provided for
in the constitution, for all children between the
ages of 6 and 18 years, and that each race shall
have its own pro rata portion of the school fund
and its own trustees, to be elected by the respective
races.

We demand the adoption of a uniform serles of
text books for the use of public schools, to be fur-
nished at cost by the state.

We demand an amendment to our state constitu-
tion authorizing the loaning of our publie school
funds not otherwise invested, upon the lands of the
people of this state, with proper limitation upon
the quantity of land and the amount of money.

We favor proportional representation.

We declare the People's party to be in favor of
iocal self-government and the enjoyment by the
individual of his natural rights to the greatest ex-
tent compatible with the good of society.
