The gallent Seventh of New York

City, that aggregation of dress par­
ade soldiers that clamored to he sent 
against the foe before the call came 
from Washington for troops and then 
on a flimsy pretext refused to enlist, 
has been designated by Governor 
Black nsaregimeutof “home guards,” 
remaining under State control.

It is interesting to note the reasous 
that liavo influenced tho governor of 
New York to keep the Seventh regi­
ment of pets at home. It is not fear 
of Spaniards, it seems, hut of New 
Yorkers. It is in the interest of 
Wall street and capital, the financial 
powers of the metropolis having 
“ urged quietly but earnestly, that 
these regiments (the Seventh and 
Twenty-third) he retained as a home 
guard!” It is the hoi polloi, the pos­
sible strikers, aud the lawless, that 
the “financial interests” fear and 
they want a military force at hand to 
aid the police in overawing the mob 
should the mob materialize. New 
York lias a large and eflicient police 
establishment, but tho “ financial in­
terests” want the bayonet at hand 
also in case an impertinent crowd of 
strikers, or noisy citizens, should 
take it into their heads to test the 
nerves of the gentlemen who are 
always for peace at any price.

It may be true that New York 
would be in danger of disturbances 
should all the militia be removed. 
The governor may be acting in the 
interest of law and order iu retaining 
these regiments in the city when they 
are needed at the front. It is un­
necessary to discuss that question. 
The more interesting feature for the 
notice of the public at large, is the 
ready suggestion of the possible need 
and utility of soldiers in putting 
down popular agitation, or disturb­
ances, of any kind. The ultra con 
servative and financial interests of 
the country are beginning, more and 
more, to depend on the military to 
put a stop to local disorder. The 
officers of the country and city arc 
no longer trusted—the military is the 
hope now.

This is an unfortunate growth of 
public sentiment, dangerous to the 
Nation in its manifes'. tendency and 
inevitable development unless soon 
checked. First, the strong arm of 
the soldiers is depended ?>n as the law 
and order preserving force, rather 
than the peace officer of civil life, 
and then, naturally, a strong central 
authority is desired that can and will 
quickly utilize the troops.

It is the fear of tho results of such 
tendencies and encroachments that 
should make us dread the existence 
of a large standing army—the lirst 
step towards imperialism.—Houston 
Post.

A  P e r s o n a l  E x p la n a t io n .
After the late Omaha meeting of 

the people's party national committee, 
the three members for Texas of said 
committee, together with eight of the 
populist editors of Texas, all of 
whom attended said meeting, returned 
together to Texas. On the morning 
of tho 19th of June, before reaching 
Fort Worth, after a full discussion 
of the situation, all of said parties 
agreed to stand by tho resolutions 
adopted by the committee of June 17. 
They agreed further to recommend 
to Texas populists that they do the 
same thing. A paper in line with 
that understanding was drawn up aud 
signed by all of the party, which is 
given us follows:

“ To the Populists of Texas:—The
undersigned, members of Texas of 
the people's party national committee, 
which has been in session this week 
in Omaha, Neb., have the honor to 
report to you, that the following res­
olutions were unanimously adopted 
by suid couim.ttee June 17.

“Resolved, That we, the national 
committee of the people’s party, de­
clare that in national matters no 
proposition for fusion or co-operation 
shall be made or entertained by the 
national executive committee or our 
national chairman or officers.

“ 2 Tlfat our uationai executive 
committee, chairman, or other na­
tional officers, shall not give any ad­
vice in favor of or against fusion or 
co-operation in state or local affairs 
unless officially requested by the pro­
per constituted authorities.

“3. Believing in the fullest form 
of local self-government for our 
party we direct that our national ex­
ecutive committee, national chairman 
and officers shall not interfere in any 
state, local or Congressional campaign 
unless requested by the proper con­
stituted authorities, imd then only in 
favor of regular populist candidates.

“ 4. That at a national convention 
to i»e held in 1000 at least one month 
before the oilier two national conven­
tions, the delegates are to he chosen 
on the basis of the highest regular 
vote cast m 1832 or since then.

“ 3. That wo direct the national 
chairman and secretary, in sending 
out referendum votes to the national 
committee to present only explana­
tions with comment sufficient only to 
give a clear understanding of the 
motion.

“ We believe the adoption of such 
resolutions a fair settlement of the 
differences in the party, which have 
been only as a matter of party policy, 
and recommend to you the accept­
ance of the action of the committee 
in absolute good faith.

To the cattlemen west of thr quaran­

tine line:
When the quarantine line was 

opened Inst fall a great many south­
ern and eas'ern cattle wero rushed 
into the var ous counties west ot the 
quarantine line. The winter w in  
very mild nnd ticks brought in by 
those cattle have, in a great many 
counties, lived through the winter, 
and are now propagating and iu Sumo 
instances causing fever—of which 
condition I fully advised you in iny 
circular letter of April 7lh, 1808. 
These ticks have been found on cat­
tle and in counties that have never 
had ticks before and it has become 
necessary for the protection of the 
live stock interests to quarantine,

be inspected a.td found free from 
ticks before they are brought in, 
will be ample protection ; and those 
of you, and others, who are contem­
plating the purchase of eastern or 
southern cutlle for shipment into tho 
area of territory north and wo t of 
the general quarantine line wilt lake 
notice that tire board in its regulations 
for next yt nr will provide that no 
cattle shall be slapped or driven from 
that area of territory lying east aud 
south of the general quarantine line, 
whether in the state of Texas or 
elsewhere, to the area of territory 
lying west and north of said line, 
unless they are free from ticks and 
in a healthy condition, and after re* 
ceiving permit from this Board.

T h e  D a n g e r  tn  S o r g h u m  a n d  ■ 
C o rn  S ta l k s .

Some time ago attention was called 
by the Journal to the sudden death 1 
of some cuttle feeding in a sorghum 
field in the Northwestern part of 
New Mexico. No explanation of the 
cause of their deaths was suggested 
at that time, but in a recent letter to 
Breeders’ Gazette A. 8. Alexander, 

S., calls attention to the fact that 
sometimes nitrate of potash develops 
in the stalks of sorghum and corn to 
an extent which makes such stalks 
very poisonous to cattle. In the 
case of corn this occurs on very rich 
laud where the stalks have been stun­
ted in growth by drouth. The nitrate 
of potash (salt peter) is found in ex­
cess in the joints.

A veterinary in the British East 
Indies, Capt. H. F. Pease, snys that 
a variety of sorghum grown there for 
fodder develops a poison when it be­
comes stunted or withered after 
having grown to a certain height. 
The nitrate of potash poisoning is 
rapid in its results sometimes causing 
deuth in a few minutes, but usually 
tbe animal lives half an hour and 
sometimes ten or twelve hours. 
Capt. Pease says he has found stalks 
containing 25 per cent of this poison. 
A very little of such feed would be 
fatal.

Further information is given ns 
follows: “ In Kansas Dr. Mayo has 
reported the death of seven out of 
twelve head of cattle in one night 
from the effects of nitrate of potash 
in four armfuls of corn stalks. He 
found that some of these stalks con­
tained 25 per cent of the salt, eight 
ounces of which is a fatal dose for a 
a grown animal. The development 
of nitrate of potash in corn stalks iu 
Kansas was observed to be the result 
of a dry period of weather which 
checked the growth of the plants. 
In India it has been observed that 
affected sorghum proves non-poison- 
ous after a heavy rain. The cases of 
sudden death of cattle at Lewiston, 
Idaho, and a number other places in 
Eastern Oregon aud Eastern Wash­
ington aft^r eating Kaffir corn were 
undoubtedly due to nitrato of potash 
poisoning."

It may be Inferred from the above 
that there would be no danger in 
feeding the stalk if cut before the 
growth is cheeked, and it tnuy also 
be inferred that the danger is in the 
stalk only, though this is not clear.— 
Texas Stock Journal.

On the face of It th is  sta tem ent 
seem s ra th e r rem arkable, and unless 
accom panied by an explanation  It 
m ight be inferred th a t the cities of the 
s ta te  were retrograding in the 'm atter 
of population. Such, however, is far 
from the fact. The decrease in the 
num ber of children o.’ scholastic age 
according to the Ian;, census Is due to 
the fact th a t the last legislature passed 
a law providing for a change in the 
method of tak ing  the census. In years 
gone by the practice has been to em­
ploy a census taker, whose duty It was 
to  ascerta in  the best way he could 
how many children of scholastic age 
there  were la the d is tric t assigned to  
him. The census taker was paid 5 cents 
for each name reported and naturally  
his inclinations were in the Hue of 
getting  m any nam es ra th e r than  few. 
In th is In* lination he was also Joined 
by the school trustees in every d istric t, 
who, of course, wunted as large a share 
of the sta te  school fund as they could 
possibly get.

U nder the new law the census taker 
Is required to  list the name of each 
child of scholastic age and then  obtain 
the signatu re  of the paren t or guardian 
to  th e  lists and sw ear such parent or 
guardian to th e  tru th  of the statem ent. 
The rig id ity  of th is  requirem ent has 
the effect of excluding all names th a t 
should not appear In the census, obvi­
ates the Hitting of children who are too 
young or too old and, it is believed, 
excludes many nam es w here the par­
ents o r guardians of children  are ab ­
sen t from  the city  at the tim e of cen­
sus, no provision having been made 
for obtaining names in such contingen­
cies.

As before stated, the effect of these 
requirem ents has been to  reduce th s  
apparen t scholastic population in every 
city  of the sta le  save one and has re­
duced it very m aterially . In the coun­
try  d is tric ts  tlie falling off has not 
been so marked.

T his m eans th a t the cities will get 
less money than  they did last year, 
while the country  d is tric ts  will leap  
the benefit of It. W hat the city tru s­
tees would like to  know is how much 
th e  reduction will be in th e ir  appor­
tionm ents. They will probably be 
gratified th is  m onth. Superintendent 
(jprllsle th inks the apportionm ent will 
be $4.50 for each child of scholastic 
age.

It resulted In 
th e  greatest period of prosperity ever 
employed by tha t country. During the 
civil war tho United States was placed 
under the necessity of issuing large 
quantities of paper money and a like 
period of prosperity followed. The 
m istake the United States made was 
In issuing bonds after the wur and 
calling in her non-interest bearing pa 
per money, with a view to again re ­
tu rn ing  to a specie basis, a  mistake 
which ha* cauaed more suffering and 
greater loss of property than  the war 
itse lf ..

Many and sharp  a re  the criticism s 

being hurled a t the six Democratic 
senators who voted for bonds and 
against greenbacks. In my estim ation 
they  were the only Democrat* who, be­
lieving In a specie basis o r coin re­
dem ption system, voted consistently. 
Suppose tho bill had been for $400,000,-

prom ises to  pay coin-redeem able In

It Is strange that some people will 
ask w hut would such a money be based 
upon. W hat is a money redeem able in 
uoin based upon with no coin on band 
to  redeem it?  And if we have to  issue 
bonds w ith which to buy the coin to  
redeem the money w hat a re  the bonds 
bused upon? Other coin? How do we 
propose to  obtain th a t “o ther coin" 
w ithout the issue of more bonds? W hat 
I oppose is not a redeem able money, 
all money is redeem able if any account 
at all, but a money th a t is made re­
deemable specifically In one o r two 
tilings, such as gold and silver. 1 op­
pose this for the same reason th a t 1 
would oppose m aking money redeem ­
able in ca ttle—It would give the men 
who controlled the cattle  all undue ad ­
vantage over others. Now why not 
make money redeem able In all things, 
and then h a \e  enough of it to m eet the 
demand for It—that is to say, have 
enough so tha t the demand for money 
Is no g reater thun (he demand for la ­
bor or property. This can be done by 
the governm ent taking sole charge of 
the money system, m aking old money 
receivable for taxes and a full legal 
tender. » • •

W hen the governm ent does th is th a t 
means the people and every m an th ere ­
by agrees to receive such money in 
exchange for what he has to  sell, lie  
does th is w illingly, not for the in trin  
sic value there Ib in the money but 
because he knows tha t he in h is tu rn  
can exchange it for som ething of in 
trinsic  value, inasmuch as o thers hav# 
agreed like him to take It as a medium 
of exchange, which a fter alt is the sum 
and substance of what money is. A na­
tion 's money is the. people's money, 
and in a republic bears upon its face 
the term s w ritten thereon. T hat is to 
sav If It is made a legal tender it la 
an agreem ent among the people th a t It 
shall be so. Any money, no difference of 
what m aterial eompoeed, tha t will pay 
debt* and taxes la abaoluta monay and

any dollar tha t does not coate up to 
th is standard  is not honest, we see 
nothing left for the governm ent to do 
hu t to stam p coins with th e ir  true 
weight avd value, and we see no reas­
on w hatever why It should refuse any 
longer to  so stam p all the silver p re­
sented for th a t purpose. If the govern­
ment cannot make money it should not 
presum e to say what is money. T am 
not averse to the governm ent making 
money of gold and silver, but what I 
insist on Is th a t we should not be de­
pendent on e ither or both of these m et­
als of our money supply, either as cur­
rency, o r a  basis for curency. And 
speaking of a basis, no basis for a 
currency is good unless it Is there; that 
is if we are  to depend upon a  basis, a 
good basis would be dollar for duilar. 
You cannot redeem three dollars of pa­
per w ith one dollar of coin, and the 
position which the bankers take th a t 
such a th ing  can be done is evidence 
th a t th ere  Is no necessity of redeem ­
ing paper money in coin. The people 
would ra th e r have paper money as 
long as th a t paper money will effect 
the exchange of property, as any full 
legal tender money will.

O u p  New Territory.
We have already published infor­

mation concerning (Juba,* 1’orto Rico 
and the Philippines, and now as 
Hawaii —pronounced Ilaw - vaw ee— 
has been annexed to the United 
States and the people want to kuow 
something of it, we publish the fol­
lowing:

There are twelve islands in the 
Hawaiian group, of which Hawaii, 
Maui, Oahu, Kaui, Molokai, Lnnai, 
Nilliuu and Kahoolaui, are the larg­
est.

The total area is '0,040 square 
miles, being a little larger than Con­
necticut and not quite as large ns 
New Jersey.

Of this total the island of Hawaii 
contains about two-thirds, leaving 
but little over 2,000 square miles in 
the other eleven islands.

The islands were discovered by 
Captain Cook more than a century 
ago, and at that time they had a na­
tive population of some 20,000.

According to the census of 1890 
the total population amounts to 100,- 
000, of which 31,000 were natives, 
while more than 8,000 arc half 
bloods.

The foreign population was divi­
ded as follows and practically repre­
sents the situation today, us there 
have been no great changes in the 
past two years:

Of Americans there were 3,086 
and of British 2,250; Chinese, 21,- 
616; Japanese, 24,407; Portugese, 
15,191; Germans, 1,432, while of 
Norwegians, French, Polynesians 
anil other foreigners there were about 
1,500.

The native Iiawaiiaus are a family 
of the brown Polynesian race, which 
inhabits the Tonga and Samoan is 
lands, and so similar is the language 
that the New Zealander and the 
Hawaiian, although 5,000 miles 
apart in their native homes, can un­
derstand each other.

The missionaries began work on 
the islands in the early part of the 
century, nml found the inhabitants a 
gentle race of people uud inclined to 
leurn the ways of civilization. Fifty 
years has made them a civilized peo­
ple. They are peaceful and honest.

It is claimed that theft is unknown 
and the native Hawaiian regards 
with surprise the visitor who is 
afraid that his ctrccts might be stol - 
en.

The capital of the country is 
Honolulu, situated on the island of 
Oahu, and has a population of 30,- 
0 0 0 .

The climate is unsurpassed for 
equable temperature the year round, 
and the chief productions are sugar, 
rice, coffee and bananas, but the 
articles of production and export 
include a much more elaborate list, 
including cotton, sandalwood, nrrow- 
root, tobacco, corn, wheat, tapioca, 
oranges, lemons, tamarinds, bread­
fruit, guavas, potatoes, yams, fun­
gus, wool, hides, tallow and 
kinds of wood.

In 1896 the exports of 
amounted to $14,932,000; 
$195,000, and bananas, $125,000. 
Most of the lumber, hardware, gro­
ceries and clothing are imported 
from the United States.

Hawaii is one week distant fioiu 
San Francisco by the regular lines of 
transportation.

Two years ago the sound money 
people said Tillman was rotten; this 
year they went to him for a certificate 
of character for their candidate for 
governor, Joe Sayers.

Why they 
did not write to Debs and Altgcll 
and Herr Moet is not explained, all 
equally as good men as Gompers, 
Tillman, Bland and Howell of the 
Atlanta Constitution and as consist­
ent •—Southern Mercury.
