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Senate Agrees to Purchase of the
Danish Weast Indies.

FIVE MILLION DOLLARS AMOUNT.

The Islands of St. John, St. Thomas and St
Croix Are Included in This Long
Pending Matter,

Washington, Feb. 18.—~Monday In a
little more than an hour's time the
senate disposed of the treaty with Den-
mark, ceding to the United States for
$5,000,000 the islands of St John, St
Thomas and St. Crolx, known as the
Danish West Indies and lying just east
of Porto Rico, and this, so far »8 this
country is concerned, consummated a
transaction which has been under con-
sideration intermittently since the ad-
ministration of Presgident Lincoln.

Senator Cullom, as chairman of the
committee on foreign relations, made a
speech explaining the advantages of
the acquisition of the [slands, and Sen-
ators Bacon and McLaurin of Missis-
sippl made brief remarks, saying that
while they could not Indorse all the
provisions of the agreement, they
would place no obstacle in the way of
ratification,

Senator Bacon moved to amend the
treaty by striking out the second para
graph of article 3 of the treaty, remd-
Ing as follows

“The civil rights and political status
of the inhabitants of the islands shall
be determined by congress, subject to
the stipulations contained In the pres-
ent convention.”

He based his opposition to this pro-
vision on the general ground that the
constitution should extend to the ls-
lands when they became a part of the
United States. He sald, however, that
the fallure to accept the amendment
would not prevent his voting for the
treaty, for he belleved in the Monroe
doetrine. Under that doctrine
country could not permit any European
power to acquire the islands, and we
could not In fairness take this position
and then ourselves refuse to buy them
when they were for sale

The amendment was rejected with-
out division.

The Bill Providing for thal Purpess Has
Passed the House,

Washington, Feb, ll.;'rho unexpect-
ed happened in the house Monday
when the bill to repeal the war reve-
nue taxes was passed unanimously
without a word of cdebate. This action
was the outcome of a challenge thrown
down by Mr. Richardson of Tennessee
after the adoption by a strict party
vote of & speclal order for the consid-
eration of the bill, which permitted
debate upon it until 4 o'clock this af-
ternoon, but cut off all opportunity to
offer amendments except such as had
been agreed upon by the ways and
means committee,

The adoption of the rule had been
preceded by a stormy debate, in the
course of which the Democrats protest-
ed against the application of the “gag,”
which Mr. Hay of Viginla charged
was meant to prevent a free expres-
sion, not only by the Democrats, but
by some of the Republicans, attention
being especially directed toward Mr
Babcock of Wisconsin, the father of
the resolution, to amend the steel
schedule of the present tariff.

Mr. Babcock said that he supported
the programme on the ground that the
{ssue presented for the repeal of the
war revenue taxes should not be com-
plicated with other matters. At the
same time he gave notice that he
should press his own bill at the first
opportunity.

The question of how to deal with
old men Is agitating British employ-
ers. The feeling is growing that the
commerelal guccess of the United
States 18 due to lis confidencain young
men and to its willingness to' promote
them to responsible positions,

Seymour Bell, the British commer-
cial agent in Chicago, the other after-
noon attended a meeting of the Lon-
don chamber of commerce for the pur-
pose of advising its members how te
fncrease English trade in Amerlea,
One of the first questions was asked
by H. L. Symonds, managing director
of Mordanl & Co., the largest manu-
facturers of novelties In Great Dritain,
who wished to know what the United
States does with its old men. ’

“This 18 the most crucial question
fronting our manufacturers,” he satd.
“Everywhere we are loaded with em-
ployees from fifty to sixty years of age,
who retard progress at every step. In
my opinion, it would be theaper to re-
tire them on half pay and substitute
youthful energies and ideas.”
