Law as to Dead Animals.

The attention of the publieis called to
the following order of the Commissioner’s
Court at the May Term 1001,

It having been brought to the atten-
tion of the Commissioners Court by the
numerous complaints that dead animals
have been hauled out and left on the
town site, and near public streets and
roads, so as to ereate a most offensive
nuisance to persons living in the vicin-
ity, and has become a menace to the
health of the people of the town. In
view of such disposition of dead animals
and because the safety and protection
of the people demand that such practice
be stopped. It is hereby ordered by tne
Court, all members concurring, that no
dead animal be left in or near said town,
nor upon any portion of the following
described lands towit:

Sections 33, 34, 43 and 44 in Block C6,
Gulf, Colorado & Santa Fe Ry. Co., up-
on which sald town Is laid out, unless
carefully buried in such manner that
no stench can arise therefrom.
