Voluntary Arhiteation.

Labor Commissioner L. I'. McCor-
mack of Indiana, who is also a member
of the board of arbitration of that
state, appeared before the industrial
commission Iin Washington the other
day and advocated a national board of
arbitration of diference between capi
tal and labor. Mr. McCormack told of
the plan followed in his state, where,
he sald, the board of arbitration coup-
sists of two members, one representing
labor and the other capital. e repre-
sents labor, being a printer by trade.
The two members then choose a third
arbitrator, usually aJudge of the court
in which ghe arbitration is held.

He sald®that arbitration between cap-
ftal and labor is rapidly gaining favor
in Indiana and in some trades has al-
most taken the place of strikes. In
some branches of industry the con-
tracts between labor and employer pre-
scribe that in case of difficulty the dis-
pute shall be left to arbitration with-
out cessation of work. Wageg, hours
of labor and details of employment are
Qiscussed in this way and all matters
pettled.
