In 1890, the 
percentage has risen to 28.4, and 
in 1900, to 35.3 per cent. At the 
present time, therefore, more than 
one-third of our farmers are not 
owniug their land, but are mere 
tenants. This is undoubtedly a 
surprising, almost startling, reve­
lation. It suggests the fact that 
we are drifting toward an age of 
landed feudalism. It would prob­
ably be an idle task to conjecture 
in regard to the causes and conse­
quences of this quaint economic 
tendency. That it is a distinctly 
unfavorable and ttnpromisiug feat­
ure may, however, be asserted 
without hesitation.”

He has posed as the cham­
pion of economy in the postal de­
partment, but somehow or other 
those who have given the question 
serious consideration are impelled 
to belive that his efforts at re­
trenchment were not well consider­
ed. For several years he has 
worked zealously to curtail the 
privileges enjoyed by publishers, 
claiming that the tremendous in­
crease in second class matter is the 
cause of the deficit in the postoffice 
department. Somehow or other 
Mr. Loud never seemed disposed to 
seriously consider the charge that 
the deficit was due in large measure 
to the outrageous rates paid to the 
railroads for transporting the mails, 
aud not to the undue amount of 
second class matter carried. It is 
easily demonstrated— and has been 

that the government pays a great 
deal more, pound for pound, for 
having the mails carried than the 
express companies pay for having 
their consignments carried. It has 
b4en proven time and again that 
the government pays in the way of 
rent for postal cars more than the 
cars cost to build.

C onverted  to G overn m en t F la t 
M oney.

Bill Shnw, who served in the last 
Texas legislature, and who has 
always ridiculed the “ rag-baby 
money” of fool gteenbackers and 
populists, now sees the wisdom of 
that kind of money. In a recent 
issue of his paper was the following 
article:

"Mexico, aud in fact all the bal- 
auce of the world, must come to a 
gold staudard. When the United 
States went over to the English 
theory of mouey, a single standard, 
that settled the fate of silver as 
mouey, and made of it a mere mat­
ter of merchandise. To destroy 
bimetalistn was a foolish thing to 
do, as we have not enough of both 
metals for a money basis for the 
world on the theory of redemption 
of paper money on demaud. But 
it has been done and that settles it. 
With the phenoininal output of 
gold the world is strained to the 
utmost tension for money enough 
to perform the mere mechanical or 
physical act of exchange. It is on 
a parity with the scarcity of rail­
road cars— not enough cars to move 
merchandise from one place to 
another, and not enough money in 
the country to represent the values 
of the goods to be moved. And it 
will be this way as long as the 
single standard prevails along with 
the redeemable in gold on demand 
feature of paper money.

“ The republican party, responsi­
ble for the single standard in Amer­
ica, and hence in the world, is even 
now advocating a double standard 
— one of gold and the other of 
material assets. They want the 
national hanks to issue paper money 
based on their assets. But as long 
as all this paper is made redeem­
able on demand in gold, trouble is 
liable to occur. Speculation can 
cause panic at any time. The case 
was different with gold and silver.

"A s  long as silver was a legal 
tender equal with gold, at a given 
ratio, the fiat of government main­
tained the parity of the metals at 
that ratio. When the legal prop 
was taken from under silver it be­
came an article of merchandise 
subject to fluctuations just ascottou 
or corn. But the legal tender and 
ratio features cannot be given to the 
assets of a bank.

“ As the basis of the value of its 
paper money, assets ought to be 
good. But with gold short in 
supply, and yet forced to act as a 
redeemer for all other money, the 
world is in the power of money, and 
the money power itself facing an 
unsolvable problem. A ratio be­
tween assets aud gold cannot be 
made, and hence ‘fiat’ money issued 
by the government would be better 
than money issued based upon the 
assets of the banks.

“ In fiat money, the assets of all 
the people would be behind the 
issue; in assets currency, only the 
property of a small portion of the 
people would be the basis of its 
value, while the government is 
merely the endorser. That is, the 
government will endorse for the 
banks with only a fraction of the 
collateral that it would have ill fiat 
money. Hence the world must yet 
come to a modified Greenback 
theory in order to get money to 
carry the exchanges of the country. 
That is, define a dollar as being a 
given amount of gold, leave out the 
redeemable on demand proviso; and 
thus make gold the definition of 
money, the assets of all the people 
the basis of the value of money’, all 
money a legal tender, and then issue 
all the paper money needed. Gold 
would not then be in use as money 
to any extent, but would be in 
vaults. Its weight is a drawback 
as a medium of exchauge anyway, 
costing the people unnecessary 
thousands of dollars in freight."

To Try a 1 ,000  Acre Farm .
The breaking of nearly 1,000 

acres of land on the Escarbada 
division of the X IT  ranch, so ably 
managed by Ira Aten, which we 
are informed by that gentleman 
will be done immediately, means 
that Hereford will have an immense 
farm close to her borders, the land 
to be broken aud put into farm 
being about ten miles from town 
When this' is accomplished, Mr.

With 
the force of men which will be re­
quired to carry out this project, 
Hereford business men will come in 
for furnishing the supplies to the 
men thus employed.

T h e  Issue in lt>04.

That the struggle for political 
supremacy in the United States 
will in the near future lie between 
capital and labor, finds further con 
firmation in the plight of the demo­
cratic press in their search for a 
presidential candidate for 1904.

William Jennings Bryan, their 
idol of two campaigns, has been 
discarded as au impossibility for 
another battle. His policies have 
twice been rejected by the people 
and his party leaders are forced to 
the unwilling conclusion that his 
renomination would be suicidal to 
the party. In this dilemma it is 
natural that they should turn to a 
man more in touch with public sen­
timent and in whom the people 
have confidence. Tom L. Johnson 
is the man to whom these papers 
have turned. He is, of all promi­
nent democrats, at present easily 
the favorite with the public, but 
this is due more to his champion­
ship of the doctrine of single-tax 
and the municipal ownership of 
public utilities than to his democ­
racy. Mr. Johnson has long been 
prominent as a reformer, his chief 
hobby being to compel the street 
railways to grant lower fares in­
stead of paying the city a percent 
age of receipts; which is certainly 
sound policy, too. He was elected 
mayor of Cleveland last year on a 
municipal ownership platform, and 
his success in that election has at­
tracted to his standard some of the 
leading democratic papers of the 
country.

The striking feature of this turn­
ing to such a radical as Mr. John­
son, by the leaders of the once 
great democratic party, is the tacit 
recognition conveyed that the j>eo- 
ple are tired of the old war-cries 
and are demanding a new program 
for the next campaign. And in 
this conclusion they are right. But 
the great uprising of the people 
will not be under the present de­
mocracy. That party, as faithless 
to the common people as its repub­
lican opposition, is dead.— A. Bert 
Bynou, in Wilshire's Magazine.

Trying a New Cattle Dip.

About 
a hundred head of infected steers 
and cows were dipped in the solu­
tion. and after seven days, in which 
there were four days of raiu, only 
about 1 per cent, of the ticks were 
■ found alive, and after teu days the 
cattle were inspected and permis­
sion w as given by the state officers 
to move the cattle into a disinfected 
pasture. It is thought that in the 
spring, when the weather is warm 
and the cattle begin to thrive, that 
after seven days the cattle will be 
clean and allowed to be moved into 
disinfected territory. Should this 
be the case it will mean millions of 
dollars to the Texas Panhandle and 
all the territory along and below 
the quarantine line. The “ dip” 
has no bad effect on the cattle.

Thu evils ure r « . l ,  and 
some of them ate menacing, but tin y an* 
the outgrowth tint o f mimty or decadence, 
but of prosperity, of the progress of our
S lgnntlc Industrial development. This In- 

ustrlal development must not be checked, 
but side by Hide with It should such 
progressive regulation an will diminish 
the evils We should fall in our duty If 
we did not try to remedy the evils, but we 
ahull succeed only if wo proceed patient­
ly, with practical common aenae ns well 
u $ resolution, separating the good from 
the bad and holding on to tTic former 
while endouvcrlng to g« t rid of the latter.

In my inu***ag. to tne present congress 
at its first session l discussed at length 
the qut atlon of the regulation of thosn 
big corporations commonly doing an In­
terstate business, often with Borne tenden­
cy to monopoly* which an* popularly
known I f  trusts Tie « xi• • .......... • ’
past year has emphasized. In my opinion, 
the desirability of the steps l then pro- 
posed. A fundamental requisite of so. u l 
efficiency i»  a high standard of Individual 
enargy and excellence, but this Is In no­
wise Inconsistent with power to act In 
combination for aims which cannot no 
well be achieved by the Individual acting 
alone A fundamental base of civilization 
is liu Inviolability s f property; but tide le 
In nowise Inconsistent with the right of 
society to regulate the exerctee o f the
artificial powers which it confers upon tho 
owners of property under the name o f cor­
porate franchises in such a way as to 
prevent the misuse of these powers Cor­
porations. and (‘specially combinations of 
corporations, should bo managed under 
public regulation. Experience has shown 
that under our system of government the 
necessary supervision cannot be obtained 
by stnto action it must therefore l»c 
achieved by national action Our aim Is 
not to do away with corporations On tho 
contrary, these big aggregations are an 
inevitable development of modern Indus­
trialism, AM the effort to destroy tlnm 
would ho futile unless accomplished In 
wavs that would work the utmost mis­
chief to tho entire body politic. We can 
do nothing o f good In the way of regtilnt- 

I Ing and supervising these corporations 
| until we fl\ dearly In our minds that we 
I are not attacking tho corporations, but 
! endeavoring to do away with any evil In 
I them. W e are not hostile to them. We 

nr** merely determined that tb «y shall be 
! so handled us to subserve the public good. 

W e draw tho line against misconduct, not 
against wealth The capitalist who. alone 
or In conjunction with his fellows, per­
form  some great Industrial feat by which 
he wins money is a welldoer, not a wrong­
doer. provided only he works In proper 
and legitimate lines W# wish to favor 
such n man when ho does well. We wish 
to supervise and control his actions *ml\ 
to prevent him from doing ill. Publicity 
can do no harm to the honest corporation, 
and we need not be overtender about 
•paring the dishonest corporation.

ment. It it prove impossible to accom- 
pilKh the purposes above set forth by such 
w law, then assuredly wo should hot 
shrink from amending the constitution so 
ua to secure beyond peradventuru the 
power sought.

The congreHS ha£ not heretofore made 
any appropriation for tho better enforce­
ment o f thn antitrust law as it now 
stands. Very much has been done, by the 
department o f Justice in securing tho en­
forcement o f this lew. but much mor4» 
could ho done If rohgress would make a 
special appropriation for this purpose, to 
be expended under the direction of tho 
attorney general.

One proposition advocated lias been the 
reduction o f the tariff a.s a means of 
reaching the evils of the trusts which fnII 
within the category I have described.
Not merely would this be wholly ineffec­
tive, but the diversion of out efforts In 
such a direction Would mean the aban­
donment o f nil Intelligent attempt to do 
away with these evils. Many of tho lar- 
gnat corporations, many c»r those which 
should certainly be Included In any proper 
scheme of regulation, would not be nf- 
fected in the slightest degree by a change 
In the ♦griff, save u* such change Inter­
fered with the general prosperity o f the 
country. The only relation of the tariff 
to tiig corporations uh a whole Is that the 
tariff makes manufactures broil table, ami 
the tariff remedy proposed would be In 
effect simply to rnukc tnnnufactures un­
profitable. To remove tho tariff os a 
punitive measure directed against trusts 
would Inevitably result in ruin to the 
w .akrr competitors who arc struggling 
against them. Our aim should be not bv 
unwise tariff changes l<* give foreign prod­
uct* tne. ndvuutnge hv*r domestic prod­
ucts. but by proper regulation to give do­
mestic competition a fair chance, ami 
this end cannot be reached by any tariif 
change* which would affect unfavorably 
nil domestic competitor*, good and bud 
alike. The question of regulation of the 
trusts stands apart from the question of 
tariff revision.

Stability of economic policy Inust a l­
ways be the prime economic need of this 
country. This stability should not he fos- 
sillzHtlort. The country Ii.ih acquiesced 
In the wisdom of the. protective tariff 
principle. It Is exceedingly undesirable

to maintain order within Its own borders 
and to discharge Its Just obligations to 
foreigners. When this is done, they can 
rest assured that, be they strong or weak, 
they have nothing to dread from outside 
Interference. More and more the Increas­
ing interdependence and complexity of

tlsne to grow larger, bo it is often neces- 
fcHfy foi- laboring men to work In federa­
tions. and these have become Important 
factor* o f modern industrial life. Both 
kinds o f federation, capitalistic and labor, 
c an do much good, arul a.s a necessary 
(corollary they cun both do evil. Opposi­
tion to each kind of organization should 
take the form of opposition to whatever la 
bad in the conduc t of any given corpora­
tion oi union, not of attacks upon ooc- 
lunation* as such nor upon unions as 
such, for som* o f the most farreaching 
beneficent work for our people has been 
accomplished through both corporations 
and unions. Each must refrain from ar­
bitrary or tyrannous interference with 
the- right* or others. Organized capital 
and organized labor alike should remem* 
tier that in tho long run the Interest of 
each must be brought Into harmony with 
the interest of the general public, and tho 
condui t o f each must conform to the 
fundamental rules of obedience to the 
law. o f individual freedom and of Justice 
end fair dealing toward all. Each should 
remember that in addition to power It 
must strive after the realization of 
healthy, lofty and generous Ideals. Every 
employer, evert* wageworker, must be 
guaranteed his liberty and his right to do 
ns lie liken with his property or his labor 
too long ns he does not Infringe upon the 
right* of others, it is o f the highest lm- 
poitnnce that employer and employee 
alike should endeavor to appreciate each 
the viewpoint <>f the other and the sure

This country 
cannot afford to sit supine on the plea 
that under our peculiar system o f govern 
inent we are helpless In the presence of 
the new conditions and unable to grapple 
with them or to cut out whatever o f evil 
has arisen In connection with them. Thi 
power o f the congrers to regulate Into** 
State commerce Is ar absolute and ut. 
qualified grant and dhout limitations 
other than those prescribed l»y the const! 
tutlon. Tho comrress hus constitutional 
authority to make all laws necessary and 
proper for executing this power, and I am 
satisfied that this power has not been ex­
hausted by any legislation now on the 
statute hooks It Is evident, therefore, 
that evils restrictive of commercial free­
dom and entailing restraint upon national 
commerce fail within th© regulative pow ­
er of the congress and that a wise and 
reasonable law w u1d he a necessary and
{ roper exercise o f congressional authority

The « \- 
ecutivo department has already at Its 
disposal methods o f collecting facts and 
figures. Htal if the congress desires addi­
tional consideration to that which will tie 
given the subject by Its own committees, 
then a commission o f business experts can 
be appointed whose duty It should he to 
recommend action by the congress after 
n deliberate and scientific examination of 
the various schedules a* they are affected 
by the ( hanged and changing conditions. 
Th * unhurried and unbiased report " f  this 
commission would show what changes 
should be made In the various schedule* 
and how far those changes could go with 
out also changing the great prosperity

It Is a matter o f sincere congratulation 
to our country that tin* United States nti-1

was done last summer with most satis­
factory results In the case o f a claim at 
Issue between us and our sister republic. 
It is earnestly to be hoped that this first 
ease will serve as a precedent for others.

In consequence o f this solicitation o f the 
cable company certain condition* were 
formulated, upon which the president was. 
willing to allow access to these sound­
ings and to consent to the landing and 
la\ing o f the cable, subject to any altera­
tions or additions thereto imposed by the 
congress 'I’ llla Was deemed proper, espe­
cially up It was clear that a cable c«»n- 
ne'-Mon of sum** kind with China, a fo r­
eign country, was a part or tho company's 
plan This < our toe was. moreover, in a c ­
cordance with a line of precedents. Includ­
ing President Grant's action In tho case 
o f the first French cable, explained to tho 
congress In his annual message o f De­
cember. lHTIi, and the Instance occurring 
in 1N79 *.f the second French cable from 
Brest to St Pierre, with a branch to 
Cape Cod.

These conditions prescribed, among oth­
er things, a maximum rate for commer­
cial messages and that the company

The results following its introduction have fully 
justified the congress in the large appropriation.-* 
made for its eaubliahnient and extension. Th • 
at 'iage yearly increase in postoAc* receipts in 
the rural districts of the country is about 2 per 
cent. We are now able, by actual results, to 
show that where rural free delivery service has 
been established to such an extent as to enabl - 
us to make comparisons the yearly increase has 
been upward of 10 per cent.

On Nov 1. 1U02. 11,650 rural free delivery 
routes bad hern established and were in operation, 
covering about one-third of the territory o f the 
I nitod Stales available for rural free delivery 
service. There arc now awaiting the action of 
the department petitions and applications for the 
establishment of 10,748 additionsl routes. This 
allows conclusively the want which the establish­
ment of the service has met and the need of fur 
ther extending it aa rapidly as possible. It is 
justified both by the financial results and by the 
practical benefits to our rural population; it 
brings the men who live on the soil into close 
relations with the active business world; it keeps 
the fanner in daily touch with tho markets; it is 
s potential educational force; it enhances the 
value of farm property, makes farm life far 
pleasanter and less isolated, and w ill do much to 
check the undesirable current from country to 
city.

It is to  Ih* hoped that the congress will nuke 
liberal appropriations fur the continuance o f'th e  
service already established ami for its further ex­
tension.

Few subjects of more importance have been 
taken up by the congress in recent years than 
the inauguration of the system of nationally aided 
irrigation fur the arid regions of the far west. 
A good beginning therein has been made. Now 
that this policy of national irrigation hat been 
adopted the need of thorough and scientific forest 
protection w ill grow more rapidly than ever 
throughout the public land states.

Legislation should be provided for the protec­
tion of the game and the wild creatures gener­
ally on the forest reserves. The senseless alaugh 
ter of game, which can by Judicious protection be 
permanently preserved on our national reserves 
for the people as a whole, should be stopped at 
once. It is, for instance, a serious count ngainst 
our national good sense to permit the present 
practice of butchering off such a stately and 
beautiful creature aa the elk for its antlers or 
tusks.

So far as they are available for agriculture and 
to whatever extent they may be reclaimed under 
the national irrigation law, the remaining public 
lands should be held rigidly for the homebuilder, 
the settler who lives on his land, and for no on 
else. In their actual uso tl»e desert land law, 
the timber amt stone law and the commutation 
clause of the homestead law have been ao per­
verted from the intention with which they were 
en t'ted  as to permit the acquisition o f large 
areas of the public domain for oilier than actual 
settler# nnd the consequent prevention of settle­
ment. Moreover, the approaching exhaustion of 
the public ranges has of late len to much dis- 
cusfion as to the best manner of using these pub­
lic  lands in the west which are suitable chiefly or 
only for grazing. The sound and steady develop- 
|i-nt of the west depend* upon the building up 
of homes therein. Much of our prosperity ns n 
nation has been due to the operation of the home­
stead law. On the other hand, we should recog 
nize the fact that in the grazing region the man 
who corresponds to the homesteader may be un­
able to settle permanently if only allowed to use 
the same amount of pasture land that his brother, 
tho homesteader, is allowed to use of arable land. 
One hundred and sixty acres of fairly rich and 
well watered soil or a much smaller amount of 
irrigated land may keep a family in plenty, where­
as no one could get a living from 160 acres of 
dry pasture land capable of supporting at the 
outside only one head of rattle to every ten acres 
In the past great tracts of the public domain 
have been fenced in by persons having no title

In den ling with tfir Indians our aim should be 
their ultimate absorptittf* into the bodr of our 
people, but In many cases (ton absorption must 
and should be very alow In pontoss of the In­
dian Territory the mixture of blood hav forur on 
st the Mine time with progrew in wra th and 
education, so that there are plenty of men with 
varying degrees of purity of Indian blood who 
are absoftft*!/ Indistinguishable in point of social, 
political and economic ability from their white 
associates. There •♦« otbar tribes which have as 
yet made no perceptible advance toward such 
equality To try to force such tribes too fast is 
to prevent their going forward i t  all. Moreover, 
the tribes live under widely different conditions. 
Where a tribe has made considerable advance and 
lives on fertile farming soil it is possible to ailoC 
the members lands in severalty much us is tlic 
case with white aettlers. There are other tribes 
where such a course i»  not desirable. On tho 
arid prairts land# the effort should be to induce 
Ihe Imiisfis to lead pastoral rather than agricul­
tural lives and to permit them to nettle in v il­
lages rather than to force them into isolation.

The large Indian school# situated roiijoto from 
anv Indian reservation do a special and pacu.'ST 
work of great Importance; but, excellent though 
these are, an immense amount o f additional work 
must be done on tho reservation# themsclvej 
among th* «dd, and, above all, among the young 
Indians. . .

The first and mo*t Important step toward the 
absorption of the Indian le to teach him to earn 
his living, yet it is not neceKMfrily to be assumed 
that in each community all Indians must become 
either tiller* of the roil or #tock raisers. Th-dr 
Industrie# may properly be diversified, and those 
who ahoiv spe’( ial desire or adaptability for indus­
trial or even commercial purtiuit-i should be en­
couraged so far as practicable to follow out each 
his own bent.

Every effort should be made to develop the In­
dian ulong the linra of natural aptitude and to 
encourage the existing native industries peculiar 
to certain tribe#, such as the various kind# of 
basket weaving, canoe building, smith work and 
blanket work. Above all, the Indian boys and 
girls sli.-iild be given confident command of col­
loquial Englibli and should ordinarily be prepared 
for a vigorous fllruggle with the conditions under 
which their people lire  rather than for immedi­
ate absorption into soma more highly developed 
community.

The officials who represent the government in
dealing with the Indians work unuft hard condi­
tions and also under conditions wider/ vender it 
easy to do wrong and very difficult t</ detect 
wrong. Consequently they should be amply paid 
on the one hand, and on the other hand a par­
ticularly high Ktundard of conduct should be de­
manded from them, arid where misconduct can be 
proved the punishment should be exemplary.

In no depart incut cf governmental work in re­
cent years bat there been greater success than 
In that of g iving scientific aid to the farming 

t population, thereby showing them how most effi- 
| ciently to help themselves. There is no need of 

insisting upon its importance, for the welfare of 
tho farmer i# fundamentally necessary to  the 
welfare of the republic as a whole. In addition! 

j to such work is  quarantine against animal and 
vegetable plagues, and warring against them when 
hi re introduced, much efficient help has been ren­
dered to the farmer by the introduction of new 
plants specially fitted for cultivation under th« 
peculiar conditions existing in different portions 
of the country. New cereals have been established 
in the semiarid west. For instance, the practi­
cability of producing the best types of macaroni | 
wheats’ in regions of an annual rainfall of only 
ten inches or thereabout lias been conclusively 
demonstrated. Through the introduction of new 
rices in Louisiana and Texas the production of 
rice in this country has liecn made to about equal! 
the home demand. In the southwest the possibil­
ity  of r-grasning overstocked range lands has been 
demonstrated; in the north many new forago 
crops have been introduced, while in the east it 
has been shown that some of our choicest fruits 
i an bo stored and shipped in such a way a# to 
find a profitable market abroad.

I again recommend to the favorable considera­
tion of the congress the plans of the Smithsonian 
institution for making the museum under its 
charge worthy of the nation and for preserving 
at the national capital not only records of tho 
vanishing races of men, but of the animals of this 

I which, like the buffalo, w ill soon be- 
| come extinct unless specimens from which their 
representatives may be renewed are sought in 
th ir native regiona and maintained there in 
safety.

The District of Columbia is the only part ol 
our trriitory in which the national government 
exercises local or municipal functions and whero 
in consequence the government has a free hand 
in reference to certain types o f social and eco­
nomic legislation which must be essentially local 
or municipal In their character. The government 
should sec to it, for instance, that the hygienic 
and sanitary legislation affecting Washington is 
of a high character. The evils of alum dwellings, 
whether in the shape of crowded ami congested 
tenement hou*e districts or of the back alley

grow up in 
lodel in every

type, should never be permitted to 
Washington. The c ity should be ffH 
respect for all the cities of the country. The 
charitable and correctional systems of the Dis­
trict should receive consideration at the hands of 
tho conarcfea to the end that they may embodj 
the results of the most advanced thought in these 
fields Moreover, while Washington is not a great 
industrial city, there is some Industrialism here, 
and our labor legislation, while it would not be 
important in itself, might be made a model for 
the re#t o f the nation We should pass, for in ­
stance, a wise employer’s liab ility act for the Dis­
trict of Columbia, and we need such an act in 
our navy yards. Railroad companies in the Dis­
trict ought to he required by law to  block their 
frogs.

'Hie safety appliance law. for the better pro­
tection of the lives and limb* of railway em­
ployee#. whirh was passed in went Into full
effect on Aug. 1, 1901. It has resulted in avert­
ing thousands of casualties. Experience shows, 
however, the necessity of additional legislation 
to perfect this law. A  hill to provide for this

Easw-d the senate st the last session. It is to  ba 
oped that some such measure may now be en­

acted into law.
There is a growing tendency to provide for the 

publication of masses of documents for which 
there is no public demand and for the printing of 
which there is no rral necessity. Large numbers 
of volumes are turned out by the government 
printing presses for which there Is no justification. 
Nothing should be printed by any of the depart­
ments unless it contains something of permanent 
\alur. and the congress could with advantage cut 
down very materially on all the printing which 
it has now become customary to provide. The 
excessive cost of government printing is a strong 
argument against the position o f those who aro 
inclined on abstract grounds to advocate the gov­
ernment’s doing any work which can with pro­
priety he left in private hands.

Gratifying progress has been made during tha 
year i*  the extension of the merit system of mak­
ing appointments in the government service. It 
should be extended by law to the District of Co­
lumbia. It is much to be desired that our con­
sular system !*• established by law on a basis 
providing for appointment nnd promotion only ia 
consequence of proved fitness.

Through a wise provision o f the congress at its 
last session the White House, Whit h m d  become 
disfigured by incongruous additions nnd changes, 
lias now been restored to what it was planned to 
be by Washington. In making the restorations 
the utmost care has been exercised to come as 
near as possible to the early plans and to supple­
ment these plans by a careful study of such 
buildings as that of the University of Virginia, 
which was built by Jefferson. The White House 
is the property of the nation, and eo far as is 
compatible with liv ing therein it should be kept 
as it  originally was, for tho same reasons that 
wo keep Mount Vernon as it originally was. Tha 
stately simplicity of its architecture is an ex­
pression of the character of the period in which 
it was built nnd is in accord with the purposes 
It was designed to serve. It is a good thing to 
preserve such buildings as historic monuments 
which keep alive our sense of continuity with th* 
nation's past.

The M ajority Report W ill favor the 

Admission of Oklahoma.

BRAND NEW STATE PROPOSED

Meeting of the Territories Committee to Be 
It eld, at Which the Whole Ground Is 

To Be Carefully Reviewed.

Washington. Dec. 3.—Now that the 
president’ s message has been read | 
congress Is about ready to work on ; 
the appropriation bills. Unquestion- i 
ably the Prerldent’s recommendations 
regarding the trusts will be consid­
ered. All t|je trust bills introduced In 
the house were referred to the judi­
ciary committee, and by that commit­
tee to a subcommittee, to which Rep­
resentative Littlefield Is chairman.

A great fight over the omnibus state­
hood bill is being organized. Unusual 
interest Is manifested In the report of 
tho senate committee on territories, 
which it Is understood that Senator 
Beveridge is to make tomorrow. Of 
course there will be two reports—- 
that made by the majority of the com­
mittee, which will recommend state­
hood for Oklahoma, and the minority 
report, which will recommend state­
hood for Oklahoma, New Mexico and 
Arizona.

The majority proposition, which fa­
vors the admission of Oklahoiba and 
Indian Teirltorlrs as one state. Is go 
Ing to be vigorously opposed by all the 
Democrats and by Senators Quay. 
Klklns and Penrose, and it is predict­
ed by the friends of New Mexico and 
Arizona that the omnibus 111! will pro 
vail or Senator Quay will see to :t 
that all sorts m’  leg! Ration will fail, 
including appropriation bills.

Senator Beveridge issued a call Tues­
day night for a full meeting of the 
territories committee Wednesday 
morning; at which time a report will 
be formulated. The report will set 
forth at length the result of the recent 
Investigations m the territories by a 
subcommittee. headed by Senator 
Beveridge. Tho hill will come up for 
debate on Dec. 10. and is likely to con­
sume a considerable portion of the 
srnati’s time before a vote Is reached.

While no authorltlve statement lias 
been made. Republican senators gen­
erally understood that, with the excep­
tion of Senator Quay, the Republican 
committeemen favor the amendment of 
the hill so as to provide for the ellm 
inatlon of New Mexico and Arizona and 
for the admission of Oklahoma alone.

Stormy in Indiana.
Evansville, Ind.: The worst storm 

that has visited southern Indi­
ana in many years swept this section 
Tuesday sinking barges and house­
boats on tho river, tearing down build­
ings and playing havoc with telephone 
and telegraph wires. One of the new 
buildings of the Evansville Gas com­
pany was demolished at a loss of $30 ■ 
000. Several other buildings were bad­
ly damaged. The wind attained a ve­
locity of fifty-four miles and hour, the 
greatest since the station was estab­
lished here. The storm was especially 
severe in Warrick and Posey Counties, 
where several buildings are reported 
wrecked. Thus far there has been no 
loss of life.

Albert Sidney Johnson Monument.

Texas granite and surrounded by a 
wrought Iron Gothic tomple to be fin­
ished next June.
