Washington, Jan. 20.—The TUnited
States supreme Court again passed
upon the validity of divorces granted
in South Dakota to non-residents in
the suit of Annie Andrews vs. Kate
H. Andrews over the estate of Charles
8. Andrews, whom both claimea as
husband.

Andrews secured a divorce from
Mrs. Kate Andrews, the first wife, in
South Dakota, after remaining there
six months, as required by the statute
of that state. The Massachusetts
courts held that the decree had been
fravduently secured and recognized
the first wife as the legal widow of
of the deceased Mr. Andrews. Mon-
day's opinion, which was delivered by
Justice White, affiirmed that holding.
He said that Andrews’' residence in
the state of South Dakota did not con
stitute legal domicile. It was evident,
he went on, that Andrews’ six months’,
residence in South Dakota had been
taken up for the sole purpose of se
curing a divorce; that temporary
change of residence did not amount to
domicile, nor to a change of citizen-
ship. For this reason he held that the
South Dakota court was without jur
fediction in the divorce proceedings,
and its decree wholly void.

THREE OF THE GARRISON HURTY

The Panther Attacks a Fort on Lake Maracaibo
Which Defends Itself With Four Guns
Until The Vessel Retires.

Maracaibo, Venezuela, Jan, 19.—Fort
San Carlos, at the entrance of l.ake
Maracaibo, was shelled for an hour
Saturday afternoon by the German
cruiser Panther. The fort returned
the fire with four guns, and the Panth-
er withdrew in the direction of Cur-
acao.

Fort San Carlos is (wenty-one miles
from Maracaibo, ‘and commands the
entrance to the lake or the inner bay.

The correspondent of the Associated |
Press here has received the followlug!
letter from Gen. Bello, the commander
of the fort: “Saturday afternoon at
12:30 Fort San Carlos was attacked
and shelled, without anv provocation
on our part, without previous notifica-
tion or the delivering of an v!itmatum,
by the German cruiser Panther, which
tried to force the entrance. After a
fight lasting an hour, during which the
fort uged only four guns, the Panther,

which tried to force the en-
ternce was obliged . abandon
the fight, and retreated in the direc-

tion of Curacao. The fort has suffered
no damage, and only three men were
wounded.” There have been popular
demonstrations on the streets here as
2 result of the shelling of the fort. !

Representative Sheppard iIntroduces
a Bill of Much Importance.

Washington: Representative Shep-
pard has introduced a bill enlarging

in the department of agriculture, The
bill provides that government statist-
ical reports shall hereafter include sug-
ar, rice, fruits, vegetables and all oth-
er agricultural and horticultural pro-
ducts of commercial importance.
