Washington, Nov. 5—The United
States government, it was announced
late today, has sent a message to
the German government saying that
Marshal Foch, the Allied generalisi-
mo, is in possession of the armistice
terms and that Germany can get
them by sending a properly aceredit-

representatives to the headquar-
ters of Marsha! Foch.

The message also stated that the
A'tied governments are in aceord
with President Wilson in all of nis
fourteen peace principles made publie
in his address to congress in Janu-
ary, 1918, save two principles, the
first of which pertains to the free-
dom of the seas, and the second to
the amount of indemnity Gernfany
will have to pay. These subjects
are to be left for discussion at the
peace conference,

Text of Message

Washington, Nov. 6—Following is
the text of the message to Germany:

(From the Secretary of State to
the minister of Switzerland, in
charge of German interests in the
United States.)

ARMISTICETO
AUSTRIANS IS
JUSTLY SEVERE

Washington, Nov. 4—Terms of an
armistice under which the land and
sea forces of what once was the Aus-
tro-Hungarian empire have laid down
their arms were announced today sim-
ultaneously in Washington and the
Allied capitals. They accomplish com-
plete surrender and open Austrian
and Hungarian territory for Ameri-
can and Alliel operations against
Germany.

From this drastic document, it may
be stated, may be gleaned an accurate
outline of the conditions nearing com-
pletion in the Supreme War Council
at Versailles under which Germany
may have a cessation of hostilities,

The terms under which the debacle
on the Italian front ended today at 3
p. m. (9 a. m. Eastern United States
time,) include complete demobiliza-
tion of Austrian forces, surrender of
one-half of all artillery and military
equipment; occupation by American
and Allied forces of such strategic
places as may later be selected; use
of Austrian railroads for operations
against Germany; evacuation of all
invaded territory, leaving behind all
equipment and supplies including coal,
surrender of a portion of the Austrian
surface and submarine fleets and dis-
armament of others under American
and Allied control, surrender of all
German submagines in Austrian wa-
ters and repatriation of Allied and

American prisoners without reeip-
rocity. ;
Evacuation of Austrian territery

rulers of Germany are so industrious-
ly and efficiently engaged in putting
upon everybody in their land. But the
few are mostly now in prison, like

ll.u-bknecht or have managed to es-
lcape from the country, iike Profes-
sor Nicolai, by sensational airplane
flight to Denmark. Most Germans in
!Germany, and some out of it, seem
lunashamed to reveal the symptoms of
their fatal inoculation with the loath-
'some dlsease of “nothing counts but
winning.” Approving deceit, robbery
'and cruelty, choosing international
outlawry, sacrificing all personal feel-
lings and morals, gloating over hor-
,rors, whining over reprisals, they ad-
vertise themselves by these as unmis-
'takmbl\ as they did the silvery lepers
of old, when they called out, “unclean,
unclean.”

Now this uncleanliness, though an
infectious disease, is yet an avoidable
one. A few simple precautions and a
strong minded wil! will not succumb,
and the individual is safe. Yet how
few in Germany have held the disease
at bay! The people as a whole seem
to show an almost 100 per cent mor-
bidity from the attacks of their dan-
gerous national, or racial, disease.
Hence, will it be any wonder if, after
the war, the people of the world, when
they recognize any human being as a
German from Germany, will shrink
aside so that they may not touch him
as he passes, or stoop for stones to
drive him from their path? This will
be cruel to the few that are not di-
seased, but it will be a warranted pre-
caution against a general danger.

For the world is not going to get
over easily or quickly its sorely-gain-
ed revelation of Germanic ailment.
There was once a “man without a
wuntr,\'." There is going to be—there
is already-—— a country without a
world.

Quarantine! That is exactly what
human society has to do to protect it-
self from the infectious uncleanness.
It is not even for the sake of punish-
ment; it is for the sake of protection.
Germany infected Russia and Italy.
She has tried to infect France and
England and America. In war time
or peace time the disease is danger-
ous. It simply has to be guarded
against. And the quarantine has to be
rigorous. Those not diseased, but who
have been exposed to it, will have to
suffer along with the actually tainted.
It will be with the innocent Germans
as it was with the innocent Belgians
after  Governor General von der
Goltz’'s famous order was placarded.
If anything happens to a railroad or
telegraph or telephone line near a vil-
lage, the village will be punished,
“whether innocent or guilty.” Host-
es have been taken from each vil-
lage, and if anything happens they
will be shot. And they were shot.

So, to be German from Germany af-
ter the war will be a presumption of
guilt, a presumption of dangerous di-
sease. It may be hard; it may be un-
fair; but it will be unescapable. I am
not arguing for it; I am simply recog-
nizing it. I am simply hearing the
cry, “Unclean, unclean.”
