War Credits Board
Approves Advances of
Neariy $150,000,000

A statement prepared by the War
Credits Board includes the following
explanation of its functions and acti-

*+ vities:

“When a concern that has a con-
tract with the War Department for
supplies has shown the board that it
needs financial assistance and has
been able to comply with the act by
giving adequate security, the board
has approved an advance payment and
the money has been received; in many
instances where the case was urgent
the money has been paid over to the
contractoy the same day the applica-
tion has been filed. However, the
board does not act in any sense as a
bank. It is only when the manufac-
turer has reached a point where fin-
ancial assistance ig needed, in addi-
tion to his banking lines, that appli-
cation for advance paymeni for his

poads ig considered favorably by thel

board.”

Between the time of its creation in
November and Jaruary 24 the board
approved advances to contractors to-
ialing $145,5561,000.
