OVER COUNTY

RAINFALL OF NEAR HALF
INCH IN TOWN IS MORE
IN RURAL SECTIONS.

Rainfall that started with a
hard shower accompanied by wind
Tuesday evening of this week was
followed V7ednesday evening by a
general rain that ranged from
near a half inch in Clarendon to
more than double this -amount in
other sections of the county. The
first rain was confined almost en-
tirelv to the northeastern section

of the county, starting in the
Sunnyview community and ex-
tendin~ to the river and a little
past.

Showing the general trend of the
rainfall in the county, Clarendon
received .46 of an inch in the two
rains that fell. Other communi-
ties varied in amount with Gold-
ston and the R. O. Ranch and
Van FEaton farms receiving the
greatest registered amount of one
and one-half inches. Jericho re-
ceived approximately one inch,
Ashtola and Lelia Lake each re-
ceived from three-quarters to one
inch while the Brice section and
Bell's Ranch each report approx-
imately one half inch. The Sun-
nyview section reports vary, some
reports indicating a fall of an inch
and a half. Some hail is reported
near Lelia Lake but in small
amounts not sufficient to do a

deal of dama,
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rotto 3. continued to
and show signs of Dbeing
burned. The heavy rains in the
spring put a thorough under-
ground season and the tap roots
of the cotton have done the rest
to keep this staple product in
first class condition.

In some sections the feed was
showine some signs of suffering,
esnecially the later planted pro-
ducts. Corn was hably the
worst sufferer in this respect al-
though the later crops in this res-
pect were doing nicely and the
raing received will insure a fine
production in this cron Farmers
who have planted large acreage
to watermelons were fearing that
they would do little with their
crops, but this rain will insure
them a fair yield although it may
be a little later than is usual with
the bulk of this product.

Business men in the city have
been bewailing the fact that the
dry weather was affecting their
receipts and will no longey hdve
this to fear.

Regardless of the fact that
there will be no county-wide elec-
tion on the county junior college
proposal for the present, Clar-
endon Municipal Junior College
will continue to operate as in the
past, and will open in all depart-
ments on Wednesday, Sept. 4th, as
announced in the catalog,

Supt. Burton told a News rep-
resentative this week that there
seemed to be a wrong impression
out over the county and here in
Clarendon to the effect that since
the board of education at Austin
had failed to order the county-
wide election petitioned for, that
the Junior College would not be
opened this fall. This is positively
a mistaken idea..

The Junior College here is still
authorized in its present form by
the exception put into the state
junior college law, and while no
special tax may be levied without
a duly authorized election, yet the
school will be maintained and fin-
anced as before—by a tuition
charge of one hundred dollars per
student per school year.

INITIAL REPORT
SAYS 15 MILLION

COTTON MARKET TAKES
DOWN TURN ON FIRST
GOVERNMENT REPORT.

The first government report for
the current year of 1929 was re-
ceived in Clarendon this morning
by J. H. Morris over long dis-
tance from Memphis, where it was
released. The report states that
86,970 bales have been ginned to
the date of the first report with
ginning in full blast in all sec-

tions where the crop has pro-
gressed to harvest,
The crop condition is high,

standing at 69.6 as compared to
a normal crop. The yield per acre
is reported to be a little higher
also, being first estimated at
159.3 pounds.

The market was very active on
the opening today, New York
quoting 18.60 on October and 18.77
on December cotton. The New
Orleans market was a little less
with October standing at 18.41
and December at 18.62, Imme-
diately on release of the. govern-
ment figures, the market took a
bearish turn and dropped about
40 points on the receipt of the
bulletin.

The initial estimate for the
year's crop was issued at 15,543,-
000 bales, which is considerably
more than was estimated fop the
last vear’s yield. The first report
is. subject to correction, based on
weather and ginning conditions

past month of July has set
a new record for water consump-
tion for the city of Clarendon.
The water has been maintained
at a level that gave an ample
surplus at all times to meet the
demands of the city and at the

same time allow the users to
watey their grounds as the de-
mand has arisen. The smaller
pump that carries a stream of
160 gallons per minute to the
mains is run steadily, requiring
sixteen hours daily service dur-

ing the past month. To this, the
largest pump in the unit, with a
capacity of 600 gallons per minute,
has been added for some two to!
three hours daily to keep a stan-
dard level in the standpipe.
The receipts have shown to be
the most satisfactory for the en-
tire history of the water section
as a separate department in the
city’s work. This has been done
despite the fact that a low rate
has been charged water consum-
ers. This rate has enabled the
users of water to keep their
yards in splendid condition and
at the same time keep their
watey from costing them a too
great figure, The rate will remain
in effect during August and Sep-
tember, the water used after the
meter reading in September be-
ing charged out at the old rate,
The two wells of the city have
shown no sign of let-up in their
production, standing steadily at
475 gallons per minute for both of
them at one time. This is quite
a bit more than is actually con-
sumed and allows time for the
piling up of a surplus for use in
case of an emergency or a break-
down.

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LACK OF PAVED HIGHWAYS CITED AS POSSIBLE
BAR TO COUNTY-WIDE COLLEGE

In a daily column, “Home Town Stuff,” written by
Editor Ray H. Nichols in the Vernon Daily Record, the
denial of the petition of Donley County voters for an elec-
tion on the county-wide college matter is discussed, and
the probability of the lack of paved roads in the county
is hinted at as one possible cause of the disapproval of the
state board of education.

Je that as it may, we might well consider the trans-
portation matter in conjunction with our future plans con-
cerning the county college proposal, for transportation has
become an important item of every activity in our domestic
and educational relations. Read what the Record has to say:

“News dispatches from Austin say the State Board
of Education had disapproved the proposal of Clarendon
citizens to extend their junior college district so as to in-
clude all of Donley County. Just why has not been learned,
but probably transportation was a factor. The matter of
having a junior college supported by the entire county and

»its facilities avaiable free to all high school graduates of
the county has much to commend it. No doubt it will come
as a logical development in our system of education,

“Our colleges and universities are over crowded with
students. Something must be done about it, and present
senfiment with regard to education will not permit a limita-
tion of college privileges. We are committed to an ever-
broadening system of education. Obviously, the present col-
leges can't take care of all who offer as students. So the
junior college will doubtless prove a necessity. This ar-
rangement will keep students at home for two years of their
college work and will thus relieve the congestion in the in-
stitutions of higher learning. The Donley County plan
sounds feasibie, and there need to be discouragement over
he decigion of the State Board. Let Donley County build
pavea roads in ordér that students may easily reach the
county seat, and approval of the proposition will come.
This isn’t the first time a board has decided against logical
development.

These matters must inevitably suggest to the
thoughtful citizen of Wilbarger County the possibility of
having a junior college in Vernon at some time in the fu-
ture, with the entire county as the supporting unit. Our
road system, now well on its way to completion will remove
one of the greatest objections to 2 county junior college.”

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7,000 Miles Of Federal-Aid
Highways Improved Last Y ear

During the fiscal year 1929, the
Federal Government cooperated
with the States in the improve-
ment 'of 7,022 miles of Federal-
aid highways, bringing the total
mileage of the system improved
with Federal aid to 78,096, accord-
ing to fieures of the Bureau, of
Public Roads of the United States
Department of Agriculture, The
year’s mileage was improved in
the 48 states and Hawaii bv State
highway departments working in
cooperation with the Federal bu-
reau, There are approximately
188,000 miles of main interstate
and intercounty highways in the
Federal-aid system, of which the
above mileage and apnroximately
an equal mileage built by the
States without Federal assis-
tance is now improved.

The 7,022 miles, improved in-
clude 1,066 miles of graded and
drained earth roads 563 miles
of sand-clay, 1,293 miles of grav-
el roads, 189 miles of waterbound
macadam, 728 miles of bituminous
macadam and bituminous con-
crete pavements, 3,101 miles of
Portland cement concrete pave-
ment, and 48 miles paaved with
vitrified brick. Forty-four miles
of bridges and aporoaches were
also constructed.

In addition to the improved
mileage, at the end of the year
there were under :
with Federal aid 9,526 miles, of
which 8,358 were undergoing in-
itial improvement, and 1,168 were
-being given a ur

cost of the mileage under con-
struction is $288,158,495, which
includes Federal funds in the sum

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LATE LAW REQUIRES PER-

ADD SHEEP TO
RAISE PROFITS

SHORT COURSE VISITORS
TOLD OF BENEFITS OF
SMALL FLOCK FOR FARM.

College Station, Texas, July 29
—When more farmers in Texas
add a few sheep to their farm-
ing operations as well as the cow
and the hen, Texas will have a
more balanced system of farm-
ing, Ernest Gibbens, of the ani-
mal husbandry department, A. &
M. College of Texas, told those
in attendance at the beef cattle,
sheep and goats section of the
Farmers Short Course here. “No
farm animal is capable of return-
ing a greater net profit than
sheep when given intelligent at-
tention, nor of losing money fast-
er when not properly handled,”
he said, Mr. Gibbons discussed
“Sheep Breeding.”

There are two phases of sheep
production to be considered, the
speaker pointed out in opening
his discussion, range production
and farm flock. Range production
in Texas has changed much in the
last twenty years, he went on to
point out. “Production of sheep
on the ranges of Texas is rapid-
ly going through a transition
period from production of a
strictly fine" wool type of sheep,
as was the case some years ago,
to the production of good mut-
ton as well as fine fleece.”

Touching on the farm flock
t)hnse of sheep raising, Mr. Gib-
bens said that many farms in
the lime prairie section of Texas
should add sheep to their sys-
tem of farming. “A small farm
flock brings in funds in the spring
at a time when most farms have
little or nothing to sell,” he con-

tinued. “No farmer should steck
too heavily on sheep, however,
but rather should keep just

enough to eat his surplus weeds
and turn them into money.

THROUGH PROGRESSIVE
i STREET WIDENING AK-
RON IS CREATING SPACE,

{ Milions of dollars will be saved
American cities through the ex-
pedient of planning city improve-
ments early. This is evidenced
by the experience of Akron, Ohio,
which through carefully contem-
plated and progressive street wid-
ening has already saved nearly
1 $2,000,000.

Ten years ago Akron adopted a
street widening plan calling for
the eventual widening of nearly
20 miles of streets, To have wid-
ened these thoroughfares out-
right would have been impos-
sible, for the total cost would
have been some $20,000,000. The
plan was adopted of establishing
new set-back building lines so
that as buildings became obsolete
and were replaced, the new struc-
tures were erected ten feet or

more back from the former build-
ing line,

The two million dollar saving
made by Akron includes money
saved through the avoidance of
condemnation charges. Having

saved ' this amount in ten years,
the city is now going to spend
roughly that amount in widening
four and a half miles of an im-
portant artery.

E. A. Kemmler, chief engineer,
bureau of highways, of Akron,
points out that the fifty-year plan
will be completed at a total cost
less than half of the original es-
timate,

If motoring comfort is ever to
be attained, planning must be
done early. Motor car needs will
certainly be no less ten years
from now. The saturation point of

automobile ownership is not yet
in sight—and if it were there is
not a single town or city in the
country that has anything like
adeuqgate facilities for the cars
now within its gates.

ron, the creation of automobile
facilities can be made without
straining the community’s re-
sources.
