AT A GLANCE

Again comes evidence that
there is nothing new about ration-
ing and price ceilings It is now re-
vealed that they were enforced in
a Texas city more than a century
ago. This has been discovered by

Federal Judge Allen B. Hannay of |

Houston in a historical docu-
ment, one of many he has been
studying in connection with two
civil suits involving «laims by
purported heirs of four Spanish
grandees to title on wvaluable
southwest Texas oil lands.

In 1812, city officials of Laredo,
in the present San Antonio OPA
district, placed ceilings on certain
products and rationed them to
prevent famine and suffering fol-
lowing the uprising. At the time
Laredo was a part of Mexico
which was revolting from Span-
ish rule. In fixing the price and
rationing rules, the officials did it
scientifically, too. Beans, counted
one by one, and corn, counted Sy
ears, were rationed according to
age groups.

Price ceilings were levied on
meat, candles (there being no
electric lights then), bread, hay,
stove wood and lard. Stiff penal-
ties were provided for violations
—a fine of 25 pesos for the first
offense, and doubled and trebled
for the second and third. Proceeds
from violations were to be used
for the construction of public
buildings in Laredo, the act stipu-
lated.

The much vaunted (by the
Nazis) robot plane has excited
considerable interest. This was
one of the “secret weapons”
which the Nazis had long bragged
about. As a matter of fact, how-
ever, both the British and Ameri-
can Intelligence Services were ful-
ly aware of the existence of this
instrument. Both the United
States Army and Navy had prev-
iously experimented with a simi-
lar device but abandoned the idea
because these rocket bombs act-
ually do little military damage.
They have a wingspan of about
sixteen feet and are slightly more
than twenty five feet long. It is a
jet-propelled rocket type “flying
bomb” without a pilot. Most of
them are controlled by radio. Our
military authorities rejected these
flying bombs in favor of more
precise bombing, based on the ae-
curacy and precision of our su-
perior bomb sights.

Most of the damage to date has
been of little military conse-
quence. Washington officials be-
lieve the first threat was to scare
and alarm those in the British
Isles but even that objective has
fallen flat,

There are four ways to combat
this new tyep weapon: (1) Heavy
bombing of the rocket plane take-
off spots across the Channel, (2)
Sending Allied fighter planes out
to shoot them down (since the ro-
bot planes cannot shoot back our
own fighter planes can come in at
closer range and fire more ac-
curately) (3) Anti-aircraft defen-
ses (4) Possible jamming of the
radio controls by radio interfer-
ence.

Growing Forage
For Livestock

To obtain good quality hay, rich
in protein, mineral, and vitamin
“A”, most crops should be har-
vested about the bloom stage
while they still are leafy and
green,

It is not too late to plant forage
crops for harvesting this year,
says E. A. Miller, agronomist for
the A&M College Extension Ser-
vice. Such crops would include
grain sorghums and sweet sor-
ghums for hay, silage and cured
bundles feed, or even a little late
grazing; and sudan grass, cow-
peas and soybeans for hay and
grazing. Grain sorghums also
could bé planted for grain where
corn was omitted, or where corn
creps were ruined by flood.

Since sudan grass seed is not
plentiful this year, planting may
be limited to not more than 10
pounds an acre in three-foot rows.
The plants will adjust themselves
to available moisture and plant
food by stooling. Good stands of-
ten are obtained with as little as
five pounds of seed to the acre,
especially if moisture conditions

| are favorable.

Some good varieties of cowpeas
are Brabham, Iron, Whippoorwill,
Chinese, Red, Blackeye, Groit and
New Era. The Brabham and Iron

| are resistant to root knot caused

by nemtodes and to wilt, and are
excellent on the sandy soils of
east Texas where these diseases
are prevalent,

Laredo, Otootan and Avoyelles
are suitable varieties of soybeans
for hay, especially Laredo which
produces a good quality of hay if
cut before maturity. As hay, most
of the feed value is in the leaves.

Miller recommends inoculating
soybean seed with bacterial cul-
ture inasmuch as Texas soils con-
tain few bacterial which produces
nodules on the roots which utilize
nitrogen from the air.

Texas Schools
Face Shortage
Of Teachers

According to surveys made by
the Texas State Teachers Associa-
tion the school year just closed
has been one of the most difficult
in the history of the Texas public
school system. Since the begin-
ning of the war more than 20,000
of the 48,000 Texas teachers have
either resigned or changed their
place of teaching. Several thous-

o
ated with a skeleton personnel or
were forced to close because they
could not obtain teachers. The
surveys conducted by the Teach-
ers Association disclosed that 153
common school districts, in 151
counties studied, closed during
the year for lack of teachers. The
common schools in these counties
employed 1900 teachers with sub-
standard qualifications. An aver-
age of more than 200 positions
were not filled at any time during
the year. A few districts were un-
able to provide any instruction
for their children.

The independent school districts
also had their difficulties, Of 613
independent districts studied it
was found that 574 teaching posi-
tions could not be filled. In addi-
tion, more than 650 teaching plac-
es were abolished or consolidated.
These districts were forced to em-
ploy 2500 teachers with sub-
standard qualifications.

During the year teacher train-
ing institutions in Texas were
able to supply only one applicant
for each seven calls for teachers.
At the beginning of the war the
average salary for all classroom
teachers in Texas was a little over
$1100 annually. Although living
costs have advanced more than
twenty-five per cent, the average
salary increase for Texas teachers
has been only ten per cent.

The prospect for next school
year promises no relief. The sur-
plus of certificated teachers has
been absorbed. Enrollments in
teacher training courses in the in-
stitutions of higher learning in the
state have declined approximately
sixty per cent since 1941, indicat-
ing that thousands of young per-
sons in choosing a profession re-
Ject teaching because of the low
money value placed on their ser-
vices by society.

Human Hair 25,000 Times Size
Of Invisible Platinum Wire

small only its shadow can be seen,
is being used experimentally at
the General Electric Company in
Schenectady.

Harley Longan
Writes From
South Pacific

EDRITORS NOTE—Harley C. Lon-
gan, now in the South Pacific
theatre of war, writes the follow-
ing interesting letter to his moth-
er, Mrs. Edith Longan.

July 13, 1044

Dear Mom,

Of recent date we were'part of a
tremendous task group made up
of all types of combat ships. We
were out to find the enemy and de
him damage, and that is just what
we accomplished. The aviators on
our carriers are the lads that de-
serve great praise for the remark-
able work that they did andn es-
pecially the damaging blows
which they inflicted on Tojo's
navy. Several timessduring one
day we saw our enemy’s planes go
down in fire and smoke as they
made futile attempts to damage
our forces. One sight that will not
be forgotten was one night when
one of our fighter planes shot
down an enemy bomber. For some
time it looked just like a flare of
white light as it plunged to the sea
and then as it hit it burst into red
flames that covered the water for
several minutes,

One enemy plane flying low on
the water, far out near the hori-
zon was sighted and immediately
we opened fire upon it. There are
many who claim that we shot it
down, but others say no. It was so

{far out that it was difficult to tell;

but one thing for certain he did
not get anywhere near the task
force.

Once again we are in port and
though liberty boats are few and

far between, many of us have got-
ten ashore at least once. There is
not much to do, but a good hike
on dry ground, or a swim in the
surf makes for a pleasant after-
noon. It is hard to believe some-
times that the enemy lived here at
one time.

Last Sunday afternoon our
newly organized band played for
us on the fantail. They were really
tops and they deserve a lot of
credit. There are a couple of the
fellows in the band that do some
writing of songs. They played one
called “There’s Tomorrow"', which
was really swell. Another part of
the program was one of the mess
attendants that works in the Of-
ficer's Wardroom he did a couple
of dances, golly, but he sure shuf-
fled his feet around.

There is a big beautiful moon
right now and each night as we
get together for the movie on the
fantail that old moon makes our
thoughts turn homeward and es-
pecially to those we love. It is just
like all the beautiful sunsets we
have out here they are wonderful,
but there is always something
lacking, I wonder could it be you?

That seems to be it for this let-
ter, maybe soon' there will be
another, Until then we will con-
tinue to do our part in getting this
all over with and then we will be
home again,

Blood Plasma For
Civilian U
se

Texas, one of the first states in
the Union to establish a blood
plasma program for civilian use,
operates, through the State De-
partment of Health, a well equip-
ped and efficiently manned mo-
bile bleeding unit which is sent
upon request to any community
desirous of its services.

Blood plasma banks have been
proved an invaluable aid to all
towns and hospitals where estab-
lished. The giving of blood does
not cause any ill effects to the
donor and blood donors are usual-
ly pleasantly surprised at the
painless simplicity of the bleeding.
The proces usually takes about
thirty minutes from the beginning
of the donation to the resumption
of normal activities, and is with-
out discomfort to healthy individ-
uals who, incidentally, are the
only ones from whom blood is ac-
cepted.

Regarding the importance of the
blood plasma program, Dr. Geo.
W. Cox, State Health Officer, has
stated that the man at the front
has long since learned to apprec-
iate the value of plasma and
would no doubt be grateful to
know that it is available for use as
needed by the family he has left,
and to his home community.

Dr. Cox pointed out that the
State Department of Health mere-
ly collects the blood and processes
it into plasma, and then it is re-
turned without cost to the com-
munity from which it came. Any
civic group'or other organization
interested in public health may
sponsor this program locally. Con-
tact should be made with the local

health officer who can make ar-
rangements for this service wher-
ever requested.
