INCOME TAX REFUND
CHECKS MAILED

Joseph D. Nunan, Jr., Commis-
sioner of Internal Revenue, an-
nounced that the one millionth re-
fund on 1943 individual income
tax returns was made last week,
However, he cautioned taxpayers
that it will take several months
before the remainder of the 1943
refunds can be completed. Each
refund check will be mailed as
soon as possible by the regional
disbursing office of the Treasury
Department in the taxpayer’s own
district.

In view of numerous inquiries
from taxpayers as to when they
can expect their refunds, Com-
missioner Nunan said: “It is esti-

mated that approximately 18,000,-
000 taxpayers are entitled to re-
funds on their 1943 income tax re-
turns. It is our duty and intention
to make these refunds as rapidly
as possible.

“First attention was given to
the claims of members of the
armed forces. Now refunds to
civilians are being mad« in large
numbers,

“More than a quarter-million
taxpayers will receive their re-
funds this week, bringing the total
to more than a million since
March 15, An increasing number
of taxpayers will get their re-
funds next week, and in every
subsequent week until the list is
complete, Each refund will in-
clude interest computed at the
rate of 6% per year from March
15, 1944, to the date the refund is
scheduled.”

Each refund is mailed as soon as
figured.

The allied women's camp, locat-
ed near supreme headquarters, is
their home., Here they share the
same mess, the same hospital, re-
lax in the same day room, attend
the same movies, and sometimes
plan days off together.

The allied women work as sec-
retaries, stenographers, clerks,
drivers, and in communications
section of supreme headquarters.

On Nation-Wide
Radio Hookup

and Home Hour featuring a Texas
farm family on a nation wide
radio hookup. This program will
be carried by the Blue Network
and will be presented at 11:30
a. m. Monday, June 12, by a num-
ber of Texas stations.

The program is one of a series
designed as a report to the nation

1944 agricultural production goals.
The Texas Extension Service was
requested to select a typical Texas
farm family, to be interviewed by
J. D, Prewit, state director of Ex-
tension Service, and B. F. Vance,
state director of the Triple-A on
the family’s plans for meeting the
production goals on their farm.

Mr. and Mrs. W, H. Hopmann
and their son, Wilfred, of Fort
Bend County were selected as the
representative Texas farm family,
This family has been one of the
Extension Service's best coopera-
tors in Fort Bend County. Mr,
Hopmann operates a 350 acre
farm. He is chairman of the Agri-
cultural Victory Council, a mem-
ber of the county Triple-A com-
mittee, the OPA rationing com-
mittee, the board of supervisors
for the local soil conservation dis-
trict and takes an active part in
other community activities.

Mrs. Hopmann is secretary of
the Beasley Home Demonstration

Club and chairman of the com-
munity  Agricultural Victory
Council. All the children in the

Hopmann family are or have been
outstanding 4-H Club workers.
The eldest son, Urban, who is now
a prisoner of wWar in Japan, was a
member of the first 4-H Club or-
ganized in Fort Bend County, and
won national honors in 4-H Club
contests. Another son, Wilfred,
who will appear on the program,
won a state wide cotton improve-
ment contest for Texas 4-H Club
boys in 1940 and represented
Texas in the National 4-H Live-
stock Judging Contest the same
year,

Nelda, the only girl in the fam-
ily, served as secretary of the
Beasley girls 4-H Club for five
years. She now is married and
lives in San Antonio. At the 1941
Fort Bend County Dairy Day she
was selected “the most outstand-
ing farmer’s daughter in Texas.”
The Hopmanns have two other
sons, Elton, who is also in the
armed services, and Clarence who
is still active in his 4-H Club

Orville is to report back to San
Antonio on June 14th but he
doesn’'t know where he will be
sent or anything. He says Butler,
as they call him, often speaks of
work back on the farm, and how
he wishes he could be there to
help. Here's hoping he will be
lucky enough to get to come home
soon.

From one Prisoner of War
Camp in Germany comes this ex-
tract from a letter: “Mondays are
all Christmases to us for we get
a Red Cross parcel per man. Nev-
er fail to give to the Red Cross
{or they sure have done a 1ot for
me.”

Recent letters from German
P.O.W. camps indicate that air-
mail letters arrive about one
month quicker than ordinary
mail. Mail for prisoners in the Far
East goes by air, free of charge to
Teheran.

Many relatives and friends put
postage stamps on letters to pri-
soners of war. The United States
Post Office wishes it to be made
known as widely as possible that
all mail except air mail is carried
free to prisoners oi war. The
charge for air mail letters is now
6 cents for each half-ounce to
European countries. V-mail is not
sent to prisoners of war,

Letters to Japanese-held prison- |
ers must not exceed 24 words in|
the text. To prisoners in Europe |
it is preferable that they should |

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Floods Cause
Drop In Cash

Income

Traffic-halting floods in Kansas
and Oklahoma this spring produc-
ed a sharp drop in the anticipated
cash income of Texas farmers
during April since shipmeat of
Texas cattle north for summer
pasturage was almost completely
stopped, a University of Texas
agricultural statistician reported
recently.

Income for farmers in the state
during April was $69,000,000, well
below the $75,000,000 level of
April a year ago, Dr. F. A, Bue-
chel, economic analyst for the
University’s Bureau of Business
Research, pointed out.

“Part, at least, of the decline in
marketings was the result of ser-
ious flood conditions in central
and eastern Kansas and northern
Oklahoma during the latter part

of April.

“It is a distinctive characteris-
tic of interstate cattle marketings
from Texas in April that the bulk
of the forwardings are destined
for summer pasturage in the Flint
Hills of Kansas and the Osage
Country of Oklahoma.

“Thie year, hecause of the floed
conditions, many of the cattle
were delayed in transit and in-
stead of reaching their destination
on schedule in April did not ar-
rive until early in May.”

April’s farm cash income show-
ed a $15.000,000 gain over March,
Dr. Buechel explained, while the
total income for the first four
months of 1944 — $244,936,000—
was approximately equal to the
same period last year.

Sheep forwardings during April
were moderately above and hog
shipments substantially above
those of April, 1943. Sheep and
hog prices, however, were below
those of a year ago.

More than $18,000,000 was re-
ceived in April for fruits and

vegetables, of which $11,000,000
went to the Lower Rio Grande
Valley area.

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FARM FISH PONDS

There are more than 100,000
fishin' hcles in Texas in the form
of farm ponds, which many farm-
ers and ranchmen are drawing
upon to supply their tables with
fish. With this resource, R. E.
Callender of the A&M College
Extension Service, believes it is as
reasonable to think of raising fish
by the acres of water as of other
crops by the acre of land.

Good management in stocking
with right varieties, numbers and
combinations of fish, and increas-
ing the food supply during the
past few years has raised the pro-
duction of fish in the average
farm pond from a few to several
hundred pounds per surface acre
of water annually.

Intelligent management helps
to produce more fish and in line
with this Callender, who is the
game management specialist, re-
commends that if possible ponds
should be located on a sodded
watershed to prevent silting. Sun-
shine, which is needed to grow
fish food, cannot penetrate mud-

dy water. A pond should be stock-
ed with a combination of the right
varieties, and blue gill bream,
bass and catfish (channel cat) are
the most common and acceptable
varieties for Texas. He suggests as
a good combination to use in
fertilized ponds for each surface
acre of water: 100 minnows early
in the spring; 25 bass fingerlings;
50 crappie fingerlings, and 500
blue gill bream fingerlings, If
channel cat alone is preferred
they may be stocked at the rate
of 200 fingerlings to the acre in
fertilized ponds. '

The fish population should be
in keeping with the available sup-
ply of food. Over population
means a flock of small fish, A
pond is capable of producing only
so many pounds of fish—lots of
little ones or a fewer number of
larger ones, *

The degree of fertilization gov-
erns the growth of small plants
and bug life which the fish live
on, and determines the poundage
of fish per acre. He recommends
the following formula for each
surface acre of water yearly:
either 400 pounds of cottonseed
meal, or 1,000 pounds of barn-
yard manure, and 200 pounds of
20% superphosphate.

Since applications for fish must
be received by Federal Hatchery
from this office prior to August 1,
of each year and since a county is
only permitted one application
per year, farmers and ranchers
with tanks desiring fish should
make applications immediately at
County Agents office at Claren-
don,

After the last World War, many
veterans returned looking for
their old jobs back. Nearly every-
where they looked, however, they
saw signs “No Help Wanted.”
Many veterans, who were heroes
"on the battlefronts, were forced
to earn their living with a tin cup
and pencils or with a fruit stand
on a street corner. All of us still
recall the Bonus Army and the
tragic conditions which prompted |
it

But this time the story will be
different for the returning veter-
an. The Congress has already pro-
vided that the returning veteran
of inis war shdll have first call on
his old job if he wants it. In addi-
tion, under the terms of the “G. 1.
Bill of Rights”, endorsed and
sponsored by the American Leg-
ion, Congress has provided for dis-
charge pgyments upon release of
the veteran from the armed for-
ces. In addition to this, an unem-
ployment compensation will pro-
vide him with a living until he
can readjust himself to civilian
life and find a job. And to those
veterans who want to buy a farm
or go into a small private business
for themselves, Congress has pro-
vided an opportunity for them to
secure reasonable loans from
banks or other sources which the
government will guarantee. This
will give these vetreans an op-
portunity to become substantial
citizens and make worthy con-
tributions to their communities
and the nation.

WASHINGTON—Preparing for
the imminent invasion, the Amer-
iean Red Cross has shipped 6,000
Red Cross capture parcels for dis-
tribution to American prisoners of
war in European " transit prison
camps, American Red Cross na-
tional headquarters announced to-
day.

Containing the essential cloth-
ing and personal items needed by
newly captured prisoners, the
parcels are en route to the Geneva
headquarters of the International
Red Cross Committee which sup-
ervises distribution. A further
shipment of 24,000 capture parcels
will be sent within the next 30
days, said Red Cross officials.
