W hether there  will be an im m ediate exchange of prison­
ers. is not now known. It is presum ed that Ita ly  will not w ant 
h e r  thousands sent back home to be supported by a nation that 
is already bankrupt, thanks to the treachery  of Mussolini.

Allied tanks, men and every | 
form of w ar m aterial is streaming
across the straits of Messina, it is
said.

The Germans apparently are to 
m ake a stand on the river Po, 
scouting planes report, judging 
from the preparations being made. 
The Brenner Pass between G er­
m any and Italy, and through 
which the Axis w ar m aterial must 
be brought, has been continually 
bombed the past ten days.

Leading into Brenner pass is a 
long tunnel which, by agreement, 
passes under a corner of Sw itzer­
land. This tunnel entrance has a l­
so been bombed despite heavy 
enemy protection.

The fighting being done by 
both American and English the 
past few days has merely been 
mopping up of Italian soldiers 
wishing to surrender, and a con­
certed mm e against rear guard 
action by the Germans in their re­
trea t to tiie north. The Germans 
have destroyed all bridges, rail­
roads and tunnels in their mad 
haste to get front under Allied 
fire.

Fall Swine Show Set 
For October 8th

Farmers To Receive 
Higher Loan Rates 
On 1943 Cotton

Donley County farm ers will re ­
ceive higher loan rates on this 
year’s cotton than they did under 
the 1942 loan program, Mr. Sim ­
mons, chairman, county AAA 
committee, announced this week.

Based on 90 percent of parity as 
of August 1, the county loan rate 
this year is 19.89 cents per pound 
compared to 16.75 cents per pound 
last year. Prem ium s and discounts 
for grade and staple will be calcu­
lated in relation to the loan rate 
of 15/16 Middling cotton.

As in previous years, loans will 
be made directly by the Commod­
ity Credit Corporation or through 
lending agencies approved by the 
Corporation. Cotton producers’ 
notes will bear interest at the rate 
of 3 percent per annum and will 
nurture Ju ly  31, 1944, but will be 
callable on demand. Loans will be 
available until May 1, 1944.

Appointment of clerks to assist 
'coun ty  producers in executing 
loan papers already has been a t­

tended to, the chairman said. Un­
der loan regulations, bona fide 
employees of Production Credit 
Associations, banks approved by 
CCC as lending agencies, w are­
houses approvevd for storage and 
county AAA officers will be des­
ignated as clerks.

In addition, employees of other 
groups, such as ginners, cotton 
buyers or others who have ade­
quate facilities to perform the ser­
vices of a clerk, also will be ap­
pointed. Appointment of clerks 
are approved upon the recommen­
dation of the county committee to 
the state AAA committee.

Under the farm-storage phase of 
the program, an allowance of 10 
cents per bale per month or frac­
tion of a month will be allowed 
producers who store cotton on the 
farm, provided the cotton is de­
livered to CCC in satisfaction of 
the loan. If the collateral is re­
possessed by the producer, no 
storage allowance will be paid.

Invasion Grenades
American invasion troops are 

being supplied with ' increased 
quantities of hand and rifle gre­
nade equipment, according to Lt. 
Colonel R. M. Bacher, command­
ing Pantex Ordnance Plant, near 
Amarillo, Texas.

"This means more firepower for 
our combat teams in close-in 
fighting,” Col. Bacher said. "Both 
hand and rifle grenades are very 
effective auxiliary weapons in 
trench or foxhole warfare, or on 
missions where the enemy may be 
encountered close at hand.”

While it is customary to think 
of to-day in terms of long range, 
highly mechanized warfare, con­
siderable close combat and hand- 
to-hand fighting is going on in all 
battle areas. While particularly 
true of jungle fighting, close com­
bat tactics are also employed by 
the infantry in consolidating 
ground already gained by the 
armored forces.

Hand grenades are of two types. 
Fragm entation grenades contain 
an explosive charge in a body de­
signed to fragment with the action

of the bursting charge. They are 
used principally against enemy 
personnel. Offensive grenades 
contain a high explosive charge in 
a paper body, designed for demo­
lition effect against pill boxes and 
similar enemy installations.

Hand grenades usually have a 
five-second delayed fuse. They 
are throw n by a combination of a 
shot put and a baseball catcher's 
peg motion. Troops in training 
throw 30 or 40 grenades a day for 
3 or more days. Hand grenade ac­
curacy on A ttu was particularly 
good.

Modern rifle grenades are filled 
with high explosive and detonate 
on impact. The launcher is affixed 
to the rifle by a clamp, forming an 
extension to th e  rifle barrel. The 
grenade itself, which weighs a- 
bout 1V4 pounds, is fired by a 
special blank cartridge. Rifle gre­
nades proved their battle worth 
against tanks and armored ve 
h ides in North Africa.

Rifle grenades have proved so 
successful in various theatres of 
operation th a t the Army decided 
to extend their use. The Ordnance 
Department, Army Service For 
ces, has therefore developed gre

nade launchers to  fit, not only the 
Springfield rifle, but the Garand 
and carbine as well.

FARM ITEMS UNDER 
PRICE CONTROL

Used hay loaders, side delivery 
rakes, and m anure spreaders were 
recently placed under specific 
price control by OP A. This ruling 
applies when these items are sold 
by any persons, such as farmers 
or auctioneers. Maximum prices 
will be determ ined on the follow 
ing basis; 85 percent of the price 
of the machine when new, if the 
equipm ent is less than one year 
old, and 70 percent of the price of 
the item when new, if the equip­
m ent is one year old or more.

RATION POINT 
CHANGES

Reflecting an improvement in 
civilian meat supplies, the ration 
cost of most lamb and bacon cuts, 
sirloin steak, and rib roasts has 
been reduced ffom one to two 
points for September. In addition, 
several variety meats also have 
lower point values. Creamery bu t­
ter increased tw o points to 12 
points per pound. Country butter, 
however, has been assigned a 
value of six points per pound. The 
purchasing power of meats-fats 
stamps in Septem ber will be a lit­
tle larger than in August because 
the decrease in m eat point values 
more than cancels the higher ra ­
tion cost of cream ery butter.

The use of body armor in battle, 
usually associated with medieval 
knights, has been successfully re­
vived in time for the all-out in­
vasion of Europe.

LL Colonel R. M. Bacher, com­
manding Pantex Ordnance Plant, 
near Amarillo, Texas, revealed to­
day that the Ordnance Depart­
ment, Army Service Forces, is 
now in mass production on body 
arm or for American airmen.

"Many lives will be saved,” he 
said, "by the use of this new pro­
tection for aircraft personnel."

Information received in W ash­
ington some months ago, particu­
larly  from the American Eighth 
•Air Force in England, indicated 
th a t a considerable proportion of 
th e  wounds suffered by members 
of bomber crews was caused by 
high velocity machine gun and 
cannon fire. Injuries were also 
caused by enemy ground flak.

Col. Bacher stated that, by 
agreem ent between the Air Forces 
and Army Ordnance, the procure­
m ent of body armor, to counter­
act the greater percentage of these 
•wound causes, was turned over to 
Ordnance.

Early development of body ar­
m or was carried on by our Air 
Forces in England. The armor, ac­
cording to present specifications, 
can be worn by bomber crews 
•while performing their regular 
duties. Armor will vary w ith the 
protection needed in the several 
types of combat aircraft.

The new life-saving defense 
equipm ent is comparatively light 
in  weight and, as proved by ex 
haustive Army Ordnance tests, 
gives excellent protection. The 
arm or can be put on and taken off 
quite  easily.

All Army Ordnance speed rec 
ords were broken in getting the 
arm or into mass production. Body 
arm or is being supplied our Air 
Forces in all theatres of operation.

SPAAF Play Host 
With ‘Open House

More than 5,000 South Plains 
citizens were guests at South 
P lains Army Air Field the past 
Thursday as the field played host 
w ith  an "open house’’ climaxing 
observance of “South Plains 
Arm y Air Field Day" in Texas.

The occasion also m arked the 
field's first birthday.

The visitors, who daily see the 
big cargo and troop-carrying glid 
ers soaring over the South Plains 
area, were given an unusual treat. 
Following an incendiary demon­
stration, the “Winged Comman­
dos” put on an exhibition of for­
mation flying, obstacle landings, 
"blitz” landings, spot landings 
and the double tow, in which one 
of the big twin engined towplanes 
pulls two big gliders at the same 
time.

Heading the lyist of visitors was 
Brig. Gen. Aubrey Hornsby, com­
m anding general of the 32nd Fly­
ing Training Wing.

Study Food 
Distribution

While city boys and girls assist­
ing Texas farm ers with wartim e 
crops this year are  learning first­
hand w here food comes from, 
other youngsters who are “old- 
tim ers" in furm work are studying 
w here food goes, according to 
Professor G rant B. Snyder, de­
partm ent of olericulture, Massa­
chusetts S tate College.

Increasing numbers of Texas 
youthful vegetable producers are 
learning m odem  methods of food 
distribution by participating in 
the scholarship program of the 
National Junior Vegetable G row­
ers Association, Professor Snyder, 
advisory chairm an of the associa­
tion, reported this week.

They are competing wit 1,1 young 
farm ers in 35 other states for the 
$500 grand national award, four 
regional aw ards of $200, and 33 
sectional aw ards of $100. from a 
scholarship fund provided by the 
Great A tlantic & Pacific Tea 
Company for the National Junior 
Vegetable Growers Association. 
The fund also provides two w ar 
bonds as special prizes for high- 
ranking Texas participants. P ro ­
fessor Snyder said.

"Most of the entrants plan to 
make a career of farm ing,” Pro­
fessor Snyder said, “and through 
this work they are becoming be t­
ter acquainted w ith efficient me­
thods of distribution. This is im­
portant, because supplying food in 
w ar or peace depends upon mov­
ing it rapidly and economically to 
the right place, a t the right time, 
and in the right condition.” 

Awards to^winners will be an­
nounced this fall, and will be bas­
ed upon reports of project work 
completed during the year and 
upon grades achieved in a five- 
unit extension course on farm pro­
duction and marketing.

Efficiently
Since the most effective conser­

vation of lim ited protein supplies 
ultim ately m ust be left w ith the 
producer, it is im portant tha t pro­
tein concentrate feeds in the ir un- 
m ixed form be available a t all 
times to ranchers and farmers.

Guides to efficient use of pro­
tein feeds issued by the A&M 
College Extension Service point 
out tha t any individual stock­
m an’s need for protein concen­
trates will depend on the kind of 
livestock being produced, the 
am ount and condition of available 
pasture and roughage, and the 
am ount and type of home or local­
ly grown grain available.

And, in any event, the producer 
should use protein feeds only as 
they are necessary to meet the 
basic requirem ents of digestible 
protein according to feed stand­
ards in common use, livestock 
specialists say. Present and prob­
able fu tu ie  shortages of protein 
concentrates will not perm it their 
use freely as a source of energy.

To aid farm ers and ranchm en in 
the best possible use of protein 
feeds, the Extension Service has 
issued four free printed leaflets 
related to the feeding of beef cat­
tle, sheep and goats, dairy cattle, 
hogs, and poultry. These are avail­
able from county agricultural 
agents throughout the state.

Livestock
Shipments
Increase

Though Ju ly  shipments c* 
Texas livestock to interstate m ar­
kets and to Fort Worth stock- 
yards sagged below those of a 
year ago, this state's total ship­
ments for the first seven months 
of 1943 are still about 10 percent 
above the like period of 1942, the 
University of Texas Bureau of 
Business Research reports.

A total of 5,937 cars moved in 
July, compared with 6,136 in July 
a year ago. Cattle and calf ship­
ments declined, while those of 
hogs and sheep rose.

For the first seven months of 
1943 shipm ents totaled 56,838 cars 
compared w ith 51,846 for the same 
period of 1942. Cattle and hogs ac­
counted for theh entire gain, since 
sheep shipm ents remained the 
same and those of calves declined 
more than a thousand carloads.

Navy Needs 
Chaplains

If the religious needs of the ex ­
panding United States Naval forc­
es are to be adequately served, 
the size of the Navy Chaplain's 
Corps must be greatly increased In 
the next 18 months. L ieutenant 
Commander Edward C. Lawson of 
the Eighth Naval District Branch 
Office of Naval Officer Precure- 
ment declared today.

At present there is a definite 
need for more chaplains from this 
district. Commander Lawson said, 
adding that more than 1,500 Naval 
chaplains now serve ships, shore 
stations, Marine Corps and Coast 
Guard units. The total of Navy, 
Marine Corps and Coast Guard 
forces, exclusive of the Navy 
Nurses Corps and V-12 program 
enrollees, will be 2,865.200 by the 
end of 1943, Secretary of the Navy 
Knox recently pointed out.

"Global w ar”, he said, “means a 
global service of religion to the 
fighting forces—from Alaska and 
Sicily to the South Pacific and 
aboard the ships of the fleet on all 
the oceans. We m ust m inister to 
more men ufidcr a greater variety 
of difficult situations than ever 
before.” ,

Applicants for the Chaplain’s 
Corps must have completed the 
iequired college and seminary 
courses, must be ordained by their 
denominations and m ust have 
their denomination's endorsement 
for appointm ent to the Navy 
chaplaincy, Comdr. Lawson said. 
Newly commissioned chaplains 
will be sent through the Chap­
lain’s School at W illiamsburg, Va„ 
where they will undergo a practi­
cal two-months course. Many col­
leges, universities and theological 
schools participating in the Navy’s 
V-12 Training Program  offer pre- 
-theological and theological cour­
ses which will prepare students 
for the chaplaincy, Cmdr. Lawson 
said. He stressed the fact that the 
applicant must be vouched for by 
his denomination as a bona-fide 
student of the m inistry before the 
Navy will classify him as a V-12 
pre-chaplain student.

Farmers Urged 
To Provide 
Farm Storage

A place to store this year’s cot­
ton erop was the paramount prob­
lem facing many Texas cotton 
farmers this week as picking sea­
son got underway in most parts of 
the state.

“Cotton is opening up in volume 
and as production reaches a peak 
the storage problem will become 
far more serious than it is now,” 
County Agent H. M. Breedlove of 
the Texas A&M Extension Ser­
vice, said in asking farmers to 
plan far enough ahead this year to 
provide for their own storage 
facilities.

Citing $15 per bale losses in 
South Texas where farmers have 
been unable to get Government 
loans because warehouses already 
are filled w ith cotton, the county 
agent urged farm ers in later pro­
ducing areas to make immediate 
plans for storing their crop. In 
cases w here fanners are not 
equipped to store cotton on the 
farm, he urged their renting or 
obtaining use of empty buildings 
to get cotton under cover and take 
advantage of ninety per cent of 
parity  loans.

The farm -storage phase of the 
cotton loan program is adm inister­
ed by county AAA committees 
and buildings in which cotton is 
to be stored must meet minimum 
specifications before they can be 
approved, he said Principal re ­
quirem ents are that buildings 
m ust protect the cotton from rain, 
snow, flood, ground water, poultry 
and livestock.

The loan rate  for cotton stored 
on the farm is the same as for 
cotton stored in warehouses. The 
average loan rat? in Texas is 19.90 
cents per pound, which is higher 
than the open m arket price.

In addition to the regular loan 
rate, producers storing cotton on 
the farm aLo are entitled to 10 
cents per bail' per month storage 
allowance provided the cotton is 
delivered to Commodity Credit 
Corporation is satisfaction of the 
loan. If the cotton is repossessed 
by the producer, the storage al­
lowance will not be paid.

Planting The 
Fall Garden

Scattered showers over Texas 
forecast the turn  of the season and 
the time to begin fall garden work
in earnest.

H. M. Breedlove County Agent 
for the A&M College Extension 
Service, recommends planting 
m ustard greens with the first good 
rain because this vegetable grows 
quickly and should be ready lor 
the table in four weeks. Fall beans 
require about 45 days to mature, 
and if planted in August or early 
September in most parts of th t  
state a good supply should be 
available before cold weather. The 
Stringless Green Pod variety is 
high in quality and somewhat 
heat resistant.

Leaf lettuce should receive 
special consideration because it is 
more tolerant to heat than the 
head variety. Black Seeded Simp­
son or Grand Rapids are good va­
rieties. When the w eather cools 
head lettuce may be planted.
