House Leader Urges
Subsidies To Halt
Inflation

“Wild and uncontrolled infla-
tion simply means that farm pric-
es, wages, personal services and
consumer goods of all kinds, go
up and up and the dollar goes
down and down. The man who has
saved his war éarnings for post-
war buying, the old age pension-
er, the disabled veteran, the in-
vestor, the insurance beneficiary,
all see their dollars evaporate in
purchasing power until their
means of support is totally de-
stroyed. Then we shall have to re-
new our defieit spending for re-
lief on a scale almost as large as
the cost of fighting the war. Sub-
sidies will prevent * this by en-
couraging larger production with-
out higher prices to the consumer,
The farmers are protected Sub-
sidies, price eontrols and ration-
ing are simply inflationary brakes
to keep prices from going out
through the roof. Our limited sub-
sidy program which has been in
effect for a year, has been a saf-
ety valve on the price structure
and without it the price ceiling
would crack. 'The proposed en-
larged su would only equal
the cost of war for three days.
A dollar put into subsidies to hold
price and wage levels in check
pays dividends of five to one to
thirty to one jn preventing infla-
tionary pricQ."

An article commenting on pub-
lic reaction to rationing—contain-
ing much food for thought for
those engaged in this essential
part of the war program on the
Home Front—is contained in “The
Easy Chair” column of Harper’s
Magazine, August, 1943, issue,
written by Bernard DeVoto. It fol-
lows in part:

“The trouble with personal
lacks is, as Thoreau pointed out
long ago, that they tend to make
reformers out of those who suffer
from them. And one unloveliness
of war is the Puritanism which
always springs from the frustra-
tions it produces. There are a
number of alarming things about
the domesti¢ scene, but the belly-
aching of the publie is not one of
them, and a principle ought to be
made absolutely clear for every-
one's guidance. . . The public is
not required to rejoice over being
denied gasoline but only to refrain
from using its automobiles It is
not obliged to feel a sacrificial
ecstasy when it is denied shoes or
beefsteak or nylon stockings; the
obligation is of an entirely differ-
ent order—it is to go without
them, . . Loud out-cries of annoy-
ance are not only an invigorating
psychological release but also a
sign that the war has got home to
people. . . There would be reason
for concern if the public were not
vigorously bellyaching. An apa-
thetic acceptance of annoyance
and minor deprivation would sig-
nify a state of mind truly danger-
ous. . . Some persons are far too
much concerned about morale, but
they may be sure that the Ameri-
can people have got it so long as
they are complaining loudly.
Finally, it is cheap, sentimental,
and false to remind the public
that when it eats bread without
butter it is suffering less than the
soldier who has a bomb fragment
through his lungs. . . The public
knows that . . . the soldier hap-
pens to be its son.”

YOUR INCOME TAX

By J. A. WARREN
Income Tax Service,
Clarendon, Texas

There seems to be much confus-
ion among taxpayers regarding
the filing of Estimated Reports|
September and December 15th, |

that this ends it all so far as they
are concerned. Now this Estimat-
ed Report means just what it says,
“Estimated”. It is your best esti-
mate of\the amount of tax you
will owe at the end of the year
based on your estimated income
and business deductions. But the
Treasury Department does not
consider an estimate as final. It is
just a method of collecting your
income tax currently, you who
are not operating under the 20%

they would owe the government
at the-end of 1943, Well, natural-
ly, no one knew exactly, therefore,
when this final report iz made af-
ter January 1st. you will have
your figures and data complete,
hence a complete and corréct re-
port can be made. There is another
reason these corrected reports
must be made, that any differen-
ces between your “estimate” and
payment, and your actual figures
and amount finallysdue, may be
adjusted. In fact, this means that
every person subject to the 1943
requirements for filing reports
must do so at that time. Then, too,
your 1942 and 1943 taxes, enter
into the figure for final disposal,
at which time a portion of one of
these years’ taxes will be forgiven,
so you will need at that time your
1942 income tax copy, your 1943
Estimated copy, and for salary
workers, your Victory and With-
holding Forms V-2 and W-2,
which show the amount of Victory
Tax withheld to June 30th, and
the amount of the 20% tax with-
held for the last half of the year.
These forms will also show the a-
mount of your salaries, and are to
be furnished to you by your em-
ployers.
