duction of 3 cents effective on 
policies written by agents after 
June 15th, this year. The ad­
ditional reduction comes as a 
distinct surprise to the local 
agents, and it is doubtful if an­
other city in Texas the size of 
Clarendon enjoys the minium rate 
which the city of Clari|idon now 
boasts. Before the last reduc
tion the rate was 30c for the in-

and stocks of the city after June 
15th, while a reduction of 2 
•cents will be effective on all pub­
lic buildings, dwellings, hospitals 
and special hazards.

An interesting comparison of 
the present 27 cent key rate 
with that o f the old time rate is 
found in the fact that when one 
o f the insurance agents o f the 
city started in Clarendon 21 years 
ago the key rate at that period 
for this city was 98 cents. By the 
use of a little mathematical ap­
plication one can see that in 
the comparatively short 21 
years the key rate has been re­
duced to the citizens o f Carendon 
71 cents. All this reflects no lit­
tle credit upon the efforts o f the 

. Fire Marshal and the city com- 
' mission in securing a minimum 

insurance rate for Clarendon.

Life can play foul jokes on people some times.
In a large middle-western city there was a grocer, who 

worked very hard and saved his money religiously so that 
his old age would be provided for.

For fifty years he stuck to his grocery store. He 
worked and saved too hard to have very much fun, but 
he was looking forward to the day when he could retin* 
Then he would have his fun. He would have money and 
leisure, and he would make up for the years of hard work.

Well, he finally retired— money in the bank, an assured 
income, a nice home, everything he needed. “ Now,”  he 
told his friends, “ I am going to enjoy life.”

And just 24 hours after he had retired he dropped 
deed.

If a novelist put that in a book we wouldn’t believe it. 
We would say that things don’t really happen that way, 
and we would accuse the novelist of straining too herd for 
an ironic effect.

But life takes queer twists that are not permitted to 
good fiction. It all happened, precisely as It is described 
here; and all we can do is admit that there are times when 
wisdom and prudence are horribly confounded.

As a matter of fact, this sort of thing happens fairly 
often— in a little difterent wav. Not many people who have 
prepared for a carefree and leisurely old age die just as 
they begin to taste their reward, of course; but they get 
cheated out of their dues, just the same. They find that 
leisure, after a lifetime of hard work, is boredom. They 
find that they have forgotten how to play. They find that 
the empty hours are depressing because they do not know 
what to do with them. They find themselves feeling that 
they have been put upon the shelf, and they grow ten years 
older in 12 months.

Perhaps we aren’t meant to be too cautious. Deferring 
one’s happiness to the end, when one will have time and 
the means to take it, is risky. For most of us that gilded 
tomorrow will never dawn. If we don’t get our happiness 
along the way we shall never get it at all.

That is a lesson worth learning. The real joy  of living 
is not something that can be banked and drawn on at some 
future date. It has to be Uken from day to day. It is 
compounded usually of many little experiences.

Memorial Day has passed and 

in its wake there still may be 
heard the echos o f one of the 
greatest, if not the greatest, traf­
fic congestion periods in all his­
tory.

Reports from all over the coun­
try relate that hundreds and hun­
dreds of miles of rural roads 
between metropolitan centers and 
country playgrounds and resorts 
were packed with cars to the 
point where motion was reduced 
to a mere crawl.

Congestion, of course, reached 
its greatest torment in and near 
the large centers of population. 
The highways leading in all di­
rections from New York City 
were jammed to the breaking 
point— of motorists’ nerves. A 
highway engineer in New York 
reports that the new Poughkeep­
sie bridge carried 20 miles of cars 
Memorial Day and Sunday. He 
further states: “ Facilities have 
never been sufficiently expanded 
to accommodate all those who 
desire to travel by highwav dur­
ing the summer season. Experi­
ence on the highways radiating 
from New York City show that 
increased facilities are immedi­
ately absorbed bv traffic ”

The evening before Memorial 
Day the editor o f the Fort Lee, 
New Jersey, Sentinel reported: 
“ Traffic congestion caused by 
holiday already terrific. Police 
facilities are strained to the 
breiiking point. Hundreds of 
‘ hou. and.M of cars are bottled up 
by narrow roads and detours. 
However, new wide concrete 
roads being built by New Jersey 
are expected to be a permanent 
solution of the problem.”

The deluge of motorists that 
descend on Atlantic City and 
other New Jersey resort centers 
brought anguish to traffic cops 
and happiness to wayside vendors.

The Keystone Automobile Club 
of New Jersey issued this mes­
sage: “ Atlantic City experienced 
one of the heaviest traffic flows 
in all history over Memorial Day. 
White Horse Pike, was taxed to 
capacity by a steady stream of 
'raffic to and from the resort. 
In order to provide for future 
traffic needs parallel routes, by­
passes and cut-offs are being 
constructed. Atlantic City contem­
plates, in conjunction with rail­
roads. an expenditure of six mil­
lion dollars in an eliminating 
erade crossings, work starting 
November 1.”

That is the thing holidays, and 
even ordinary weekends, are made 
of. Highways must he designed 
with the peak traffic in mind. 
They must be built wider for 
heavy traffic flows. They must 
pass under or go over railroads. 
They must he made safe in every 
particular for mass motoring.

my interest in that grpat man,” 
continued Reed. “ I’ve been read­
ing everything 1 can find about 
him.

“To Robert Cary & Co.

The intent of this letter, 
therefore, is to desire you will 
bespeak me a new one, time 
enough to come with the goods 
(I shall hereafter write for) by 
Captn.

“ As these ,are kind of articles 
that la-st with care against num­
ber of years, I would willingly 
have the chariot you may now 
send me made in the newest taste, 
handsome, genteel and light; yet 
not slight, and consequently un- 
seiviceable; to be made o f the 
best seasoned wood, and by a 
celebrated workman. The last im­
portant which I have seen, be­
sides the customary steel springs, 
have others that play in a tyass j 
barrel and contribute at one 
and the same time to the case 
and ornament of the carriage. 
One of this kind, therefore, would 
be my chpice; and green being a 
color little apt, as 1 apprehend, 
to fade, and greatful to the eye,
I would give it the preference, 
vouge and equally lasting is 
unless any* other color mqj-e in 
entitled to precedency.. In that 
case I would be governed by 
fashion. A light gilding on the 
mouldings (that is, Tound the 
panels) and any other ornaments, 
that may not have a heavy and 
tawdry look (together with 
my arms agreeable to the im­
pression here sent) might be ad­
ded. by way of decoration. A 
lining o f handsome, lively colored 
leather of good quality I should 
also prefer, such a green, bine,

On his voluntary retirement 
from Congress in 1919, he be­
came a member of the Federal 
Farm Loan Board. Irt 1922. he 
organized the first Carolina* 
Joint Stock Land Bank.

VoIoh Twenty Band Issues For 
linid, Street And Other Im­

provements; Labor to Get 
Most of Money

(By K. K. Duffy)
“ You pay for good roads 

whether you have them or not, 
and you pay less if you have 
them than If you do not.”

These words uttered some time 
ago by T. H. MacDonald, chief 
of the Bureau of 1'ublic Hoads, 
characterize the attitude of Kan­
sas City, Mo„ and Jackson county, 
in which it is located. By an aver­
age vote of four to one, twenty 
bond Issues totaling $10,000,000 
wore adopted there for u number 
of public improvements. One 
county issue for $3,500,000 will 
complete the county highway 
system by adding 82.5 miles 
of concrete pavement to the 244 
miles in service. Kansas City will 
make her streets safe and less 
costly by expending a total of 
18,500,000. giving the region $14, 
000.000 for the needed motoring 
facilities.

In this $10,000,000 construction 
program, which includes airport, 
park, sewer and other improve­
ments, Kansas City takes her 
place along with New Orleuns as 
a forward looking city. New Or­
leans, with an extensive civic im­
provement program under way 
showed the first quarter of this 
year while the rest of the country 
cast of the Rockies recorded a 
loss of 24 per cent.

Half o f the bold issue money 
to be spent in Kansas City and 
Jackson county will go directly 
to labor and much of the re­
mainder will go to labor through 
the work of making anil supply­
ing materials and equipment. It 
ut estimated that $8,000,000 worth 
of materials will be supplied by 
Kansas City herself..

In uwring the adoption o f the 
county highway bond issue, coun­
ty road officials issued this state­
ment: “ Maintainan'ee of the
eighty-two and a half miles of old 
road proposed to be rebuilt under 
the County Highway Program, 
will take more per year from 
tax fumLs than the additional tax 
will amount to for interest on

Tornadoes, floods, forest Ores anil 
other calamities and upheavals of 
nature have visited the United 
States more than one thousand 
times In the last naif century.

All of these were of severe Inten­
sity, causing loss of life and great 
property damage. Minor catas­
trophes were not counted In this list 
of disasters, which has been made 
public by the American Red Cross, 
in connection with the celebration 
this year of Its fiftieth birthday.

It was on the evening of May 21, 
1881, In the modest home of Mlaa 
Clara Barton In Washington, D. C., 
that the American Association of 
the Red Cross was first formed. Be- 
fore the year was out. and before. 
Indeed, the United States Govern­
ment bad officially moved to ap­
prove the Treaty of Geneva, adding 
this nation to the compuny of thirty- 
two others adhering to the treaty 
to protect the wounded In warfare. 
Miss Barton had plunged the small 
society Into a disaster relief task.

First Red Cross Unit
This was tu the north woods of 

Michigan, where forest tires swept 
the homestead farms of pioneering 
families. Miss Harton. as president 
of the Red Cross, had organized a 
branch In Dansvllle, New York, 
where she was sojourning. This 
little group Immediately raised 
money, food, clothing and other 
supplies and sent them to the for­
est fire vlctlnts. In Rochester and 
Syracuse, New York, nearbjt, word 
spread of this charitable enterprise, 
and Red Cross auxiliaries were or 
ganizPd there to help. So began the 
disaster relief wqrk of the Red 
Cross fifty years ago. In the Inter­
vening years, millions of men, 
women and children have been sid­
ed. Thousands of homes have been 
restored. Thousands of persons, 
overwhelmed by floods, tornadoes, 
and fires until all they possessed 
had been wiped away, huve been re­
habilitated and prosperity and hap 
plness smiled upon them once mote.

This year has been dedicated by 
the Red Cross and its chapters In 
3,500 communities to commemora­
tion of the events which led to the 
birth of the society In the United 
States.

President Hoover Speaks

sary was Inmvriirated In Washing­
ton at a dinner, attended by many 
distinguished men and women, at 
which Chief Justice Charles Evans 
Hughes presided, and President 
Hoover, who la the president of the 
American Red Cross, was the chief 
speaker. Judge Mi$x Huber of 
Ueueva. Switzerland, the president 
of the International Committee of 
the Red Cross, in which Arty-seven 
nations are Joined in a Red Cross 
brotherhood, also was a speaker, as 
were Chairman John Burton I’uyne 
of the American Red Cross, and 
MIhs Mabel T. Board man. secretary, 
and veteran leader of the society.

The Red Cross standard, which 
flies all around the world where 
mercy Is needed, was ( first Intro­
duced as an ideal In our modern 
civilization In Geneva In 1864. when 
the International Red Cross conven­
tion. afterward to be known as the 
Treaty of Geneva, was signed by 
twelve countries agreeing that on 
the battlefield the wounded should 
be given aid by doctors, nurses and 
others, who should vtfear me sign of 
the Red Cross, and he treated as 
neutrals In the warfare.

Two Americans attended this first 
convention, the American Minister 
George C. Fogg, and Churles S. P. 
Bowles, representative in Europe 
of the United Slates Sanitary Com­
mission. a volunteer organization of 
sympathizers with the North In our 
Civil War. Facts tly;y gave resulted 
in adoption of some-of the Amer­
ican Ideas.

Returning to the United States. 
Fogg and Bowles sought recognl- 

1 tlon of the Geneva Treaty, but the 
Grant administration took no Inter­
est. Under Hayes, llie same lethargy 
was encountered. Other civilians^ 
who became Interested soon lost 
heart.

Clara Barton Founder
Hut there bad emerged from the 

Clvtl War period a middle aged 
woman who had seen much service 
on the battlefields around Washing 
ton. This' was Clara Barton. Ill 
health caused her to make a trip to 
Europe in 1869 There she became 
Interested In the Red Cross Idea, 
and Joined a unit which saw service 
In the Franco-Prussian war. Upon 
her return home, she launched an 
active campaign for the treaty, tint 
met the same opposition as her 
predecessors. However. President 
Garfield, when he earn* Into office, 
recognized the merits of the move 
ment. and when death by assassina 
tlon removed him, his successor. 
President Arthur, sought approval 
hy the U. S. Senate of the treaty. 
Thus was consummated a seven- 
tecu-year Aght In this nation for a 
humanitarian Ideal. Clara Barton 
was recognized as the society's 
founder and was Its president for 
twenty-three years. She died In 1912

CLARA BARTON

This month marks the fiftieth 
anniversary of the American 
Red Cross, which is a monument 
of the devotion and self-sacrific­
ing of a noble woman, who lives 
in history as' one of the world’s 
gratest humanitarians.

Clara Barton was in her COth 
year when she founded the Ame­
rican Red Cross and became its 
first president in 1881, after 
service in caring for sick and 
wounded soldiers in the Civil War 
and in the Franco-Prussian War 
of 1870-71. She later worked in the 
Russian famine of 1892; in Arme­
nia after the massacres of 1896; 
in Cuba during the the Spanish- 
American War from 1889 to 1902.

She died in 1912 in her 91st 
year, having been active in the 
work o f the Red Cross almost 
to the veFy last, retaining the 
presidency until she was past 
82, and doing war work in the 
field until she was past 80.

She saw the organization which 
she founded grow to be .the 
greatest relief agency in the 
world, whose usefulness has con­
stantly increased. In addition to 
carrying on its regular work, the 
Red Cross last yeaV raised a spe­
cial fund of more than ten mil­
lion dollars for ,the relief o f 
drouth suffers^ It now has a mem­
bership o f nearly five million 
adults, besides seven million “ jun­
iors” who (are being instructed 
in first aid, life-saving and other 
means of human relief.

A half century of splendid 
service has already been recorded 
by the American Red Cross as a 
result of Clara Borton’s love for 
humanity. That it will continue 
to carry on magnificiently in the 
sprit o f its founder can not be 
doubted.

Now comes a revolt on the part 
of the farmers themselves. The 
25,000 wheat growers of the North 
Dakota-Montana association have 
resigned from the national co­
operative organization sponsored 
by the Farm Board, the growers’ 
declaring that “ instead o f helping 
our organization the Farm Board 
has done everything possible to 
destroy it.”

It is only fair to say that the 
members of the Board have tried 
to help the farmers, but it seems 
lhat <hey have been given an 
impassible task. The farmers 
sjmply raise more wheat, cotton 
and other products that they can 
sell at a profit. So tong as they 
continue to overproduce it is un­
likely that any laws which have 
been passed or may be passed will 
serve to help them very much.

Whether justly or unjustly, the; 
Federal Farm Board is under fire ! 
that appears to get hotter day by 
day. As a result of widespread 
dissatisfaction with its opera­
tions it seem* that the “ farm 
relief”  issue will be a most lively 
one in the next Congress and in 
the 1932 campaign.

Certain groups of business men 
and industrialitists have contended 
from the beginning -that the 
Farm Marketing Act. while im­
posing n heavy tax burden, would 
not help the farmers in the long 
run, because the effort to over­
come the law o f supply and de­
mand by temporarily pegging the 
price of agricultural products was 
bound to end in failure.

It is certain that enormous 
losses will result from the Boards

In an address at the opening 
of the recent session of the In­
ternational Chamber of Commerce 
in Washington, President Hoover 
called attention to the vast ex­
penditures by the nations for 
jimaments, aggregating nearly 
five billion dollars a year.

This, he declared, is about 70 
per cent greater than was spent 
for military purposes before the 
World War. It represents the' 
cost of keeping five and a h alf! 
million, men actively under arms I 
and'twenty million more in re-1 
erves.

The President deplored the fact 
that the nations felt it necessary 
to maintain such extensive armies 
and navies in spite of their ad­
herence to the Kellogg-Briand 
pact, whereby they had renounced 
was as an instrument of national 
policy and had agreed to settle 
all their coatioversies by peaceful 
methods. He spoke hopefully how­
ever, o f the efforts for arma-' 
ment reduction which have been 
made, and called upon the busi­
ness men of the world to aid in 
promoting peace.

Manifestly the maintenance of 
world peace is the most import­
ant problem that confronts civi­
lization. Compared with it all 
other problems are relatively in­
significant. And whoever by word 
or deed needlesly adds to the dif­
ficulties of its solution is an 
enemy of the human race.
