A. A. Meredith, WPA director 
for the Panhandle district, and 
R. W. Willis, supervising engineer 
for the WPA in the same dis­
trict, were guests at the regular 
meeting of the Clarendon Lions 
Club Tuesday at noon, and were 
both featured on the program. 
They both made interesting talks 
concerning the activities of the 
WPA, and stressed the fact that 
one of the outstanding projects 
of the state was under way in 
Clarendon—the flood control proj­
ect.

Immediately after the meeting 
adjourned, the membership of the 
organization accompanied th e  
WPA officials and the Clarendon 
city officials on a tour o f in­
spection of the project. The 
tour Ir.ted about an hour, and a

very interesting insight into the 
project was gained by the large 
number of citizens who made the 
trip.

This project has attracted state­
wide attention, and much credit 
is due the city administration, J. 
M. Hill, secretary of the Chamber 
of Commerce, and Messrs. Mere­
dith and Willis in making it 
possible. Actual construction work 
has been under the supervision of 
F. L. Goldston, who has been 
ably assisted by Keith Stegall.

Mr. Hill made all o f the pre­
liminary surveys and drew all 
the maps, plans, etc., for the proj­
ect, and has been active in pro­
moting the project from the time 
of its inception. The city com­
mission, as a political subdivision, 
sponsored the undertaking, such

t

sponsorship being necessary to 
obtain assistance from the Works 
Progress Administration. The city 
officials have worked untiringly 
or; the project, and remarkable 
progress has been shown. Mr. 
Willis and Mr. Meredith have 
taken very active interest in the 
work and have been instrumental 
in making possible the splendid 
progress so far shown.

Practically all of the work ac­
complished until December was 
done by hand, no suitable ma­
chinery being available. The lo­
cal transient bureau camp, which 
was killed by recent federal action, 
has been taken over by the city, 
and these men have done the labor 
on the project.

The city and school some time 
ago bought the building in which

the federal transient bureau was 
housed, for taxes. This building 
has been used for headquarters 
by the transients, who pay $10 
a month for board, lights, laun­
dry, heat and water. They are paid 
$23 a month for working on the 
flood control project. These wages, 
which are regular relief wages, 
are paid to some 30 transients, 
creating a payroll o f approxi­
mately $700 a month in the city. 
It is estimated that almost the 
entire amount is spent in Clar­
endon, with Clarendon business 
firms. In addition to the tran­
sient laborers, all local workers 
have been employed who desired 
the work, with the result that 
an equal amount is being ex­
pended to local residents. Ap­
proximately $6,400 is being spent

each month for labor on the proj­
ect, all o f which is WPA funds.

In the month of December, 
under the new set-up, more ade­
quate machinery for the work 
was allowed. Since that time, 
two trucks belonging to the fed­
eral transient bureau and two 
trucks belonging to the city have 
been in use on the project. A 
county excavator, and a city 
tractor and grader have also been 
put to work on the project. The 
addition of this machinery has 
greatly facilitated the work, which 
was previously done altogether 
with shovels and wheelbarrows, 
and much more rapid progress is 
being made at the present time. 
A WPA contract has been let 
for hauling rock from the river,

Says Local Schools in Good Condition

After visiting 16 schools in

Donley County, I am happy to 
state that I found them in ex­
cellent condition. I found the 
school property and equipment 
well cared for, and a splendid 
spirit of co-operation existing in 
each school district.

It has been a pleasure for me 
to meet the teachers and school 
patrons of this county, and the 
State Department of Education 
is glad to find the people vitally 
interested in the education ot 
their children.

In checking the schools, I have 
found them to be in good fi­
nancial condition, and I wish to 
commend the school authorities for 
the good business that has been 
used in the administration of the 
schools.

This county has a splendid 
educational set-up. The people 
of Donley County should be proud 
of their schools. In the county 
seat, Clarendon, you offer to 
every child the advantages of a 
junior college education. Every 
child should have the ambition 
to finish the junior college be- 
fore leaving school. The rural 
parents should encourage their 
children to go through junior col­
lege. How fortunate the parents 
are In having a college in reach of 
their home. With the present 
transportation set-up, the child 
can stay at home and get two 
years of college work. The State 
Department of Education appre­
ciates the advantages being of­
fered to the school children of 
Donley County.

Washington, Jan. 23.—Here are 
answers to some questions fre­
quently asked in connection with 
the bill to pay off adjustment 
service (bonus) certificates jn 
cashable $50 bonds:

Q. If I hold a certificate how 
do I apply for bonus?

A. An application may be filed 
with the veterans’ administration 
in Washington at any time before 
the certificate matures in 1945. 
A veteran may send his applica­
tion personally or through a rep­
resentative prescribed in regula­
tions yet to be issued.

Q. If I haven’t applied for a 
certificate, may I do so?

A. Yes. The application should 
be sent to the same place.

Q. Suppose death intervenes 
after application for bonds is 
made ?

A. The application will be valid 
if the veterans’ administration 
finds it bears the bona fide signa­
ture of the applicant and discloses 
an intention to claim the benefits 
of the act. If death occurs after 
application is filed but before 
receipt of bonds, the bonds will 
go to the estate of the veteran.

Q. What happens after bond 
applications are filed ?

A. The veterans’ administration 
will certify to the Treasury the 
amount of $50 bonds due a vet­
eran. The amount will be the 
full 19-5 maturity value of the 
certificate minus interest accrued 
prior to October 1, 1931. If a 
veteran owes any interest after 
October 1, 1931, it is cancelled.

Q. Suppose this interest is 
owed to a bank, not to the govern­
ment?

A. The government assumes the 
obligation, paying off the interest.

Q. When do I get my bonds?
A. As soon as the Treasury 

can print them and mail them in 
accordance with certification from 
the veteran’s administration.

Q. What can I do with them 
after I get them?

A. Any time after June 15,

next, the holder can take them 
to a local post office and cash
them in full or in part. Banks 
will not cash them because they 
are special bonds and are not 
marketable.

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50,000 Eligible for 
O ld -A ge Pensions

Only 50,000 Texans are eligible' 
for old-age pensions according to 
an estimate made by State Audit­
or Orville Carpenter who becomes 
director af the Old-Age Assistance 
Commission February 14, when the 
law becomes affective.

Carpenter said there are 300,000 
who are 65 years of age and more 
and he expected that 150,000 
would apply for pensions but that 
only 50,000 would be eligible.

this rock to be used in enforcing 
the retarding dams. This work 
is in full swing, and hundreds of 
tons of the rock have already 
been hauled to the city.

The project calls for the con­
struction of 18 retarding dams, 
to be constructed at advantageous 
points around the city. At the 
present time, eight of these dams, 
including the two' largest, are 
practically completed. Jt is be­
lieved that these dams alone will 
serve to protect the city from 
the devastating floods it has ex­
perienced in the past, and Mr. 
Willis is very emphatic in the 
statement that, upon the com­
pletion of the entire project, the 
city will be saved from a reoc­
currence of the floods.

Mayor J. W. Martin stated that 
vssurance had been received from 
Fort Worth A Denver Railway of­
ficials that the outlet, under the 
railway tracks near the water 
tank wil] be enlarged in the near 
future. This will permit the 
water to pass through this point 
as rapidly as the retarding dams 
let it through into the city, and 
will prevent the business section 
from becoming flooded in the 
future.

The dams that are being con­
structed have small concrete en­
forced openings to permit the 
passage of a certain amount of 
water, and spillways are being 
constructed at each end of each 
dam to care for overflow. Every­
thing has been figured out to 
a point where it is possible to 
tell just how far each dam will 
back the flood water, and what 
amount of water will be permitted 
to pass through the openings and 
around the spillways.

Present plans call for the com­
pletion of the entire project by 
June 30, 1936.

This project is one of the great­
est of its kind ever to be under­
taken in Texas, and Clarendon is 
truly grateful to the men and 
organizations who have worked 
so faithfully and untiringly in 
eliminating the flood hazard that 
has been present ever since the 
founding of the city.

Lions club members who in­
spected the dams Tuesday after­
noon were loud in their praise 
of the splendid work being done j 
on the project.
