With The Atom

(The following is the sixth of
a series of seven articles disclos-
ing the highlights and sidelights
which have accompanied the na-
tion’s development of atomic
energy. Prepared at the Hanford
atomic energy plant, the series
deals with the human things
which followed in the wake of
the first historic announcement
that man had harnessed the atom.
It touches upon the things which
lie ahead.)

In the industrial world of the
next decade, radiation from the
widespread use of radioactive
materials for peaceful purposes
may exceed by tens of millions
of times the world’s present sup-
ply of radium.

But radiation hazards on any
foreseeable scale are controllable,
according to one of the nation’s

much of the paraphernalia is just
as vital to the safety of the Han-
ford employee as the diving hel-
met and the air hose are to the
salvage diver.

The plastie, man-shaped radia-
tion barriers developed at Han-
ford and later copied by other
nuclear research industries here
and abroad enable a man to en-
ter a contaminated area, operate
instruments, perform mainten-
ance and repair work, or accom-
plish other tasks that must be
done but can't be done remotely
from the outside.

Since termed the “plastic man”
outfit, the suit is connected to the
outside by means of a tunnel
which serves as an entrance and
exit for an employee and also
provides him with a means of ob-
taining clean air from the out-
side. In effect, it provides a little
island of safe space in the midst
of an area contaminated with
deadly radioactive material.

At present, there still is a
considerable monitoring force at
Hanford and other atomic plants

for thousands of workers that an
area is safe and to prescribe pre-
cautions. But in the future,

foremost experts on radiation,
and eventually workers should be |
able to protect themselves from |
“normal” radiation in an atomic
plant just as they now guard!
themselves from acids in other |
industries.

Dr. Herbert M. Parker, General |
Electric company scientist at the
Hanford atomic energy plant near
Richland, Washington, has said
that people working in future
power plants or factories using |
radibactive materials easily can
be protected from external radia-
tion. Harm from radioactive ma-
terials deposited inside the bodies
of human beings also can be pre-
vented, but this may involve im-
posing excessively high safety
standards, at least until some of
the present unknowns have been
solved.

Dr. Parker, who has been
working on radiation protection
ever since the beginning of the
nation’s atomic efforts 12 years
ago, points out that the atomic
energy industry was spawned in
safety—at the expense of con-
siderable investments in radia-
tion protection.

Safety precautions at the plu-

scientists predict, there will come
a day when workers will be able
to deal with the problems of
radiation, just as they now guard
themselves from acids, and
recognize the danger of walking
under ladders.

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Some people have misunder-
stood the provisions of the 1954
Amendments to the Social Se-
curitty Act, according to John R.
Sanderson, Manager of the Ama-
rillo Social Security Office.

“We have been asked quite
often if one cannot qualify for
benefits as a farmer because he
is already age 65 or over,” John
R. Sanderson said. “The answer
is that the farmer already 65 or
past that age, who is continuing
tto operate a farm, will qualify
sooner than the younger farmer
but the fact that they are 65 alone
does not entitle them to benefits.
Age does not disqualify an indi-
vidual from entering into the
program. If he is actually oper-
ating a farm, he is eligible to par-
ticipate by keeping his records in
1955, paying his social security

whose duty it is to “make sure” [fax on his farm income in 1956,

and then doing the same thing for
1956. This second payment, made
in 1957 would qualify him for
benefits if he is already age 65
or older,” Sanderson, added.
